The treasurer feaning to lose his life which
he believed to bave been saved by Lord Mahavirs 1o this
miraculous manner, again passed his whole time 1 weep-
ing »od rupplicating to the Lord to save him again and ke
also vowed to increase his vot ve offering of the precseding
dsy from Rs 50,000 to Re, 75,600, The next day slso
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the gun though fired, refused to go and kill the man.
Annoyed by thisthe Maharaja crdered the man to ba
shot dead & third time Fear overpowered the condem-
ned man but Faith filled his heart; his soul ran
for protection to the Lord once more, raising his offe r
tag aleo from Rs 75,000 to one lac. The third day
aleo the gun refused to kill the condemned. Now the
Maharaja’s spger turned into surprise. He ordered for
bhe release of the treasurer and called him to himself and
mgquired : “Who 18 your Protector *? The men answered
“Lord Mahavira”. The Maharaja was satisfied and he
bimself also denoted hand-snme money with which the
present central temple of Lord Mehavira has been built,
Thus the Image came to be installed for good n 1ts pre.
seent position, ¢

His Holiness the Battaraka, priest of the temple was
given almost Royal Honours even by the Mohammedan
Emperors One of its Batvarakas was credited with having
possessed a Magic Carpet hike the one mentioned in the
Arabian Nights, which could take a man to any place
where he wisbed to go. Once @ Mohammedan king from
Delbi sent & deputation to invite the Bhattarka to hig
special Durbar at Delhi, The deputation took two
monthe to reach the Bhattarka, but the Bhattarka sat on
bis buge Magic Carpet reached the Impenial Capitul in
three or four daye’ time.

Many
a Jain merchant went to Lanka, Simhala and Ratnadvipa®,
Thus Jainas had ancient contracts with Ceylon.

During the historioal period, we know that the Jaina
Missionaries reached Ceylon ss early a8 the sixth century
B C snd they were suocessful in getting Jains Centres
established there—so much so that a few kings of Ceylon
were converted to the Jawn faith, “Itiesaid that the
king Pandukabhaya, who ruled in the beginnwng of the
second century after Buddha, from 367—307 B G, built a
temple and & mopastry for two Niganthas (Jsinas) The
monastry 18 again mentioned 1 the account of the reign
of a later king Vattagamini (38-10 BC) It isrelated
that Vattagamini bewng offended by the inhabitants
caused 1t to be destoryed after 1t bad stood there
for the reigns of 21 kings and erected a Buddhet San-
gharama 1n 1ts place®’.
