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A COMPENDIUM OF

VIDYANANDA'S SATYASASANA-PARIKSA

1 Iatroductry

The Satyafasahaparih=i of Vidyananda, cnitically cdited for the first time by
Shri Gohulchandra Jam, M. A, 15 a cribque of sclecled issues upheld by
a number of philosophical schools of Indian philosophy. It 15 written by a first-
rate Jaina thmker, Icirya Vidyananda, who is famous for his Astasahasri and
a number of other works on Jama philosophy and logic  The cntical mcthod of
Jama plulosophy  adopted by Svami Samantabhadra m his Aptamimamsi cul-
minited m the Astasahasri of \idyananda through the Astasati of Alalanka
Samantabhadra’s terse formulation of philosophical issues and clean exposuie of
the absurdities 1n  {he opponent’s position gave rise to the proverh ‘anu Samanta
bhadram tarkihal’ (that 1s, all logical thinkers are mferior to Samantabhadra) 1
His works — composcd 1 verse ~ were read and recited by all classes of people,
young and old, and that was responsible for the proverb ‘a4 humdiebhyo yasah
Samantabhadrasya’ (that 15, the fame of Samantabhadra extends to include the
voung folk as well) 2 The attackhs of Samantabhadra on Buddlust plilosophy
were faken nole of by Dharmakirti’s Commentators3 who quoted lis views for
refutation  Akalanha, m lis Astadati, explans the philosophy of Samanta-
bhadra with a special reference to the Buddhist posttions, and Vidydnanda, 1n
Ius Astasahasri, mcludes also the opponents who flourished after Akalanka up to
the time of Vacaspatt Misra whom he quofes and rfates in his Tattvarthadioka-
varthhat and the Satyasdsanapaiiked,® the work under 1eview  Alalanka’s

exposttion 15 {erse and bricf and does not give the impression of being away

from the oniginal text  Vidyananda, however, nfroduccs many later deyelop-

ments and clarithes the Jamna posttions i the hight of these new 1ssucs

are the three gieat cxponents of Jama philosophy whith was ntroduced 1o the
Sanshrit world by Vicaha Umisvati  Siddhascna Dndhara discussud logical
problems 1n Ins Nydyivatdia and Piyyapdada Devanands formulated defimtions
of dgamic concepls m lus Sarvirthasidchi,  which exerted mmmense fluence
on the later devdlopments of Jaina thought Svami Samantabhadra summed up
the Jamna positions m lus  pregnant verses, somehimes giving them 4 new meanp-
mg  lhus Siddhasena Divdhara’s definstion of ‘naya’ contamed m the followmg
verses—

nayanamekanisthanam pravrttch gratavartmant

and Pujyapada Devanandy’s chatacterization of 1t as “vastuny anchdntdtmany
avirodhena  hefvarpandt  sadbyavigsasya  yathdtmyaprapana—prayajna~prayogo
nayah”’2 are summed up by Samantabhadra, with s " charactustic note of
originality, m the verse which 1uns as follows~ .

This 1s obviously the logical consummation of the posttions held by Siddha-
sena Divakara and Phjyapida Devanands  Samantabhadra’s following state-

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maturily that chaiacterized Buddhist philosophy of the age of Dhaimakirts
Nent to the Naiydyihas, the Buddhists weie the pioneers of logical thought,
and the Jama logicians closely followed the Buddhists Alalapka finds the
best exponent of his philosophy in Vidydnanda who may be considered the
stabtlizer of Jama thought which reached 1ts pimnacle in Akalanha

It 15 not the occasion to mahe a comprehensive study of the contitbution
of Vidydnanda to the evolution of Jaina thought, based on his different works
Not do we propose to make a critical estimate of the Satyaddanapaiiksa, the
work under study We shall only enuchate select 1ssues raised in the {reatise,
gnung only a summary of a few others

It 1s not mmpossible to arrive at a tiue doctrine  Between two contradic-
torily opposed doctrmmes, one must be true The Law of Excluded Middle
means that the negation of any propostion 1s an absolute alternative 1o it, that
15, not only the proposttion and 1its negative cannot both be tiue, but one or
other must be true ' \What 1s not confiadicted by perception or logic (distestd-
viruddha) 1s {rue  The various doctrmes {aken up for refulation are judged
by this criterion of {ruth and found not to satisty 1t

9 The Vedantic Monism

The Monistic Veddnta 1s taken up first  This school makes avidyd (nesct-
ence) the prius of the subjective and the objective order of ewstence Awdyd,
mn assoctation with the eternal Brahman is the maleial cause of the woild
It 1s of course not real like the Bralman, because 1t 1s subject to annilulation
Only that 1s real which possesses existence as an intrinsic and malienable chaiac-
ter  Change 1s not predicable of the ultimate reality It appears m and upon
the Biahman owing to the latter’s association with avidya As regaids the
natwie of Brahman, it s lmutless ewistence, consciousness, and bliss with no
difference, mtrinsic o1 extrinsic, i 1ts being and 1s a unity— perfect, solid and
simple  Plurality 1s false It appcais so long as there s avidyd and 1t must
cisappeat on the destruction of thel atter  And this destruction of awvidyd 1s
spiritual Iiberation (moksa)

In reply, the Jama philosopher asserts that plurality 1s not capable of being
repudiated as false appearance  Absolute umty and absolute plutality are both
contradicted by experience Difference 1s as clearly given to experience as

There 1s no reason why the noimal experience  of plurality should be asserted as
erroneous  The Vedanlist may heie assert that {he normal ciperience also 15
Liable to contradiction on (he attainment of final enhghtenment  But that is also
not possible  We do nol know of any proof for the evistence of Brahman as
chfferent from plurality which 1s gnen to our normal cipenience  Such  proof
itselt, by the very fact that it pioves Biahman as diffeent from the object of
notmal experience, would prove the object along with the Biahman, much in

the same way as the knowledge of shell as shddl, wlhile contradicting the erione-
ous cognition of shell as silver, proves the ewistence of the shell and the silver as

two different entities 8 The Vedantist m despan  1efers {o mdetermunate (mirvihal-

paka) cogmition, which cognizes baie ewistcnce, as the proof of the eistence of

Biahman which 15 unity, purc and sumple  But the Jama philosopher 1efues to

believe 1n the possibihity of such undiferentiated espersence  What we imme-
diately percetve on opening ow eyes 1s specific ewstence determmed by space,

time, otherness and the like We never percene what 15 not deteimined by

space and what 1s not other than the hnowing self 4

Ow peiceptual expertence thus 1s found incapable of proving the Abso-
lute Biahman  On the contiaty, 1t proves difference to be as tcgial to reahty
as 1dentity

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The Vedintist now seeks the aid of inference to prove the Absolute as
pure consciousness The wueality of an mdependent objective world 1s de-
duced fiom an analysis of even an ordinuy empnical judgment [lake for
instance the trite experience ‘I see the pen’ Whal s the status of the pen ?
Lhe pen is felt as an object no doubt But it 1sfelt as the content of, that s,
comaident with its cognition  Now, by the application of the principle ‘what-
ever 15 comcident with cognition 1s mside, 1. ¢, 1dentical with 1t’ 1t follows that
the pen, being comcdent with its cognition, 15 mside, 1 ¢, identical with the
cogmtion  For nstance, the character of cognitionhood, being comcident with
the cognition, 15 identical with the latter T All things can smululy be shown
as comeaident with cognition, and as such identical with it Theie 15 thus
nothing outside consciousness which alone exists

But the Jamna considers the argument swcidal The Vedantist infers
adentity’ from tcomncidence’  But how can the mference be talid unless both
4dentity’, the probandum, and ‘coincidence’, the probans, e admutted as two
distinct facts existing 1n then own right 7 '

Not can the Veddntist postulate absolute identity between the piobans
and the piobandum  He seeks to deduce the identity of the content and cogni-
tion from the felt comcidence of the two . The fact that they ae felt 2s two
should have made the Vedantsst pause before he drew the conclusion of then
absolute wdentity  If experience be the determunant or the nature of things, 1t
cannot be gainsaid that not only the probans and the piobandum aie {clt as
identical-cum-different, but also the conclusion, wiz the integiation of the con-
tent, should be regarded as a case of identity-in-difterence  Exen m the Buddhist
philosophet’s inference of ‘momentariness’ of a word (dabda) and the like from
then  ‘ewistence’, the probans (v17 ewstence) and the probandum (v17z momen-
tariness) are not felt as absolutely 1dentical 2

The fact that one goes with the other necessarly 15 proof that they are
not absolutely distinct and difterent But the other fact that one 1s the probans
and the other 1s the probandum, and assuch 1s felt as distinct fiom the other
should ptove that the two are not absolutely wlentical The nference of abso-
lute identity of content and consciousness by the Vedantist on the ground of
therr invanable coincidence must theiefore be rejected as wltia vires

