The effects
of the most uniform and frequent of these experiences,
have been successively bequeathed, principal and interest,
and have slowly mounted to the high intelligence which
lies latent in the brain of the infant. Thus it happens
that the European inherits from twenty to thirty cubic
inches more of brain than the Papuan. ~Thus in happens
that faculties, as of music, which scarcely exist in some
inferior races, become congenital in superior ones. Thus
it happens that out of savages unable to count up to the
number of their fingers, and speaking a language con-

¢ Laurenc Louisec Lindgren, child prodigy of
Scattle, Washington, began her public carcer at the
age of cleven months, when she played a simple little
piecc on an organ. By the time she was three, she could
play Chopin and other dilficult compositions. Shc was
born in Everett, Washington, November 1st, 1920. Her
parents are both musicians.

During Paderewski's recent visit to Seattle, this
baby girl played her way into his heart. She played
for him his minuet, and he listencd, amazed, and pre-
sented her with his photograph, inscribed: “To the
wonderful child, Laurene Lindgren, with thanks for
having played my Minuet. I J. Paderewski.”

T An cxtraordinary faculty of remembering has
been exhibited by Naum Lipowsky in giving cvidence
of his powers before Dr. Spearman, Professor of Mind
and Logic, at the University of London.

Psychologists have been baffled by this.young man's
amazing brain. A list of figures, long enough to encirele
an ordinary room, is memorised by Lipowsky, in one
reading and he can repeat them backwards or forwards.

Should anyone ask him, for example, the cube of 63,
he will answer without hesitation 250,047. It is just as
easy for him to find the root of a number. As ap illys-
tration, if anyonc mentioned 456,533, he woyld reply
that it represents three “77's” multiplied.
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But the most remarkable fact is his knowledge of
days. Hec has cvery day of the Christian era carefully
docketed in his mind. When asked on what day of the
week May 1, tell in 1901, he replied accurately; ‘“Wed-
nesday.” “‘Next year it will be on a Friday,” he
added.

“f never knew there was anything outstanding about
my memory until 1 entered on a post-graduate course at
Darmstadt” Polytechnic,”” he told the Daily Chronicle
“There the professors discovered that, although I never
seemed to be studying, I could never be found at fault
in my lessons.

“l have becen spending two days learning your
Janguage, and have in that time memorised 2,000 words.
But whereas a Russian pcasant gets along comfortably
with a vocabulary of 1,000 words, there are in English
some 7ce,000 words, and to read a newspaper you must
know 8,000.

Lipowsky makes no secret of his great gift. Every-
thing he remembers because things have been photo-
grapped by his mind, which retains a_mental image of
the incident. Long strings of words or figures are so
photographed. :
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* Mr. Somesh Chandra Basu, who claims o b_c the
world's greatest lightning calculator and memory wizard,
has come back to India after displaying his powers
abroad. In his boyhood, Mr. Basu showed sigus of a
prodigious memory. At thc age of ecight, he could
multiply 14 digits by 14 digits, without the help of paper
and pencil. In his young manhood, he devcloped his
memory-power to such an exent that he could multiply
6o degits by 6o digits mentally.

Mr Basu can work out huge sums of square roots,
cube roots, fifth, seventh to fifteenth root and also sums
involving ugly equations, decimals or recurring decimals.

y means of a process of his own, he can give the day
of the week of a datc in a ycar named at random. Suc-
cess in mental calculation, Mr. Basy remarks, can be
attained by virtue of concentration, good memory,
swiftness, patience and accuracy. While figurine out
problems, he sits silent, and while the calculation is in
progress, an excited crowd might howl around him ;
nothing can perturb his calculation, It is this perfect
mental equipoise which forms the chief feature of his
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performance.  [he rows and columns of figures arc
engraved on his mind and he can refer back to them as
if they were written on a sheet of paper.

Besides many private demonstrations in London, his
exhibition of feats in the Y. M. C. A. Hall and the
"Evening News"” office clicited much admiration from
the London journals, which dubbed him the greatest
mathematical prodigy of the world.

In America, he displayed his demonstrations in the
Horacc Mann auditorium of Columbia University, the
Cooper Math. Club, Mecca College of Chiropractice,
and other places.

