What is end of Iife ? This, after all, 1s the most primary, most urgent, most
fondamental question of our lives , and, as natural, various answers have been given by
different thinkers, different philosophers, different theologicians, all over the world, all
throughout the ages But Indian thinkers, Indian philosophers, Indian theologicians have
always a ready answer, an incontrovertible answer to it—viz , Moksa or Salvation “Dharma-
Artha-Kama-Moksa”’—these are ordinarily taken to be the ¢Caturvarga® or “Four-fold
Amms” of human lfe, viz ‘‘Rehigion , Wealth + Worldly Gain ¢ Salvation™. But staunchly
rejecting all—even Rehigion, generally supposed to be the main cause of bringing down the
Kingdom of God on earth—Indian Satya-drasta-Risis or Truth-seeing Truth-manifesting
samnts and sages and seers of India, have fixed on one thing only as the summum-bonum,
as the supreme, or, rather the only end of lfe—wiz, as pomnted out above— Moksa or
Salvation.

And, simultaneously, we come to be confronted with a two-fold equally fundamental
question : viz, what exactly 1s this state of Moksa, Siddh1 or Salvation, the Supreme Goal ?
Again, what 1s the means or Sadhanas to this Supreme Goal ?

Here, Sr1 Mahavira of immortal fame, one of the greatest saviours of Mankind, the
world has ever produced, has given us totally new conceptions regarding both the end and
the means, Moksa or Siddhi and 1ts Sadhanas or ways or paths to the same. This 1s his world-
famous ¢ Doctrine of Tri-Ratna” or the Doctrine of Three-fold Gems. ¢Tri-Ratna”, “Three-
fold Gems” : —what an exhilarating, exalting, exquisite Name | When we are born here
on earth, where “Sarvam Duhkham Duhkham”, “Sarvam Ksanikam Ksamkam”, “Sarvam
Sunayam Sunayam’—everything 15 full of sins and sorrows, everything s transitory. non-
permanent 1n nature, everything is void, with no real worth or basis—we are, naturally,
destitute, desolate, degraded, the poorest of the poor, the weakest of the weak, the sorriest
of the sorry. But then, Lord Mahavira our great Saviour and Path-Director, appears
before us with three great and grand and glorious boons for us all, 1n the form of three
priceless “Gems”, which in a moment, make us the richest of the rich, the strongest of the
strong, the happiest of the happy— beggars, as we were, faltering and lagging behind,
crouching and weeping 1n a corner, with none to help and encourage us at all—we are, in a
mnute, transformed mto all-conquering heroes, sovereign kings, proceeding towards our
great goal of life in firm, unfaltering, bold steps, with a smile on our lips and a song in our
hearts, with sweetest hope and deepest joy, with coolest courage and clearest conviction,
with firmest determination and surest ability, And, who works out this great change in us ?
Our most reverential, most loved, most gracious, most merciful Lord Mahavira, by his
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supreme and sublime Jamna Doctrine, a Doctrine for conquerors, conquerors of Amana or
Ignorance, conquerors of Jadatva or materiality, conquerors of Duhkha or sorrows.

Now what are these three wonderful “Gems” ? These are Gems of “Samyak-
Darsana® or Right-Faith , “Samyak-Jnana” or Right Knowledge , ‘“Samyak-Caritra” or
Right Conduct. N

““Samyak-darsana” or Right Faith 1s the first beginning of knowledge ; for without
such a kind of initial faith reverence (Sraddha), none can make any real progress in the
difficult path of knowledge The first thing that we have to get rid of here, 1s an attitude of
utter scepticism or disbehief towards any and everything great or good or noble This kind
of bombastic pride helps none , on the contrary, isolates and alienates the over-confident,
over-self-relying, over-satisfied person from the rest, leaving him to his fate, with none to
help and lead him at all. As we are human beings, mortal beings, feeble beings, fallible
beings, 1t 1s but normal and natural that we should need guides and helpers, 1n the beginning
to lead us aright in the thorny, pebbly, crooked, cruel Path of Life. And Right Faith stands
for this and this much alone. As a matter of fact, 1t 1s not a kind of blind belief or dogma-
tic clinging to some unproved and unreasonable and unjustifiable belief. But it 1s only
faith in a Truth with which the seeker after Truth has some preliminary kind of acquaintance
and thinks 1t to be one having at least some chance of being finally true. Otherwise, he has
no mpetus for any study at all. Thus, starting with a partial faith, the beginner studies
further, and if he finds that the Jaina teachings are reasonable, his faith becomes stronger
and stronger. As a matter of fact, the more he studies Jaina principles, the more does his

faith increase.

