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Labour and the Coﬁstitution ‘

FROM the poilnt of view of Labour there are two ways of
looking at the Constitution which is on the anvil. The first relates

to the form of the Constitution and the second -to the nature of
the Constitution.

How Labour is placed under Federal Constitution

As to the form of the Constitution the Indian Constitution:
would be Federal. A Federal Constitution always tends to creat?
difficulties in the way of labour. Labour needs two things. It needs
that Labour Laws should be uniform throughout the State. It
needs that the State should be in a position to implement all
International Labour Agreements throughout the territory of the
State. In a Federal Constitution it does not become possible for
Labour to achieve these to aims. For it is possible that in devising
a Federal Constitution, Labour may be made a provincial subject.
In such an event each Province being free to make such Labour
Law as it likes, there can be no uniformity in Labour Legislation.
The Centre not being empowered to pass Labour Legislation, it has
no executive authority in Labour matters and, consequently, it

cannot give effect to any international agreements relating to
Labour.

Government of India Act, 1935 had a novel feature— Concurrent List

The Indian Constitution as embodied in the Government of
India Act, 1935, was a Federal Constitution. But it had very
skilfully avoided the difficulties under which Labour is placed under
a Federal Constitution. It had done so by introducirg into the
Constitution the novel feature called concurrent list. Crdirerily, in
a Federal Constitution the subjects feor Legislaticn erd Acmiris-
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tration are divided into two lists (1) Central and (2) Provincial.
Over the former, Central Legislature has exclusive authority and
over the latter the Provincial Legislature has exclusive authority.
The Government of India Act, 1935, had introduced a third
list called the concurrent list and Labour Legislation was among
the other subjects included in 1t. The concurrent list was a list of
subjects over which both the Central and Provincial Legislatures
had the authority to legislate. The result was that notwithstanding
the federal character of the Constitution, nothwithstanding that
Labour was Provincial, Labour remained a Central Subject under
the Constitution embodied in the Government of India Act, 1935.
Labour could achieve its two purposes, namely, uniformity of
Legislation and implementation of International Agreements.

Under the New Constitution in the makinig—~Labour has Escaped a
Calamitous Situation

Labour would have- been placed in complete danger if the
constitutional plan prescribed in the statement of the Cabinet
Mission of May 16th, 1946, had been accepted. Under that scherne,
Labour was to be an exclusively Provincial Subject. The Centre
was shorn of every vestige of authority over Labour. Fortunately
for Labour that plan has become extinct. A new plan called the
plan of June 3, 1947, has taken the field. The new Constitution
that 1s being framed under this plan is free from all the limitations
imposed upon.the authority of the Centre by the plan of May 16,
1946. By the new plan, Labour -has escaped a most calamitous
situation in which there could have been neither unmformity of
legislation nor international solidarity. For it has not been possible
for the makers of new constitutions to revert to the peculiar type
of Federal Plan accompanied by a concurrent list which was a
special feature of the Government of India Act, 1935. The new
Constitution from the point of view of Labour will even be better
than the Government of India Act, 1935. From the point of view
of Labour, the provisions of the Government of India:Act ‘suffered
from one defect. It lay in the provision that so far as the con-
‘current list was concerned the Central Government could make
laws. But 1t had no power to execute its laws by its own machinery.

’ For’ the execution of 1ts Labour Laws 1it. had to depend upon the
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Provincial Governments. The new Constitution is based upon the
principle that the Executive Authority of the Central Government
shall be co-extensive with its Legislative Authority. This means
that the Central Government will have the authority not
merely to make laws .but will have the authority to administer
them.

Should it be a mere Political Constitution or a Politico-Socio-
Economic Constitution ?

What is the nature of this Indian Constitution which is on
the anvil ? This of course raises another question : What should be
the nature of the Constitution ? Should 1t be a constitution which
should prescribe the political structure of the society or should it
g0 further and prescribe the social and economic structure of the
soclety as well 7 A constitution which is purely political stops with
prescribing the various organs of the State, namely, of the Legisla-
ture, the Executive and the Judiciary—their inter-relations, the
franchise, recruitment to public services and frequency of election
to the legislatures. A constitution which is politico-socio-economic,
‘besides prescribing the nature of the various organs of the State
also proceeds to prescribe a particular form of an economic
organisation of the society. That is to say, it prescribes the owner-
ship and the management of the instruments of production and the
distribution of the :ncome among members of the society.

"The Russian Constitution Broke New Ground

Before the Russian Constitution came into existence such a
distinction would have been inconceivable, for prior to the
inauguration of the Russian Constitution,the Constitutions of all
countries were purely political in their scope. They prescribed the
various organs of the State such as the Legislature, the Executive
and the Judiciary, their inter-relations, the hfe of the Legislature,
the Franchise, appointment to public services and matters of an
analogous character. They did not prescribe any particular form of
the Economic Organisation of Society. This was left'to be deter-
miried by the free forces, social and economic, opérating in Society.
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The Russian Constitution makes a departure. It not only prescribes
in its Constitution the political structure for the Russian Society,
but also prescribes in its Constitution the Economic Structure for
the Russian Society. ‘

The issue whether the Constitution should merely be an
instrument prescribing the political structure of society or whether
it should be an instrument which should prescribe the shape of
economic life is both a question of principle as well as a matter of
controversy.

