I MAHABHARATA (Nos. 8246-8712)

There have been soveral editions of this great Epic in India.

This is one of the few great works that have never been printed

abroad in extenso The earliest edition of the work was published

at Calcutta in four portly quarto Vols. in Devan&garl during 1834-

1889 A. D. under the patronage of the Asiatic Society of Bengal.

Since then there have been several editions of the work.

Indologists are now agreed that there are several recensions

of the Mahabharata, the most important being the Northern and

the Southern Recensions. All the above printed editions may

generally be said to favour the Northern Recension. A critical

Edition of the Southern Recension, based entirely on manna

cript material is now being published at Madras.1 The

famous scholars.1 The aim of this Edition is to restore the

Mahabhftrata to Vyisa's own Text. The principle adopted is to

reject all that is contained in the Northern Recension bat omitted

in the Southern as well as to omit the additions found in the

Southern but not supported in the Northern recension. A com*

parison of the Southern Recension of the Text now being edited at

Madras and the Poona critical edition would seem to establish the

Southern Recension to be the more ancient and more genuine

text of the Mah&bharata 3
.

Two other Recensions of the Mahabh&rata deserve notice-the

KaAmlri Recension and the Bengali Recensioi. Critical Editions of

these Recensions will, when made available, indicate the real his-

tory of the Mah&bharata tradition and the processes through

which it underwent so many changes in its evolution.

The Northern Recension has got fixed through the commen-

tary of N!lakap|ha (C. 1800 A. D.) The earliest commentary that

seems to favour definitely the Southern Recension is that of

V&dirija (C- 1300 A D ) the author of the Lakf&lahkara (also

called Lakf&bharapa).

There is als^ a Javanese version of the text, edited by

Jaynbcl! available for the Adi, Virata and Adramav&sika to Mahft-

praet&nika parvas published at Leiden. This version is in the Kavi

language of Java where the author in the course of his narration

quotes from the Sanskrit Mah&bh&rata. These quotations, in the

main indicate their close resemblance more to the Southern

Recension of the Text than to the Northern.

One of the main differences between the Northern and the

Southern Recensions is the enumeration of chapters and stanzas

in each of the Parvaus of the Mahabhirata 1
. In this connection

the late Professor Haraprasad flhaatri2 has some interesting re-

marks to offer regarding the method of calculation to be employed

for aiming at the traditional figure -a lakh of verses- The argu-

ments, though ingenious, do not seem to us to be warranted by

the facts. Without unnecessarily counting the SfRg and giving

credit for the longer-syllabled stanzas in their proportion of 82

syllables as an unit, we find that the text of the stanzas alone

according to the Southern Recension at any rate, approximately

give us the number enumerated in the Parvasangrahidhyftya

if we omit all and even if we take a stanza irrespective of

the length of its syllables as one unit.

The Mahabhirata manuscripts in this library are represen-

tative of both the Northern and the Southern Recensions as well

as of mixed Recensions. The Grantha Palm-leaf manuscripts

Thus we see that the representative commentaries of all the

three schools of Vedanta are preserved.

Of the above 7 except Padayojana of Ramacandrinanda all

the others are printed Prameyadjpika— the learned commentary

of Jayatlrtha on Anandatfrtha’s Bhafya (Nos. 83C4-6)and PrakaAa

a gloss on it by one KpfOa (Nos. 8907-10) are also preserved. The

latter is unpublished. There are some other glosses and abridge-

ments of minor importance, of which Glt&rthasangraha of Ragha-

vendra deserves mention (No* 8911). There is a Ms* of a

Telugu ilka on the Bhagavadgtta preserved which was prepared

daring the time of the N&yak Rulers probably in the end of 16th

or beginning of the 17th century A. D. by one Tallapaka Tiru-

malayya (No, o9l8). Tins work gives the reader a glimpse into

the Telugu prose style of that time which was a rarity. It is

more colloquial than grammatical. The Bhagavadglti excercised

such hold on the minds of the people that it is completely recited

by some Orthodox Hindus every day. There are others who repeat
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portions ranging from one 4loka to the whole text. For this

purpose ingenious writers wrote abridgements of the text like

A$tada4ft4loki ” d SaptadlokI (Nos, 8939; 8943) promising the

same result from their recitation as that obtained by reeiting the

whole original. Thus (ritually) much literature like MahStmya

(No* 8922) Mantra (Nq 8088) Stotra (No. 8930) and Kavaca

(No. 8928) gathered around it. There are many such works

preserved in the Library. Bhagavadglta became an object of

imitation so much that various Glfc&s sprang up either with the

names of the authors or according to the subject matter treated

therein. For the convenenience of the reader all those works

going under the name Gita are included in this section.

