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INTRODUCTION

The fragmentary text of the 4bhidharmasamuccaya, long supposed
to be lost, was for the first time discovered by M. P Rshuls
Ssakyrtysyana in Tibet and the photograph was brought by him. Both
the Chinese and the Tibetan translations of the texts are available
It was translated into Chinese by Huen Tsang 1n 652 A, D 1n seven
fasciculi, 2 divisions and 8 chapters ( Nanjio 1199 ), In Chinese,
1t 18 called Ta-sheng-a-p'i-ta-mo-tsi-lun and wrongly restored nto
Sanskrit as Mahayanabhidharmasangitilastra. The title 18 given
correctly as A4bhidharmasamuccaya 1n the Catalogue of the Taisho
edition of the Tripitaka ( Hobogirin 1605 ) and also in the Kanjur and
Tanjur catalogue ( Toboku Ed No 4049) 1In Tibetan, 1t 18 called
Chos-mnon-pa-kun-las-bdus-pa. The translators were Jinamitra,
Silendrabodhi and Yes-ses-sde ( Jxanasena ).

Fortunately, the Abhidharma-samuccaya-bhasya, also discovered
for the first time 1n Tibet by Rahulp, 18 complete. The marking
label of the photograph of this MS. contains ‘sfqg & &’ which should
be ‘&g @ W'  This 18 entered 1n the list as “XV.I186 ulwg-fafazy
from sfrmegega T () (J. B. 0. R. 8, vol. xXI,
p. 36 ). This also has the Chinese translation by Huen Tsang ( Nan-
jo 1178) and the Tibetan translation by Jinamitra and Yes-ses-sde
( Kanjur and Tanjur Catalogue No. 4054 ). From these translations,
1t appears that the commentator was not Yagomitra, but Sthiramati
( Taisho Catalogue 1606 ). On the examination of the manuscript, 1t
18 found that this 18 the complete Bhagya of the whole book
and only the 5th chapter 18 called Samkathyaviniicaya, which will
be discussed later on. The information 1n Nanjo’s Catalogue
that these two works are wanting 1n the Tibetan translation seems
to be 1ncorrect.

The photographs of this fragmentary manuscript, the Abhidharma-
samuccaya were brought by our great Pandit and great explorer
Rahula Sankytysyana from Tibet in his second tour in 1934, They
are kept in the Library of the Bibar Research Society, Patna
and I was permitted to work on 1t and to take a reprint from

the negatives, also deposited therel The original manuscript 18
in the Shalu Monastery in Tibet as reported by Rahulp. Therefore,
in this matter only the notes of Rghulp are our guide. About this
manuscript he writes that the script 15 Magadhy, size 213 x 2, leaves 17,
lines on each leaf 7 and 1t is incomplete Further he gives a note
below :—“Only leaves Nos. 3-7, 10-14, 16, 17, 31, 83, 86, 42 are
found.

Only 17 leaves of the manuscript have been found These ate
arranged on four pages of the photographs The obverse 18 marked as
‘A’ and the reverse ‘B’. Thus the first 9 leaves are on IA and IB of
the Photo and the rest of 8 leaves are on 2A and 2B. To indicate
all these, a label contaming ¥firweg=aq IA,. . 1IB.
2A . 2B s attached below 1n the photograph.

Generally there are 7 lines on each page of the leaf. But there
are a few deviations. The following leaves on each page contain only
6 hnes :—IAB4, IAB5, 2AB8 [ 2AB5,2AB7 and 2ABS8, the last
one containing about a line more of the text which 18 dropped There
are 8 lines also on IB2 only

Of these 17 leaves available, 3 leaves are damaged affecting some
of the letters of the text The leaf TA132 marked with the number
4 1n the original manuscript,18 damaged 1n the lower corner of the right
hand side. Thus on IA2 , one letter in the 4th line, two letters 1n
the 5th and one 1n the 6th hne and on IB2 two letters in the first line,
three 1n the second and two 1n the third line are missing. The leaf
2AB51 e. the 33rd of the original 18 damaged 1n the right-hand corner
below, not affecting anything on the obverse A, but affecting very
shghtly a long stripe of the first ine on the reverse B, which 18 easily
recognizable. The leaf 2ABs 18 broken entirely on the left-hand
side. Therefore the page number and three first letters of each
hne of both the sides are missing. However these letters are
recoverable and are recovered with the help of Chinese and the

Tibetan translations.

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Further, from the comparison of the text with the Chinese and
the Thbetan translations, 1t becomes clear that the last leaf 1n the photo
(2ABg ) should come before the leaf 2A B7 containing the page mark
42. Possibly 2ABg can be equated with the leaf No. 38 Further
on the examination of the fizures and on the comparison of the text
with the Chinese and Tibstan translations, 1t appears that the page
numbering by Rahulp may be revised From the comparison with
the Chinese and the Tibetan, 1t 18 definite that after 8 leaves 1n the
photo marked with the figures 8, 4, and 5 (IABI, 2, 3 ) something
18 mussing and that the following leaves are continuous. The figures
1n these two leaves seem to be 8 and 9 also. Therefore the page
numbers 1nstead of being 3-7, seem to be 8-5, 8, 9 ..Similarly the leaves
2A Bz and 2A Bs are not continuous There 18 something missing 1n
between these two. Therefore 1nstead of 16, 17, these two leaves should
be 16 and 19. The figures on 2B3 seem to be 19 also. Further the
figure on 2B4 seems to be 31 and the figure of the next leaf 1s read
as 33 But from the reading of the text and the translations 1t
appears that the last line of 2B5 continues on to 2A4. The last
line of 2B5 ends i1n  HGAWE: FqW: | - - ARMEEE FRWER S® and
9As begins with gify | a9 7Ry #q7: | Therefore the leaves 2A B
and 2ABg4 are continuous and as the leaf 2B4 contains the figure
31, the leaf 2B5 should be 30 and 1t 18 30, not 33 Probably the cause
of this reading 1s that just below the figure & which represents 30,
there 18 one 3, which does not seem to be 3 of 83, but indicates the
third line, where one ‘g’ 1s dropped and written on the margin as
correction and placed between the two figures 3 and 8, indicating the
line, which 18 the general practice in this manuscript. Therefore the
page numbers should be 80, 31 instead of 31, 88 Thus the rearranged
page-numbers should be :—3, 4, 5 8,9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 16, 19, 30,
31, 36, 38, 42,

The page marks are given on the reverse only. Some of these
numerals are in figure and some are 1n letters. *The-numerals upto
8 are n figures and 5, 10, 30 and 40 are 1in letters. 20 1s absent «in
the manuscript. 5 1n the letter-form 18 found injthe pagination, but

in the figure form 1n the marginal correction. Similar 18 the case
with 6 also.

