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Editorial

1857 has played an important role, not onlyin the history
of India but in the history of Rajasthan also. Role played by
Khushal Singh of Ahuwa, whether because of his differences with
his overlord Maharaja of Jodhpur on ‘Rekhchakri’ accounts or of
national instinct,may be a matter of controversy; is significant, We
can take it a beginning of the peoples movement in this part of the
country. The role played by Swamis-Dayanand and Vivekanand-in
awaken the people 1s  significant, The movement right from
1878 1o 1950,whether big or small was agrarian in nature, However
after the formation of Praja Mandals and Parishads in 1938-39 the
demand for responsible government was also added.

There is dearth of material and the private record is more
valuable than the official reeord, From this view, such publica-
tion also saves the record if the original record is destroyed or
perished.

These records are in the form of Police Reports which contain
the reports about the activities of various leaders of Praja Mandal
and Movements launched by them, The enquiries conducted by
officers of the State and of the Britishers are also an interesting
addition in this-section, Letters, containing the reports of local
leaders on the movements launched & the cruelty adopted by the
then administration to crush the movement. Some of these letters
are to scek puidance from all India leaders about local problems,
These letters also include the category of letters written by the local
leaders to the Princes and their Administrators t0 avoid confronia-
tion and to adopt reconciliation to give minimum facilities to their
people whom they govern, and viceversa, News Papers cuttings
and Proscribed literature is also a speaciality of these recosds,
Official records of various Praja Mandal units and All India State
People’s Conference, New Delhi are also valuable. The role played

These movement get their base always in aprarian condittons
So an analytical study of these records would help the scholars to

Selections from Haribhau Upadhyay Papers
1. Karauli Rajya Praja Mandal

Nehru Memeorial Museum and Library, New Delhi is in
possession of Haribhau Upadhyay Papers. Haribhau Upadhyay has
played an important rolein the freedom struggle of Rajputana

Princedoms. The letters which ate produced here are of file No.
141 of the papers.

Karauli was a State in the Eastern Rajputana, lying between
26°3' and 26°49' N and 76°34" and 77°24’ E with an area of 1242
square metres.  As recorded in the file Trilok Chand Mathur was
initial worker of the Congress, He along with his inmates founded
Karauli Rajya Sewak Sangh. To meet economic aspect of the
movement Madan Kbadi Kutir was also started under the coopera-
tive guidane of Rajasthan Charkha Sangh. Later on they founded
Congress and then Praja Mandal. The papers give a very interes
ting account not only of a political movement but also an inner
picture of the leaders. In 1946, one of the leaders of Praja Mandal
Chiranji Lal Sharma rightly observed about the peoples particip-
ation in the movement and economic difficulties faced by workers.

It is interesting to note that it is nowhere mentioned in these
letters about the clear aims of the movement, It is clear that the
movement was directed against neither Raja nor British directly

-but only for redressing the local grievances. Papers are important
for researchers who want to work on  Working of Praja Mandals in
the former States of Rajasthan,

The papers reflect on group fighting in National Congress
at national level as well as proviocial levels, In 1940 the cérresp~
ondence suddenly stops, perhaps due to the deaty of Trilok Chand
Mathur, and resumes in 1946. In 1942 Mahatma Gandhi called
upon the country to launch ‘Quit India. In Karauli Rajya what
was the position, it is not available in these private papers. To fill
the gape one has to depend on official archival records.

2. Agrarian Movement in Madhya Pradesh

The records published below are about Agrarian Movement
in Madhya Pradesh. Haribhau Upadhyay has played an important
role there too. The affairs of Malwa or Central India were

linked up with Rajputana leaders,

Sitamau was a small state in Malwa but the agrarian refo-
ms which tockp'ace there are important. In 1940-41 the subjects
of the State were releaved from heavy taxation. All most a halfe
was abolished. The credit goes to Maharajkumar Dr. Raghuvir
Sinh, who is a well known historian of our age.

The another incident is regarding Birla Mill in Nagda in the
former state of Gwalior  The agricultural land was forcibly acg-
vired by the mill authonities and a very megre compensation was
offered. The leaders of the kisans, though they thamsclve were rot
agriculturists, sought the intervention from Late Shri Haribhau
Upadhyay. An existence of Gwalior Rajya Kisan Sabha is also pro-
ved by these papers,

The papers preserved in original at Private Paper Collection
Section of Nehru Memorial Museum and Library, New Dethi are
important not only for further researches in the fieid of Agrarian
Movements in Madhya Pradesh but also for studying economic and
social history point of view,

It is proved here also that the leadership in the kisan move-
ments was an external factor. (In my book Agrarian Movement
in Rajasthan Delhi, 1974 1 have given similar arguments), It is also
a matter of the further investigations that the leadership was not
of the view to be in struggle against the ruling princes of the
princely states,

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Rajputana-Madhya Bharat Sabha-Report

Many histrorical studies have taken their nucleus from
freedom struggle in the various erstwhile kingdoms of Rajputana.l
The treasure of historical importance is very vast so it is very likely
that al] the available material for re-casting the history of people’s
movement in the princely states has not been used. The material
which is being presented here is among the records which have been
used scarcely,

Rajputana-Madhya Bharat Sabha was founded at the occass-
ion of Delhi session of Indian National Congress on 28 Dec 1918
with Jate Jamna Lal Bajaj as its Subhapati. Headquarters of
Sabhi were fixed at Ajmer in the British territory in Rajputana,
Its last session was held at Abemdabad under the chairmanship of
Rai Bahadur Govind Lal Pitti. Kunwar Chand Karan Sharda of
Ajmer happended to be its Secretary. The report begins with than-
king Almighty that the Sabha has completed its successful 5 years
and entering in the 6th year ( Itis believed (hat after that
nothing has been heard about the Sabha).

