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PREFACE

The present English-Hindi dictionary is a general-purpose
cictionary comprising words and expressions used in common
parlance. It is not, in any way, a dictionary of technical terms
pertaining to a particular department or departments of know-
ledge. The Hindi equivalents included in the dictionary are
those commonly used in Hindi speaking areas of the country and
are therefore, the easiet and the simplest words available in
our language today. People who have some knowledge of Hindi
or any other north Indian language should have no great
difficulty in following most of the words included in the
dictionary. No attempt has been made at ornamentation or at
“‘coining’ new words and phrases. In fact, this has been avoided
far as possible and preference has been given to existing words
and expressions available in Hindi and other Indian languages.
It is a common knowledge that a large number of words of
foreign origin, particularly Arabic, Persian and English has
gained currency in all Indian languages and now forms part of
their vocabulary. Most of these words have been retained.

In many cases more than one Hindi equivalents have
been used for one and the same English word included in the
dictionary. This has been necessitated for two reasons: firstly,
most of the English words convey more than one shade of
meaning. Suitable Hindi equivalents have, therefore, been
suggested to cover the different shades of meaning in which a
particular word is used. Secondly, there are very often two or
more than two words available for one and the same English
word in our language. All such words have been included
where considered necessary.

The dictionary has been compiled primarily with a
view to presenting the common man’s point of view in regard
to the type of language he would like to be used in a demo-
cratic set-up and if it succeeds in creating an awareness that
the language in a democracy should be the language of the
people themselves, my labours will have been amply rewarded.
