of Vidyanatha i which all the examples are composed

by the authors themselves and contain panegyrics of thew
patrons

7 SOURCES OF THE SC

A striking feature of this work 1s that all the exam-
ples given as iilustrations of the different pomnts, are
composed by Vijayavarni himself and go to glorify King
Kiamirdja In this respect it resembles Vidyadhara’s
Ekavali (128--1325 A D ) Vidyanatha’s PRY (1300—
1325 AD)

As the work 1s composed in the decadent period
of Sansknit Iiferafure and as 1t deals with a scientific
subject, poetics, on which authontative treatises of
masterminds were already 1n existence, 1t would not
be fair on one’s part to eapect any ornigmahty or
contribution {o poctics from Vijayavarni  Occastonally,
he clearly states that Ins descriptions are 1n accordance
with earlier authorities28 A perusal of his work reveals