The Juna however agrees with the Vedantist when he asseits that the

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object cannot remain absolutely distinct and different from consciousness whe n 1t
ss cognized  The verbal proposition expressing  the knowledge sitnation s of the
form ‘The pen 1s known’ The predicate ‘hnownness’ proves that the pen 1s not
absolutely difterent fiom and so unconnected with hnowledge  But the nega-
tion of absolute diftetence does not mmply that the pen 1s absolutely made idents-
cal with knowledge  Ihe pioposstion 1s entirely on a par with such factual
proposttions as “The cloth 1s white’  In both the propositions, the relation of
subject and predicate 1s one of substance and attribute  The relation cannot be
absolute identity as in that case 1t would be reducible to one of the terms, erther
the subject or the predicate 1 The relation 15 s generss which may be called
identity-in-difference for want of a belter and moie expressive name

But the Vedantist may ask What about the judgment ¢Ihe cognition
per se shines' (pratibhdsa svaripam pratibhasate), that 1s, “The cogmition pes
se 15 known by cogmtion’ ? Here the content of the cogmition 1s its own
self, and so the position that the relation of cogmition and content 1s one
of identity-cum-chfference cannot hold in the present case But the Jamna
philosopher avers that the content s not the act of cogmition as such but its
specific character  Cogmition has both specific and generic attributes as consti-
tutne of its nmatme For instance, cognition 1s ewstent and this shows that
it has the attiibute of exstence in common with all other entitiecs  The attribute
of cognition-hood 1s an uncommon characteristic In the said judgment the
content 1s the specific character of cogmition, and the specific character 1s not
absolutely identical with the cogmtion  There can be no judgment or propos-
tion possible 1if the terms are ab(solutely dentical or absolutely different, e g,
‘gold 1s gold’ and ‘Himdlaya 1s the Vindhya’ are not logical propositions 2 As
regards the basic argument of the Vedantist employed to prove the wdentity of
cognition and content, 1t can be upset by the following argument ¢\Vhatever
1s comncident with cogmition 15 somehow different from the cognition concerned,

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With the collapse of inference as the proof of monism, the Vedantist in the
last resort falls back upon revelation (Agama) 1n support of his postion But
the question arises whether revelation 15 ontologically difterent from the Absolute
or not If it be absolutely ditterent from the Absolute, this will prove the
dualism of i1evelation and Biahman at any1ate1 If on the confrary it be abso-
lutely identical with the Absolute Brahman which 1t seeks to establish, then
the revclation will bhe as much an unproved fact as the monistic Absolute which 1s
yet to be established  Certainly. the means of pioof and the object of pioof
cannot be absolutely identical as in that case the two will be on the same
level so far as they are not established facts 2

Moreover, the meaning of the proposition ‘All that ewists 1s the Absolute’
(sarvam vat khalvidamyy brahma) 1s not unquaified momsm  Init the subject
1s ‘all eistents’ which are revealed to us 1n knowledge and thus a known factor
The predicate 1s unknown In all judgments the subject is a known fact and
the predicate must be unknown If the predicate were equally known with the
subject, 1t would not be judgment or a proposition 3 So the very form of a
proposttion mmplies that the subject and the piedicate cannot be identical  The
Veddntist therefore cannot establish monism even by appeal to authoutatne
1evelation It may be contended that the meaning of the predicate 15 self-identity
which 1s realived by a subject i his own self and this self-identity 15 asserted of
all that appears including sclf and notself The logical implication of the
proposition thetefore 1s the negation of the appearance of plwality as real Thus
mterpreted the ptoposition 18 nather  tautologous nor lhable to sigmify dualism
The Jaina would observe that even if the interpretation be accepted as ti ue, the
mplication of dualism 1s inescapable masmuch as the duality of revelation and {he
woild appearance respectinely as the negator and the negated 1emamns uncontra-

dicted 4 If on the other hand 1evelation weie to be regarded as the essence of
the Absolute, that also would not prove thewr wentity as essence and possessor
of essenice must be numetically difterent l ’

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The Vedintst cannot also regud sclf-antmtion as proof of the Absolute,
because the proof must he different from the object of pioof  Nor can the
Absolute be tahen as self-proved, for why not then plurabty o1 voudity or the
doctiine of unnersal illusion be accepted as the ultimate tiuth 1

It has been aigucd by the Veddantist that our peiceptual esperiences are
false  becruse they are cogmzant of difference, just as dream csperience 1S
But this mfuence 1~ vitiated by sclfcontradiction becaunse the factors of nference
such as the probans and the example must in any aent be regwded as
tiuc I they are true, their difference also 15 true  And f all these conrhitions of
inference are false and thus cognition of difference be declared to be false, the
inference will not prove the thests, beeause no true conclusion can follow  from
false premuscs 2 The Veddntist may contend that the conditions of mfurence
are accepted as truc by the opponent and hence they ac valid so far as the
opponent’s 1cfutation 1s concerncd  But  that would man the recognition
of the duality of acceptance, viz, one’s own acceptance and the acceptance
of the opponent (svaparabhyupagama-bheda-pratibhdsh)  And aganf this duahty
21s0' 15 asagned to another biief of the opponent, a <econd duabity of
acceptance would be tequred , and so on ad mfinifumn And the result
would be the cstablishment of duahty 3 Nor can the Vedintist asseit the seli-
elident pure concciousness as the contradictor of our normal cogmbion of
plurality, because that would be a case of self-contradiction, bemng tantamount
to the acceptance of the dualty of the contradicted and the contradictor  More-
over the Vadanbst, beng a momst, can accept the contradicted-contrachctory
relatton only on the authority of his opponent For hun the relation 1s as
unteal as anything other than the Absolute It is fhus found that theie 1s no
proof against duality which 1s cognized in normal experience  And  this duality,
being opposed to monism, refutes the latter

Futheimore, momism can be established only by the negation of dualism,

VEDANTIC MONISM 19

In fact, Sankara, the founder of the school of monstic Vedanta, has called his
philosophy the doctrine of non-dualism  The expression mon-dualism’  can
convey an telligible meaning only if dualism be understood Now ‘dualism’
isa whole (akhanda) ewpression and stands for a whole concept It can be
asserted as a umiversal proposition _that the negation of a whole concept piesup-
poses the reality of the concept m some other context® Of course, there are
such expiessions as ‘a square-circle’ which do not stand for anything teal, and
tts negation by such a negative epression as ‘a non-squate-citcle’ cannot be
thought to presuppose the reahty of the negatum  But this does hot invalidate
the umversal proposition  ¢The negatum is always 1eal’ The rule holds only
m the case of whole words and whole concepts A squaie-cicle 1s oulgr an
attempt at combination of squate and cucle, and it becomes a fiction because
“the two concepts are mutually repellent Itis for this 1eason that the 1ule 1s
propounded to hold good of whole concepts gua negata Now monism gui
negation of dualism s possible only if dualism be a false appeatance. But
dualism bemng a whole concept, its negation will necessarily presuppose the
reality ot the negatum (sc dualism) m some context or other

The Vedantist however 1s not convinced by such lingustic arguments
Even if dualism 1s regarded as a concept, its negation cannot be made the
ground of 1ts ontological 1eality The negation of dualism does not in 1eality
belong {o the Absolule The whole logical apparatus wlhich s the creation of
the professional logician 1s possessed of a provisional value It 1s valid untid
the ultimate truth 1s 1eahzed  But what 1s the necesuty of negation of dualism
and what again 1s the reason for the adoption of the logical appatatus for the
establishment of momstic positon by the Vediantist ? The Vedantist answers
that the whole order of plurality 1s an unreal show which has decened the dualist
and the plumalist into the belief of its ultunate 1eality  \When the Vedantist tises
to convince the dualist of lus etior, he has to adopt the logical appaiatus 1invented
by the logicians of the realistic peisuasion  The distinction of self and not-self
15 necessitated by avidyd and 1s not to be mistaken as possessed of ultimate
valihty  So the charge of self-contradiction urged against the Vedantist 1s the
outcome of misunderstanding.