The following is a table of his recorded achicve
ments :—

In England.—Multiplication of 45 digits by 4o digits
in 25 min ites ; date calculations and other ugly sums,

In America,—Multiplication of 6o digits by 6o digits
in 45 minutes ; Cube root of 18 digits in three scconds ;
fifth root of 16 digits in one second ; scventh root of
21 digits in onc second ; seventh root of 25 digits in
two scconds ; seventh root of 35 digits in three scconds.

a supervisor of P, \W. Department, Railways, spent the
best portion of his service on railway construction work
in different parts of Indiag Beluchistan, Kabul and
Burma. About 34 years ago he had an only daughter.
My aunt and this daughter with other family members
lived in the above village, while my maternal uncle was
abroad in the service. Unfortunately this daughter
died at the age of 6 years. This caused a great shock
to my aunt. My uncle returned home 6 years after this
sad occurrcuce. A year later a second female child was
born to them. This child almost resembled the former.

When her age was between four and five, she began
to speak of past things which had existed in the house

_during the life-time of her departed sister.

(1) There was a well in the courtyard of the house .
where the first girl accompanied her mother many a
time and oft. Shortly after her death this well was
filled in and no trace of it was left. The second daugh-
ter on completing her fourth year of age often asked
her mother and other family members about this well.
She pointed out to everybody’s surprise the very spot
where the well had existed before. The story does not
end here.

(2) The first girl had a toy-box containing some
pretty dolls arranged by herself. After her death her
mother took care to preserve the boxz undisturbed in
loving memory of her daughter. On a certain occasion,
another lady of the house gave away two out of these
dolls to a neighbour's child without my aunt’s know-
ledge, When the second girl attained her fifth year of
age, her mother gave her this toy-box to play with, and
the girl openino the box began to take out and re-
arrange the dolls. A few minutes later, she questioned
her mother as to who had removed two dolls out of the
box. The mother was perplexed and surprised and on
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questioning the other members of the house she came
to learn that the missing dolls had been removed by
another member of the house without her knowledge
and consent.

(3) The third prominent incident of her life was in
connection with a maid-servant of the house who during
the first daughter's life-time was called by every body
‘Baidyanath’s mother’. The cotiage of this maid-servant
was situated close to my aunt's house. Baidyanath died
under the eyes of the first girl and for some days after-
wards she accompanied her mother to the maid-servant’s
house on the sympathetic mission of solacing the poor
woman. Shortly afterwards the maid-servant left the
village in agony. her cottage fell into ruin, and she was
thought of no more. My aunt’s second daughter on attain-
ing her fifth year of age began to ask her questions about
Baidyanath's mother, = This reminded her of her former
daughter and her former maid-servant too. In order to
test the second daughter's memory, she replied -to her
that there was no one in the house by the name of
Baidyanath’s mother. The girl retorted that there was
the woman who always wept and cried Oh Baidyanath !
Obh Baidyanathl! and she ureed her mother to show
ber Baidyanath's mother’s house. The mother and
several other members of the family out of strong
curiesity took her out -of the house and followed
her wherever she went. The girl took the way
leading to the maid-servant’s former cottage, and on
reaching near the place she at once cried out and
spontaneously pointed out the exact site where
Baidyanath had lived with his mother. The above three
main incidents in the girl's life and several of her
minor babblings in her early life convinced the family
members beyond all doubt that she was the first girl re-.
born with a partial memory of her past life. But gpe
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peculiarity noticeable was that from the sixth year of
her age onwards she never spoke of the incidents of
her past life,