Then, secondly, he attains “Right Knowledge”, or knowledge of the fundamentals
of Jainism—viz, that of the nature of Dravyas or Substances of various kinds, of the Self
and the Non-Self etc ; the salvation of the self, the means thereto and the like.

Thirdly, he should have “Samyak Caritra” or ‘“Right Conduct”. For, 1t goes
without saying that mere theoretical knowledge 1s wuseless—theory must end in practice,
knowledge 1n action. Or, our whole lives must be reformed and revolutionised in the
golden light of the knowledge we have gained—our every thought, every feeling, every desire
must be uphifted, upgraded, purified and perfected 1n this way—to make us “Jinas” or
“Conquerors® in the most real, most correct, most lasting sense of the term.

This kind of “Right Conduct’ consists of ‘“Panca-Mahavratas” or “Five-fold Great
Vows”, viz, Ahimsa-Satyam-Asteyam-Brahmacaryam-Aparigraha®” : Non-violence—Truth—
Non-stealing—Self-control-——Non-attachment.

“Ahimsa” or Non-violence means respect for Life, in any form whatsoever, or
not mjuring or hunting anyone at all. According to the Jaina view, the entire world 1s a
living one, some kind of Iife or consciousness being present 1n any and everything on earth.
So, the great maxim of the Jamnas is “Ahimsa Paramo Dharma®’, “Non-violence 1s Supreme
Virtue’ —and this vow must be practised for all—human beings, lower animals, beasts and
birds and worms and gnats, even material objects.

«“Satyam’’—or Truth-speaking means speaking the Trutn under all circumstances,
whatsoever, even at the cost of one’s hife. At the same 1t means refraimng from all kinds



of hard, cruel, frivolous, malicious, garrulous, villifying talk—for—these, too, may hurt our
fellow-bemngs not a little , as a matter of fact, much more than mere physical violence

“Asteyam”—or Non-stealing means respect for the properties of others ; and 1t 1s a
corollary of the first and fundamental! maxim of “Ahimsa™ For if you respect Iife, you have
to respect property also on which earthly life invariably depends

“Brahmacaryam” or Self-control 1s an essential pre-requisite of any kind of higher,
spiritual hife  For, as well-known, we have dual personalities, so to speak—with a higher
spiritual side and a lower physical Iife, and here, the higher must control the lower, the
spiritual the physical  Otherwise, no stepping nto the Path to Progress, Path to Fulfilment,
Path to Salvation will be possible at all Hence, we have to refrain from all sorts of Self-
indulgence, external or internal, subtle or gross, mundane or eatra-mundane, direct or

indirect.

Lastly, ,‘Aparigraha or Non-attachment This 1s a wider form of the above , and
15 as such, also an essential condition of any kind of spiritual striving worth the name

The above may seem to be well-known, common forms of moral disciphine , yet,
as we all know, these are very difficult ones , and :f practised properly, may easily bring
about Salvation for all. After all, for ordinary persons, Iike us, such so-called small things
count much—for, what more 1s there n common hves like ours ? As we are ordinary
persons, our salvation, too, should be attainable through ordinary means , and 1t goes to the
great credit of the great Teacher Mahavira and others that they, in their nfinite glory and
grandeur, did not —never for a single moment-—ignore or look down upon us common
people ; on the contrary, came to our levels lovingly and kindly, stretching out their gracious
hands for our help, for Iifting us up  But they did not, 1n therr infimte wisdom, impose
impossible conditions on us, or, compel us to follow Paths, altogether beyond our compre-
henston and abihty Rather, they set up before us something suited to us , and most
encouragingly assured us that this Path of ordinary ethical disciplines, too, can take us
to the coveted goal of Salvation. To, Jainism 1s a Umversal Philosophy—not a Philosophy
of mere high speculations, profound thinking, hair-sphitting argumentations,—but a Philo-
sophy of correct behaviour, pure action, proper endeavours This 1s within the reach of all—
high knowledge 1s not, but right action 1s It 1s also a Unmiversal Religion—not a Religion
of God, not a Religion of Ritualism, not a Religion of mere empty forms and codes and
conventions—but a hving, loving Religion of Humamsm, 1nvolving Love of Man, Service of

Man, Sacrifice for Man.