Those who hold the view that a Constitution should be no
fnore than an instrument prescribing the political structure of
society relay on two arguments :

Their first argument is the preservation of Individual Liberty.
The Constitution not only” guarantees Liberty, but its prime
function is to guarantee it. For a Constitution to prescribe the shape
of economic life of society is to take away the liberty of the
individual. Constitution cannot do both, for as an instrument
prescribing the economic structure of society it would very directly
destroy what as an instrument prescribing the political structure
of society it purports to do.

¥

Safeguarding of Individual Liberty

That this argument defeats itself is beyond doubt. The following
considerations will demonstrate the proposition. The argument that
the Constitution should not prescribe the economic shape of
society and, if it does so, it would destroy individual liberty is a
fallacious argument. Indeed, the safeguarding of individual Liberty

requires that the Constitution should prescribe the ecomomic shape
of society.

The Fundamentals of Political Democracy

Political Democracy rests on four premises which may be set
out in the following terms :

(1) That the individual is an end in himself,

(2) That the individual has certain inalienable rights which

. must be guaranteed to him by the Constitution.
(3) That the individual shall not be required to relinquish
any of his constitutional rights as a condition precedent
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. to the receipt of a privilege. -
(4) That the State shall not delegate ‘fwvaw

persons to govern others. :

Any one who studies the workmg of the system of soclal

economy based on private enterprise and pursuit of personal gain

will realise how it undermines, if it does not actually violate, the last

two premises on which Democracy rests. How many have to

relinquish their liberty in order to gain their living ? How many
have to subject themselves to, be governed by private employers ?

What does Individual Liberty Mean to the Unemployed

Ask those who are unemployed . whether their Liberty is of
any value to them. If a person who is unemployed is offered a choice
between a Job of some sort, with some sort of wages, with no
fixed hours of labour and with an interdict on joining a union and
the exercise of his right to freedom of speech, association, religion,
etc., can there be any doubt as to what his choice will be. How can
1t be otherwise ? The fear of starvation, the fear of losing savings,
if any, the fear of being compelled to take children away from
school, the fear of having to be a burden on public charity, the
fear of having to be burned or buried at public cost are factors too
strong to permit a man to stand out for his fundamental rights.
The unemployed are thus compelled to relinquish their fundamental
rlghts for the sake of securing the privilege to work and to subsist.

leerty from the Control of the State Results in Dictatorship of the
Private Employer ’

What about those who are employed ? Constitutional lawyers.
assume that the enactment of Fundamental Rights is enough to
safeguard their liberty and that nothing more is called for. Theﬁv
argue that where the State refrains from intervention in private
e.ﬂ’airs—-economic and socijal--the residue is iberty. What is necessary
1s to make the residue as large as possible and State intervention as
small as possible. It is true that where the State refrains from inter-
vention what remains is hberty. But this does not dispose of the
matter. The question still remains to be answered : To whom and
for whom is this liberty ? Obviously, this liberty is Iiberty to the
landlords to increase rents, for capitalists to increase hours of work
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and reduce rates of wages. This must be so. It can not be otherwi-se.
For in an economic system employing armies of workers, producing
goods enmasse at regular intervals, some one must make rules so
that workers will work and the wheels of industry run on. If the State
does not do it the private employer will life otherwise will become
impossible. In other words, what is called liberty from the control of
the State is another name for the dictatorship of the private employ:er.l

The second argument relied upon in support of the contention
that the Constitution should not prescribe the economic structure
of society is that it is unnecessary to do so. It is said that where there
is Parliamentary Democracy based on adult suffrage it is open to
people to make laws and to give the economic structure of Society
the shape the majority of people wish to give. Why do by Constitu-
tion what people can do by their ordinary law ?

[ Fulfilment of a Fundamental purpose cannot be left to the Mercies
of Majority Rule

The reason why it cannot be left to ordinary law 1s not
difficult to understand. One essential coridition for the success of a
planned economy is that it must not be hiable to suspension or
abandonment. It must be permanent. The question 1s how this
permanence can be secured. Obviously, it cannot be secured under
the form of Government called Parhamentary Democracy. Under
the system of Parliamentary Democracy the policy of the
Legislature and of the Executive is the policy of the majority for
the time being. Under the system of Parliamentary Democracy the
majority in one election may be in favour of State Socialism in
Industry and Culture. At the next election the majority may be
against 1t. The anti-State-Socialism majority will use its law-making
power to undoing the work of the pro-State Socialism majority and
the pro-State-Socialism will use 1ts law-making power to doing over
again what has been undone by their opponents. Those who want
the economic structure of society to be modelled on State-Socialism
must realize that they cannot leave the fulfilment of so fundamental
a Ppurpose to the exigencies of ordinary law which simple majorities

—whose political fortunes are never determined by rational causes
—have a right to make and unmake. For these reasons Pohtlcal
Democracy seems to be unsuited for the purpose.