From an examination of the Mss. in this section we find

that some Sthalamihitmyas pertaining to sacred places in

Southern India are included in the Mss. preserved in this Library*

This is significant when we find that no edition of this work is

published in Northern India while there is only one edition in

Southern India in Grantha character. This contains 12 aipias

and savours of a daivigama in subject matter.

V. MAHAPURANAS (Nos. 0567-10547)

The Purina literature continued till recently to be an un-

explored portion of Sanskrit literature. Serious examination of

them began with Pargiter who tried th9 difficult task of fixing

the dynasties and time of Kings given in the Vifflupuraga.

As for the actual number of Mah&pur&ijas, tradition has it

that these are eighteen in number. Many evidences corroborate

this number but vary in giving their actual names. The difference

is as follows.

1. Some works mention fiaiva and Vayu Putinas as synony-

mous but the actual texts reveal that both are distinct.

2. “ Bhagavata is vaguely mentioned as a Mah&puritya.

Subsequently differences arose as tc- whether it was meant to

include Devlbhagavata or fJrimad bhagavata under this name1
.

Perhaps both formed one whole Bhavifyat and Bhavifyottara

being its component parts.

All the above four are included in this section and consequen-

tly the number has increased to 22. As regards the author-

ship of the PuraQ&s tradition attributes it to Vyasa. Suta is the

inevitable lecturer and Saunaka and other Bfis are the usual

interlocutors. Naimiia forest is the common scene of all the

PuraQ&s. These circumstances are improvised to give to the

pur&$as a semblance of homogeniety but no scholar now seriously

maintains that they are the woiks of one individual. Neither do

they belong to one period. Evidences of different strata can

be found as one reads them. At one time there was a controversy

that one Bopadeva was the author of the Srlmadbhagavata but

now it is hushed into silence and Bopadeva is dismissed from

the field.

From a perusal of the printed texts and the various Mss. of

these PuraQ&s one is obliged to find that different texts of the

same PuraQas exist and that one does not completely correspond

to the other. The differences between the printed texts of these

PuriVas and the text as represented by the Mss. in this Library

have been noted in their proper places under each PuraQa. Gene-

rally it my be said that Vayu, Bhavifyat, Bhavifyottara and Brah-

mfcpfc »te the Purityas whose text is most dissimilar from that of

the printed editions. It may also be noted in passing that the text
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of the Calcutta editions does not exactly correspond to that of

the Poona (AnandaSrama) editions. Particular mention may be

made of the text of the Skanuapnr&Oa printed by the VenkateS-

ara Steam Press? Bombay. The scheme of the Parana and ite

division as it is printed does not correspond to the least extent 1 to

that mentioned in NaradlyapuraOa and Sutasanahita.

The Editor of the Bombay edition has striven hard to show
»

that that particular .vork is the real Skandapuiafla. But looking at

th8 difference from the traditional scheme of division and other

circumstances one is inclined to consider that the printed text

might be that of an Upapuraiju of the same name. Even here

one is not sure because the Ms, oi that Upapmaipa in this

Library has nothing m common with the printed text. The

Bhavi$yottara ana Brahman^ puragas can be found to be ever-

growing and Dr. Winternitz rightly observes that there are many

Mss. in the various libraries in India which mention themselves

as being portions of these Puraoas but do not find a place in the

printed text.

There is one outstanding fact arresting tht- reader's atten-

tion when he goes over roe Mss of the various Sfchala and other

Mihatmyas noticed in this Volume.

Some scholars jump from this to the conclusion that all

the works about the places in Southern Iadia are recently written

spurious portions, But this is improper because it can be found that

these portions certainly arc not later than the printed texts, and

therefore are no more interoolations than their compatriots of the

north. It is a fact beyond dxibt that a*l Sthalamahatmyas came

into existence after the stnalas themselves, and therefore are works

* written in recent times. Afttr ail the Puragaa themselves can be

seen growing in extent and number from time to time 1
.