The characters used in this Ms. are found 1n the Nepalese Mss
also. Our manuscript 1s not dated. But on the comparison of the
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characters of this Ms. with the test-letters given in the table by C C.
Bendall at the end of the “Catalogue of the Buddhist Sanskrit
Manuscripts”, this manuscript seems to be one of the first part of
the 11th century.l

Even from the pbotographic prints, 1t 18 clear that the material
used 1n this Ms. 18 palm leaf and 1t 18 wrnitten with ink. There are
two holes for threading 1n this Ms as asual. Uniform blank space
from top to bottom 1s left towards the hole of the left-hand side
dividing the pages nto uneven columns except 1n two places where
probably the dropped letters are inserted without leaving any space
1n the third line on 19a and some 1n the fourth line 88b ( 2B8 ).
The hole of the right-hand side generally comes 1n the third or fourth
line or sometimes 1n both and a Iittle space 18 left around 1t without
leaving any regular blank space so as to make another column.

The marginal corrections are given just on the top or below
indicating the number of the line with the figure, sometimes on one
side, sometimes on both, sometimes with a cross sign on the side
and the figure or the cross sign or both on the other side of the
dropped letter To 1indicate the place where the letter 1s dropped,
a s1ign ( Kgka-pada ) 18 used When a letter or letters are extra n the
line, these are effaced probably by the method of washing  There-
fore there 18 some faint mark of those letters left there, as these are not
completely washed away so as not to leave any mark there as 1n 3a and
10b Probably there was another method of correction also. When a
considerable number of letters was dropped, that passage was first
written below 1n the margin, then a reasonable portion of the lhne
was washed and the whole of the dropped portion inserted there and
after this the portion in the margin was effaced by washing, but still
leaving some mark there as mn 9b and 14b. But 1t 18 extremely
difficult to recover these letters. I suspect onme thing more in this
connection. The corrections appear to be not of the same hand,
Probably some later reader had read it and had corrected 1t 1n some
cases. However, mistakes are very few in this Ms. and the scribe
appears to be very careful.

The 42nd leaf, 1. e. the last one of this manuscript, corresponds

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with the portion from the 4th line of 27a upto the 4th line of 27b
( Shanghair Edition ), Each page of this edition contains 20 lines
and one leaf of this manuscript 1. e. 14 lines are generally translated
into the Chinese by about 20 lines or a lttle more. The translation
of this book 1in the Chinese ends in 28b. Therefore 1n the Chinese
translation from 27b, 4th line to the end 1.e about 56 lines may be
equated with 2 leaves of this manuscript or & httle more continuing
on the obverse of the last leaf. We may arrive at the same conclasion
on comparison of this manuscript with the Tibetan translation also.
In the Narthang edition ( vol. Mdo. 56 ), the translation of this work
begins at the end of 47a and ends on 129b 1. e. altogether in 165 pages.
The last page of thie available text1 e.42b of this Ms. ends in
the corresponding Tibetan translation towards the end of 6th hne
of 126b. As the translation of the whole text ends on the 6th line
of 129b, the missing portion of the text at the end may be equated
with 54 hnes of the Tibetan translation as each page of this edition
of Tibetan translation contains 7 lines only Further one leaf of this
manuscript 1 e. 14 ines ( sometimes 12 ) 1s translated into Tibetan
1n about 33 lines, Therefore 54 lines of the Tibetan translation at
the end may be equated with ( 54x14)-+33=about 23 lines of this
manuscript, 1. e. about 2 pages as there are some 6 hne pages also.
Thus from this, we may form some 1dea about the complete number
of leaves of the whole book that the original manuscript consisted
of about 44 leaves (covering some portion of the 45th leaf). Of
these only 17 leaves are available and the rest are missing, These
leaves are not consecutive. Neither the beginning nor the end,
nor any colophon 18 available, Therefore 1t 1s very difficult to say
anything about the division of the chapters.

In the text, only one chapter-ending 18 noted by Rahulji.
On 2By or the reverse of the 16th leaf there is a line, 3finwE

gUTaY owUEYTEd AW S @ge=d: | On 2B6 or the 76th leaf,
at the end, there 18 this much only, ‘Wfrwegeed Y and
just after this, two leaves are missing.  Therefore it does
not ndicate what chapter it 18, In the Chinese and Tibétan
translations, at the beginning there are two verses, which deal
with the contents of the book and give some indication abont
the arrangement of the chapters. From this it appears that this
book was divided into two main divisions such as ‘Fundamental
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Section ( Mgla-vastu ),2 and ‘Interpretation’ ( Vimgcaya ), Again
each of these two 18 divided into four divisions or chapters such as
‘Three Dharmas’, ‘Collection or Sampgraha’, ‘Union or Samprayogs’,
and ‘Accompaniment or Samanvagama’ and ‘Truth or Satya’, ‘Dharma
or Teachings, Combination or Prapti’ and ‘Exposition’ or ‘Sgmkathya’.
Thus there are mainly eight chapters in Chinese, which are mentioned
also 1n Nanjio’s Catalogue, though the first has 3 subdivisions, the
6th has 4 subdivisions and 7th has two subdivisions. But here rises
another question., In the colophon of the commentary of the
Abhidharmasamuccaya, there 18 “aﬁiﬁﬁ'ﬂ'ﬁ'ﬂa o gieEifrad aw
qerEgEy: T Nl fefaafid ofeaa U 1 semraRy seragEeEET 0 g 0
From this 1t appears that the original Sanskrit text which was
followed by the commentator was divided into five chapters. This
chapter division was followed by the Tibetan translator also. But
in the text there 1s no trace of the ending of any other chapter any-
where else. Then how to explain the discrepancy that there are eight
chapters in Chinese and five in the commentary ? The 5th or the
last chapter which 1s called ( Samkathya Viniécaya ) inthe commentary
was probably called the same as appears from the translation of the
opening verses and also from the heading in the Chinese translation.
Therefore there 18 no doubt that the last chapter 18 Samkathya
Viniécaya and the 6th of the commentary and the 8th of the Chinese
are identical. In the Chinese translation, the name and number of
the chapter 18 given at the beginning of the chapter, whereas in
Sansknt 1t 18 given at the end, which 1s clear from the quotations
given above, Fortunately, we find two sentences—one complete
and another incomplete, to indicate the ending of the chapter in
Sanskrit, the previous one of which comes just where the first four
chapters of the Chinese end. Therefore we may safely conclude that
the first chapter of the Sanskrit text 18 divided into four chapters in
Chinese. ~The second sentence, 1. e, ‘Abhidharmma Samuccaya
Dharmavi’ comes just where the 6th chapter of the Chinese ends.
Therefore the remaining four are counted four both 1n Sanskrit and
Chinese. Thus 1n the commentary and probably 1n the original
Sanskrit this book was divided into five chapters, but into eight 1n
Chinese, probably by Huen Tsang. The plan of the division into