Objectives

It has been asserted that the main objects of Rajputana-
Madhya Bharat Sabha were :

(1) Establishing Seva Samitis in the various areas of the
states of Bikaner and Jaipur.

(it) Organising various conferences of Sabfia at the differ-
ent places like, Nagpur, Delhi, Ahemdabad, just to
seek the co-operation of the other Rajasthanis residing
at these places.2

1t is asserted in the report that the Raja of Khetri was afraid
of Calcutta movement and so he released the captives, On the other
hand the report itself reads that the Sabha also sent an  Arzdast to
the Maharaja of Jaipur to intervene. On receiving of the request
the 3aipur Maharaja called the Raja of Khetri and instructed him
to do the needful.

2. Bhumia Agitation of Jaipur

This has been reported that Jaipur State levied some new
lags on the Bhumias of Tanwarbati area of the State. These Bhu-
mias who were agriculturist by profession but had o litile ngher
status than the peasants® apposed it and prepared for ajshowdown.
The state authorities forced these Bhumias to sell their cattie-gieys
on very nominal prices for their horses and other cattles. This
infuriated the Bhumias who adopted the rebellious path. When the
Sabha came to known of this unrest sent Karhaiya Lal Kalaatri to
get the spot news.  After reaching Shri Madhopur in Shekha-
wati arca Kalantri reported about the happenings. Howevere,
Sabha, approached Maharaja of Jaipur and affected a peaceful
agreement, the various clauses of which are given in the report
itself. But this movement was not a political movement, it was
an act of self-defiance against the Jocal authorities of the state,

3. Bhil Affairs of Sirohi & Bundi.

In 1921-22 the Bhils of Mewar, Dungarpur, ldar, Sirobi
Bundi and Danta revolted agamst the dispanty of taxes They
demanded that the different standard of taxation should be re-
placed by a uniform system throughout the treck inhabited by
them. Moti Lal Tejwat persuaded the Bhils to be organized and
rise in rebellion against the disparities, With the efforts of Bijai
Singh Pathik Binls agreed to hold a conference and to decide the
matter peacefully. Bijai Singh Pathik also persuaded Moti Lal
Tejawat to jead a ron-violent Bhil Movement. But, instead of ado-
pting peaceful means the state authorities of the above states took

Calcutta Manwaris agiteted because they helonged to this zrea and their
near relatives were affected so it was quite natural for them 1o 1espond
1o the call of Sabha.

Local Jagirdar of Bisau was oppressing the peasants from
variovs folds. This was reported in the Newspapers by the Sabha,
The Jaipur Maharaja was also requested to take action against the
tyrant Jagirdar,

But, this has not been mentioned in the report that what
type of ill-treatment was going on in the Bisau Thikana, and what
has been its fate. Besides this, the Bijolia-Movement and Ratan-
parh incident of Bikaner state has also got a mention in the report,
but very briefiy,

Report Poses the Problems.

The study of Rajputana Madhya Bharat Sabha report poses
$o many problems, but most important of them is the existence of
two organizations, namely Rajputanz Madhva Bharat Sabha and
Rajasthan Sewa Sangh. both had headquarters at Ajmer, This is
an interesting study of the nature and working procedure of both
these organizations. The Sabha was dominated by Late Jamna Lal
Bajaj and his inmates while Sangh was an organization of Bijai
Singh Pathik and his fellow workers The difference of these two
personalities may seen in this report. Pathik never became a man
of rulers while Sabha’s relations with ruling princes are mentioned
to be cordial. Besides this, Jaipur ruler and Kota Darbar also are
mentioned whole hearted sympathiser of the Sabha. Though all the
pzasants and other movements were directed against the officials of
the state and not against the rulers, but Sabha was cordial with
Dewans of the States. The relationship between Kota Dewan
Raghunath Chaube and Sabha is worth mentioning Sabha approa-
ched the Dewan for its annual conference at Kota, The ruler and
the Dewan were aimost agreed The difference of opinion remained
only on the Chairmanship of the conference. The proposal coun'd
not be materialized us Ragaunath Chaube died shortly afterwards.
This incident leads us to take up a fresh study of Pratap Singh
Barhats career at Kota.