But what 1s the natwe of awdyd ot nescience ? Let us consider tle
nitwe and 1elation of nescience as expounded by Suresvara 1 the Biahadiianyka-
vartiha 2 It 1s posstble to conceive that the nescience, if 1t ewsted at” all,

Nor 1s the
thurd alternative a tenable hypothests, because nesctence admitted as an mdepen-
dent entity, ke the Absolute, cannot be supposcd to be anmiinlated by hnow-
ledge and so knowledge of the identity of the self and the Absolate, which 1s pres-
cribed to be the condition of sahation, bemng the climnator of nescicnce, will
have no purpose to seive  Knowledge of wdentity s believed to lcad {o the
perfect emancipation of the self, because 1t 1s assumed to be destructne of
nescience which mduced bondage Butif nescience be an independent entity
like the Absolute and be coeval with the Absolute from begmningless tune,
it will be as eternal as the Abwlule Self And the bondage aiso will be
an eternal fact Suresvara answers that the nature of nescience cannot be
determined by an organ of hnowledge Nescience 15 not capable of being
determined by logic, yet it cannot be denied that it ¢xists  The tndividual fedls
that he 15 ignorant of many things He 1s as certain of lus ignorance as he 1s of his
own exstence  The ndividual 1s directly aware that lie 1s a conscious being S0
consciousness and evistence are nahenable charactersstics of the mndndual self.
From the authority of 1evelation as well as the evidence of logic, the self 1s known
to be identical with the Absolute Brahman And we have scen that nesuence
1s not possible m the Absolute and the mdnidual alike Suresiara mamntains
that this 1s not the correct approach for dctermining the rclation of nescience

Lo deny the existence of nescience would be contradiction of a felt fact  So,
however urational and illogical the concept of nescience may appeat to be, 1ts
actual existence has got to be admutted by all It 1s hiue that the conception
of nescience as an independent entity 1s an absurd hypothesis  We find at
from our study of the Upamsads that nescience 1s totally destioyed by knowledge

of the reality ~ This 15 also the finding of 1incontestable experience Oui ordinary

errors such as the peiception of shell for the silver are found to be annihilas

ted when followed Dby correct knowledge of the 1eality This would be unpossible

andalso unaccountable sf nescience were elernal veusty It must be adnutted

that there 15 no rarson d'etre for error It 1s possible only when the conditions

of kno“ledrfc .are gnen a false twist by somethmg superadded to them It 1s

absolutely umntelhglble why should theie be a deviation from the normal

standard  Certainly thus deviation cannot be the noimal law as this would make
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the emorgence of coirect knowledge and cancellation of the false knowledge
preceding 1t an impossibihty  What holds good of nescience operating 1n the
incdividual must be true of 1t 1nits cosmic aspects also  So nescience cannot
be eternal verity lihe the Absolute Nor can 1t be an independent entity as
shown above It is felt by us all that we ate beset by limitations on all sides
and we are not satisfied with our present condition ~ We always try to transcend
it as an undesuable obsession So nescience cannot have an independent
exlstence outside consciousness The Vedantist believes that consciousness,
absolute and undifferenced, 1s the only reality and 1s the very stuff and essence
of all that ewists and appeas The appearance of plurality according to the
Vedantist 1s erioneous, and as such must have a reason of its own  This reason
is found m nescitence And so the nescience 1s not only subjective but also
objective because 1t 15 co-pervasne with consciousness 1n its entire range

Now the individual 15 not the seat of ignorance according to Suresvaia
for twofold 1cason In the first place, the individual 1s nothing different fiom
Absolute Consciousness 1n point of reality  And 1f the mdividual be regarded as
ontologically different fiom the Absolute, which 1s not however the position of
any section of the monistic school, then also the individual cannot be regarded
as the locus of nescience The ndvidualization of the self is itself the result
of nescience and as such cannot be the determinant of the mncidence of nescience
which 1s its very presupposttion  Nescience must have a local habitation of its
own as the possibility of nescience asa floating entity would be absurd It
must then have pure consciousness as its locus and abode and from the evidence
of our own evperience we find that nescience 1s a felt fact  Tlus shows that pure
eternal consciousness cannot be opposed to nescience On the contiary, 1t
conslitutes the only ewidence of 1its bemng  Opposition s both a priors and
empirical  The opposition of bemg and non-being 1s felt @ prior: But other
types of opposition are empirical and as such can be known only from ewperi-
ence  We have found that there 1s no opposition between pure consciousness
and nescience Pure consciousness means consciousness which 1s not detei-
mmed by any objective reference It 1s beweft of subject-object polarization
Pure consciousness {hus means unpolaiized —conscrousness It 15 not
relevant to ow puipose to prove that unpolarized consciousness 1s possible though
1t 1s stoutly opposed by Ramdnuja and also the realists of the Nydya-Vaideska
school  The Samhhya-Yoga school and also the Jamas admut the posstbility
of pute consciousness at least in the final stale of emancipation

Granted that there 1s no opposttion between pure consciousness and
nescience  But how to account for the opposition of nescience as error with

by objective rcference, m other words, when 1t 1s possessed of a specific content
and 1s called hnowledge Knowledge 1s consciousness mn 1fs essence, but 1t 1s
cifterent as a speuific dctermnation s from the genus  I'he opposition of error
1s with knowledge and not with pure transcendental consciousness which 1s
rather the proof of it Eiror 1s also a cogmtion with a distinet content and 1t 1s
cancelled only by a cogmtion with an opposite content with reference to the
same situation 1t 1s the true cogmtion which cancels the false cognition  The
truc cognition 1s here called knowledge, and the false-cogmtion error The
opposition only holds between them

It has been argued by the opponent of the mosst that thete can be no
nescience tn the Absolute because of the a priort opposition between conscious-
ness and nescience  But the opposition s nol @ prror, and so the argument
has no valicdity  The xery fact that we aie conscious of nescience shows that
thuae 15 no opposition beiween them  But though a felt fact and uncaused
entity enisting  concurrently with the Absolute, nescience 1s not regarded as an
eternal venty like the Absolute Brahman, because 1t s liable to be concelled
and corrected by the uneriing realization ot the nature of the self as 1dentical
with the Absolute It has been shown that nescience 15 destroyed by knowledge
from the example of common crrot and its correction  The Vedintist deduces
from the fact the condlusion that nesuence 1s not a reality i the true sense
of the ferm A rcality 15 not capable of death or destruction  Nescience being
hable to extinction cannot be regarded as a co-ordinate reality  But though not
a reality, 1ls actual ewvwstence 1s a fell fact and so cannot be denied without
self-contrachiction  The demal of nescience as well as its assertion 1s possible
only within the lmufation of nescience, because they are all judgments and as
<uch have a duahistic retercnce Of course, there can be no 1eal relation between
the Abwlute and nescience  The Absolute 15 unattachedt and uarelated to
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anything within and without But whatever be the ontologicu o logical
character of the 1clation of the nescience, its actuality cannot be cisputed
Exen an unreal relation 1s possible just as an  unreal nescience 1

A difficulty has been rased that the Absolute has been desctibed as
omniscient and cortamly nescience 1s mcompatible with omniscience  Anandagni
has anticipated this difficulty and gnen asolution It 1 this  Omniscience
does not mean cmpirical Lhnowledge of all things, but the eternal peienmal light
of conscionsness which males all Lnowledge possible  So there 15 no logical
repugnance m the unreal “assoctation of umieal nescience with 1t By logical
thought we can understand that this 15 not impossible, but the actual natwe of
it can be realved only by peifect knowledge When nescience 15 destroyed by
Lnowledge, 1t becomes identical with the Absolute  Nescience 1sa fact which
refuses to  be deternuned by logical thought Nescience cammot be satd to
ewst unless the Absolute gmy transcendental consciousness 1s known  In other
words, nescience cannot be felt without consciousness But nescience also
cannot be intuited as  existent if the tiue natuie of the Absolute as puie conscious-
ness 15 tealized Moreover, who will be the knower of it—the person who
suffers from nescience ot who has emancipated himself hom 1t *  The determina-
tion of the nature of nescience 1s not possible for the peison who 1s subject to
its sway, because this will mean that he 1s not fettered by nescience  As regaids
the emancipated  self, the logical distinctions of the subject, the , object, and the
act of knowledge have totally vanished for h'm for ever, and so such detetmna-
ton 1s not possible  An organ of hnowledge 1s not competent to guage
unreality It 15 only the real that can be deternuned by it But nescience
15 er hypothess nota real because 1t does not stand the sciuting of accredited
cogmitive organs  Nescience 1s called nescience because 1t 1s incapable of stand-
ing cntical esamunation with success In fact, the cuteiton of nescience 1s
nothing but this mcapacity for standing the trmal by accepted instruments of
knowledge ~

But the question may be asked ‘Why are we enamowed of such an
iriational concept ®’ You have yourself admutted that it 1s not capable of bemng
determined by the accredited organs of logic Why don’t you admut that the
 woild 1s both difterent and non-different from the Absolute ? Both you and
myself admut the Absolute and the World, and the relation between them 1s
asserted by us to be 1dentity-cum-chfterence  The meit of this theory lies 1n the