This girl is still alive and is the wife of Babu ¢ .,

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* Doctors Sollier and Comar, both specialists in the
study of hystersia state that they have discovered the
existence of a new and remarkable sort of power of
second sight in certain patients. Ipstances of the form
of vision in which the seer perceives at dusk under
certain conditions, his own double are well-known to the,
scientific investigator as well as to the romance-writer.
"This kind of vision has been named “External autos.
copy” and is supposed to be due toa peculiar develop-
ment of the physical sense of the ego or the physical
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consciousness of self. The new phenomenon just
discovered is " Internal autoscopy”. Certain female
patients, observed by the two doctors, have been found
to possess, when in an hypnotic trance what appears to
be the extraordinary power of sceing inside their own
bodies. Thisis introspection in literal sense. Uned-
ucated women, knowing nothing of anatomy, have
described, for instance, in their own language, using no
scientific terms, the exact process of the circulation of
the blood in their own bodies. As they talked they
secmed to be following with the mind’s eye the pulsa-
tions of the heatt, the working of the valves, the arteries
and the veins, picturing the whole morphology of the
circulation with extraordinary accuracy, though in their
own popular parlance. The most remarkable case observed
was that of a woman who being taken with the first
symptoms of appendicitis and afterwards put in trance,
gave a detailed description of the internal effects of the
malady, and said notably that she saw a small piece of
bone which was causing her sufferings Eventually, it
was found by the doctor, when the woman had recovered,
that the appendicitis was precisely due to the presence
of a piece of bone exactly tallying with the description
given by the patient. This was introspection with a
vengeance.
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* The twelve-year-old son of Dr. F. N Brett, lately
Prof. of Bacteriology in the college of Physicians and
Surgeons at Boston, was gifted with X-ray vision, so
that, when hypnotised by his father, he could “Jook right
into and through the human body” seeing the internal
organs as readily as one would see objects through a
window. In dozens of instances this boy located tumours,
foreign bodies, bullets in gunshot wounds, valvular Jle-
sions and so forth. But Leon Brett was always approxima=
ted-to the patient. It was X-ray vision at short range.

X-ray vision at long range was afforded by a woman
who, under hypnotism, described a patient five miles

away, diagnosing his disease correctly and sometimes
better than the surgeon. ‘
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s Dr. Tischner begins with his experiments with
a Miss V. B., an unpaid medium, and the results, as he
records them, are truly remarkable. The purpose of
the experiments was to discover whether Miss V. B,
could describe an object, to whose nature she had no
clue, and which was quite invisible to her. The object
was held by Dr. Tischner's friend, Dr. Wasielewski,
and besides these two investigators and the medium
there were no other people present. ‘T'he conditions of
the experiments, as described, seem to make fraud quite
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impossible. Nevertheless, in the great majority of
cases, Miss V. B. succeeds in giving a very accurate
description of the object. She appears to have received
no hints of any kind. E

A still more remarkable experiment is, when an old
postcard is enclosed in black paper, such as is used for
wrapping up photographic plates, placed ‘in a thick
envelope, and sealed. This packet was handed to Miss
V. B, who was then left alone. But the door of the
room was left ajar and, Dr. Tischner often locked in,
without seeing anything suspicious. Finally, .it was
found that Miss V. B. had deciphered part of the post-
card, the words she wrote down occupying the same
relative positions as the words on the postcard. The
illustrations, showing the original .postcard and Miss
V. B.’s copy, are certainly remarkable. So far as could
be seen, the sealed envelope had not beepn tampered
with. An interesting fact, ruling out the possibility of
telepathy 1n this case, is that Dr. Tischoer did not know
the contents of the postcard. He chose it from 3 collec-
tion at random and put it into the envelope without
looking at it As the case stands, therefore, this ex-

periment furnishes really strong evidence for claj

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» It was on a Saturday towards thc end of Sep-
tember, 1759, that Swedenborg returning from England
landed at Gottenburg at avout 4 in the afternoon.
There was a party of 15 at William Bastel’s to which
he was invited. At 6 in the cvening Swedenborg
cntered the salon pale and frightened. A fire had
broken out, said be, that instant in Stockholm at the
Sundersmalm and was violently spreading towards his
house, He was very restless and went out scveral
times. The housc of one of his fricnds whom he named
was already reduced to ashes and his own was in  dan-
ger. After going out again at 8 he joyfully said—
“Thank God the fire has been put out at the third door
from mine!” This news created quite a sensation in
the town and the Governor was informed of it the
same evening. This functionary called the seer on
Sunday morning and questioned him on the subject.
He deseribed exactly the beginning, the end and the
duration of the fire. On Monday evening there arrived
a courier from Stockholm, despatched by the trades
people during the fire. These letters described the fire
as was told by the secr. On Tuesday morning the
royal messenger followed with a detailed report to the
Governor which in no way differed from that of the seer.
Who can plead against the authenticity of this event ?
Kant himself says he cannot object to the credibility
of it.