Our gratefulness to Lord Madavira knows no bounds for this, simply for this  His
was a System for the masses, for the man m the street, for the common people, for
ordimnary individuals , and so 1t 1s a very modern system, aiming at awakcning for masses,
equal rights and privileges for all, and finally, at “One World”—where there will no distinc-
tions whatsoever between man and man on grounds of castes and creeds and status and
position at all, but all will be taken to be absolutely equal, with equal rights, equal oppor-
nities, equal dignity, equal honour, equal status

Our salutation to Lord Mahavira, who so many ycars ago, envisaged and actualised
such a lofty World-Ideal with so such case and perfection, heralding a new golden dawn of
Visva-Priti—Visva-Maitri— Visva-Santi—Visva-Seva—Visva-Tyaga  Umversal-Love— Uni-
versal-Fraternity— Umversal-Peace— Universal-Service— Universal-Sacnifice. May we all
follow his noble foot-steps , and fructify his cternal message for the benefit and uphft of all,



GLIMPSES OF JAINOLOGY

(Dr RAM CHANDRA ADHIKARI)

1. The term “Jainology” 1s not very familiar to most people It includes within
its purview Jaina religion and philosophy , art and architecture specific 1n character , buico-
graphy by Jaina samants , contribution to various scicnces lhke medicine, botany, zoology
etc, some of them have been handed down from hoary antiqumity, while many are compiled
after the date of the last pathfinder Bhagwan Mabavira Swami (an older contemporary of
gautama Buddha) Certanly he 1s more known than the pathfinder in the world who
preceded him but he 1s not the founder of the extensive philosophy and religion of the Jainas.
Foreign scholars, curiously enough, have written-Jammism 1s a branch of Buddhism  The
earliest Tirthankara 1s mentioned in the Rigveda, regarded as the most ancient treatise

India,

2. The twenty two Tirthankaras are not regarded as historical personalities
History 1s not constant always and so-called historical facts are not necessary mathematical
truths. Jaimism has a very long history, the predecessors of Bhagwan Mahavira Swamt
transmifted down the tenets successively through centuries, possibly millenita Sri1 Aurobindo
once wrote “that Jesuschrist existed 1s not proved beyond doubt”. The older pathfinders
are ‘bridge personalities” Linking the past with present.

3. History of a religion or philosophy 1s not so important as their influence on
the thoughts of people that the religion of the Shramanas (as distinguished from Vediceapo-
nents) spread for and wide in the south and West even in Sn Lanka 1s solid truth of
observation.

4 Bhagwan Mahavira demonstrated the way of hife to be followed by his example
as well as precepts Man 1s the highest of creation and the level of humanity is reached in
the process of evolution  Possessed of an ecternal unperishable soul. man 15 capable of
reaching the state of bliss and be atitude here or hereafter by personal individual endeavour,
independent  of any supermundane agency or heavenly grace Men differ from one anothcr
because their souls are polluted with dirt of their own karma-action in Ilife, good or bad
according to cthical standard. Life span, birth in a particular environ misery or happincss-
all arc the resultant of his personal karma. Naturally, many births have to be recogmsed to
reach the goal of bliss, not to come down to the world full of musery and evil,

The Spiritual and Ethical Values
of Jainism.
Dr. PUSHPA BOTHRA

Jainism as a religious process, has two aspects, the nner and outer. From one
point of view, 1t is a state of belief and feeling, an inward spiritual disposition, and from
the other point of view, it gives ground to the ethical values It 1s not very different from
the other developed religious 1n 1ts aim  Spinitual realisation 1s the aim of Jamism, as well
as it accepts the moral ends for the developing spiritual life. Bodily and mental discipline
and meditation are necessary for the purification of the self Without perfection of the
self, the spiritual realisation 1s not. possible, according to Jaimism. Therefore the Tirthanka-

ras have shown the way of life which leads to perfection of the self.