Labour must Have Liberty and Equality and a Constitution whicl
Balances Both ‘

The case in support of the. propos1t1on that the Constitution:
should prescribe the economic structure of Society is therefore
beyond dispute. The only question that remains is what should be
the form of the economic structure. There are altogether three
alternatives to choose from—

(@) Capitalism
(b) Socialism and
(¢) Communism ‘

What should be the choice of Labour ? Labour cannot choose
Capitalism. By choosing Capitalism, Labour will lose Liberty.
For under Capitalism the only remedy Labour has against being
cheated our of these fundamental rights to life, liberty and pursuit
of happiness is, the useful remedy adopted by Democratic countries
—to0 himit the power of Government to impose arbirtary restraint
in the political domain and to invoke the ordinary power of the
legislature to restrain the more powerful individual from imposing
arbitrary restraints on the less powerful in the economic field.
The inadequacy, nay, the futility of the plan, has been well establi-
shed. The successful invocation by the less powerful of the
authority of the Legislature is a doubtful proposition. Having
regard to the fact that even under adult suffrage all Legislatures
and Governments are controlled by the more powerful an appeal
to the Legislature to intervene is a very precarious safeguard against
the invasion of the liberty of the less powerful. Labour’s plan
to safeguard its own interest must be quite different. It cannot
be content with a plan which merely seeks to limit not only the
power of Government to impose arbitrary restraints but also of
the more powerful individuals or, to be more precise, to eliminate
the possibility of the more powerful having the power
to impose arbitrary restraints on the less powerful by withdrawing
from the control it has over the economic life of the people.
There cannot be the slightest doubt that it must forge a plan which
will not let one individual have power over the lives and actions
of other individuals. Can Labour choose Communism ? I think
it cannot. For under Communism, workers may get equality with
the erstwhile class of owners but they are sure to lose their rights

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to Liberty. It may be that Communism destroys the division
between the rich and the poor. It may be that Communism
deprives the owner of the power to control the life of the worker.
But it also deprives the worker of his liberty to do what he likes
with his own. There is no question that Labour not only needs
equality, it also needs liberty. Indeed, a system under which Labour
had equality without liberty would be both intolerable as well as
deadening. Labour must have both equality as well as liberty and
a Constitution which balances both can be the only ideal Consti-
tution from the point of view of Labour. In other words, the
economic structure of society which would serve the interests of
Labour best is Socialism. :

Labour Leadership in India has Failed to Rise to the Opportunity
and Failed in its Daty

‘What sort of an economic structure Labour should choose is,
however, not the main issue. The mam issue 1s whether Labour
should seek a Constitution which is merely a political instrument or
whether Labour should insist that the Constitution should also be
an economic instrument. If Indian Labour desires that it should
not have to undergo misery, trials and tribulations and struggles
to win 1ts freedom from the despotism of the owning class, Indian
Labour must’ insist that the Indian Constitution must not merely
be a political instrument but must also be an economic instrument.
Has Indian Labour done so ? Is Indian Labour aware that there js
2 way out ? To both these questions the answer must be 1n the nega-
tive. Labour Leadership”in India whether Socialist or Communist
has taken no notice of this problem and has not even taken care to
use this opportunity for getting the Constituent Assembly to
consider this problem. Can there be a greater discredit on Labour
Leadership in India.

The!Dr. Ambedkar I Knew

Much has been, and will yet be, written on Dr. Ambedkar,
the lawyer, the politician, the constitutionalist and the scholar.
These are undoubtedly aspects of his outstanding personality which
demand both critical study and expert assessment at the hands of
distinguished critics in those fields. In this essay I claim to do no
more than share with the reader some personal and rather intimate
reminiscences of Dr. Ambedkar during the last decade of his life,
when I had the privilege of coming in contact with him.

I remember that when I was a student of the Government
Law College in Bombay in 1935-37, Dr. Ambedkar was for a while
the “Principal. My recollection of that time was that he lectured to
us on mercantile law. I can still remember his slow, measured and
sonorous speech and dignified bearing. I had little occasion as a
student of law to meet him, and it was only several years later that
I came to know him 1n a personal way.

During 1945-49, I was in charge of the Publications Depart-
ment of Thacker & Co., Ltd., Bombay, who published most of his
works. And from 1949 t01955, I was their Publications Adviser.
It was in these dual capacities that I had occasion to meet Dr.
Ambedkar fairly frequently and almost every time that he was in
Bombay. “The Doctor is in town’ was a famihiar and significant
news at Thackers in those days.