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five chapters 1s adopted 1n the Tibetan translation also according to
the Sansknt text,

The study of the text 1s based on the only photographic print of
the fragmentary manuscript of the Rahula collection as already said.
Therefore there 18 great handicap 1n checking the reading of the text.
Still I have utilised the materials in the commentary and 1n the
Chinese and Tibetan translations for the comparative study of the
text, The original text 1s not incorporated in the available
commentary, but still there are some quotations ( Pratikas ) which
give some help to check and settle the readings of the text. Some-
times 1t gives a different reading and suggests the existence of a
different version. From the comparison of the text with the Tibetan
and Chinese translations also I come to the same conclasion, though
1t can be said with some reservation.

Let us start with the text available. If we compare this with
the commentary, we shall see that 1n many cases the commentary
gives a different reading, e. g. e We @AY and Ho FE@EH (8. 5),

(10.0.9), ans so up. From this we may safely suggest that the
present text of the Adhidharmasamuccaya ufilised 1n this version
of the commentary 18 & different text.

When we compare the available text with the Chinese transla-
tion, we come across so many additions which are not found 1in
the present text, but are incorporated 1n the body of the text in the
Chinese translation by Huen Tsang. These additions may be divided
1nto two classes, (1) those which are found 1n the commentary and
(2) those which cannot be traced 1n the commentary. It 18 surprising
to see that so many additional passages in the Chinese translation are
taken word by word from the commentary, We may quote a few

1, This is the reading in the ﬁ[ﬁﬁimw, though the same person is the author of
both the commentaries,

7), and so on, which are extra 1n the
Ohinese and are found in the commentary. These passages are
exactly the same 1n the Chinese translation without any difference.
There are also a few additional passages in the Chinese, of which
the literal rendering into Sanskrit do not correspond exactly with
the commentary For example, in Chinese we have JMRHSWIET

but in the commentary afmRERTRAM (22 6), Ch. ITREATA
Com. §IA TETIAEHY: Y SHAH (43 10), Ch. srevmREladag
Com. wamwrgeTdAy, (72.7),Ch e oRgfgen: | ama-
qfafegurm, Com. ﬁ@mqﬁmwmﬁt (8 L) This last
passage 1n the Chinese may be rendered into the passage in the
commentary, but still qRgfeayaE™ 18 extra in the Chinese, and
there 18 nothing corresponding with 1t 1n the commentary. Itis
very difficult to say anything about such passages. Still we may
accept the commentary to be the source of these passages The
difference may be due to the pecuhar nature of the Chinese language
or 18 due to the existence of a different version of commentary. Can
we assume the existence of such a thing ¢

The last passage quoted above suggests the existence of another
version of the commentary. There we can see that there 18 some
difference between the additional passage in the Chinese and the
passage 1n the commentary. A few more similar passages can be traced
in the Chinese translation and the commentary. For example, Ch.

80 on. On the basis of these 1llustrations, 1t would not be too
much 1f we say that the present version of the commentary
is quite different from the text of the commentary used by Huen
Tsang. We may arrive at the same conclusion when we compare
the available commentary with the Chinese tramslation by Huen
Tsang There are great differences between these two which 1s
discussed elsewhere,

As regards the second class of the additions in the Chinese, i. e.
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those which cannot be traced in the commentary, there are
many differences which are very minor and are not worth
noticing. For example, there are some enumeratory figures in so
many places. When something 1s counted, we get one, two, three
and so on 1n the Chinese translation, but there 1s nothing 1n the
original Sanskrit text. I also have not taken notice of them and
have not given any note on them There 18 another kind of addition
m the Chinese translation such as qﬁfq: (9. 5) dfqh fafifey
( 27. 6 ), sqm@agae: ( 80 3 ), qrs;mqf‘:'m (45 2), and so on.
These differences are also may be regarded as minor and probably
Huen Tsang himself has added such things for the convenience. In
some places he has added some 1nterrogatory sentences also such as
AW F@; ( 87 10) and sometimes has translated the question with
the word che ( ¥q, or possesing ). Though the opposite 18 seen 1n
the Ms. probably due to the pecular nature of the Chinese language,
sometimes he had to add something. e g.n the Sanskrit text we have
only a1, 39, etc. but 1n the Chinese we see T & (§ 3.) I@
S (5.7) WA (9 8), Ms.d, Ch. A% “ARre wh: (5.8 ),
Ms. g, Ch. gcwawng or & qu fgqi owq ( 6. 2. ) and the
like. Sometimes he had to repeat some clause or word as germaify
18 repeated ( 5. 4 ) with all the accusatives, deqmen 18 repeated with
all the preceding words ( 5. 6 ) and the hke. But pecularly enough,
sometimes he compresses the sentence such as 121 RITTHRYH! T4
QEOHRAH! T 1nto qat-qwfeqwt @4: ( 7 5). Sometimes out of
respect, he adds some word, probably following some tradition For
example, whenever g™ comes in the text, he adds WEgE™ (24.9,
442). At the end of the topic, he adds a sentence something hke
ghi—ad@ after each topic (I5. 10) or zH with the subject
discussed ( 16.5). All these differences are very minor and some
more may be added to this class.