authorities, The vear 1916 was a very bad year for Bijolia, for,
monsoon had practically failed and so also the crops. Ewven then
the Thikana authoritics with the help of the State Police tried to
collect the revenue alongwith the war fund3  Peasanis under the
leadership of Bijai Singh Pathik rose in rebellion. The matter
was referred to the Resident. who ordered the Munsif to arrest
Pathik and sent him to Udaipur. But the AMuneif who was in
coljusion with Pathik allowed him to escape. Now leadership
was assumed by Shri Manik Lal Verma alongwith others, while
Pathik conducted the movement from the castern boundary of
Meward  Thikana authorities tricd to supress the movement by
opprassive methods. Mr. Trench, the Settlement Officer, even
ordered firing in villages of Raita and Tilasman where many peo-
ple fell victims to the bullets, but this strengthened  the movement.
This has been well depicted in the Memoirs  of Lata Shri Manik
Lal Verma5 Bijai Singh Pathik along with others attended the
Congress Session of 1918, where he became very intimate with
late Shri Ganesh Shankar Vidyarthi, the Editor of the Prarap® who
strong’y supported the cause of Bijolia, by writing an article on
it. Bygat Singh Pathik alse wroic some articies in the Pratap
regarding Bijolta Movement, B. G. Tilak was also impressed by
Bijai Singh Pathuk, and Tilak's Paper, the Mararha? made Bijolia
movement very popular in the country.

A Survey of Private Records Relating to
Azad Morcha

(Dr. Ram Pande. Jaipur)

The Quit India Movement which Mahatma Gandhi leunched
in 1942 in the country was also meant to be started in the princely

states with full vigour. A'mostall these states were having smalt
or big orzanisations with Congress affilbations. In the former state
of Jaipur this organisation was named as Jaipur Rajya Prajanian-
dal, which at that time was working under the leadership of late
Pandit Heera Lat Shasir. What we have so far heard or read
makes us believe that it was this organisation which was at the
back of the entirc independence movement being steered through n
the princely state of Jaipur. However. the records which I am
going to introduce here, explode this be'iel to a greater extent.

These records relate to hand writien Private Diaries of late
Baba Harish Chandra, which are currently in the possession of his
son Shri Suresh Sharma who is a prool reader in the Government
Ceatral Printing Press Jmpur and lives i hus parental house at
Baba Harish Chandra Marg i Jaipur City.  These Diaries are
fitcen 1n number and mostly writtert in Dundhari lanpuage—a local
dialect of Western Hindi. Some portions are written in Hinds
language also.

In addition to these Diaries there are following other impor-
tant records relating to Azad Morcha which aiso corroborate this
theory 1 —

From these records stis transpuwed thatin response fo
Mahatma Gandhi’s Quite India Movement slogan that a reeting
of the Jaipur Rajsa Projamandal s working commuttee was convened
Late Pandit Heera Lal Shastri was of the opimion that the aim of
the Jarpur Raypa Prajamandal was to secure the responsible govern-
ment in the State of Jaipur under the blessings of the Maharsja
and it should be left to the orgamsation of Indian National Con-
gress 1 to launch such movement to make the country free  This
statement was not apprectated by Baba Hansh Chandra Shastn
and other colleagues of the simtlar views Itis also revealed that
there was a hot and funious exchange of words and abuses among
those present in the meeung  Baba Harsh Chandra and others of
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simitar views even went to the extent of making allegation against
Late Pandit Heera  Lal Sastri that the Maharaja of Jaipur had
purchased him by piving substantial funds for the expansion of
Banasthali Vidyapzeth which was bzing run by him and it was dne
to this that Lat Pandit Heera La! Shastri had taken an attitude
which was not becoming of the Jaipur Rajya Prajamandal. This
led to a rift in the Jaipur Rajya Prajamandal and a new organisa-
tion with the name—4zad Morcha—was crcated under the
leadership of Baba Harish Chandra. The other important persons
were Hans D, Roy, Shaati Lal Durlabhji, Radhey Shyam Sharma
Baba Govind Dass, Gopalji Shnstri and Bhanwar Lal Samodiya
ete, 1t was this Morcha which conducted Quit India Movement of
1942 in Jaipur.2

This is also revealed from the Azad Morcha records that in
1945 when Late Pandit Jawahar Lal Nehru came to Jaipur to
attend a meeting a purse of Rs. 26 thousand was collected by this
Morcha and presented to him. It is also recorded in one of the
Diaries of Late Baba Harish Chandra a chit was also given to
Pandit Nehru stating that the Azad Morcha was also being dedi-
cated to him. In this context all the Members of the Azad Morcha
were admitted to Congress Socialist Party.

Apart from the two specific charges of political murder
which have been worked to satisfactory conclusion may cnqhirics
have disclosed a very unsatisfactory condition of affairs in the Raj-
putana S.ates, particularly Jaipur, Jodhpur, Udaipur and Kota,
The three persons who are mainly responsible for the spread of
sedition in Rajputana arc Arjun Lal Sethiof Jaspur, Kesri Singh
Charan of Kotah and Bisten Dutt of Benaras.