The Vedantist answers that after all his theory s the sunplest of all
Morcover, it makes the postulation of a large number of iriational entthies uncalled
for  Thus the opponent .who believes 1n the 1eahty of the woild process has
to admut that it 1s both difterent and non-different from the Absolute In the
second place, he has to posit that bondage, though it 1s real and so uncaused,
15 hable to cewsaton In the third place, he has to posit that emancipation
is the product of religious and moral actwity and 1s yet eternal  The
monist only affirms nescience as the sole and sufficient condition of all
these results And though 1t eusts from etermity alongside of and together
with the Absolute, yet there 1s no logical difficulty in the fact that 1t 1s hable
to annihilation, because it 1s felt to be unreal and so its disappearance does not
entail logical contradiction which swould be inevitable if 1t were real But
1t mught be argued that simplicity 1s not by itself a recommendation for a
theory  If a multiplicity of things 1s necessitated by logical thought we cannot
reject 1t for the sake of economy alone But the Vedantist agrees that ssmplicity
or multiphcity without the sanction of wvalid cogmition 1s not a compelling
consideration 1n the deternunation of reality But if the multiplicity of cate-
gories asserted by the opponent 1s found to be contradicted by accredited sources
of knowledge, the postulation of it will be logically indefensible Now the
believer 1n reahty of the world has tfo assert that the relation between the world
and 1ts cause 15 wdentity and difference both—a conception which 1s repugnant
to all sources of knowledge  Secondly, he admuts that the worldly careeris a
reality bereft of beginmg in tune, and to say that 1t 1s anmhilated by true
Lknowledge 15 opposed to the universally accepted proposition that a real uncaused
and undated 1s eternal  Thirdly, 1t asserts emancipation to be the product of
moral actinisty and yet to be eternal  This 1s opposed by the unnersal proposi-
tion that whatever 1s caused to happen at a particular fime cannot but be lable
to cxtinchon  These are the major contradictions 1n the theory of the opponent,
and there may be many more, f minor details are to be taken into account
As regards the Vedantist’s theory, 1t only postulates nescience and this 1s not also
an unwarranted assumption since 1t 1s endorsed by ewperience and scriptural
authority abhke 1

which 15 not amenable to test by any accredited organ of knowledge Whateves
may be'the subject of dispute, call it truth or untiuth, science o1 nescience,
the matter can he finally decided by means of the acciedited soutces of knowl-
edge availible to us The Jaina does not dispute the esistence of nescience, but
he mswss that this s also a matter of proof  \When the Vedantist asserts nescience
as an actuai ewistent, he 1s certanly aware of iis ewistence And this awaieness
must be tiue and valil Otheiwise, he will notbe m a position to make the
assertion  1he Vedintist had to admt that nescience 1s a felt fact But he

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this awareness the status of a true cognttion, and he thinks the content of error,
at lcast the predicative part of it, as nerther 1eal nor uureal, but something logr-
cally indetermmable  The reason he advances i support of his prsition 1s that
it 18 set aside by a true cogmtion followmng upon it Nobody demes that error
s corrected by a subsequent vabid experience  But that should not be mter-
preted as cvidence of the unteality of the cogmition or of the coantent It may
be [ilse cognition but nonetheless it 1sa cognition, and true so far as its occur-
rence 1s talen mto consideration It 1s regarded as error because the external
object 15 not prssessed  of the piedicate judged to belong toitn eiror  Lhe
contradiction only proves that the predicate does nnt belong to the subject and
mothing more It has already been c\plamed that the contiadiction cannot
mean that error did nnt happen  Errot 15 bound to bhe admutted as historical

should this awareness be not xalid ?  If the awareness of error be nvalid, there
will be no possible means of asseiting that 1t 1s a psychical occurrence  The
question of salidity or mvahdity of a cognition 1s not capable of being decided
by the intrinsic character of the cognition 1 question  The alidity of a cogal-
tion can be decided by external evidence, at least in the imitial stage A cog-
mtion 15 regarded as invalid only when 1t s found to be contradicted by a sub-
sequent cogmtion showing that the piecicate does not belong to the subject

The awarcncss of error, no matter whether pure or empuical, 1s not contradicted
by any subsequent congmition  The subsequent cogmtion does not annul the
Iustoricity of error as a cognition. It only shows, as we have observed, that
the predicate does not belong to the subject Thus there does not seem to be

any logical warrant for questioning the validity of awaieness of etror as a fact
whether 1t be claseed as empirical or metempirical

As regards the contention of Suresvara that nescience or error 1s not
determmnble by a valid cogmtion or an instrument of i, the Juna does not
think that it s based upon truth It has bheen obsersed that a cognition 1s
proved to be ialse when it s contradicted by a subsequent cognition having
the sune refcrence The  contradicting  cognition 1s held to be true by all even
mcluding the Vidantist  This shows that euor 1s proved by truth which
15 bwed upona true objpctne datum  The Jama accordingly thinks that the
Vedantist’s interpretation of error as an alogieal fact 1s duc to a hasty apprasal
of the logical issue Error as well as truth 1s always capable of being determined
only with rufcrence to reaits  When the cogmtion 15 found to cortespond to
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the objectine sttuation 1 all respects 1t 15 called ttuth  \When, on the other
hand, it fails to conform to 1eality 10 any 1espect 1t 15 called false  So nescience
“as  euor 15 always deternunable with reference to icabty, and that agamn by
means of an accredited organ of knowledge As for the {uither contention of
Suredvara that nescience 1s not possible for a person possessed of knowledge,
it 15 observed that nescience 1s not possible 1 a petson who 1s possessed of peifect
knowledge and as such 1s ommscient But thete 1s no cvidence to show that it
15 not pussible for a man whose hnowledge 15 lmuted  The assertion of Suresvara
that hnowledge 1s futile m respect of a person fiee fiom nescience 15 also not
based upon truth  Freedom fiom nescience mahes petfect knowledge possible,
and this knowledge 1s not futile because everybody will adunt that 1t 15 covetable
for 1ts own sake So how can knowledge be futile for a peison fiee fiom
nescience  The asscition of Suresvara agamn that the detetnunation of nescience
1n a person 1s possible only so long as he 1s under the hypnotic spell of nescience
15 entuely wide of the mark The differentiation of nesaence from truth s
possible only when a person discovers the truth  Were a person completcly
unda the spell of nescience, such diftetentiation would not be possible  The tiuth
of the pioposition asseited heie 1s buine out by the evidence of dieam  The
dreaming man cannot distingumsh between tiuth and euor, because he is complete-
Iy enmeshed 1 nescience i dieam ' So Swesvaia’s catagorical affiumation that
determunation of nescience 15 possible only under the sway of nescience 1s
entuely opposed to fact It mught be contended that if nescience as eiror
be a tiue cogmition, then thae will be no 1eason {or its bemng contradicted by
a subsequent cogmition , but the fact that 1tisso contradicted shows that it ss
entirely false But the Jama asseits that theie 1s no tncompatibility in the
situation  Euor 1s regarded as a true cogn tion only m  a sectional 1eference

It 1s tiue so far as ats icfetence fo the subject 15 concerned, and also so fai as st

If so, what 15 the sowce of your conviction” If the Vedintit
confesses that he bas no 1csource which enables him to make such  asscrtion,
then he will be guwlts of unabashcd dogmatism  If, on the other hand, the
Vedantist 1s sure of the truth of lus assertion, this will mean that nescience 1s not
altogether 1ncapable of logical detcrnunation At any rate the determination of

nescicnce as  alogial punciple must be based upon truth and consequently
secured by an accrediled organ of hnowledge N

Suresvara has claimed that the postulation of ncscience as the prius ot the
wotld process makes Veddanta philosophy the sinplest of all systems It may
be so  But this simplicity 35 more apparent than i1eal The plwality of
entities with thewr nfimte varieties 1s a felt fact Nescience was posited over
and above the absolutdy undifferenced tianscendent consciousness callud the
Absolute because 1t was felt that plurality, even as appeatance, cannot be deduced
from a sunple umiy But if nescience be only another umtary punciple, it
also will not be competent to produce the appearance of plurality  For this it
has been assumed that neseience possesses an mfimte plmality of powers  Thus
the claim of simphicity 1s based upon a quibble It has however been clammed
that nescience with 1ts infimte resowces and powers 1s an unreality and so the
only reahty 1s pure consciousness But the assertion of unrealits of nescience
15 a pusse which runs counter to the verdict of esperience and logical thought
The Veddntist says that 1t1s not real because it exhibits seli-contradiction 1n
every stage The tlungs of the world are subject to constant change and this

The ertoneous siver 15 umcal because 1t ceases {o be when
it 1s contradicted by knowledge of the shell If areal were capable of origina-
tion and cessation like false sther, thae would be no critetion possible for the
distinction of real from unreal It must therefore be adnutted that constancy
and continuty and consequently the absence of lapse fiom umfoimuty are the
true chaiacteristic of a real  But these tests arc incapable of being applied to the
objects of evpertence The conclusion 1s mesvitable that they cannot be 1eal
The Jaina philosopher ashs  What 15 the sowce of the hnowledge of thys
pecubiar nature of reality ? The ultunate nature of things can be known by
expertence alone  Well, what 1s the giound for ow behel that consciousness
15 existent and also 1s the proof of the ewstence of other things ? The answer
must be that it 1s felt to be so  Consciousness 1s 1its own guaiantor and proof
of its own realily As regaids unconscious malter, its esistence 1s established
by means of consciousness It cannot be ashed why consciousness should be
self-evidenced and matter be dependent upon conscousness for the proof of its
easlence  The question 1s a question of fact, and not of rcason  The nature
of thmg 1s inalienable and must be accepted to be what itis  Can anybody
answer why fite should be hot and water cold, and not vice versa ? No, because
1t 1s a question of fact  Smmlaily the nature of reality is to be deduced from
the testimony of ewpetience  The ewstence of things wlich aie experienced 1s
obvious and sclf-evident  If you call i question therr credentials, the fact of
exstence and conscrousness which are posited by the Vedantist to be the ultunate
reality will not also be mmmune fiom such doubting intcriogation  The 1esult
will be unieheved scepticism or unnersal negation  The Veddntist had the good
sense and sanity not to acquiesce n this suicidal estmation  The Jaina would
1espectfully and earnestly ask the Vedantist to cairy his deternunation of reality
consistently to 1ts natural concluson  He accepts enstence to be the ultimate
truth solely on the testimony of experience But as espetience 1ecoids change
as the mtegral character of ewstence o1 rather of things felt to be ewstent, it
beats one’s understanding Wwhy change should be declared as unreal appearance