Every self (Jiva), according to the Jamas, is perfection 1its own nature, but due to
ignorance and worldly affairs 1t becomes imperfect It possesses different kinds of passions
and 1t has to take birth in the world. But gradually, when it gives up all passions or 1t
conquires all the passions, it gains the highest perfection and becomes supreme self (Jina or
arthanta). And 1t reaches above the stage of bondage The passions are called as enemy
of the self, one who kills them 1s called arthanta or one who conquires them 1s called Jina.

But 1t is very difficult to give up all passions at once. It requires a long practice
of mental and bodily discipline and meditation. The Jaina Tirthankaras have shown the

way, it 1s called the path of three jewels. )

; The three jewels ar¢ samyaka darsana, samyaka Jnana, and Samyaka CHARITRA
(right faite, right knowledge and right conduct) In other words, the three jewels are the
three aspects of the path to perfection. These three cannot exist exclusively of each other,
but they are the supplementary to one another. In this article I will try to explain the
nature and value of Triratna of the Jainas, which become helpful to lead a moral life as well
as to reach the spiritual.

(1) Samyaka Darsana—Generally, 1t1s called as a faith in the principles of
Jawism. But from the real point of wview or from mscayadrsti, samyaka darsana means a
sense or a feeling of the reahsatlon of self. Thus “sam)aks darsana” means true vision of
self. One has the eaperience of the self itsell other than the body. We may compare 1t
with ‘Viveka Jnana' of the Samkhya yoga and the Advaita systems of philosophy. Therefore
samyaka darsana is the first necessary condition in the way to perfection  One should know
at first, what is sclf, and what is the relation between self and body. But the realisation of



vow of non violence. This practice of Samit1 or carefulness n his activities will make him
a good civilised citizen

The five vows are the basis for the spiritual and etbical practice in Jamnism We
will try to explain them one by one in the Jaina sense.

(A) Alumsa or the Vow of non-violence—The Jaina attitude of ahimsa 1s based
on the feeling of kindness and sympathy All iving beings are equal as they all possess
consctousness of pleasure and pain. Therefore one should be kind to every living being.
Ahimsa 1s not only Iinnted to not killing of any living being but also none should be forced
to do anything agamnst his wish One should not commit violence even in thought.
Thoughts and 1deas must be pure. If one thinks to kill or to give troubles to others, he
commits violence in thought it is called bhavalumsa Violence 1n action as well as in
thought should be omitted according to Jamnism

On the other hand, the Jainas are not narrow minded They have realised that
in some cases or 1n some cases or 1n some special circumstances one has to comit violence,
as for example, 1n the time of war or inself-defence or for the defence of country, society
or rehgion etc  But 1n all such cases the amm should be ‘to save’ something, or the amm
should be pure The Jainas therefore has divided himsa or violence 1n four types.

(a) Udyanmilimsa or violence m profession—One should not do any profession
which depends on violence or one have to kill some living beings, just as the profession of
butcher fisherman, eggman, profession of leather and hear etc  Udyanmuhimsa should be
omnutted wn any case.

(b) Samkalpilumsa or wntentiorial violence—One should not commit violence inten-
tionally. Samkalpthimsa includes violence for the sake of fun or violence performed under
intense passion.

(c) Aramhlnlumsa or umntentional violence—Inspite of carefulness, we commit
violence some times ; unintentionally, as 1n walking, cooking etc A householder cannot
save humself for committing this types of violence but oneshould be careful to do his daily

routine

(d) Virodlnlumsa or violence 1w defensive works—Violence 1 defensive works 1s
called wirodlulumsa  Although Virodmimmsa 1s a type of violence, but 1n some special con-
ditions a householder has to commit 1t, as for example, 1n self defence or for the defence of
people, country or religion etc  But the aim should be ‘to save’ something, not agreessive.
A houscholder can take part 1n war 1n order to save his country.

(B) Satya or the vow of faithfulness—Truthfulness is not speaking what 15 only
true, but speaking what 1s true as well as good and pleasant  Truthfulness should be used
in thought, speech and action  Even one should not favour any false argument

*

(C) Asteya or the vow of non-stealing—Generally, this vow consists in not taking
what 1s not given  But abatement of theft receiving stolen property, violating state rules,
use of false weights and measures and adulteration etc  all should be ommitted.