The very first book of Dr. Ambedkar’s I had to handle was

Pakistan or the Partition of India, originally published in 1940
under the title “Thoughts on Pakistan". The new edition had a
substantial chapter added to it. If I remember right, the book was
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out of the press in February 1945, by the time I had joined Thack-
ers, and as such I had no hand in preparing it for and secing it
through the press. Only the jacket remained to be printed. Thackers
had a European Manager 1n those days whose confidence I fortuna-
tely enjoyed and he gave me, progressively, a fairly free hand in my
work for the Publications Department. When I went through the
blurb on the jacket of the first edition of the Pakistan book, two
things struck me : first, the somewhat hyperbolic cstimate of the
book by the publisher, and secondly, what scemed to me to be an
unconventional, almost naive, identification of the publisher with
ihe distinguished author’s views and opinions. Somewhat timidly,
1 pointed this out to the manager who raised his eyebrows and
asked me what I had in my mind. “Rewrite it, “I suggested, “to
make it more objective and less of an overstatement.”” The mana-~
ger appeared frankly dubious. He was a great admirer of the
learned doctor and naturally stood in some awe of him. “You had
better not do that ;: You know with whom you have to deal ? Why
not leave it alone 7’ I explained that the blurb, as it stood, would
appear rather loud and cheap for such a weighty book, The manager
shrugged his shoulders and finally said, “Do what you think best.
Show the draft to me, but remember you have ultimately to satisfy
the Doctor!” I humbly acqui¢sced, re-drafted the blurb, and got
the manager to sce it. He said simply : “I approve—that is, if the
Doctor approves.” And when the Doctor was next in town, in a
few day’s time, he saw the drafl and asked who had handled i,
The manager scnl for me. T went, in some trepidation! I saw the
Doctor’s genial face scowling, looking somewhat serious. “You did
this, Rao 7, he asked me. “Yes, Doctor”, I said, almost in a
whisper. “Why did you think it necessary to change it?” I was
prepared for the question, “You see, Doctor”, I said, “it does not
do for a publisher to offer loud praise of his own wares. Tt makes
1t rather suspeet, you see. No good publisher does it and the book
hatdly nceds it The Doctor looked at me over the edge of his
gold-rimmed glasses, and grunted, I sce.” This encouraged me to
go on: “And it is certainly indiscreet for the publisher to more or
less take sides with the author. Thackers is not a publisher with
a bias or slant to its publishing. It is not-er-like the Leftist Book
Club.” The Doctor smiled and looked up at the manager, ‘saying :
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“I think there is something in what Rao says. All right, then let
this go in.”’ I muttered my thanks, and walked back, to my seat,
on air! It was something that I had got the Doctor to see the thing
as 1 did. Really, it was an indication of the Doctor’s readiness to
see the other point of view. Before I pass on to the Doctor’s other
books, I must record what, about a year later, he told me of his
Pakistan book in a rare moment of confidence : * It was my book
that gave Jinnah ideas and points for his Pakistan demand—and see
what a mess he has made of the problem !”

The second book which Thackers published for Dr. Ambed-
kar was his controversial work : What Congress and Gandhi have
done to the Untouchables. It was first published in June or July 1945,
He himself had expected the book to provoke much criticism and
from many quarters. In the preface he had, indeed, written in a
characteristic vein, quoting Voltaire: “Who writes the history of
his own time must expect to be attacked for zverything he has said,
and for everything he has not said: but these little drawbacks should
not discourage a man who loves truth and liberty, expects nothing,
asks nothing and limits his ambition to the cultivation of letters.”
Also, the Doctor had observed that he had “written the book
especially for the untouchables and for the foreigners”. A fact
which explained why, in 1946, he had a second edition of the book
printed for shipment to Britain and distribution among Members
of Parliament and others. That there was much in the book that
was unpalatable to me personally, as a student of Gandhi, was
beside the point. I could not presume to judge the Doctor and I
had as yet no voice in the formulation of the publisher’s policy.
I do not remember that the book was received with much enthu-
siasm in Britain. And it will be recalled that in India, C. Rajagop-
alachari wrote a short reply to Dr. Ambedkar’s thesis—Ambedkar
Refuted (Hind Kitabs, 1946).

This brings me to the theme of Dr. Ambedkar’s generally
known attitude to Gandhiji and his politics. And I had at least

two or three occasions for getting an exclusive insight into Dr.
Ambedkar’s mind and disposition on this subject. One was the
publication by Thackers of Dr. Krishnalal Shridharant’s book : “The
Mahatma and the World, first published by Duell, Sloan & Pearce
of New York, in 1946, When'the Indian edition was brought out
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'by Thackers, on my recommendation, it became in wusual course
Thacker’s “book of the week’. That was the heyday of Thacker’s
publishing and there was then a new book almost every week. The
jacket of Shridharani’s book was displayed on a green baize-covered
board hung at the top of the stairs leading to Thacker’s Book
Department. As Dr. Ambedkar slowly climbed up the stairs on his
way to it, on one of his frequent book-purchasing visits, the jacket
on the board drew his attention. “The number of books that peo-
ple write on this old man takes my breath away!”, he said, jabbing
a thumb at the display board. I was waiting at the top step to
receive him. The Doctor was 1ndeed breathing hard—because of the
exertion! But there was a Puckish mischievous twinkle in his eyes
as he had his wise-crack, obviously for my benefit! I must here
mention that, by this time, he had khown of my three Gandhian
compilations : Quit India (Padma Publications, 1942); Conguest of
Self (Thackers, 1943, 1945) and TheMind of Mahatma Gandhi (Ox-
ford Umiversity Press, 1945, 1946), all done in collaboration with
R.K. Prabhu, now, alas, no more. And by that time I had somehow
come to win enough of the Doctor’s affection and goodwill ‘to
muster courage for a sally on my own account! “But, Doctor, there
is certainly room enough for one more book on Gandhi!”’ The
Doctor almost caught my point and- asked with a mock glare:
“What do you mean, Rao ?’. I said meekly. “Doctor, you should
write that book.” ‘Ah! “he said, with his characteristic laugh,
<«But who will read it? People don’t hike what I say of Gandhi!®
“At least one person, Doctor”, I rejoined, “will have to read your
book!” “Who?’, he asked, and then I retorted slyly: “I will have
to read the proofs first”’. The jovian laughter that greeted this
quip still rings 1 my ears—so typical of the gemial humoui and
urbanity of the man.