Sometimes the difference between the Chinese and the available
text appears to be explanatory. The word #fS¥= 18 explained as
wgmemsEe (44, 8), M@l 18 explained as FMERAH, (8. 7).
Such differences cannot be overlooked. There might have been
some source of such explamation. If we take up the explanation of
f4qm], we see that in our text @@ 18 explained as SRTERERIHT NI

FaEeeRTy, and 1t may be traced 1n the Tyméiks Bhagya, where qmaa

‘We may suggest the same explanation for additional passages in
the Chinese, which are not found in the commentary. We quote a
few such passages here, for tracing which we shall have to go
to some other source. Some such passages are FErAEERWREE-
ETEANE: FEONIREIS (72 1), quAqRSEEedat sl (92, 12)
wEslerat  AREElERWE  aImeRwg: sEa (88, 6)
ISR EEEE M 0 place of g (8. 7 ) and
the hke. Some of these differences may be explained on the
supposition of the existence of different versions of the text and the
commentary.

When we come to the Tibetan translation, we see that the
differences of 1t with the availale text are very few and minor, such
as T wegd nstead of wggd (5, 2), 9aar 18 extra 1 the Tibetan
(5.9) but appears to be spurious, T. argdt 1nstead of TS ( 6.8)
T. also Ch. <9 3murg: instead of Ms. 3mu@: only (6.9), T. & Ch,
g 18 extra (10. 8), T. & Ch. omt gw&fays@ ( 10.11), T. omits
emafyan (11 6 ), but seems to be dropped, T. & Ch. fagmerelt and
Ms. wggamstt (27.7)and so on. In the Tibetan and also in the
Chinese, we have @&, but in the Ms. there 18 3@®g (7.8),
where the Tibetan has some similarity with the reading of the
commentary, We may also quote a few examples, where the
manuscript, the Tibetan and the Chinese all three differ. For example
Ms. has nothung, T. ga® and Ch. gawi &Qwawi (93. 20),
Ms., i , T. &9 and Ch F&wm (93. 4). These differences
also suggest the same conclusion that there were ditferent reconsions of
the Abhidharmasamuccaya.

Further from the examination of the text, the Chinese transla-
tion, the Tibetan translation and the Bhagya, 1t appears that in spite
of the differences, the available text and the original text of the
Tibetan translation belong to the same class and the the original
text of the Chinese and the Bhagya belong to another class The
reason of this supposition is that there are 80 many readings and extra
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passages in the Chinese which are found in the commentary as we
have already seen and there is not much difference between the text
and the Tibetan translation.  Sometimes the omissions and the
additions are also similar between those two classes i, e. the Chinese
translation and the Bhgsya and the text and the Tibetan translation.
For example, & 1s dropped in the manuscript and also in the
Tibetan, but found 1n the Chinese and the Bhasya ( 7.9,10), Ch. &
Com. ¥fyggfg, but no negative particle in Tibetan nor avagraha in
the text. Here we see even the omissions are also similar Simlarly
we see 1 Ch. and Com. f&® , Ms & T. nothing, Ch. & Com &X&%
Ms. & T. gge¥ (17.1), Ch. adds smafw, bur nothing in T. or
Ms. ( 74. 2 ) and the hke

But 1t 18 very strange that there 18 a passage in the available
text, which 18 neither in the Chinese nor 1n the Tibetan translation,
but is found 1n the Bhagya which 18 seldom met with., The passage in

If however we accept the supposition that the text of the
Chinese translation and the Bhagya on one hand and the present text
and the text of the Tibetan translation on the other are nearer to
each other, the same thing may be said of the restored portion also.
In that portion, the reading corresponding with the Tibetan may be
regarded as generally nearer the original text than the reading corres-
ponding with the Chinese Even n that portion also, so many
passages which are not found 1n the Tibetan but in the Chinese are
traced 1n the commentary. For example & yswE: ( 40. 2),

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Buch passages are numerous. From these passages 1n the
Tyméika Bhagya 1t 18 clear that something 13 quoted from
the other text and it is explained 1n the following lines.
These texts of the Trméika Bhagya have great similarmty with
the text of the Abhidharmasamuccaya and at most places these are
exactly the same word by word, though at some places these two
texts differ, All the parallel passages are collected together in the
Appendix. From these similarities I am tempted to suggest
that the passages 1in the Tyméka Bhasya are taken from the
Abhidharmasamuccays, It 1s Sthiramati who has wntten the
Bhsgyas on both, the Trméika and the Abhidharmasamuccaya.
Further the view referred to by @ @3 H4-d with the sentence
ATl SR FERTE SATAFIAGGAT: which seems to be & quotation
from the Abhidharmasammuccaya (p.2), probably refers to that of
Asanga. Therefore if we accept the suggestion that some of the lines
of the Tr. Bhagya are taken from the Abhidharmasamuccaya, then
we get more cases of different readings from the above quoted
passages.

The second reference is to the name of the Vaipulya. The
pessage quoted with the words “agw 39”7 18 foreaET: Al STgRqen
sfireg sy sEfaRfraar g (p. 84) and 1t 18 & very famihar
passage being quoted or referred to in the Buddhistic hterature.

1n the Pali form 1n the Samyutta Nikaya (8), Anguttars Nikaya (A)
Digha Nikaya (D), Majhima Nikays (M), Mahavaggs ( Vin.),
Vibhanga ( V. BH ) Patisapmbhidha Magga, Dhammapada and the
ke which are shown in the Appendix, There is a verse quoted
1n this book, also 1n the Mahayana Satralamkara, of which the first
foot corresponds with that of the Dhammapada but the other three do
not agree.

They Bhagya has given another meaning. But it s evident that the
langunage is mystic and aggresive as is used in the later Tantric or
Vajrayanic hterature, which is generally referred to as the Sandhys
Bhasa. It 18 clear from 1t that even before Asanga such language
had developed and trace of such language 18 found even in the
Kathavatthu It tbrows some light on the historical development
of such 1anguage and hiterature.