(2) Arjunial Sethi. This man is a Jaini of unusual intelligence
and ability who graduated from the Maharaja’s College, Jaipur in
1902. For a year or two after this he acted as Secretary to the Tha-
kur of Chomoo but such work did not appeal to Arjun Lal's rest-
less spinit and in 1903 he resigned and took to lecturing on Jam
eduction, His lectures brought him to the notice of Sahoo Jagman-
dar Dass, Sceretory of the Jain Maha Sabha of Najibabad U.P.and
be was appointed & paid fecturer.

couched was objectronable Similarly at Kotah further enquiries
could have been made regarding the Bhir Bharath Society But i
poth cases I found that such enquries would be distasteful to the
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self to religion and become an active worker in the Bharath Dharm
Maha Mandal of Benaras. Kesri Singh first got into touch with
Bissen Dutt in 1907 when the latter was sent by Thakur Gopal
Singh of Kharwa to lecture about education in Jodhpur, and this
acquaintance was renewed in 1910 or 1911 when Bissen Dutt was
sent to Kotah by the Maha Mandal to work in conjunction with
Kesari Singh for the spread of the Sanatan Dharm in the Rajpu-
tana States. Kesari Singh avess and with some truth, I think, that
his association with Bissen Dutt first turned his thoughts to sedi-
tion. In 1910 he, in conjuction with Bissen Dutt, started a secret
soceity called the “Bhir Bharat society™. A cepher list of the names
of the members of this socicty was found and deciphered during
my enquiry Among others the names of two police officers and a
Magistrate from the Kotah State, and three non commissioned Offi-
cess from the Ssrdars Resala at Jodhpur appear in this list, Kesari
Singh’s explanation is that this society was formed as a protest to
the policy of non-interference in the internal affairs of the Raj-
putana States inaugurated by lord Minto. According to Kesari singh
this policy resulted cppression by the Rajputana chicfs for which
there was no redress and the original object of his society was the
exposure of such high-handedness and oppression. The society was
not at first directed against the Imperial Government but later on at
the instance of Bissen dutt and another conspirator called Nigam,
it was deeided 1o convert the society into a political organisation
after the Bengal modei, cxcept that no political assasinations were
to be permitted, lest an Arms act should be applied to the Raj-
putana States which wou'd be spoiled as a field for their activitics.
Kesart Singh states that this society fell through as he found it
difficu’t to get the people of Rajputana interested in it. They being
ignorant of the advantages of agitation. In the main 1 believe Kesri
Singh has spoken the truth in regard to this socicty. The relations
between the Rajputana chiefs and their thakurs was of course out-
side the scope of my enquiry, But there are some facts of which I
could not belp hearing incidentally and these convince me that in

Jaipur and  Udaipur the Thakurs would be in sympathy with any
scheme which had for its object the exposure of the oppression of
the chiefs. Kesari Singh is also, I think, right when he says that
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state authonbies and would lead to no new discovertes Bolh (he
Jodhpur and Kotah state awthonties would, T think, 1he 1o make
these turther enquinies themselves and I would suggest that the
information already obtaiced be placed at therr disposal through
thewr respective Pohtical Officers

8 - In conclusion, I would hike to draw attention to the complete
absense of any apency :n Rajputana [or collecting and commun
cating criminal mtethgence, Udatpur has no police 10 speak of and
Yaipur s bitle better , while even Kolab, where the pohee force s
perhaps the best orgamsed 1n Rajputana, nothing was knowan of the
existence of a conspiracy The matier 15 o sersous one  Now that
vigorous action aganst sedttion and  andrchism s being tuken 1n
other paris of India the seditronist will perhaps turn 1o Rajputana
where he will find an excellont field for his acuivities with small ek
of detection It 1s, 1 thunk, an wise to rely too much on the Tradi-
tional loyalty of the Rajputs  The times are repidly changing and
1t Js unlikely that the people of Rajputana will escape the wave of
unrest which 1s spreading over other parts of Indic How ever ioyal
tie chiefs may be, 1t must be remembered that politrcal and genetal
discontent prevails mn some of the states and under the present
system a plot can be matused without anybody knowing anything

The pattern of 1B movement for fiberation from the tyranny
of the British in British [ndian territory and that of the princeiy
1e different in pature and sty'e. There 15 89 doubt
{hat the psopie of the princely states got their {nspiration for MOVe-
ments from the leaders of the British India hut it was cerlainly not
for the libcration but for amelioration of their conditions. Such
movements 18 the princely states were always directed not against
{he forcign rule as in British India not the Muharajas but only agd-
inst officials of the States such as Chief Ministers Dewan etc T his
opinion i very much reflected in the literatutc proscribed by the
Grate Government of Jodhput hitherto unhi oW D 10 the historians
and scholars, the study of which can be of mmense yalue in rein-
{orpreting the modern nistory of the princely Stides.

The view that the movement of the princely States was for
redressing the grigvances of the State’s subject 1s ceflected in the
book ‘Bckason-ki—:\waz' in Hindi edited by Ganesh lal Vyas and
pub!:shcd by Bhanwar Lal Saraf, Printed at Commtscial Press
Delhi which was proscribcd by the Jodhpur Government ! These
toth individuals figured amongst staunch political agitators, This
pook of 16 pages contmuns of songs composed by political workers
such 23 Ganesh Lal vyas, Jai Narain Vyas, Purshottam Prasad
Naiyar, Achieshwar Prasad Sharma ete. which were considered obiec

tionable. From the title page of this book it appears thal the politi-

eal workers decided to publish a series of such books and it was

the first of the serics.