The Vcdantist has contended that change mnolves lapse of being mto non-bemng

and fhis 1s acase of self-contiadichion Reality must not be self-contiadictory

But as change 1s fraught with contraciction, 1t 15 to be unceremoniously thrown

overboard as an unreal and unjustifiable appearance But the Jamna 15 a frank

reabist, and 1s candid in Jus confesston of farith 1n the verdict of expettence  The

Vedantist thinhs that there 1s pure being which 1s mncompatible with puie non-

bemng  But pure bemng 1s an abstiaction, and we have no espeience of it

So also 1s the case with pure non-betng  What we find 1 experience, including
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the panciple of consciousness itself, 15 concrete bemg which 1s a unity of
diffcrent entities  Thus we never come across a pure subslance denuded ot
qualities and actions A substance 1s always a umty with the multipheity of
attributes  Why should the Vedantist scent contiadiction i 1t > He should
take the reality as a whole and the attempt to chp away a pait of its character
only bespeaks unwarranted zeal for abstract thinkimg It 15 no doubt tiue that
the diversity of reals encountered by evperience exhibits ewstence as therr
unnersal trat  But the unnersality and continuity of this trait and the dis-
continuity of other traits aie facls alike  The former should not be vested with
truth and the latter disnussed as appeatrance

Sumlarly, one should not read contradiction in the combmation of identity
and difference when they are endorsed by uncontradicted experience The
Vedantist accepts the aspect of 1dentity and rejects the aspect of difference,
because he thinks that the nature of reality 1s absolutely stmple But this 1s
only the outcome of lus bias for @ priost logical thought mn preference to and
contradichon of esperience  We could accept this assessment of reabity i the
dictates ot a prrore logic were found to be confirmed cven m a single metance
of our experience The Veddntist 1s too astute a thinker not to be aware of tlns
wedhness 1 Ins position  Accordingly he appeals to dreamless evpersence
He asscrts that pure evistence 1s felt i this state He also appeals to samadhi
(costasy) m wlhich the spirstual aspirant realizes the reahty as a homogencous
simple umty Dberett of intrinsic and extuinsic  difterence  But the state of
samddhi 1s not attanable by all If a gited soul ewvperiences 1, that does
not aftord any help to men of hmited knowledge who are enquirers after
truth  So 1t has no plulosophical velue As regards dreamless evpersence,
it 1s not also beyond dispute  So the Vedantist has to rely upon the 1evealed
texts of the Upamsads and upon pure logic  So fai as the Upansadic texts are
concerned, the nterprefation of the momst 1s not accepted as the last word
There ate other interpretations also It may not be out of place to remark
that the Jamma scriptures! also have discussed these texts and have offered therr
own interprctation which 1sat vanance with that of the monist  As iegaids
pure logic, the Jana attitude  towards 1t has been elucidated with as much clarity
and preasion as has been posstble for us  The conscquential objections of
Surcdvara regarding bondage and emancipation do not cause much difficulty to
the Jana  The Jaina belicves that bondage 15 a2 1eal condition of the self, and
though existing from  the beginnmgless time as coeval with the ndnidual yet
its hable fo be transcended  Emancipation 1s nothmg but the disentangloment

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of the self from the harmmue matter  The karnuc matter 1s not destioyed but
pulled ont  The pwe nature of self which 1s realized in emancipation 15 not a
new  creatton 1 the absolute sense It was alwave thae DBut the hainuc
matter served to obscure it The Juna behieves 1in change because 1t 15 found
to be the unnersal character of all reals and of ot means tiansiion fiom  bemng
to nonbemg mw a sectional refaence, the Jana 1o not fughtened by it
So  the objection of Swedvama  that  emanuapation, bemg a product of a
process, will be hable to destruction does not cause any  difficulty  The Vedintic
solution  that bondage and emancipation are both illusory  cwnot be regarded
as the only  stisfactory evplanation, as it has been made abundantly clear that
the demial of plurality, in - defiance of esperience, cannot escape from fall mto the
abyss of unneral mlulism  or scepticism which Nigirjuna and his followers have
shown to be the mevitable conclusion of pure logic

3 The Buddiust Ideahism

The subjective dcahsm of the Yogicira Buddinst 1s to be distingiushed
from the Vedintic Momsm  The Absolute Brabman of the Vedintist 1s cternal,
(cogmzable by all kinds of cogmtion), nd one  But the vijiidna (conscionsness) of
*he Yogacara Buddhiet 16 momentary, subjectne or sclfantmited (cogmizable by
self alone), and numcncall}- diiterent 1n each consciousnesstream 1 Vidyinanda
here 1ecords the theories of hnowledge propounded by the Sautrintiha Buddhusts,
Yaugas (Nandvikas and Varlesthas), Simhbyas and the Jamas  These theores
are refuted by the subjectnist who thus proves that all defuutions of the cogmtum
(vedya) and the cogmzer (vedaka) are untcnable 2 He proves the falsity of all
mstrunments of cogmtion by the following argument  “Whatever 15 of the form
of cogmtum and cogmizer s false, € g, dreams and illusions , ow perceptions
and the like are on a par with these Itter, and hence fals” 3 Our perceptions
and all other organs of knowledge bemg false, there 1< no proof of the reality
of evternal objects The subjectivist however does not deny the indnidual
unifs of consciousness which he adnuts as the source of appearance of our

ded from asserting a logically necessary relation between their corresponding
negations as negations hate no independent logical relation apart from that of
their opposite positnes  The result will not be different even 1f esther of the
terms be gnena posine mterpretation  Thus 1f the probandum be asserted
to be positne identity, 1t cannot be proved from negatne probans, because
there can be no relaton between a positne and a negatine term. Causality and
identity of essence are recognized to be the two types of necessary relation
But these two relations are found to obtain between posttine entities and not
non-entities, nor between an entity and a non-entity The same difficulty will
stand 1n the way 1f the probans 1s supposed to stand for a positine fact  But let
us see 1f the Buddhist can establish his position by making the probans and pro-
bandum both positne Thus it may be wterpreted that the ‘necessity of being
Lnow n together’ means “dentity of the cogmtion’ and the probandum 1s “1dentity
of the two’ But this mterpretation would make the inference a case of tautology
because the probans will not be different from the probandum  What the
Buddhist seeks to establish by this argument 1s that the content and the cog-
nition are not different but identical. So “dentical cogmition’ 1s found to be
the probandum and the probans 1s also nothing but “dentical cogmtion” But
the Buddhist may argue that the truth of the identity of cognition 1s, established
by means of abolition of the K difference between content and the cognition,
because an identical cogmtion 1s 1ncompatible with the numerical difference of
contents Thus 1n every cogmtion the content 1s cogmized together with the
cogmtion  And the cogmtion 15 as much a content of 1tself as the content 15’
supposed to be  This necessary compresence of the contents in the same cogm-'
tion s not intelhigible without identity  The felt difference must then be an
lusion  The Jamma avers that the necessity of compresence of two or more
contents 1n one cogmtion proves neither {he identity of the contents unfer se
nor the wdentity of the contents with the cognition  Thus a substance and 1ts

qualitics are alnays percewved together, but this identity of peirception does not
annul the difference of the contents, nor the difference of the cognition fiom them

Nor 1s 1t our conviction that when many thmgs such as the chair and the table
and the other furniture m a room are percened together, therr mutual differences
are abolished  But if this association be regarded as accidental, the example of

substance and quahty will rebut all doubt of falsity of inference The subjecti-

vist hunsclf adnuts that the ommniscient Buddha cognizes all the difterent consci-

ousness-centres  (wlhich appear as so many subjects). But he does not conclude

that all the difterent subjective centres are really identical with the Buddha

Moicover, ne do not find any logical absurdity 1n the supposttion that things

mav be percaved fogether and yet be different from one another  Thus, for
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nstance, when any subject 1s seen, it 15 seen together with hight But nobody
will conclude from tlus that light and the jar o1 the pen are 1dentxcal It 1s
quite possible to argue that the relation between cogmbion and 1ts content 1s one
of lummer and illummed  And that they are felt together 15 due "to the fact that
without the cogmtion of the one the other cannot be cogmized In other worids,
the relation may be one of means and end, condition and condittonal  The
argument of the Buddhst 1s the piototype of the argument of the Vedantist
which we have considered before The Vedantist has aigued fiom the comci-
dence of the content and cogmtion to- therr necessary 1lentity and integration
The Jan explaned this by asserting the relation to be one of identity-n-cifference
The same conclusion will follow from the Buddhist argument of necessary com-
presence

4 The Carvaka Materalism

The Carvaha philosopher denounces soul and the possibility of omu-
science The scuptures that ewist contradict each other and theieby prove
therr own falsity

The so-called jiva or dtman ( soul ) 1s nothung but a temporary product of
matertal elements It was not before birth, nor will it continue to exist after
death, There 1s no hfe hereafter.