(D) Brhmacharya or the vow of self control—This vow 1s geperally interpreted as



the self 1s not easy task. One should develop some moral quahities A right beliver or
samyaka drist: must possess the following four essential virtues :—

(a) Prasama or calmness
(b) Samvega or detachment.
(c) Anukampa or kindness.
(d) Astikya or realisation.

One should do practice seriously these virtues i his life. Due to a long practice
of these virtues, one can realise the true nature of the self. Only a faith in the existence of
self or 1n the principles of Jainism is not enough. But samyaka darsana has its spiritual
and,,......Practical values, these are necessary conditions for ome, who wants to know true
nature of the self. Calmness, detachment, kindness and self-realisation make the self more
pure and perfect. One should practice these virtues in the every field of hfe.

(2) Samyaka Jnana— Right knowledge, does not here mean a knowledge epistemo-
logically right. But right knowledge is that which leads to spiritual mnsight. Right know-
ledge should help in the reahisation of truth. In other words, the knowledge which helps to
know the true nature of the self. Such knowledge teaches us what are theessential qualities
of the self, how one can get them, what are the causes of bondage, (BANDH), how can
one remove ignorance and how one can get perfection. One can acquire right knowledge

either from scriptures or from great saints.

(3) Samyaka Charitra—As mentioned before, the mental and bodily discipline are
necessary for the perfection of the self. The passions can be removed by the practice of
moral laws. In other words, moral end helps for the developing spiritual Iife. Therefore
the jains have introduced a way of life, based on some moral laws and this 1s called Samyaka
Charnitra or right conduct. I will try to explain the important rules of right conduct,
these are : the five vows, the three fold path of self discipline and the practice of six kinds
of carefulness. The five vows are the vow of ahimsa or non violence, the vow of satya or
truthfulness, the vow of asteya or noan-stealing, the vow of Brahmachrya or self control
and the vow of aparigraha or non possession. The three fold path of self discipline are the
manogupti, vacanagupti and kayagupti (the discipline of mind, speech and body). And the
six kinds or carefulness (samif1) are :

(a) irya samiti (Carefulness in walking)

(b) bhasa samit (Carefulness in speech).

(c) esana sanuti (Carefulness in cating),

(@) dana samiti (Carefulness in Lifting),

(¢) mksepa samiti (Carcfulness m laying down),

(f) utsarga samiti (Carefulness in deposing waste) products.
One could do his every day work as carefully as possible to him, that his activities would

not be harmaful to others, even to a small ant or worm. The practice of samnti or the
carefulness in his all activities would make his kind and would be helpful to deserve the



that of celibacy. But a householder has advised to consider all women except one’s wife as
mother, sister or daughter.

(E) Aparigraha or the vow of non-possession—A house holder should try to limt
his activities for possessions Because parigraha is the cause of all attachments and it 15
also an obstacle to self realisation

Agamn, the Jainas have divided the five vows 1m two grades, the small vows
(Anuvrata) and the great vows (mahavrata) The small vows are for the householders, these
are the partial vows. These are not very strict, because a householder has some respon-
sibilities towards his family. society and country And the great vows are for the monhks
who have not any attachment towards either the family or society or country Therefore, the
vows for the monks are more strict than the householders ; as for example, a householder
can comit wrodlthunsa in self defence but a monk cannot commit any kind of violence. He
must over power all difficulties due to his high moral and spiritual power

The difference between the anuvrata and mahavrata lies 1n quantity not in quahty.
The fundamental spirit behind the vows i1s the same We can say that the vows of the
houscholder 1s the first step towards self discipline, while the mahavratas are the final stage
of discipline  All vows should be observed 1n thought, speech and action. Otherwise they
would not fulfil the aim to reach high moral and spiritual end.

We have gone through a short description of the friratna or the threefold path of
the Jainas. Right faith, right knowledge and night conduct cannot exist exclusively to each
other. Right conduct with right faith and right knowledge only can lead to perfection of the
self. Bodily and mental disciphne 15 useless if one follows 1t bhndly  Therefore the Jainas
assert samyaka darsana and samyakamana as the necessary conditions for the success of
samyaka canitra  In other words, samyaha darsana and samyaka jmana are the states of
belief and feeling and have their spinitual sigmficance while, samyaka chanitra 1s a ground for
moral end  All the three have their equal value and the three are the supplementary to
each other