Indeed, it was my good fortune to see the great man in such
relaxed, playful and' bantering mood more than once, and I have
had reason to suspect that, knowing my weakness for Gandhiji and
Gandhian studies, he indulged in this sort of good humoured leg-
pulling particularly with me. The other instance which I distinctly
and vividly remember—almost as if it happened only the other day—
occurred one afternoon when he strode into Thacker’s Stationery
Department. Apart from books, he had. an insatiable desire to
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possess fountan pens—and outsize ones at that! No ordinary ones
would do, and John, who attended to his pen and stationery needs,
used always to scamper and collect all the outsize pens available in
town and offer them to him, one by one. The Doctor would
lean heavily against a show-case and try pen after pen on a writing-
pad, sciawling his braod, sprawling autograph on its pages. And at
the end of these trials, he would grab half a dozen pens that he
fancied and thrust them into his capacious coat pocket!

Tt was during one such “pen-trial”, sometime in July 1946,
that I was with him in Thacker’s shop, along with the manager. The
Doctor looked at me sideways and abruptly but casually remarked:
“So, Rao, Gandhi is a Mahatma, 1s he?”’ I was non-plussed at this
.question shot at me —without apparent piovocation. I did a little
hard thinking and then recalled, in a flash, that probably the Doctor
had.chanced to see a couple of articles I had written at the time 1in
Umited India and the ‘Indian States, a Bombay Weekly, under the
title. “Is he a Mahatma?’—“Er, Doctor,”” I stammered, “You
qmean, you refer to that stuff I wrote in United India?’ ‘“Um, yes”,
he grunted, with a smile, trying another nib on the pad “And
Doctor, may I ask what you think of the article?” “Think? I didn't
think anything of the article! I was only thinking of your Maha-
tma!”’ He said this with'a dig at ‘the manager, who was clearly
enjoying this banter at my-expense. I could only say: ¢“What'is my
opinion worth?’ And added apologetically, “I am' a small man.
But much bigger men in the world think Gandhi a Mahatma.” “Do
they?”, the Doctor retorted, still trymng a pen. “And pray, who'
are these big men?”’ I "did not'miss the shght sarcasm in his tone.
“For instance, Doctor, “I observed, brightly, “you must have seen,
I am sure, Dr. Radhakrishnan’s volume: Essays and Reflections.”
“‘No,.I don’t think I have. What does 1t say?’ “Well, Doctor,” I

observed, taken aback that this great and voracious reader of books
-could have missed seeing that outstanding volume. “You have
contributions there from a score and more of great contemporary
thinkers, philosophers, statesmen, social scientists, and so on—from
all over the world—and they seem generally agreed that Gandhi is
a great soull And we can’t certainly accuse such men of any narrow
or unreasonmng partiality for him, for quite a few are in disagree-
ment with some of his fads.” I said all this with some spirit: Dr.
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Ambedkar neatly side-tracked this explanation. He seemed intent on
provoking me, and observed: I petsonally think that Gandhi is a
humbug!”” The sly look with which he accompanied this remark left
me 1n some doubt of its sincerity. Nevertheless I retorted: “Then,
Doctor, all of us are humbugs, some more, some Iess. And as Gandhi
himself would say, we are all tarred with the same brush!” At this
the Doctor threw up his hands, then nudged the manager with his
elbow, remarking, “Do you hear what Rao is saying? He says that
you and I and all others are also humbugs'’ There was laughter
all round, for by this time the Stationery Department hands—who
were all fond of listening to the Doctor’s witticisms on such occas-
jons—had become interested, and joined in the mirth. But above
all their merriment was the Doctor’s own stentorian laughter. And
to this day, I cannot convince myself that he had not chosen me as
the butt of his jocular vein!.For, despite the common knowledge
that he was often an unsparing critic of Gandhiji, it is my own
belief that he had entertained a deep and secret personal regard for
the Mahatma, which rose above political differences and the rancour
of public controversy!