Restoration and Retranslation.

It 18 already stated that out of 44 ( or 45 ) leaves, about 27 are
miesing. This portion I have tried to restore 1nto Sanskrit. I have
used the word ‘restoration’ because 1f is & popular term. Personally
I prefer the word ‘translation’ or ‘retranslation’. I do not believe
that a lost book or portion may be restored even from the Tibetan
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in the proper sense of the term. In my opinion, it is very difficult,
rather impossible. Therefore I call 1t to be translation, because it is
put into or translated into Sanskrit from the Chinese and the
Tibetan. 1t will be sti)l better to call 1t ‘retranslation’, because first
it was translated into the Chinese and the Tibetan and now it 1s
translated again from them into Sanskrit.

The school of Abhidharmasamuccaya.

Asapga the author of the Mahayana Satralamakara, belongs to
the Mahayana school. Therefore we may safely say that his work
Abhidharmasamuccaya also belongs to the Mahayana school. The
internal evidences also show that 1t belongs to the Mahayana school.
Asanga advocates the cause of the Mahayana. Comparing the
Vaipulyas Dharma i. e Mahayana with the Sravaka Dharma or
Hinayana, he says, ‘%7 $RO9 gl AT qE A T S |
FAEERTgANSTAgIgE ( p. 85 ). Why the Vaipulya Dharma 18 wor-
shipped with 1ncense and garlands and not the Sravaks Dharma ?
Because 1t 18 the repository of the good and happiness of all beings. It
shows that Asanga 18 1nchned towards the Mahayana. Further, Pudga-
las 1 view of three Yanas are divided into three kinds, viz. Sravaka-
yanika, Pratyekabuddha-yamka and Mabayanika. The Sravaka-
yanika 18 said to be of mild of organs ( Madhyendriya ) and also to be
engaged 1n the emancipation of self, depending on the Sravakapitaka.
But the Mahayanika Pudgala 1s of very sharp of organs (Tikgpendriya)
and depending on the Bodhisattva Pitaka, he is engaged i1n the salva-
tion of all beings without caring for the emancipation of self. Thus
1t 18 shown in this work that the Mahayana 18 superior to the other
two. Further in the context of Abhisamaya, he says, HEHfaEwEW
SfmafraEd o Ry | &g R’ (94). In eleven ways the Bodhi-
sattvabhisamaya 1s superior to the Sravakabhisamaya. These are
counted one by one. Not only that, the last one 1. e. the Phala Viega
or Superiority by fruit 1s further said to te of 10 kinds.

Thus the superiority of the Mahayana on the §ravaka Yana and
the Pratyeka Yana or Hinayana is shown 1n so many ways. The
enumeration and explanation of the Mental Samskaras, the
non-Mental Samskaras and the like are quite different from those
given in the work of the Hinayana.
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Summary of the Book.

To give a brief account of this book, we may follow the Chinese
line of the division 1n the eight chapters. Of these eight, the first as
already told, 18 the Tridharma. This has 8 sub-divisions, In the first
sub-division, the Skandhas, the Dhatus, and the Ayatanas are counted
first and then the number is justified e. g why the Skandhas are five,
the Dhatus are eighteen and the Ayatanas are twelve. Then follows
the discussion on the inclusion ( vyavasthgna ) of Rapa-skandha,
Vedang-ekandhs, Samjxa-skandha, Samskara-skandha-in mental (citta-
samprayukta ) and non-mental ( citta-viprayunkta) Samskara—Vijxana-
skandha and Ayatana. After this the meaning of the word Dhatu
is g1ven.

In the second sub-division, as regards these three things, i. e.
the Skandhas, Dhatus and Ayatanas, a long series of topics are
examined with reference to three questions such as what ( Katham ),
how many ( Kati ) and what for (Kimartham... parikga). The same
plan is continued in the 8rd sub-division also. In the 8econd
Dravyamat, Prajgaptimat, Samvytimat, Paramarthamat, Jyeya, Vijxeya
etc., are discussed and in the third, Pratyaya, S8abhaga-tatsabhaga,
Upatta etc. Further these three are from different aspects, divided
into three kinds such as Parikalpita-lakgapa, Vikalpita-lakgana and
Dharmata-lakgaps, or four kinds such as Lakgapa, Prakara, Aéraya and
Santati or again six kinds and so on.

Of this chapter, only ten leaves of the original text are available
and these leaves, as already stated, are not consecutive. In this
manuscript, of the first sub-division of the 1st chapter, there 1s
availabe only that portion of the text which deals with the explanation
or the exposition of the Samjia-skandha—and not the question and few
words probably such 83 UHEHEIFAN BAWA | TGEEIT SW | A0’
—beginning with ‘RrgmqaA<ieson  &®r’ etc. the explanation of
Sampsekara skandha-vyavasthana, under it dealing with the division and
explanation of 652 Caitasika dharmas such as Manaskara, Sparéa,
Chanda etc. and the 28 Citta-viprayukta-Samskaras such as Prapti.
Asamjti-samapattl, Nirodhasamapatti etc. and the explanation of
Vijnana-skandha-vyavasthans, consisting of Citta, Manas and Vijaana
with the explanation of each, which is available just up to the question
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‘qrorfyne ®ar;,  Of this parf, only three leaves are available, both the
beginning and the end are missing.

Of the second subdivision of the first chapter, we get the text of
the manuscript from the explanation of the Jueya, a small portion of
this topic missing. Then follows the explanation of Vijxeys, Rapin,
Arapin and others to the end of the 2nd subdivision being ocontinued
to the third subdivision—without any mark of the division here in the
Sanskrit text as in the Chinese—giving the explanation of Pratyaya,
Babhagatatsabhaga, Upatta, Indriya and others in the same way.
This continues just up to the enumeration of the six kinds of division
of the Rkandhas, Dhatus and Ayatanas and after this, the explanation
of them onward ; the rest of the third subdivision of the first chapter
is missing. Of this portion 1. e. the 2nd and the 3rd chapters only 7
leaves are available. These 7 leaves are continuous.