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A Short Description of
MEWAR PRAJA MANDAL

This was prepared in October 1945 by Late Shei Mohanlal
Sukhadia In 1946 Mewar Praja Mandal Office was raided
and Police confiscated Office records along with this. This
has bezn taken from Prajamandal records of Rajasthan
Archives Bikaner,—

(In 1938, after a glorious victory at the polls, the Indian
National Congress had  accepted office and out of the eleven pro-
vinges, in nine, the Government was being carricd under Congrass
direc%ons. But in the Indian States it was still a crime 1o talk of
responsible government or even of elementary civie vights),

The Congress had been giving considerable thought to this
scrious anomaly and at the Haripura Congress in March 1938, it

wits resofved that the time had come for the people of Indinn States
to stand on their own feet to organize themselves for securing the

fundamental rights so far denied to them,

The cfforts of the people in other parts of British India and
thar enthusiasm did not leave Mewar un-affected, The first inspi-
ration came from Mamkya Lal Ji, the veteran leader of the famous
Bijohan struggle, and in April 1938, the Mewar Praja Mandal was
founded at Udaipur,

The first president was Balwant Singhji and Bhure Lal ji
Baya became the first vice-president.

As soon as this society was born, the then Prime Ministet
of Udaipur, Mr. Dharamanarayan tried to strangle it in the crad’e,
and declared the Prajamandal illegal. For the sake of Leeping this
infant society ahive somehow, the workers of Prajamandat appro-
nched Mr. Dharemanaravan and tried 10 ascertain what  his fdens
weed The kate Seth Shree Jamna Lal § Bajaj alko wrote to bim at
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length But the Pimie Munister remained unmoved, The conseque-
nce was that the Parja Mandal was forced to give an u tumatum
that if the ban was not removed by the 4th Qctober 1938 1t would
be forced to resort to Civil Disobedience During the nterval, the
whole situation was explaged to Mahatmayn and s blessings
obtammed As the time stated in the ultimattm came nearer, the
enthustasm of the people began to grow. The Government on the
other hand began to improve upon and perfect the means of repre-
sston A net work of C 1D Officers was spread 1 Mewar and evesy
one in a white cap was watched with susprcion. Even before the
time 1n the vlttmatum expired, Bhure Lal 1 Baya, the vice-president
of Mewar Praja Mandal was arrested and without teial interned in
Sarara Fort aremole and unhealthy place which 18 knowu as the
“Kala Pam” of Mewar On the 4th of QOctober, the date of the
expiry of the ultimatum, as a first Satyagrah;, Ramesh Chandrap
Vyas started from Aymer for Udaipur,

Enroute he was arrested at Rallway Staion and was taken
flrst to Lasadia and thence to Sarara Fort—the same “Kala Pam”,
The movement commenced and 1ts intensity now onwards, began to
increase. It was being conducted by Mantkya Lal yt from Ajmer,
who was at the time the Chief Secretary of the Praja Mandal, He
was assisted by Nandlal 3t Joshi a member of the Praja Mandal
Working Commuttee A number of people at different places 1n Me-
war partictpated 1n the movement But 1t was at Nathdwara that the
movement assumed a rather frightening form for the authornties On
the arrsest of the leachng workers of that place Natendra Pal Simgh
Jt Choudhry and Professar Narayan Das y complete "Hartal” took
place tn the town and on 30th of August 1938, a lathi charee was
made Many were mnyured but that neither ternified nor suppressed
the people Every day some one or other wotld march through the
town with the tricolour flag 1n his hand shouting “Ingifab Zindabad*
The end of the movement was not 1 sight of the authoritres The
Mewar Government thereupon took the siuation i its own hands
and sent an armed military force to Nathdwara, section 144 was
promulgated, and about forty s«Satyagralis * were 1immediately
arrested and crimmal proceedings for rioting were mstituted agamst
them. (Unfortunately for the prosecutors, the cases could mot be
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substantiated fater on), On the 15th of Dacembar 1938, Mathura
Prasad ji Vaidva, a worker of Praja Mandal who was at Dooli, »
piace in Aimer-Merwara near the border of Mewar State, was tet
upon by the Mewar Pelice and mercilessly and brutally beaten i)
he became uneonscious. In the condition lie was  arrested and dea-
peed into Mewar tercitory In alf ehout 238 persons were arrested at
Ud ripar, Nuthdwara and other places, Nearly thirty five of them
were sentenced to imprisonment. Proceedings for rioting were insti-
tuted apainst nine persons and fines were imposed an them. Nine
persons were interned without trial and on four otber bans were
imposed. The “Sutvagrahees'” were put o fetters,  Women Satya-
grahees were however let off after being detained for some tme. The
maovement nevertheless weat on. The Mewar Government was keen
on somchow or other procuring the arrest of Manikya Lal j1 Verma
who was conducting the movement fiom Ajmer. To achicve this
end they stealthily fotlowed him On the 2nd  of February 1939, he
had gone to Deoll to confer with some workers there. In the evening
he was a't of 3 sudden attacked on  the outskirts of the town by
men of the Mewnr Police with *lathis’. He was badly injured and
then bleeding, wus forcibly dragged through bushes and thorns in ¢
most inhuman way to Mewar terrfory which was more than a
hundred yards away He tost much blood due to injurise and got
unconscious In that condition ha was arrested and taken to a state
police station. On hcaring of this slegal and  inhuman conduct of
Mewar Government Mabatmaji in a statement 1 the *Harijan™
dated the 18thof February 1939, advised the Prajumandal to
institute fepal proceedings and further sad--