The Juna philosopher observes that the materialist’s demal of soul as an
independent principle of consciousness goes aganst the law of causality The
nature of consciousness 1s radically different from matter and so it cannot be the
product of material elements The effect must be essentially homogeneous with
the cause and reducible to the latter i turn., The law of causality demands that
the cause and its eftect must be mutually reducible? Consciousness 1s not
reducible to matter and hence cannot be a material pioduct Moreoy e1, - the
enistence of soul 1s proved by self-ituition (svasamvedana)  We feel pleasue and
pain, joy and sorrow, which presuppose a conscious substance as their substra-
twn 2 The materiahist cannot deny self-intwition  He must accept cogmtion
as self-cognized 1n order to cognize the object It cannot be admutted that the
cognttion 18 cogmzed by another cogmtion, because the second cogmition would
require a third, the third a fourth, and so on ad wfintum, leaving the object
uncognized for ever Nor can the matenalist regard the cogmtion as cognized

The Juna philosopher observes that the subjectivst establishes his pos
fion by meais of inference, and 1efutes the vahdity of all instruments of hnow
ledge in the same breath  This 1s nothing but blatant self-contraciction Witl
out the support of an organ of knowledge, the Buddhist cannot prove th
falaity of the theories of rnal philosophers who believe 1n extra-mental reality
Not only this, the subjectiist cannot prove the falsity of the differentiatio
of cogmition mto an act and content He holds that our cognitions are momer
tary and self-intuited and that there are other epistenuc subjects  Certainly a
these facts cannot be proved by our intwitions  The service of mfeience as a valt
wstiument of knowledge must be requisitioned 3 A cogmtion may be felt b
itself, but 1t 1s not felt as momentary, or as not cognized by another Mor
over, 1if the cogmition has no veridical reference to a 1eal extra-subjective fac
how can the subjectiust believe 1n the exsstence of other subjects ? The dent
of genune extra-subjectne rcference must end in solipsism I the entire logict
apparatus mcluding the difference of probans and probandum and the necessas
relation between them be a false creation of nescience, then the subjectinrs
cannot  prove anything including lus own position  The subjectiist seeks 1
establish the identity of content with cogmitions on the ground of the two bey
felt together #  But this very asserton proves that he believes i the dualit
of cognition and confent  Is this not a case of seli-contradiction like the \ocz;

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ever been argued n defence by the subjectivist that this line of attack on the
part of the opponent 1s neither fair nor consistent How cah the charge of a
fallacy o1 a self-contraciction be” advanced against the subjectrvist when the
opponent knows that the former does not believe 1n the ieality of anything
other than consciousness ? The use of logic will become superfluous after the
ulfimate truth viz, the reality of consciousness alone 1s realized Digndga and
his followers in spite of therr ultunate conviction of the tiuth of pwme conscious-
ness alone have elaborated logical weapons and this 1s not inconsistent with
their philosophical convictions  They have frankly avowed that logic has its place
and utility only on this side of realhization of the ultunate truth and 1s necessary to
combat the prevailing misconceptions of philosophers  So the chaige of self-contra.
diction o1 mconsistency 1s nothing better than arguwmentum ad hommem

The Jama plnlosopher -obseives “that his cha: ges could be meffective 1f the
Burdhist 1dealist succeeded in pioving that his conclusion was established by
an ummpeachable logical ground ~Dharmakiti asseits that the “dentity’ of
cogmtion and content follows from the ‘nece551ty of then being known togethe’
(sahopalambha-myamat) But what 15 the mcamng of the expression ‘the
necessity of bemg known together’ and of the term “dentity’ ?  The former
may possibly be interpieted as the ‘absence of sepaiate cogmtion’ and
4dentity’ may be undestood to mean ' ‘absence of numerical diffe. ence’
In other words, the ‘negation of sepaiate ‘écf)rrmtlon’ may be made the giound fo
the mference of ‘negation of numerical cifference’ But this s not possible
because there can be no necessary relation between two negations  As regaids
such negative inferences a5 of the ‘absence of smoke’ fiom the ‘absence of fire’,
or the ‘absence of triangle’ from the ‘absénce of figme', they are legitimate only
because they derwve then cogency from the necessary concomitance between then
positive counter-terms  Thus there 1s necessary concomitance between effect
and cause, and so the negation of cause leads to the inference of the negation
of ecffect Likewise, there 1s necessary conconutance between ‘figure’ which
1s-the genus and ‘triangle’ which 1s the species .And so the negation of the
former entals the negation 'of thg latter Theie 15 no independent relation
possible between two negations The Buddhist argument could be effective 1f~
the positive concomitance between ‘separate cognmition’ and ‘numerical difference’
were possible To be esplicit,‘the Buddhist 1s the last peison to assert that
a separate cogmition of the content from {hat of the cognition concerned is possible
by means of which the numerical difference of the cognition and content can
berestablished , for: the adnussion of the. posstbility of the content, separate and
numerically different from that of the cogmtion, will knock out the Buddhist
posiien of identity of cogmtion and content The Buddhist therefore 1s preclu-

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by inference, because he does not accept the validity of inference Hets
therefore compelled to admut self-sntwition, and consequently the ewistence of the
self or soul as the substratum of that mtwtion

Being radically different i nature from the material products, the soul
must be eternal unlihe the latter 1

The negation (pratisedha) of soul entails the reality of it, Dbecause i all
genuine negations, the negatum must be a positne fact  Even the negation of
square-circle presupposes separate reality of square and circle elsewhere The
figuratne usages ( gaunakalpana ) like Gus pictures lack soul’ also argue the
esistence of soul  All simple words ( $uddha-pada ) signify positrie reals
The word ‘soul’ 1s a sumple word and so must stand for a postive fact  There
1s also consensus of opunon among emment men ( aneka-vidista-jana-sammats )
and the tesimony of the omuuscient souls ( jna ) 1n favour of the eustence of
soul, which has been established by ummpeachable arguments of logic too 2
- The material elements are hnown as exfernal objects while cansciousness
1s felt as internal  This argues their absolutely different nature  Moreover, 1t
1s 2 common experience that a new-born babe has desire to suck the breast of his
mother  Tlus desire would be unexplamable 1n the absence of lus recogmtion
of the breast as milk-secieting organ  The recogmition again presupposes memory
and memory 1s based on past evperience na previous hfe  There are also

instances of ghosts appearing and telling therr story and gifted persons remem-
bering their past lives 3

The obvious disparity and variation 1n the mental and moral faculties of
ditferent indiniduals must have a cause, and this cause 15 asserted to be merits and

demerits earned m previous lives  And this 1s the Moral Law which s the proof
of Lie herebefore and hereafter

As regards the possibiity of an ommscient soul, the Jamna asserts that
the materialist cannot adduce any proof against such possibiity The material-
st accepts perception alone as the valid anstrument of knowledge And
perception, bang capable of cognizing positine objects alone, cannot cognize
the absence of ommscience Even if perception 1s admutted as capable of
cogizing the absence, the materialist should clarfy whether 1tis capable of

moment, or mn all souls at all tumes The first alternative will not refute our
position, while the second would prove the ommiscience of the matersalist him-
self, and land him 1n self-contradiction 2

5 The Saulrantika Fluxism ;

The Sautrantiha Buddhist 1s a realist in the sense that hie believes in thereality
of the mateiial atoms and the psychical factors like feeling, cognitions (determinate
and 1ndetermunate), names and concepts (samjfia) and predispositions (samskara)
These reals are discrete and momenatry  They form conglomerates, but do not
gwve up their discieteness 1n any way  They last only a moment gving 11s€ to
iheir facsimile 1n the next moment  The first moment 1s regarded as the material
cause ( upaddna ) and the second the effect (upideya) The combined stieam
of these reals gives rise to the false notion of a permanent self, whch 1s due to the
absence of gap ( avyavadhina ) between the effect and the cause, estreme rapidity
of production (laghttpatti) of the foumer fiom the latter, and their close smularity
(sidrdya )  The recogmtion of identity between the effect and the cause also
does not prove permanence It 1s an illusion which 1s on a par with the illusion
of the 1dentity of ever growing nails, hairs and the like

Liberation ( moksa ) for these Buddhists consists m the disruption ~of the
consciousness-stream by making 1t unproductive The practice of detachment
and contemplation helps one to get rid of nesctence ( avidya ) and clinging ( tisna )
and finally suck dry the productivity of the consciousness-stream  The aspirant
to liberation should cultivate the four noble truths, viz, that ewstence 1s nothing
but suffering (duhkha), that avidya is the mamn source ( samudaya ) of suffering,
that cessation ( mirodha ) of suftering 1s possible, and that there 1s a way ( mdrga )
to the cessation of suffering V1d§rananda also mentions the eight constituents of the
way to the cessation of suftering 2 But these do not appear to be faithful to the

Buddlust enuncration  Liberation 1s likened to the eatinction of the light of the
lamp on the exhaustion of oid and wick.