To revert to the Doctor’s books: Thackers published during
the years 1946 and 1947, some other titles. Among these were: Who
were the Shudras?, first published in October 1946 and reprinted in
1947; also, States and the Minorities: What are their rights and how
to secure them-in the constitution of Free India. The text of this
book, of which I have an autographed and highly-prized copy, was

~ provided by the memorandum which Dr. Ambedkar had drawn up
on behalf of the All-India Scheduled Castes Federation and submitted
to the Constituent Assembly. Then there was a volume on The
History of Indian Currency and Banking, a proof of his undoubted
versatility, scholarly grasp and lucid exposition of comparatively
technical subjects. I remember that Dr. Ambedkar was also respon-
sible for republishing Laxminarasu’s famous work : Essence of
Buddhism, to which he wrote a: learned- preface. And as his own
contribution to the literature of lasting value on Buddhism must
be here mentioned: The Buddha and His Dhamma. 1 recall how
anxious he had been about the publication of this book, which he
had originally called The Buddhg and His Gospel. For his health
was failing. .Characteristic of his catholicity. of mind and prepares
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dness to learn from others is a little incident I must here recall! He
had a limited number of copies of the proofs of this book bound
before actual publication. When I asked him what was the idea
behind this, he said: “I propose to send these copies to different
scholars of Buddhism, invite their criticism and suggestions and,
incorporate in the book in its final form whatever I consider useful
or valuable 1n their suggestions.”” ““And, I believe this is what he
did 1n fact. This book, and at least one other, Dr. Ambedkar chose
to get published through other publishers. '

There is another incident worth recording here. It was some-
time in January 1950. He had presented the draft Indian Constitu~
tion in November 1948 in the Constituent Assembly. And when it had
assumed its final shape, he flew to Bombay td get the ponderous
volumes bound 1n Thacker’s Press. I recall how, the morning of his
return flight to Delhi, he called the manager and me, opened the
magnificently-bound volumes and showed them to us, beaming with
justifiable pride and pleasure at having accomplished a job of Con-
stitution making, of which history will always reckon him one of
the principal architects.

Dr. Ambedkar’s great love for books was equalled only by his
wide scholarship, and the sacrifice and devotion with which he
built up one of the richest private libraries in the country. Itis my
personal knowledge that he hardly ever took in cash from Thackers
any considerable part, if not the whole, of his princely royalties on
his books—almost all of which went 1nto several editions and sold
very well. He appropriated the bulk of his royalties for purchasing
books for his own library. Indeed, at one time, I believe his purchases
outstripped his accumulated royalties and he was in trouble! The word
would quickly go round the Book Department when the Doctor had
come to town and the assistants would get busy collecting the latest
titles on the many subjects in which he was interested. By the time
he arrived in the Book Department, three or four piles of books
would be stacked near the Doctor’s special armchair. Sinking into
this, he would have a quick glance at each title put into his hands
by the Book Department manager and say: ‘yes’ or ‘no’, as he
accepted or rejected the book. And at the end of an hour or two he
would so spend, the ‘ayes® would pile up and two or three peons
were needed to carry the chin-high bundles of the books to his car,
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And this happened almost every time he was in town and visited
Thackers.

Once, 1n some bewilderment at the multitude of books which
the Doctor regularly acquired from Thackers, I was prompted to
ask him. “Dear Doctor, if I may ask, how on earth do you find
time to read all these books that you buy?”’ The Doctor peered at
me through his glasses and asked in turn: ‘“What do you mean by
reading, Rao? Tell me that.”” A little taken aback, I stammered:
“Er—I mean, reading thiough a book, poring over its pages from
start to fiish, you know, digesting it.”” The Doctor smiled, and
said: “That’s seldom my style of reading. There are only a few
books which call for deep study, from cover to cover. When I see
a new title on a subject I am interested i1n, say socialism, I glance
through the blurb, the introduction, the contents, decide which
chapters would probably offer me some new thoughts and 1deas on:
the subject. And then I read only those pages, for the restis
famihiar ground. And when I have done that, you may say I have
read the book.”

It struck me as a very striking evidence of his discernment
and discrimination in reading. And no wonder he could claim to
keep abreast of the latest thought om subjects which mattered to.
him—~-and they were not a few! His reading should have been amaz-
ing by any standards.

Another incident stands out in my memory as typical of his
love for books and anxiety to acquire those he considered worth-
while. And, incidentally, I am a Iittle proud of my own little part in 1t.
I do not recollect the year—but it should have been in the early “50s..
D.A. Telang, a well-known educationist, had died leaving behind
an excellent library in his house at Matunga in Bombay. His
relatives did not appear anxious to preserve it intact. My friend,
R.K. Prabhu, who was Telang’s neighbour and rather devoted to.
him, took the trouble of listing the thousands of books in Telang’s
Bombay collection, and brought the list to me. He thought there was
only one way to save the library from being sold piecemeal, and at
almost scrap value: that was to interest Dr. Ambedkar 1n the
collection. And this mission Prabhu entrusted to me. Next time the
Doctor was in town and at Thackers, I put the list into his hands.