The following 8 chapters are very short. In the second chapter
11 kinds of Samgraha or Collection are enumerated. At the end 1t is
mentioned what benefit one gets, being efficitent 1n it. Of this
chapter, nothing is available in the present text.

In the third chapter, 8 kinds of Samprayoga or Union, such as
Avinirbhaga, Mignbhava, Samavadhana, Sahabhava, Krtyanusthana,
and SBampratipatti are enumerated and explained. After this, a few
more Samprayogas are explained. Of this chapter, only a little more
than three lines of the end are available and this explains the supple-
mentary list of the Samprayoga such as Sarvatraga, Kligta-Sarvatrags,
Kadacitka, Avasthika, Awvicchinna, Vicchinna, Bahirmukha, Antar-
mukha, Ucita and Anucita.

The fourth chapter deals with the Samanvagama or Accompani-
ment of 3 kinds such as Vija Samanvagams, Vagita Bamenvagamsa
and Samudacara Bamanvagama. Samanvagama is another mame of
Prapti, which is one of the non-Mental or Cittaviprayukta Bamskaras.
The Vija Samanvagama is explained how by it is one accompanied
or unaccompained by the Klesas and Upakledas and the Kusalas
leading one to be born in the 8 Dhatus such ag¢ Kgma Dhatu, Rapa
Dhata and Arapya Dhatu. Bumilarly the other two are also explained.
The second one is related with the Kuéalas applicable, Dhyana,
Vimokea, Samadhi eto. mnadane and non-mundane. Thae third one
ie related with the Skandhas. Dhaius and Zyatsnes, any of which
is present, sither Kussia, Akudals or Avyakpta., A4 the end
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the question 18 answered what benefit being efficient 1n it one
gets.

Of this chapter, the whole 1s available Here the colophon of
the 1st chapter of the Sanskrit text 1.e. the Lakgapa Samuccaya 1s
given along with some ornamental sign. Then without space being
left, the second chapter of the Sanskrt text 1 e the 5th chapter of the
Chinese translation continues

The second half or the 5th chapter opens with the question ‘What
18 Vimgeaya or Interpretation ?° This 18 divided mto 4 kinds wiz.
Satya Vinigcaya, Dharma Vini§caya, Praptt Viniécaya and Samkathya
Viniéeaya, and these are the 4 chapters 1n the second half. The
Satya Vimgcaya 1n nothing but the 4 Arya Satyas. Therefore the 5th
chapter 18 further subdivided into 4 subdivisions, such as Duhkhs,
Samudaya, Nirodha and Marga  These are dealt with in much
details.

Duhkha Satya 1s due to the birth of different kinds of beings
( Sattva-jJanmatah ) and regions of the different births ( Janma-
dhigghanatah ) Here the different births or beings and the different
regions are enumelated Then follows the enumeration and explana-
tion of the Suffering such as of eight, three and two kinds. After
this the general characteristics of the Duhkha Satya such as
Anitya, Duhkha, Saonya, and Anatma are discussed. Anitya 1s of
12 kinds such as Asat, Vinaga, Viparipati etc. The last one 18
Bhajanaloka-Samvartavivarta and under 1t the Antarakalpa, Maha-
kalpa and the ke are discussed Under the second one 1. e. the
Duhkha, ‘Yadanmtyam tad Duhkham’ 1s explained. Then comes the
explanation of the Sanyata of 5 kinds such as Samanupagyana, Avatara,
Svabhava, Tathabhava and Prakyrti and Anatman Then again Duhkha
ig classified 1nto Vipula & Asamhkhita, Samhkhita, Samhkhita &
Asamhkhita and the like and each 18 explained. At the end of this
subdivision the three kinds of death, that also of the virtuous and
the sinper and Antarabhava are discussed.

In the second subdivision of Samudaya Satya of this 5th chapter
Samudaya 18 said to be produced by Klesa and Klegadhipateya Karma
1. e. Defilements and the Actions predominated by Defilements.
According to the view of Asanga, Kleéa and Kledadhipateya Karmas,
not the Trsiiaz or Desire are the cause of Samudaya. But naturally
here the question arises why Trspa has been said by the Bhagavan

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Buddha to be the cause of the S8amudaya and therefore 1t 18 explained
a8 such on account of 1ts beng mainly present everywhere
( sarvatraga ) in the thing ( Vastu ), condition ( Avasths ), path
( Adhva ) and the hike. Then follows the discussion of Klesa from
the different points of view, such as its enumeration as si1x or ten, 1ts
defimtion, or Lakgapa, rise or Utthana, cause or Alambana, combina-
tion or Samprayoga, synonyms or Paryaya,—a long hst—, Viprati-
patti or Dhatu, Nikays and Prahaga.

Klegadhipateya Karma or the action predominated by the
Defilement means all the Cetana Karma and Cetayitva Karma. The
Karma or Action 1s agamn of 5 kinds viz  Upalabdh: Karma, Karitra
Karma, Vyavasgya Karma, Paripatt Karma and Prapti1 Karma. Cetana
Karma consists of Pupya Karma, Apupya Karma and Amfjya Karma
and Cetayitva Karma consists of bodily, speech and mental actions
( Kaya Karma, Vgkkarma & Manaskarma ). These three actions of
body, speech and mind are Kugalas and Akusalas and both of them
are of 10 kinds each ( 10 Kusala Karmapathas and 10 Akugala Karma-
pathas ).

The Cetang Karma 1s further explained and divided into 5 and
in the Niyatavedaniya Karma, the Niyamas or Regulations are
explained. Then comes the explanation of the Vipaka [Ihala,
Nigyanda Phala and Adhipati Phala of both tha 10 Kugala and Akugala
Karmas. As the Vipaka or Consequence of these two kinds of
Karmas are produced by the Akgepaka and Paripanraka Karmas, these
two are also explained and in that connection the order of the feeling
or experiencing ( vedang ) of the Vipaka Phala also. After this
the three kinds of Karmas, Pupya, Apunya and Amisjya are explained
This 18 followed by the discussion of beginming ( prayoga ) and end
( mgtha ) of the 10 Akugala Karmas.