“Civil resisters of the state should remember that the real
battle has yet to come. The states big or small seem to be taking
concerted action, They are copyving the methods ndopted by the
British in Britsh Indwis dunng the Satvagraha struggle and are
Tikely to improve upon them in frightfulness, They fancy they have
no fear of public opinion, for there is pone in the states except in
rare cases, But Civil resisters who are worth their <alt, will not
bz dettered by any {rightfulness”.

On the 3rd of March 1939 Mahatamaji rdvised the Mewar
Prajamuandat to postponc Satyagraha snd 1 was accordily stopped.
For nlong time afterwards, however, the Mewar Gevernment did
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not relese the workers who were 1n jarl and even after they were
eventually released, the Government did not remove the ban on the
Prajimandal In 1939 Mewar was facing 2 severe famine There was
noone to organise relief to the famine stucken people and ther
p 1ght was muserable The workers of Prajamandal after their release
established the * Mewar Akal Fund’ and organised relief They also
organssed “Gandhi Jayanti, Rashtriya Saptah” and other political
activities Mr Dharmnatyan had been by this time replaced by Sr
T Vyayaraghvacharya The New Prime Mimster was rehauling the
outworn admmstration of tne state He exhibited 2 mere liberal
outlook The Przjamardal 1n order to fight the rampant corruption
in state departments brought to his notice a number of cases of
illegal gratifications by state officials The Prime Munuster apprecia-
ted this and proper action was taken in these matters as well as for
injustices commutied by the Jageerdars The Government at this
time also announced that 1t intended to establish a Lepistative As»
sembly for Mewar 1n 'fi?c near futre and to ascertain public opimon,
1t published tn ball form the “Mewar Legislative Assembly Act ¥
The Prajamandal considered this proposal and submitted 2 memor-
andum 1ndicating 1ts opimon to the Government

The ban on the Prajamandal was atlast removed n the year
1941  As soon as the ban was removed, the Prajamandal started
enrolling new members and 1n November 1941, under the President-
ship of Mauatkya Lal J1 Verma, the first session of Prajamandal
took place at Udaipur It was 1naugurated by Acharya Knplam
An extubition was also held which was opened by Shreemat: Vyjya
Laxmt Pandit The Prajamandal focussed 15 energies now at
constructive work  In February 1942, 1o the presence of Thakkar
Bapa, Harijan uplift work was allotted to Moban Lal i Sukhadia
and Bheel up 1ft work was alloted to Balwant Dingop Mema There
are about 4 [akhs of Bheels in Mewar They arc a brave race but
the Government has always endevoured to keep thera unorgamised
and at present they are the most backward and the most exp otted
people This work demanded full time attention of the Prajamandal
But while this constructive work was teking shape events outside

Mewar took a diffetent turn
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The year 1942 was an cventful onc. Before 1942, India was
a dictant speetor of the world wat, butin 1942 pattles were being
fought on its barders. The Germans on the way 10 India were on
one side making 8 bid for Sialingrad, and on \he other, near Alex=
andrin were making a despetate gash for the Suez Canal while in
the East, the Japanese were already on {ndian soil 2nd had started
bombing of Indian citics. In that year it Jooked as if India was
going to be attacked from all sides. The {all of Burma, Malaya and
Singapore confirmzd the general fecling that the British Empire was
fast crumbling. The Congress had tricd hard to comeio 2 compro-
mise with the British and had conceded much but 0o seitlement
faving arrived aty Sir Stafford  Cripps had returned tO England
{eaving India 3 dicsatisficd as ever. Mahatmajs was very much
moved by these events, He is an expert at reading the pulse of the
pation and this timc also he gave the lcad the country had been
waiting for He asked the Briush to «Quit India.’” This stogan of
two words clectrificd the wholc atmosphere and in every cofner of
india revolutionary firc began t0 blaze. A meeting of the Presidents
of the Prajamandals of the various States was called at Bombay by
Mahatmaji. On behalf of Udarpur Manikyalalji Verma attended.
Mahatmajt advised that cvery Prajamandal should send a letier 10
the ruler of its state fequesting him to  break his connections W ith
the Paramount Power,