The Jaina plnlosopher considers this Buddhust view of things to be opposed

and composite 'We never percene the atomic, momentary and simple objects.
The Buddist plulosopher cannot disumuss this perception as illusory unless he
succeeds 1n pomnting out a perception which cognices the momentary simple atom

Dharmakirt: has defined perception as ‘cognition which 1s free from conceptual
constructions and non-erroneous’ (pratyak-am kalpanipodham abhrantam) If all our
perceptions are dismussed as illusory, the defimtion would have no scope We do
never percene the atoms and so these also cannot be regarded as the object of such
perceptions The indeterminate perception also 1s not capable of cognizing
the atoms Moreover, 1t 1s devoid of the certitude which, 15 an essentral
condition of the cogmtion bemng valid and non-discrepant ( avisamvadaka ).
Even as a person ignorant of the nature of poison fails to determune the poison
as poison by perception, so an ndeterminate perception 1s zpso facto not capable
of determining the nature of the object” Nor can the indetermunate perception
determine 1ts object by means of a determmate cogmtion produced 1n the nest
moment, because the determinate cogmition would 'requre the production of
another determinate cognition the 1ts own detexmmatién, and $o on ad mfuutum

Moreover, 1t 1s mmpossible that an indeternunate perception should producea
determuinale cogmtion in the nest moment An ass cannot produce a horse It 2
peiception free from conceptual constructions could produce a determinate cogiution

whichis conceptual, why should not the atomic real (svalaksana) itself be adnutted -
as capable of generating the determunate cognition directly without the mtervention
of the ndeternunate perception 2 The Buddhist cannot set down the conceptual

constructions to the activity of predispositions and perversities influencing the

indeternunate perception in the production of the determunate cogmition 1n the nest

moment  These predispositions and perversities will ever remain actine. and

make the indeterminate perception tself vitiated and contaminated and incapable
of cogmzing the true nature of the object

The indeterminate perception thus 1s found incapable of establishing the

reality of atoms  And the determinate cogmition, being conceptual in character,
is unfit to perform the function

Inference, bemng based on perception, 1s also
mcompetent to do the duty

The Buddhist mught contend that composite wholes are not real  The

The Jama philosopher postulates the relation of identity-n-difference betw een
the whole and 1ts parts, wiich 1s exactly smular to the relation obtaiming between a
cogmition and 1ts two constituents, 117, the cognizing agent and the congmzed con-
tent The cogmtion, the cognizer and the content aie thiee distinct facts inseparably
rolled mnto one 1 They are dentical as well as chfferent The relation 1s sur generis

which relates to the identity of a substance through tume ¢ A substance changes
but does not cease to be It 1s permanent and also one This permanence
and umty 1s called vertical unmersal The Jamma philosopher does not find

The past produces the present and the present pioduces the future, and in the
production the cause communicates its ethicoreligious bias into the efiect
This seems to be a solvent of the difficulties mvolied 1n the breach of continuuty
But 1s causation possible 1n the absence of a real link between the past and the
present 7 The previous consciousness-unit 1s dead and defunct when succeed-
ing wut happens But how can a defunct and non-custent fact be the cause
of anything > Nobody can think that the present occurrence 1s due to an
event which has occurred in the remote past The reason for this s that the
past 1s not 1n existence to influence the present event It might be contended
that the immediately precedent event can be the cause of the immediately
succeeding one But how can the eftect come mto esistence 1n the absence
of the cause and yet be due toit? In the Buddhist theory the cause ceases
to be when the effect comes into beng How can there be any relation
between what 15 ewstent and what 1s not ewustent ? There can be no
distinction between the mmmediate precedent and the remote precedent when
both are equally non-custent at the tume of the production of the effect.
The deternunant of causahity 1s the concomitance in presence and absence of

And this amounts to the denmal of the law ot causality which was the corner-
stone of the Buddha's rehigious and philosoplical edifice  Not only tlhis, the
sclf-contradiction obtiudes 1itself most unabashedly when the Buddhist flusist
makes causal ecfficiency the citteion of reality dnd ends i the conclusion that
the effect 1s independent of the cause, which is deducible from the pioposttion
that the effect comes into bemng when the causcis absent Thus causality 1s

as inesplicable 1 the theory of flux as 1t 15 1 the theory of eteinally unchanging
cause ‘

There 1s another serious difficulty in the doctrine of flux It 1s a matter
of umwversal ewperience that the continuous identity of the self as well as of
objects 1s felt by all This felt identity 1s asseited to be illusion by the
flunist  But what 1s the basis of this 1llusion 7 llusion presupposes 2 previous
cogmtion of the object A man who has never experienced silver ‘cannot
mustake the shell for siher Identity 1s inseparable from continmty But
as there 15 not real continiuty anywhere accoiding to the Buddhist, how can
there be such 1llusion of 1dentity possible ? The supposed contmuity 1s said to be
formed by discrete moments which come into being and pass out of existence
So there 1s no real continuty anywhere It 1s affimed by the Buddhist
lumself that the ciscrete moments when not felt as distinct create the illusion of
wdentity We have shown that this illuston is 111190551ble But even admitting
for the sake of argument that such an 1illuston may be possible, the question
anises ‘How can one contmuum be distingushed from another continuum 7

Now it 15 a felt fact that the chair 1s different from the table It is not the

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discrete momentary chair that is different from the table But we  feel that
the table which appears to continue 1s different from the chair-continuum  There
1s no dhfterence between the chair and the table so far as the appearance of
conttnuum due to the non-cogmition of the difference of the umits 1s concerned.
A question arises ‘How can one contnuum be felt as distinct from another
continuum #  Each member of chairseries 1s distinct from its other members
in the same way as the members of the tableseries are from those of the chair-
series  Yet the chan-series 1s felt as distinct from the table-series What's
the reason of this ? 1f the unbroken contuty of the emergence of the table-
moments be the reason of its distinction from the chair, the same unbroken
continmity 1s found 1n all the series It 1s difficult to understand, firstly, how
absolutely distinct entities gne rise to the appearance of 1dentity, secondly,
how one series can be distingmshed from another series when the same
absolute difference 1s found to obtan between them as 1s found between
the members of a particular series  If smularity be held to be an additional reason
for this appearance of identity and continuity, then why should not the two
table-series, closely smular, be not felt as identical ? There 1s similarity and
also unbroken succession between the different umts You may say that
one table 1s felt as distinct from another table and so their 1s no confusion
between them But the appeal to perception 1s useless because what 1s per-
cened 15 alnays the moment and not the series which 1s an unreal 1intellectual
construction  So again the appeal to recognition cannot be of help, because in
the Buddhist theory of flux nothing continues, and there 1s no identity between
the past and the present, which 1s to be known by recogmtion  What 15
felt 1s always the moment, absolutely distinct and discrete from another moment
So no questipn of identity of one moment with another moment aises In fact
a pluraiity of umits without a binding newus can never account for the unity
felt man entity If an abiding unity 1s posited to connect and combine the
different unuts, then recogmition and also causality can be explained  This s the
position of the Jaina  philosopher who asserts that a reality 1s a permanent umty
which runs through the changing moments that appear in 1t  The criterion of
reality 15 thus continuity and change, that 1s to say, the flux and influx of states,

6 The Samkhya Evolutiomism

The Samkbya philosophy admits dualism of prakrti and purusa  Prakrir
15 the material cause of the unnerse, and purusa 1s the immutable and unchanging
principle of consciousness  Prakrft 1s one but purusas are mfimte 1n number
Both are ubiquitous  The prakrtt evolves 1n a definite order and the evolutes are
tncnty-three in number  The evolution starts with the unbalancing of the equilib-
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rium of the three constituents of pirakits, viz, sattva (punciple of buoyancy and
illumination), rajas (energy) and tamas (inertia) The fist evolute 1s mahat or
buddhi (intellection) wiich 1s followed by ahamhara (ego or selfhood) as the second
From the ahamlara are evohed the following snteen—the five tanmatas
(fine elements), the five organs of cogmition, the five oigans of action and the mind
From the five fine elements agam the five gross elements arise  These twenty-
three evolutes together with piakiti and the purusa make up twenty-five
punciples  If the class of emancipated puiusas 1s added, the number comes to
twenty-sin  And Mahesvara 1s the twenty-s‘eventh according to the Samkhya
school which accepts God