He asked what it was. I told him it covered—Telang’s Bombay
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collection of books. “Oh, old Telang’s is it 27 he exclaimed. “Then,
I know it’s good. That man knew books!” I said they were for
sale. He then asked me what price Telang’s people expect?d. T had
armed myself with this information in advance. I said : “Six gupees
a volume”. There was a little storm! The Doctor exclaimed :
* What ! What do they think I am ? A millionaire 7’ He almoit
shouted. “Where is all that money to come from ? The People- s
Education Society have limited funds, you know. Now, Rao, I will
tell you what, inform the Telangs that I shall make one o.ﬁ‘er
and no more. I will not examine the books, nor screen each title.
'Whether it is a bulky tome or thin pamphlet, I shall offer a flat
price : Rs. 2 each title. Take it or leave it. And there 1s to be no
higgling over it, you see 7’ I saw. In the end the Telangs plumped
for this offer and I had the responsibility of conveying the truck~
load of books to Siddhartha College where, I beheve, the Telang
collection has ever since formed a rich acquisition for the ben?ﬁt
of succeeding generations of students. But for the Doctor’s quick
and ready response, the Telang collection might have been broken
up and dissipated. I do hope, likewise, that the Siddhartha College
has been able to.secure and preserve the Doctor’s own great
collection. For, some time after his death, I believe there wasa
dispute over succession and the library was in the custody of the
Courts. I was asked to help’ in finding some Delhi institution of
higher learming which could buy 1t over. But since the collection
was lying parcelled out in lots, the institution which I informally
approached expressed its inability to acquire a miscellaneous
collection, without a chance of selection.

As an author, if Dr. Ambedkar won the respect of the learned
and the scholarly, he was the despair of the printer. How often had
I seen his familiar figure bent over the page-proofs of his latest
manuscript even on the machine in Thacker’s Press, with the
worried compositor and the hopless printer standing gloomily by !
The Doctor was no doubt immensely painstaking and perfectionist
in anything he undertook, but the printer of his books could hardly
be expected to appreciate his ever-fertile brain and endless
enthusiasm for improvement ! Yet, when the Doctor gave them his.

genial smile, and called them by their Christian names, did they not
do the job for him with alacrityland a grin !
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. One more incident has lingered in my'memory over the last
two decades. And this was what happened soon after Hiroshima
and Nagasaki had been atombombed in August 1945 by the
Americans ! The Doctor walked into Thackers much downcast and
indignant and I still remember the remarks he made with great
feeling : “The so-called Christian -world will have to account for
using their atom bombs to destroy not Hitlerite Germany, which
had really started the war, but the cities of an Asian and, that too,
a Buddhist country. Was 1t that the Allies had deliberately reserved
their devastating weapon for a non-Christian enemy 7'’ The sarcasm
and the bitterness with which he said this were unmistakable and
evidenced his sense of humanity, 6utraged by an act which he
considered indefensible on any count...

That was Dr. Ambedkar, the author and the man whom I was
privileged to know. It is an image of him which has persisted, and
will persist, in my memory through the years. To this personal
record of a rich human personality which commanded so much love
and respect from those who knew him well enough, I would add
something of Jawaharlal Nehru’s tribute.in the Parliament, on his
death :—*“There can be no doubt about his outstanding qualities,
his scholarship and the intensity with which he pursued his
CONVICtiONS...s aveeennn o0 .He has been a symbol of that intense
feeling which we must always remember—the intense feeling of the
suppressed classes 1 India, who have suffered for ages past under
our previous social systems, and it is as well that we recognise this

burden and that all of us should carry and should always
remember”’.

Dr. Ambedkar

Ram Gopal
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It is gratifying to recall the memory of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar,
who was one of the most remarkable and charming personalities of
India 1n the current century. He appeared on Indian fermament
with radiating light. His auridition, his statesmanship, his revolu-
tionary fervour for social reform, have all made for him an enviable
place :n Indian history. His achievements in different fields of
Indian life are so numerous and so lofty that they cannot be com-
pressed in a short article ; they are a vast subject for research and
they will cover a volume. His services to India will remain a debt
undischarged as long as a scholarly biography 1s not prepared ; and
yet India will ever remain indebted to him, for a biography is only
an attempt to acquaint new generations of India with one of her
great sons.

Those engaged 1n day-to-day political activities usually do not
get much time for serious studies; they have much less leisure for
research and writing. The exceptions are few and far between, and
Dr. Ambedkar was one of them. It is my pleasure to admit publicly
-that before I took to writing books on post-Revolt (1857) history
and politics, one of the authors whose works became my guiding
hght was Dr. Ambedkar. I was thrilled and inspired by his indus-
trious research, by his straight forward conclusions, by his penetrat-
ing analysis, and above all by his lucid and convincing mode of ex-
pression. He wrote vividly and unambiguously, and with his argu-
ments and advocacy easily took the reader with him. Politicians and
scholars of modern history will recollect that an address was pre-
sented 1n 1906 to the then Viceroy of India by certain Muslim gentle-
men calling themselves representatives of the Muslim Community.
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This address is an important landmark in Indian politics for it laid
down the foundation of the Muslim League and incidentally of
Pakistan as well. Dr. Ambedkar nceded a copy of this address for
his book on Pakistan, and he waded through contemporary news-
paper files to get hold of it. But the full text was nowhere available.
He then undertook the arduous task of meeting different Muslim
leaders and asking them whether anyone of them had a copy of the
address. Ultimately he succeeded, and it is from his book that the
scholars of the present age get the contents of that important piece
of history.