Again Karma 18 divided mnto 4 kinds such as Sadharagpa,
Asadhgrapa, Balavat and Durbala, again divided into 8 kinds wviz.
Samvara, Asamvara and Naivasamvarangsamvara, agamn 8 kinds :
Sukhavedanyya, Duhkhvedaniya and Aduhkhasukhavedaniya, again
3 kinds Dypgtadharmavedaniya, Upapadyavedaniya and Aparaparyaya-
vedaniya and again 4 kinds such as Krgpa Krspavipaka, Sukla
guklavipaka etc. At the end of this, Charty ( dana), menits of
chanty ( dana sampad ) and ments of Charitable ( deya sampad ) are
mentioned.
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In this context, three Sgpiras are discussed and also Karmnas
consequences of which may or may not be ascertained. At the
end of the subdivision, the Samudaya Satya 1s divided into 4 kinds
on account of Hetu, S8amudaya, Prabha and Pratyaya.

In the third subdivision, the Nirodha Satya 18 explaned from
its different aspects such as Liakgapa. Gambhirya, Samvti, Paramartha
Apanpar:, Paripari etc Under Paryaya or Synonym, a few of the
synonyms of Nirodha such as Agegapradhsna, Pratinihsarga, Vyant-
bhava and the ke are given and explained After this & long hst of
words such as Asamskrta, Durdarsa, Acala, Amata, Amrta and the hke
18 explained with the question ‘Why Nirodha 13 called so and so’. At
the end the Nirodha Satva 18 explained 1n its four kinds such
as Nirodha, Santa, Pragita and Nipéaraga

In the 4th subdivision, the Marga Satya 18 explained. Marga
Satya consists of 5 Daths viz Sambhara Margs, Prayoga Margs,
Dargana Mgsrga, Bhivang Marga and Nigtha Marga. In this subdivi-
sion, we get the detailled explanation of each of them. Under the
Daréana Marga, there 18 & passage which explains the Marga Satya
from different aspects such as Vyavasthana, Vikalpana, Anubhava
and Paripari. In the context of Bhavang Marga, Marga Bbhavana 1s
also explained, which 18 said to be of 4 kinds viz Pratilambha Bhavana,
Nigevapa Bhavana, Nirdhavana Bhavanag and Pratipakga Bhavana
Here a few more Margas me also mentioned. Then come the
discussion of the Alambana, Svabhava, Sahaya, Bhavana and Bhavana-
phala, of the 37 DBodhipaksiya Dharinas and explanation of the 4
Pratipads, 4 Dharmapades, Samatha, Vipagyana, and 8 Indriyas In
the context of Nigtha Marga, 24 Daugthulyas are counted. At the end
of the chapter, the Marga Satya 18 divided into 4 kinds such as Marga,
Nyaya, Pratipad and Nairyapika and the difference 1s shown between
the 16 Akaras, Laukika and Lokottara

Of the first subdivision of the 6th chapter 1 e. of Duhkha Satya,
only about 5 hnes of the beginning are available dealing with its
division 1nto Sattvajanma and Janmadhigthans and the full explana-
tion of the former and a little of the latter Then there 18 & big gap.
But again the last portion of this subdivision 1s available explaining
the momentariness of Rapa, division of Dupkha 1mto Vipuls and
Asamhikhita, Samhkhita ete. 8 kinds of death, difference 1n death and
process of rebirth.
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Just after 1t 1n continuation, comes the 2nd subdivision of the
6th Chapter 1. e. of Samudaya Satya. Of this, only about 24 hnes are
found, giving the divisions of the Samudaya Satya as described above
from the counting of the Klega till the question ‘Liakgapam Katamat’
Then comes a long gap, the rest of this subdivision, whole of the
3rd subdivision and a subetantial portion of the beginning of the 4th
subdivision missing. Then only 2 leaves of the middle portion of
the 4th subdivision are available, explaining the Bhavana Marga,
Marga Bhavana, different kinds of Path, meaning of the Path and
some portion of the explanation of Alambana etc, of the Bodhipakgiya
Dharmas. The rest of the 4th subdivision 18 missing.

The 2nd chapter of the 2nd half or the 6th chapte: 13 called
Dharma Vinigcaya. Here Dharma means the 12 Angas o1 divisions
of Buddha’s teachings wiz. Satra, Geya, Vyakaranpa, Gatha, Udana,
Nidana, Avadana, Itivpttaka, Jataka, Vaipulya, Adbhata Dharma, and
Upadeéa, and then each 1s explained. These 12 divieions of the
Buddha's teachings are divided into the 3 Pitakas of Satra, Vinaya
and Abhidharma and further into 2 viz. Sravaka I’itaka and Bodhi-
sattva Pitaka The first five have found place in the Sutra Pitaka
of Sravaka Piaka or school, the next four in the Vinaya Pitaka of
both the schools of Sravaka Pitaka and Bodhisattva Pitaka, Vaipulys
and Adbhgta Dharma 1n the Sutra Pitaka of Bodhisattva Pitaka only,
and the Upadeéa only in the Abhidharma Pitaka of both the Sravaka
pitaka and Bodhisattva Pitaka. Then the intention or the motive
18 shown why these are divided into the 3 Pitakas and further the
relation 18 shown between these Dharmas of 12 divisions and the
three Dbarmas—mind and mental in relation to their Alambana,
Akara, A¢raya and Samprayoga.

Then the Alambana 1n the Dharma 18 divided into 4 kinds wiz
Vyapyslambana (4 kinds) Caritvisodhanalambana (5 kinds),
Kaugalyalambana ( 5 kinds ) and Klegavisodhanalambana. Similarly
4 Yuktis, 4 Paryesapas, and 4 Yathabhata Parinsnas are discussed
Then the Yoga Bhamis or the Adhara, Adhana, Adaréa Aloka and
Agraya are shown. In this connection 1t 18 shown thatin the Dharmas
how one becomes efficient 1n the Dharma, Artha, Vyagjana and
Nirukt: and how one becomes Dharma Vihary. Here there 1s some
discussion about the Vaipulya why 1t 18 called Bodhisattva Paramita
Pitaka and why some do not get faith 1n 1ts sublimity ( Audarya ) and
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depth ( Gambhirya ) or even obtaining them do not go out ( niryant: ).
In this context, 28 wrong views or Asaddystis are mentioned.