On Manikyatalji's return to Udaipur 2 mesting of the Work-
ing Committee of Mewar Praja Mandal was held on 21st of August,
1942 At that ime repression was in full swing and from all over
ndia news came of lathi charges, firing and arrests every day. The
problem pefore the ijamandn! was 1o decide whether 10 act with
the rest of the pation Of 0 take advantage of the situation and press
for petty reforms in Mewar State’s administranion This latter course
of bargaining did not appeal 10 the workers of Praja Mandal and
they were of opinion that by so doing the Prajn Mandal wou'd
succumb to the artificiol divison of India by the British, inte British
ndia and India. They (urther  agreed that the root cause of the
continuance of irresponsible Government it Native States was
British dominance on India; and that if British Rule in India was
ended, the ru'ers whowere hesitating W ouldhandoversea power 1othe
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peopl at once, that the problem before India was one and indivisle
that wasto make the British “Qume India” Therafore the MeWa;
Praja Mandal decided to jorn forces with the rest of the nation
and in accordance with the advice of Mahatmay, the following
letter was sent to His Highness the Maharana of Udarpur —
Praja Mandal
Udapur 21st Aug, (19)42
Your Hrghness must be aware of the fact that the Al India
Congress Commuttee has felt that for the defence of Indi from
foreign aggressors and victory of the allies, only a free India can
give full co-operation There fore 1t has resolved to put before the
British Government immediately a demand for full independence
and has also expressed 1ts wish to launch cvil disobedience move-
ment on the largest possible scale 1f the demand be not conceded
The present Government of British India by arresting Mahatma
Gandhi and other leaders had replied by a sudden attack, There-
fore the struggle has commenced all the more earher
We the people of Mewar State feel that our fate 1s | nked
with our brothers 1n Bintish ndia and therefore 1f we donot
parficipate 1n the battle for full and immediate independence we will
not be fulfiling our duty to India as a whote, As far ag this States
concerned, 1as the President of the Prajamandal request your
Highness to break all connections with the piramount power accor-
ding to the advice of your subjects by giving them a shara in the
Government of the State Our demand would then be satisfied I
also betr to submtt to your Highness that your Highness, not only
ought to gan the respect and loyalty of your subjects but also share
in the g'ory, Mewar will have in the removal of British Government
from India
We have every hope that your Highness bewng a Suryavansi
and born of the blood of Mabarana Pratap, will revive their glory
sgam m the eyes of the world by acceding to the demand of

irdependence.

The ness Of arrests spread in Mewat. Nexat day, m protest, the
Jargest procese.on in the history of Udaipur, tovk place. Led by the
students and the workers of Prajamandsl the people marched
through the city shouting <+Quit ndia” and oiher national slogans.
The Mewar Govesnment thereupon from the 23rd of Augast, pui d
ban on ProCessions and public mectngs. and than let Joose like the
British Goverament atl the means of repression. After the Prajame
andal Workers had been ariested, the students were rounded up.
Colonc! Daunt, Commanaiht of ihe Staie Army tramplied under
his feet the {ri-colour flag and by puilingd pistol on the chizst of 2
boy strove 10 strike terror among students. But in these sO08 of
Mewar a wave of enthusiasm for 1nda’s sndependence was biowing
and they couid mnot be easty cubducd, Demonstralions and
«Hartals” took ptace it the Coilege and the Cuy and latlicharges
were made. The Government  $3as jubtiant on its victory having
sent young boys 10 jail, But in jait these children who had prabably
never before taken @ jate dinner were ving on onc meal m 24 hours
with their heads feld hugh Rept singing nattonal songs. The flames
of the movement were pot limsted to Udwiput but spread  outste
10 all parts of Mewar. Peope from Nuthdwars, Biulwara, Chiter,
Chhoth Sadri, Bhinder, Ranere Byjoua, Rekhabdeo, Rujnagel,
Capusm,)ah:mput and other p.aces ok part. kverd day lofmics
after lorries came 1@ filt the jail gates. The arrests continued upto thie
first week of October 1942, Inall about 00 people wefe arested
out of which T were women. Al the aricsls weve seid 10 hove
made under the Defence of Mewar Rujes the counterparl of the
DAR.

Many Mewaries who happened to pe ouiside Mewar 350
participated in the movement, for instency, Suig Al §i Offies
Secretary All Indin Conpress Cemmittes, Gt csh Lafp Dasherd,
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Shobha Lal jt Gupta, Ramesh Chandran Vyas Kanak Madhukarp,
all suffered tmprisonment

After the arrest of Prajamandal workers the Mewar Govern-
ment began to explan that the speeches given by Prajamandat
workers at the public meetings on 2}st of August were Likely to excite
breach of pence, and therefore, they were arrested, Butin fact the
warrants of arrest had been executed at some places even before the

resolution was put in the meetngs It can hardly be doubted that the
Mewar Government contemplated from the very beginning complete
suppression of the people, to celebrate the efficent execution of its
mientions ‘Darbars® were held and ‘Inams’ distributed

Inthe Jarl the authonties divided the arrested in a number
of batches  One batch consisting of members of the Prajamandal
Working Commuttee and other prominent workers was mterned at
“Iswal’ —a village in Udapur District This batch had a tricolour
flag with it, which was saluted every mormng The Police asked
the internees to hand over the flage and on refusal attempted to
snateh 1t by force The flag was given to Manikya la'n and the rest
formed a circle round him The police seaing  them 1n no mood te
part easilty with the flag pave up the attempt and thus the ¢ Flag
Satyagraha in jail ended successfully.