-

Liberation, according 1o this school, consists 11 the iemstatement of the
purusa 1 1ts own nature, wluch s attamed by ineans of the discriminative
knowledge of purusa and prakitt It 15 likened to the state of dreamless sleep

The Jaina philosopher has 1aised objections ‘agamnst the Samkhya concept of
prakiti and itsevolution Prakiti 1s eternal, ubiquitous and paitless Beimng paitless,
it shiould exst i its entirety everywhere and that would mean the evistence of every-
thing everywhete But this 1s opposed to expeitence We perceive dilterent objects
in different places and tunes, and not everything everywhere at all times @ But
the opponent mght contend that though it 1s admutted that everything ewists cvery-
where, 1t 1s the presence or absence of manifestation I, which detetmines the per-
ceplibility or otherwise of the object But then what 1s this mamfestation ¥ If 1t
stands for the cogmtion of the pieviously uncognized object, you have to state
whether the mantfestation 1s eternal or occasional  If manidfestation 1s occasional,
it must be admutted to be freshly prodiiced And consequently what 1s
the harm if the objects are also' adimtted as fieshly produced If, on the
other hand, the mamnifestation 1s eternal, the original contingency of the
perception of everything everywhere would revive ;

Moieover, what 1s the relation between the praluti and its evolutes ?
Are the evolutes the products of the prakiti or only the transformations of it ?
If the evolutes are the products, they must be either pre-evistent o1 pre-non-esistent
But the production of pre-existent pioducts 1s futile, and the production of the
pre-non-essstent products 15 mmpossible according to the- Simkhya philosopher
An absolutely non-eustent object cannot be produced If, on the other hand,
the evolutes are considered to be the tiansformations of the prahiti,_they are

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either absolulely diferent from the latter or absolutely identical with it In
the latter case, the successne production of the evolules w ould be mmpossible,
because there 15 no corresponding succession m the prakitt  And in the former
case, 1t would be illogical to regard them as evolied from the prakri, there
being absolute cleavage between ile two.

Now 1f the Sambkhya philosopher adnuts the transformation fo be
nether difierent nor identical, and asserts that the pralati transforms stself
as mahat and the like, much like the straight or circular shapes assumed
by a reptile, he would be abandoning lis doctine of absolutely eternal prakris 1
This would be tantamount to the adnussion of the doctrine of non-absolutism
sponsored by the Jamna philosopher

The Samkhya doctrine of unchanging purusa also does not commend 1tself
to the Jama  The puiusa should be concened as permanent-cum-changing  We
have already discussed the pomnt in connection with ow exposttion of the doctrine
of Auxism

7 The Vasestha Categoties and Theism

. The Vaidesiha school postylates sin  categories, iz, dravya ( substance),
guna ( quahity ), karman ( actiity ), samdnya (universal ), visesa (parhcularxt&)
and samavdya ( inhcrence ), and asserts that the discriminative comprehenston of
these categories of tiuth 15 the condition of liberation The soul has the nimne
specific quahties of buddhi ( knowledge ), sukha ( pleasure ), dulkha ( pamn), icchd
(desire ), chesa (aversion ), prayatna (effort), dhaima (ment), adharma
( demerit ) and samskara ( predispositions ) On the absolute dissociation of these
quahties, the soul attains liberation and regains its natural staie of freedom from

contamination with these specific qualities The school believes'in the plurality
of souls which are ubiquitous

The Jama philosopher observes that the Vaidestha postulation of absolute
diflerence between the parts ( avayava) and the whole (avayavin ), qualities
and therr substratum, action and the active, umiversal and the indnidual, 1s opposed
to experience  We do not percence the two terms as absolutely different fiom
one another, though of course distinction 1s not densed They must be admutted

of argument agmnst the postulation of samavdya as an independent cate-

Vidyinanda has adduced a number of cogent aiguments against samavdya
and the reader will find many mteresting pomnts m 1t With the refutation. of
samaviya the quahity of samyoga ( conjunction ) 1s also refuted The postulation
of absolute difference 15 the besetting sin - Some sort of 1dentity betw een the terms

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must be adnutted 1n order to make therr relation understandable Otherwise
atoms would never combine and our perception of umty by the side of difference
would remain unaccounted for

Another mmportant pomnt of difference between the Vawsestha and the Jama
15 the question of personal God In the Nydya-Varlesika school, particularly 1n its
later development, the existence of Personal God i1s advocated He 1s not the
material cause of the world He1s only the efficient cause The body, the
sense-organs, the woild, etc are known to have a defimte omginin time  Who
has created them ? It can be inferred that they were brought into being by an
intelligent person with the help of the material atoms just as the articles of daily
use are manufactured by persons vested with knowledge and skill ~ Such 1ntelli-
gent person 15 God

But the Jaina advances the counter-argument  “God 1s not the creator
of body, etc, because he 1s devoid of bodily orgamsm  Whoever 15 devoid of
bodily orgamism 1s not the creator, for instance, the emancipated self God 1s
devord of bodily orgamsm  And therefore He 1s not the creator ”’ The Vaise-
stha dentes bodily organism to God  Granted that God has bodily organism  But
efernal God must have an eternal body Now as the bodily organism 1s a com-
postte entity, 1t must v hiypothes: be a product created by an mtelligent being, and
this would prove 1t to be non-eternal  If 1 order to avoid the contingency, the
body 1s admutted to be created without any intclligent creator, this would contra-
dict the doctrine that all products must have an ntelligent creator 1 Now if the
Vaidesika admits God as devord of bodily organism, the actity of creation would
be unpossible of evplanation And if he accepted the possibility of creative activity
of a person devoid of bodily orgamism, 1t would be sumpler hypothesis to admut the
karman, though unconscious, as capable of doing the function Possession of both
‘mtelligence’ and ‘bochl}:Y organism’ are necessary for the creation of an object, as
lustrated by the 1instance of the potter Now God, though possessed of intellr-
gence, 15 devoud of bodily organiem and so does not satisfy the full condition of
creation Karman, though unconscious, makes upa compoéxte material body according
to the Jama, and so 1t 1s on a par with God in this respect Karman therefore 1s
as much the satisfactory condition of creation as God of the VaiSestka philosopher
The Vaidesiha nught contend that the essential condition of creation is the presence
of intelligence, desre and eftort  The karman of the Jaina does not satisty these
conditions and therefore creation cannot be set down to it But the Jama submits

" The Vardestha believes in God  as the dispenser of justice m accoidance
with the merits and demenits acquired by the person In other words, God grants
the frunts of our own harman  The Jamna thinks Larman as the sole and sufficient
condition capable of producing the results of good and bad moral acts

8. The Nyaya Salvation

The Natyayihas are mn cssential agreement with the Vaisesikas on all rnpor-
tant philosophical 1ssues, and so Vidyananda reframns from gving any elaborate
exposition of their philosophy  He however refers to then conception of mukts
which 1s of four types, w17, silohya, <arlipya, sdmipya and siyujya  The first
1s attained by bhakti-yoga which consists in hifelong  devotedness and dedication to
Mahesvara the Supreme Deity, as His servant  The second and third are attained
by means of kriyd-yoga m the form of spiritual penance and scriptural study and
the fourth by jfidna-yoga, that 15, meditation on God by means of the eight
factors of yogic disciphine, viz, yama, myama, efc

¢ 9, The Mimdmsa Realism

The Bhatta Mimamsaha admuis eleven categories of reals, v17, eath, water,
fire, aur, space ( dik ), time, @kasa, soul, mind, sound ( $abda ) and darkness
(tamas ) Guna ( quality ), karman (activity ), etc  which reside in the reals
are identical with the latter The Prabhdkara Mimamsaka adopts a different
scheme and postts the following nine— dravya ( substance ), guna ( quality ), kriya
(action ), jatt (umwversal ), samhhya ( number ), sidréya ( smularity ), dakts
( potency ), samavaya ( mherence ) and krama ( order ), nstead of the following
five of the Bhatta school-- substance, quality, action, umversal and non-existence

Two ends of human bfe are recognized, viz, heaven and salvation The
duties are fourfold— mitya ( compulsory ), naumtitka ( to be performed on parti-
cular occasions ), hamya ( prescribed to serve specific ends ) and msiddha ( for-
bidden ) The Mimamsalas do not admit renunciation as the essential conditon of
salvation One can attain salvation even by following the life of a righteous house.”
holder earning his livelihood by honest means, devoted to self-enlightenment, hos-

pitable to guests, performmng oblation and truthful 1 The candiclate for:salvﬁtxon
should not perform the kimya and m=ddhajduties. He should how ever do the
other two types of duties n_order to get rid of the obstacles that nnght  obstruct
his spiritual progress  The Prabhahara Mimdmsahas include these two also under
the kimya duties and do not prescribe them for the aspirant to salvation

Vidyananda selects the Mimamsaka concept of umversal for 1efutation at
great length  But as we bave already elaborated the Jama concept of umversal,
we do not propose to discuss them n the present context