Both Hindus and Mushms have one common trait of charac~
ter. Both are blind followers of their religions, and both shun the
idea of any deviation from them. Like Buddha, Dr. Ambedkar
brought to bear the freshness of his rational analytical facully on
his reading of Hindu scriptures. He fought for social equality, but
his activities were not an expression of anger by onec ofa down-
trodden caste against the so-called high caste’s questionable socijal
behaviour., He applied his scholarly mind to the study of the scrip-~
tures and unecarthed from them paragraphs and verse where the
highest caste of the Mindus had been advised to exercise discrimina-
tion against certain classes of people to an extent which in the pre-
sent age is regarded as crime in the eyes of the law. For ages the
Hindu society as it exists today in internal social relations has been
taken for granted without anybody raising a question on rational
grounds. Dr. Ambedkar borrowed the evidence from the scriptures
to show that discrimination had been made part of “religion” to
facilitate exploitation of bulk of the people by those who had
managed to place themselves at the highest rung of the social ladder.
D1. Ambedkar’s writings in this connection are illuminating and
completely satisfying to the sense of reason.

In what is called modern Indian history we comec across a
galaxy of rcligious and social reformers beginning with Raja Ram
Mohan Roy, who, in their own way, have been endeavouring to rid
Hinduism of 1ts unwholesome and destructive practices and put it

on a sound basis acceptable to those having rational approach to
life. They all frowned upon the practice of untouchability and dis-
carded it as irreligious. They have done their work and disappeared
into oblivious, but Hindu society remained static. Most of the caste
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Hindus continued to observe untouchability and continued to do-
so in. the name of ancient beliefs given by Hindu seers. Mahatma
Gandhi’s self-inflicted long fasts and his tremendous influence on
the people of India could persuade only a small fraction of the
population to abandon the discriminating treatment against the so-
called untouchables, with most people, especially women, sticking
to the old way. Dr. Ambedkar was confronted with this pheno-
menon when he presented himself as an advocate of the down-
trodden and as one who had himself sprung from that stock. He
called upon the Hindus to remove the stigma from their social life,
and when he failed to get positive response to his advice, he paraded
before them the teachings of the great Buddha, who is regarded all

over the world as the first wiseman of the recorded history. Every
Indian acknowledged the greatness of Buddha and was proud of the

fact that he was born in India, but it was left to Dr. Ambedkar to

remind the people that Buddha’s Dharma consisted of complete

social equality ; social discrimination was a sin. The entire edifice

of Buddhism, which 1s purified Hinduism, is put up on the founda-

tion of reason, and that 1s why Dr. Ambedkar asked his “untouch-

able” brethren and sisters, those who listened to him, to regard
themselves as Buddhists. Dr. Ambedkar was not a crusader in the

sense the word is used 1n common parlance; his was a logical app-
roach, and he had the intellectual capacity to draw a line between

sense and nonsense.

Dr. Ambedkar was motivated by a noble mission Whether
one belonged to this religion or that religion was not his concern.
What pained him was the social degradation to which millions of
people had been reduced by a tradition persisting for thousands of
years, and by bringing in Buddhism as a redeeming force, he gave a
sense of self-respect to the suffering multitude and saved them from
exploitation. Democracy, with secularism as inseparable part of 1t,
prescribes equality in all spheres of social life, but we have seen
during these two decades of the working of our constitution that
vast sections of Hindu society are still far from the destination, and
we are reminded of Dr. Ambedkar with his fingure pointing to
Buddhism. It 1s high time for the caste Hindus to make a break with
the past if.they want Hindwsm to be a unifying force.

Dr. Ambedkar was a versatile genius. He was a power-house
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of talent; whatever public object he touched was blossomed into a
fine product. The present Indian Constitution is a living monument.
He was a Law Member of the first Indian Government with which
Jawaharlal Nehru was associated and which was presided over by
Lord Mountbatten. The Constituent Assembly had come into being,
and the responsibility of drafting the constitution had been cast
on Dr. Ambedkar. The task was arduous ; it was very difficult also
because Indian conditions into which a democratic constitution had
to be fitted were markedly different from those obtaining in countries
like Britain and the USA, from which the principles were to be
borrowed. Bquality, which is the outstanding attribute of a demo-
cratic set-up, had, in India, been denied to a large number of people;
nay they had been condemned as untouchables. Paradoxically and
luckily it was one of these unfortunate people who was called upon
to draft the Constitution. Dr. Ambedkar did the job in a magni-
ficent way, Statesmanship and democratic prudence of a high order
are clearly visible in the pages of the Constitution. Rightly did he
provide in it some special provisions for safeguarding the interests
of the down-trodden people called the Schedulde Castes in the Con-
stitutional language.

As I have stated in the beginnming, the personality of Dr.
Ambedkar is too big to be compressed into a small article, I am
ending this brief account with an apology to the readers who may
miss here many an mmportant detail of the great leader’s life and
with the belief that Dr. Ambedkar will continue to 1nspire, scholars,

politicians, social reformers as also men of common rungs for many
years to come.