At the end the 4th Abhiprayas and 4 Abhisandhis are mentioned,
by which those of the Tathagata may be known, and also the 5 reasons
or the signs are given by which Tathagata may be recogmised It 1s
also further shown why the Sravaka Dharma 1s not worshipped as
the Vaipulya Dharma

Of the 6th chapter, only one leaf of the end 18 available dealing
with the questions how one becomes efficient 1n Dharma, in meaning,
in explanstion etc,, why to Bodhisattva-pitaka 1s attributed Vaipulya
( greatness ) or Audarya ( sublimity ) or Gambhirya ( depth ) and why
some beings 1n Vaipulya feel attached to theee two and some do not.
Then follow the enumeration of 28 kinds of Asaddrstis of wrong views
and the explanation of a few characteristics of Vaipulya continuing up
to the end of the 6th chapter

In the 7th chapter, ‘Prapti or combination’ 18 discussed. This
chapter 1s called Prapti-vini§caya and 1t 18 further sub-divided intotwo
subdivisions, dealing with 2 divisions of Prapti on account of Pudgala-
vyavastha and Abhisamaya-vyavasthana  The first 18 divided into
seven kinds on account of Rogacarita, Niryana, Adhara, Prayoga,
Phala, Dhata and Bhavana and each of them 15 further divided and
explained.

Here we get the exhaustive list or division of all kinds of
Pudgalas. At the end of the chapter, the Srotapanna Pudgala 1s
divided 1nto two kinds iz Krama Nairyapika and Sakrnnairyapika .

The second or the Abhisamaya 1s divided 1to ten kinds, 1. e,
that of Dharma, Artha, Tattva, Prstha, Ratna. Asamudacara, Nigths,
Sravaka, Pratyekabuddha and Bodhisattva and again each 18 explained
especially the last one 1n much detail Further 1t 18 shown that the
Bodhisattvabhisamaya 1s different from or superior to the Srazvaksbhi-
gamaya 1mn 11 ways with respect to Alambana, Upastarnbha, Prati-
vedha and the hke. The last one of them 1s Phala Viesa and again
1t 18 of 10 kinds. Here the question 1s raised and answered that the
Extraordinary Qualities or Vaigesika Gupas such as Apramapas etc.
are included in the Prgthabhisamaya and the Nigthabhisamaya,
After this all the Extraordinary Qualities are enumerated as
Apramapas, Vimokgas, Ablbhvayatanas and so on. Then again all
these are explained 1n details, These qualities are further classified

mto two such as Svakaritra Pratyupasthana and Vaiharika. Then 1t
18 shown what Bodbisattva does with these qualities and further why
he does not become Srotgpanna, Sakrdggami or Anagami At the end
& Sgtra 18 explained and 1n that context, 6 kinds of Jieyas, 4 kinds of
Upaya-Kaugalyas, 10 kinds of Abhata Parikalpas, 3 kinds of Nirvi-
kalpata and the like are explained.

Of the Tth chapter, two leaves are available, one of the middle
of the first sub-division and the second of the middle of the 2nd
saub-division. The Pudgala from the point of view of Prayoga or
application 18 of two kinds such as ‘Sradhgnusgrin or the follower of
faith’ and ‘Dharmanusarin or the follower of Dharma’ and from the
point of view of Phala or fruit, 18 of 27 kinds such as Sraddhadhi-
mukta, Dygtiprapta, Kayasakgin etc. In the first of these two leaves,
these two topics are dealt with upto the Anabhisapskara-parinirvgyin
the 19th of the 2nd topic.

In the 2nd sub-division of this chapter under the last of the
topic, there are given the 19 extraordinary qualities of Bodhisattva
such as Apramaps, Vimokga, Abhibhvayatana etc, In the text of
the 2nd leaf of these two leaves, these quahties are divided into two
kinds such as Svakaritra-pratyupasthana and Vaihzrika and 1t 18
shown what he does by these qualities. Further 1t 1s said that
the previous path 18 given up, the following superior path 1s
obtaimned till 1n the Nirvaagpadhatu in which no Skandhas remain, all
the paths are given up by Sravaka and liatyeka-buddba, but not by
Bodhisattva as he has endless auspicious things and endless merits.
Further 1t 18 said why a Bodhisattva does not becomne a Srotapanna,
Sakydagamin, Anggamin and after 1t the leaves even including the
whole of the 8th chapter 18 missing.

The last one 1. e. the 8th chapter s the Samkathya Vinigcaya
This 18 divided ( 1nto 7 divisions; wiz Artha Viniécays, Vyakhya
Viniécaya, Prabhidys Sampdaréans Vimécays, Samprasnas Vinmgcays,
Samgraba Vimgcaya, Vada Vinmgécayas and Abhisandhi  Viniécaya.
Artha Vinigcaya includes 6 kinds of Arthas or meanings such as that
of Svabhava, Hetu, Phala, Karma, Yoga and Vitt1 Vygkhya
Vinigeaya 18 of 6 kinds. Under 1t, 1ts 14 Mukhas are shown. The
third one 18 analytical The fourth one means the 8 kinds of
Kayadegas or questions and the 8 kinds of Yayadeéas or answers
There are 4 ways of this Samprasna Vimgcaya Under Sampgrahs
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Vinigcaya, 10 kinds of Sthgnas are shown. Vada Viniécaya inoludes
7 things viz Vgda of 6 kinds, Vadadhikarapa, Vadadhigthana (2
kinds—Sgdhya and Sadhana and each 18 explained 1n detail),
Vadalamkara ( 6 kinds ), Vadanmgraha including Kathatyaga, Katha-
sada, and:Kathadoga, Vadanihsarapa and Vade DBahukara Dharmas
( which are 3). In this context, the intention or the ideal of the
Vada 18 shown and 1n continaation the 12 Sthana Dharmas and
6 Dogas are given. At the end the Abhisandhi Vinicaya 18 explained
as that which gives another meaning and 1n this connection many
mystical examples are quoted

At the end of the book, reasons are given why this work 1s
called Abhidharma Samuccaya. Of this chapter nothing 1s available
a8 already said.