Treatment of those who were left at Udapur pradually
worsened Many swere putin solitary cells Some whipped By
frightfulness the Government wanted to exact apologies Only 2
few-those arrested at random secured their release by expressing
regrets None of them were i any way connected with Prajamandal

The first batch to be released was that of students But some
of their 'eaders were, soon after arrested for a second time A com-
plete *Hartal’* took place in the College agam Thereafter the
students were unconditionaly released. The College remamed closed
for nearly two weeks due to the movement

After the students, the second batch, that of the ladies was
released after full 3 months of jail Life Some more ndividuals were
Tatter set free At last afier a full year and half, the last batch con-
sisting of Prajamandal workers was released

The release came at the tume when the vnprecedented heavy
flood in river Khari was tabing nts toll Nearly 125 villages had
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been sweptaway. More than 5000 people and 1,000,00 cattle drow-
ned, Undaunted by heavy rain and mud the Prajamandal workers
were the first to reach the siriken area and render refief. Later the
Mcewar Government also organised help and a joint relief Commi.
ttee of the State and the public was established. The Chief Sceretary
of the Committee was Bhawani Shankrji Vaidya, a member of the
Working Committee of Prajamandal and the Organizer in the flood
area was Bhure Lalji Baya the Vice President of the Mewar Praja-
mandal, The work in the area continued for a year and substantial
help was rendered to the victims,

The Prajamandal workers, on return from jail found on al)
sides an atmosphere of despondency and frustration. The Gandhi-
Viceroy correspondence had been published and by twisting it, the
Mewar Government was trying hard to prove, that the Prajamandal
had committed a preat blunder by participating in August move-
ment and had thus put back the clock in Mewar by many vears.
The workers of Prajamandal therefor thought it essential that all
the workers of Central India and Rajputana should meet to lay
down the future plan of work. Udaipur was decided a5 the venue
of this meeting and here nearly two hundred and  ifth workess of
the various states assembled They cxpressed complete confidence in
Mahatmaji and supporied the August Resolution and decided to
take up constructive work immediatcly.

During the first week of April, 1944, when this coaference
was taking place at Udaipur, the Mewar Government  had lifted
the ban on public meetings which was mmposted in August {932,
But due to the sntnmperialist speeches delivered that day it was
again imposed. At any other place po restrictrons would have been
impossd beeause of those speeches but the Mawaer Government
could not stand them.

The Prajamandal workers withon! in the lenst canddeting
whether the Prajamandnl bad  been decared Jopal or not, loried
constructive work, The Bheel Seve Work which krd heen stspoeded
by the Mewar Governmens, was recommended ond recrpinizad
goder Thavker Banu’s guidsnce, Toams egidnd o orpunive Mewar
Hanjan Syvak Sangh ;md aa.w:ien was paid te Cottage Industrins,
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Since Apnif 1944 up to now hostels for wormen at Bhulwara, for
Kisans at Byolia for Bheels at Udaipur, have been started The
inmates are studying and preparing for national work in future
During this period of constructive work on 7.3 44 Shreeyut Raj-
gopalachariya had came to Udarpur and the Prajamandal workers
had a talk with him He was of the apinion that the Prajamandal
should givean assurance to the Mewar Government that the
Prajamandal now wished to work for political and social reforms
and for the removal of the prievances of the public, that it was
futrle to stick to August resolution any more The Prajamandal
workers assured him that the movement was started under Gandhi-
J's leadership and 1t would be a breach of confidence with the
Commander 1f we give up the struggle

On the 6th of April 1945, Gandhiyt was released As soon as
he had recouped huts health, a deputatien of Prajamandal appro-
ached him and submitted a report on the construtive work done
since their release Mahatmap expressed approaal and advised that
the Prajamandal should 1gnore the ban and whole heariedly take up
construchive work at Udaipur

Seven long and important years have passed since 1938
atrocrties in Dharam Narayany's regime, and the people of Mewar
have advanced much on the path of political awakenmng Butin
Mewar admimsrration no ¢hange has taken place yet Even in the
present Prime Minister’s ume no substantzat pohitical right has bezn
conceded to the people There 1s not & single elected Municipahty
1o the whole state The draft constitution, of Legislative  Assembly
published 1n 1941 has even after public opizion been assessed and
shelved for indefinite time Sometrmes it 15 said that ths could not
materialize because of the Auvgust moyement Butit remains for
the Government to explain why the Legislative Assembly could not
be established between November 194 and August 1542

The Mewar Prajamandal was born 1 Apni 1938 and it 1s
now 7 years and 6 months ofd During ths tume 1l workers had to
face twice a fight with the Government and spend three years io
Jail For 5 years and 2 months the Prajamandal had remained an
illegal assocration and only for one year and ten months 1t has been

a legal body.
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The Mewar Prajamandal i it 5 proud it is proud of the fat
(it in the August sevolution when (he nation was fighting to- oot
oul British Imperintom from Indie, Mewaralso didits part. ir
T, Viyaraghavacharga, the Prime Minister has called our Aupost
Strugale, 2 tompest it & teapot but what amxicty (his tea cup siorm
caused to the Mewar Govt. s not unknown, Whatever this storm
may hase been it was storm of the people and W11 the people of
Mewar do not obiain responsible Government the  storm, wil not
