On 7th of JULY, 1944, Babu Shri Bahadur Singhji Singhi left his
mortal coils at the comparatively early age of fiftynine. His loss
has been widely felt. His aged mother received this rulde shock so ill
that she did not long outlive him. His worthy sons have lost an
affectionate and noble father, the industrialists and businessmen of the
country one of their pioneers, the large number of his employees
a benevolent master, scholarship one of its best patrons and the poor
people of his native district a most generous donor. To me his loss has
been personal. My contact with him was a turning point in my life. Whatever
I have been able, during the past fifteen years, to achieve in the field of scho-
larship is due directly to him. The financial assistance with which he backed
up my activities was the least of his contributions. But for his love of scholar-
ship with which he inspired me, this chapter of my life would have been
entirely different. To his sacred memory I am penning these few lines.

Babu Shri Bahadur Singhji was born in Azimganj, Murshidabad, in
Vikram Samvat 1941, in the ancient family of the Singhis, who were of old
the treasurers of the Mughal emperors. The family had passed through many
viciisstudes of fortune and in the 17th century it migrated from Rajaputana to
Bengal, but thanks to the energy and enterprise of Singhiji's father, Babu
Dalchandii Singhi, the family firm became a very flourishing concern.

At an early age Singhiji joined the family business and by pushing
ahead with father’s enterprises, succeeded in making the firm the foremost in
the mining industry of Bengal and Central India. Besides he also acquired.
vast zamindaries and had interests in many industrial and banking concerns
This early preoccupation with business affairs prevented his having a college
education. But Singhiji was studious and introspective by nature, Unlike many
other wealthy men who spend their money and time in such fads as the races,
the theatres, and the like, he devoted all his spare time to study and cultural
development. He acquired an excellent command over several languages. Art
and literature were the subjects of his choice, He was very fond of collecting
rare and invaluable specimens of ancient sculpture, paintings, coins, copperpla-
tes and inscriptions. His manuscript collection contained a large number of
rare works of historical and cultural importance, among which mention must be
made of a unique manuscript of the Koran which was handed down from
Baber to Aurangzeb and bears the autographs of all of them. It is recorded
therein that it was considered by them all as more valuable than the empire.

His numismatic collection, especially of Kushan and Gupta coins, is consi-
dered the third best in the world. He also had a good and large collection
of works of art and historical importance. Singhiji was a Fellow of the Royal
Society of Arts (London), a member of the Royal Asiatic Society of Bengal,
the Bangiya Sahitya Parish:d, the Indian Research Institute and a Founder-
Member of the Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan. He was also the President of the
Jain Shwetambara Conference held in Bombay in 1926. Though he had made
no special study of Jaw he was well up in the legal matters. On one occa-
sion when he found that his lawyers were not properly representing his case
he himself pleaded out the case successfully, much to the surprise of the bench
and the bar who took him for an accomplished advocate.

Though a highly religious and learling figure in the Jain Community
he had an outlook which was far from sectarian, More than three fourths of
the six lakhs and over of his donations were for non-Jain causes. More often
than not he preferred to give his assistance anonymously and he did not keep
a list of his denations even when they were made in his name. To the
Chittaranjan Seva Sadan, Calcuttd, he gave Rs. 10,000/-, when Mahatmaji had
been to his place for the collection of funds; to the Hindu Accademy,
Daultapur, Rs, 15,000/-, to the Taraqi-Urdu Bangala s5000/-, the Hindi
Sahitya Parishad 12,500/-, to the Vishuddhanand Sarasvati Marwari Hospital
10,000/~ several maternity homes 2,500/-, to the Benares Hindu University
2,500/, to the Jiaganj High School 5000/, to the Jiaganj London Mission
Hospital 600/-, to the Jain Temples at Calcutta and Murshidabad 11,000/,
to the Jain Dharma Pracharak Sabha, Manbhum 5,000/~ to the Jain Bhavan,
Calcutta, 15,000/~, to the Jain Pustak Prachar Mandal, Agra, 7,500/, to the
Agra Jain Temple 3,500/, to the Ambala Jain High School, 2,100/-, for the
Prakrit Kosh 2,500/, and the Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan 1o0,000/-. At the
Singhi Park Mela held at his Ballyganj residence in which Viscount Wavell,
then Commander-in-hief, and Lord John Herbert, Governor of Bengal and
Lady Herbert participated, he donated Rs. 41,000/, for the Red Cross Fund.

The people of the district of Murshidabad, his native place, will ever
remain grateful to him for having distributed several thousand maunds of rice
at the low price of Rs. 8/~ when rice was selling at Rs. 24/- in those terrible
years of 1942—~44, himself thereby suffermg a loss of over three lakhs, In
May-June 1944 he again spent Rs. 59,000/~ for the distribution of cloth, rice
and coins for the people of that place.

My close association with Singhji besan in 1931, when he invited
me to occupy the Chair for Jain Studies which he was starting at the
Vishvabharati. Due to unfavourable climatic conditions of Shantiniketan I
could not continue to work there for more than four years, but during thoge
years was founde! the Singhi Jain Scries. During the period of ten years
of my principalship of Gujurat Puratattva Mandir, Ahmedabad, and even
before that 1 had been collecting materials of historical and philological
importance and folk-lore etc. which had been lying hidden in the great Jain
Bhandars of Patan, Ahmedaba:, Buroda etc. 1 persuaded Singhiji to start
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a series which would publish works dealing with the vast materials in my
possession, and also other important Jain texts and studies prepared on
the most modern scientific lines. On the works of the Series he spent
through me more than Rs. 75,000/-. During this long period of over a dozen
years he not even once asked me as to how and for what works the amount
was spent. Whenever the account was submitted he did not ask for even
the least information, but sanctioned it casting merely a formal glance on
the accounts sheets. But he showed the most discriminating interest in
the matter that was being published and on the material and manner in
which they were being brought out. His only desire was to see the
publication of as many works as possible during his lifetime. In May 1943
at my instance he gave over the Series to the Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan.
In September 1943 I had been to Calcutta to negotiate the purchase, for the
Bhavan, of a well-equipped library of a retired professor. Singhiji casually
asked me what arrangements had been made for meeting the cost. I prom-
ptly replied that there was no cause for worry as long as donors like himself
were there. He smiled; he had decided. Eventually he pursuaded me to
go in for the Nahar Collection which was a still more valuable one. He did
not live long enough to present this literary treasure to the Bhavan; but his
eldest son and my beloved friend, Babu Shri Rajendra Singh has fulfilled his
father's wish though hLe was totally ignorant of it and has got this unique
collection for the Bhavan and spent Rs. 50,000/~ for the purpose.

By the end of 1943 his health began to decline. In the first week of
January, 1944, when I went to him at Calcutta in connection with the work of
the Bharatiya Itihasa Sumiti 1 found him extremely unwell. Notwithstanding
his i1l health he talked to me for more than a couple of hours on the day of
my arrival there. The first thing he said in the course of this lengthy, though
very sweet talk, was to give me a mild reproof for undertakmg the long and
tedious journeys to Calcutta, Benaras and Cawnpore in spite of my ill health,
He discussed with absorbing interest the details of the Samiti’s proposed
History of India, a subject of great interest to him. Our talks then drifted to
the subject of the History of Jainism in which connection also he expressed
his opinion about the material to be utilised for such a work. At the termi-
nation of our talks, which this time lasted for over three hours, 1 found him
much exhuusted and drooping in spirits.

On the 7th January his health took a turn for the worse. On the 11th
January I went to take leave of him, which he, full of emotion, gave with a
heavy heart, exclaiming, “Who knows whether we shall meet again or not ?”
Irequested him to take heart and remain buoyant. He would be soon
restored to normal health. But while I was stepping out of his room my
eyes were full of tears and his last words began to eat into my heart, Il luck
prevented our second meeting. That lofty and generous soul finally left its
mortal hebitat at mid-day on 7th July, 1944. May his soul rest in peace!

His sons, Babu Rajendra Singh, Babu Narendra Singh and Babu
Virendra Singh are treading in the footsteps of their revered father. During
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the past year on the Singhi Series alone they have spent over Rs, 20,000/-.
I have already mentioned how Babu Rajendra Singh purchased for the Bhavan
the valuable Nahar collection. Babu Narendra Singh has also spent Rs.
30,000/~ for a foundation of a Jain Bhavan at Calcutta. Babu Rajendra Singh
and Babu Narendra Singh have also very generouly promised me to continue
to meet all the expenses of the Singhi Jain Series and requested me to
bring out as many works as possible, at whatever cost so that this unique
series fonnded and cherished by their late lamented father may continue to:
bring to light ths invaluable treasures of Jain literature and culture.

In recognition of his unique assistance the Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan
has decided to perpetuate Singhiji's memory by naming its Indological
library after him. Further, one of its main halls will bear his name, The
Bhavan's Jain Department will also be known as the 8inghi Jain
Shikshapith.t

PREFACE

The present volume contains the Ayodhya-kinda and the Sundara-
kinda i.e. the second and the third Kanda of the Paumacariu of Svayambhii-
deva. It takes up the narrative from the birth of Rama and stops with
the arrival of Rama’s army at the Hamsadvipa near Lanka.

The manuscript material, principles of text-constitution and method
of presenting the text used for this part are the same as those for
the First Part. The glossary has been limited to registering select words.
A brief outline of the narrative is given. It is followed by a table
of metres employed in the Ayodhya and the Sundara.

A BRIEF OUTLINE OF THE NARRATIVE IN
SANDHIS XXI-LVI

AYODHYA KANDA

XX1. Sandhi. The birth and marriage of Rama and
Laksmana.

Prediction that Ravapa would die in the battle for Janaka’s daughter
at the hands of two sons that were to be borne to king Dasaratha of the
Raghu dynasty rul'ng at Ayodhya, Learning this, Vibhisana decided to
assassinate DaSaratha and Janaka, who forewarned by Narada, substituted
plaster statues in their places and secretly left. The unsuspecting
Vidyadhara's removed the heads of the statues. Da$aratha and Janaka
in their ramblings attended the Svayamvara of Princess Kaikayi of the
city of Kautukamangala. Kaikayi chose Dasaratha, who, after the mar-
riage ceremony was over, offered her two boons for exceptional services
rendered by her at the time of fighting away the alliance of disgruntled
suitors. She reserved them for some future use.

To Dasaratha were borne four sons—Ramacandra of Aparajita,
Laksmana of Sumitra, Bharata of Kaikayi and Satrughna of Suprabha.
To Janaka and Videha ruling at Mithila were borne Bhamandala and Sita.
New-born Bhamandala was abducted by some revengeful god and
abandoned was found by the Vidyhadhara king Candragati, who reared
him up as his son. In the meanwhile, young Rama and Laksmana came to
Janaka’s rescue and fought back the attack of the barbarian hordes on
Mithila, Janaka appreciated their services by betrothing Sitd to Rama.

Once Nirada unwittingly frightened Sita and was therefore thrown
out of harem by her attendants. Smarting under the insult, he showed
her portrait to Bhamandala, who at once fell in love with her so madly
that to save his life, Candragati had to lay a trap for bringing Janaka
before him, The Ilatter expressed his inability to marry Sita to
Bhiamandala, as she was already betrothed to Rama, but at last agreed to
make the stringing of the divine bows Vajrivarta and Samudrivarta as
a stipulation to be fulfilled by Sita’s suitors. The bows were removed to
Mithila and a Svayamvara was immediately held. Only Rama and
Laksmana could string the bows. Sitd was therefore married to Rama,
who, it was forecast, would destroy many Raksasas on account of her.
Saktivardhana married eight of his daughters to Laksmana and the
remaining ten to the other two brothers. Drona's daughter Visalya too
was given to Laksmana. Rama and Sita lived happily at Ayodhya,

Bhamandala’'s realization: Das$a-
ratha’s renunciation: Bharata’s Coronation.

Once Dadaratha, on a complaint from Suprabha took to task the old
chamberlain in his harem for his negligence. The latter put forth dis-
ability due to old age as an explanation. This small incident filled
Dasaratha’s mind with thoughts of mortality and ephemeral nature of
worldly pleasures. He decided to renounce the world and crown Rama
in his place.

Frustrated Bhimandala decided to abduct Sitd forcibly. Marching
forth with his army, he reached Vidagdhapura, and he remembered his
past birth as a ruler at that place. He also got the vision of his real
character as the kidnapped twin brother of Sita.

Remorseful, he came to Ayodhya, where he was introduced to Rama,
Laksmana and others by monk Satyabhiiti, who also narrated his whole
story.

Now learning that Da$aratha was to crown Rama the next day,
Kaikayi, out of jealousy, asked from the king the kingdom for Bharata as
one of the long-promised boons. Rama handed over the kingdom to
Bharata, and to allay the fears of Dasaratha about discord possibly deve-
loping among princes accepted a voluntary exile to the forest. Bharata
was quite unwilling to accept the reins of the kingdom, but was pressed

by Dasgaratha, who had decided to become a recluse. Rama crowned him
with his own hands.

XXIIl. Sandhi. Rdma, Laksmana and Sita go into
exile.

Svayambhi's fresh confession of diffidence in his ability to do full
justice to the vast and noble theme of the Rimayana.

When Rima and Laksmapa took Dasaratha’s leave to depart, the
latter was remorseful, though he admitted the greatness of truth above
everything. When Aparajita learnt from Rama about the sudden develop-
ments leading to the immediate exile of Rama and Laksmana she cried
bitterly along with the whole harem. Pacifying them, the two brothers
moved forth, Sita also joined them. Enraged Laksmana showed readi-
ness to capture Bharata and hand over the throne to Rama, but the latter
said that they should honour their father’s word and spend sixteen years
in the forest. Praying at a shrine, they took the way to the forest. At
dawn they were joined by whole of the royal army. All reached the
Pariydtra. Slightly further on was sighted the formidable river
Gambhirs, when Rama persuaded the army to return. Sitd crossed the
river by mounting on R&ma’s palm. Many feudatory princes from the

returning army felt so miserable without Rama that they at once
renounced the world.
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XXI1V. Sandhi Dafaratha becomes a recluse: Bha-
reta’s unsuccessful effort to bring back Rima.

Along with Rama, Laksmana and Sitd departed the glory of Ayodhya.
The berievement was shared equally by all the people, who were con-
stantly haunted by Laksmana's memory.

Dasaratha went forth in great pomp to perform the ablution cere-
mony of the Jina. At that moment Bharata again argued with him as
his own love for renunciation was still unabated. But Dasaratha dis-
approved of such wavering when once a decision was taken. Thus,
redeeming his pledge to Kaikayi and tying the royal turban round
Bharata's head, Dasaratha, along with one hundred and forty other kings
repaired to the Jina-shrine and became a recluse.

News of Rama’s departure reached Bharata. Overwhelmed with sor-
row, he swooned. His recovery and lament. He consoled Aparajita and
promised to bring back Rama and Laksmana.

He immediately left and fellowing Rama’s track overtook them after
six days. Kaikayi also arrived. Bharata's request to Rama to return and
accept the crown could not be accepted by Rama as that would be against
the plighted word of their father. Accordingly Rama tied with his own
hand the royal turban round Bharata’s head and resumed his journey.
Bharata took a vow to abdicate when Rama returned and came back to
Ayodhya.

Moving further on, Rama, Laksmana and Sita came to the Tapasa-
vana, where lived all sorts of ascetics. Similarly they crossed forest
scttlements of hunters and herdsmen. Thence passing through a dense
jungle and taking to the eastern direction, they came in the vicinity of
mount Citrakiita, when four thonths and a half were completed since their
departure from Ayodhya. They now entered the precincts of the city of
Da$apura. Laksmana saw some one fleeing in mortal panic, with his head
broken. He caught him and brought before Rama.

XXV. Sandhi. Episode of Vajrakarnpa and Simho-
dara.

The stranger’s account: He was escaping from a deadly battle
between king Sirhhodara and his feudatory Vajrakarna, the king of Dasa-
pura, the cause being the latter’s vow not to salute anybody except the
Jina,

They rewarded him and by and by entered Dasapura. Laksmana
went to see Vajrakarna, who weicomed him warmly and supplied a very
sumptuous dinner for all the three. As a return obligation Laksmana, as
a representative of king Bharata and as an ally of Vajrakarpa, told Sirmho-
dara to make up with his opponent by equally sharing his kingdom with
bim or otherwise be ready for the worst. Enraged Sitmhodara ordered to
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arrest Laksmana, but he killed all who dared to approach him, Finally
Sirmhodara attacked Lakgmana but was himself capiured. News reached
Vajrakarpa. Triumphant Lakgmana taking the captive king along with
him fell at the feet of Rima, who embraced him atfectionately.

XXVI. Sandhi. Episode of Kalydpnamaila

The kingdom was divided between Vajrakarna and Sitmmhodara. For
his timely service to Vajrakarpa, thief Vidyudanga also was duly reward-
ed. Laksmana consented to marry the three hundred girls offered by Vajra-
karpa and Simmhodara, at the time when he would return after fixing up a
switable abode for Rama.

Rima, Laksmana and Sitd left that place at midnight and arrived at
the city of Kivara. It’s king Kalyinamala, who was really a woman dis-
guised as a man, was out in the park to enjoy spring sports. Seeing
Lakgmana, Kalyanmala was overcome with pangs of love and calling him
at once, honoured him by offering to share the royal seat. Rama and
Sita also were called there, They all enjoyed water-sports and dined.
Reveal.ng her secret, Kalyapamala told that she was forced to live like that
because Rudrabhiiti, the king of the Vindhyas had kidnapped her father,
Vilikhilya. Laksmana took a vow to kill Rudrabhiiti in a battle. They
spent that night there. Next morning when Kalyanamala avoke, she was
pained to find that her guests were already gone leaving behind a
written message for her.

XXVII. Sandhi. Episode of Rudrabhiiti and Kapila.

They proceeded towards the Vindhyas, and crossed the Narmada,
when, king Rudrabhiiti, who came there on a hunting expedition, ordered
his men to snatch away beautiful Sita from Rama and Laksmana. But the
latter twanged his bow and the attacking party fled. On learning that
the strangers were Baladeva and Vasudeva, he at once fell at their feet.
Vilikhilya was realsed.

Rama, Laksmanpa and Sitd resumed their journey. Crossing the Tapi,
they arrived at Arupagrama and entered the house of Brahmana Kapila in
his absence, because Sita felt thirsty since very long. As they rested there
a while, Kapila returned and abused them. To save him from enraged
Laksmanga, they left his house. Proceeding further they entered a dense
forest and halted under a huge banyan tree.

XXVIII. Sandhi. The Kapila episode concluded.

During the night time, as they rested there, Piitana Yaksa, in order
to protect them from the downpour of rains, created by means of his magic
powers a city called Ramapuri and dedicated it to Rama with the present
of precious ornaments. Kapila learnt that the king of that new city
granted the wish of everyone who first bowed to the Jina. Kapila became
a Jain convert and went to see the king. Seeing Laksmapa he at once

took to his heels, but on being caught and brought before Rima he blessed
him, admitting the omnipotence of wealth. He was richly rewarded.

XXIX. Sandhi. Episodeof Vanamala.

Leaving that place they arrived at Jivantanagara. The message of
Bharata to its ruler Mahidhara to marry his daughter Vanamala to
Laksmana when the latter arrived there, had created an intense longing
for Laksmana in the heart of the princess; but she was already betrothed
to someone else. Becoming desperate on account of such an unbearable
situation, she secretly went out and was on the point of hanging herself
from a tree, but the timely arrival of Laksmana saved her. While
Laksmana talked to Rima about his new acquisition, the guards in
search of the princess surrounded them. They were discomfited in no
time by Laksmana. Thereupon the king rushed forth threatening with
his army, but learning their identity, welcomed them with great joy and
married Vanamala to Laksmaga.

XXX, Sandhi. Episode of Anantavirya.

Anantavirya, the king of Nandavarta, was outraged by the fact that
not only did Bharata flatly reject his demand to be accepted as the
Sovereign, but he was proceeding in alliance with many other princes to
attack him. He sent a directive to king Mahidhara, who was one of his
feudatories, to join him with his forces. A long list of feudatories and
allies on his side was also given.

Rama planned to capture Anantavirya by means of a stratagem. He
along with Laksmana and eight others assumed the disguise of women
and went to the court of Anantavirya. They introduced themselves as
court panegyrists of Bharata and while giving a performance of dance
and music, they praised Bharata in glowing terms. Inflamed at this
Anantavirya got up, sword in hand, but taking a dexterous leap Rama
captured him. As his queens begged for their husband’s life, Rima was
willing to release him on condition that he accepted Bharata’s sovereignty,
but Anantavirya preferred to become a recluse. Bharata arrived there
and bowed to the new recluse. Rama and others returned to Jivantapura.

XXX]. Sandhi Episode of Jitapadma.

They left Jivantanagara, came to Godavari and shortly reached
Ksemaiijali city of king Aridamana. In its vicinity could be seen a mound
of bones, the remains of the unsuccessful suitors of princess Jitapadma,
who was pledged to be given to him only who can fulfil the test of catch-
ing the five Saktis successively thrown at him. Laksmanpa went to the king
and offered to pass even a harder test. Aridamana threw five Saktis, one
after another at Laksmana with deadly vehemence. AIll were caught by
Laksmana, who challenged Aridamana to withstand even a single blow
of Sakti from him, but Jitapadma intervened. Laksmana then revealed
his identity and a distinguished reception was accorded to him.

XXXILL.XXXIII. Sandhis. Episode of Kulabhisapa and
Dedabhigana.

Resuming their peregrinations, they approached Vaiiasthala eity,
whose king along with his subjects was seen running away from the place
in panic, as all of a sudden the city had become infested with a concert
of calamities like cyclones, stone showers, roars and earthquakes. Ascend-
ing the hill there, rich in animals and vegetation, they came across the
ascetics deeply engaged in meditation. Suddenly there appeared a big
horde of screaming and roaring demons and goblins who showered all
sorts of weapons on the ascetics who, regardless of those disturbances
remained steadfast in their meditation. Rama and Laksmana dispersed
the satanic horde with their arrows. At that moment the sages atiained
Kevala. Indra with his retinue of gods came to celebrate the occasion. He
exhorted people to take to a religious life from which the highest fruit
accrued.,

At Rama's request Kulabhiisapa explained the cause of disturbances
to their austerities. It was connected with their previous lives. In one
of these, as two brothers they had out of compassion saved a bird. The
brothers were reborn as Udita and Mudita. Udita killed his mother's para-
mour who had also murdered their father. King Vijaya, their master,
professing heretical views, was converted by a company of Jain monks.
Udita and Mudita along with the king renounced the world. In their
wanderings they fell in the hands of a Bhilla chief Vasubhiiti who was
nobody else but their mother’s paramour reborn. They were saved by
another Bhilla chief who was formerly the bird rescued by them in their
previous life. Vasubhiiti died and wandering through numerous animal
and hellish existences was reborn as Anuddhara at Aristapura, where
Udita and Mudita too were reborn as princes. At the king’s death
Anuddhara rebelled, but the princes subdued him. Anuddhara was
reborn as god Agniketu, while the princes after passing through several
existences were reborn as princes Kulabhiisana and Desabhiigana at
Siddharthapura. Returning after their long stay with the teacher they
fell in love with a girl, who turned out to be their very sister. Disgusted
with the worldly life, they became recluses. The disturbances to their
austerities that were seen by Rima and Laksmana were caused by
god Agniketu bearing grudge to them from the past lives.

At Rama’s request Kulabhiisana foretold that he and Laksmana
would cross the southern ocean, win hundreds of battles and become
eventually the lords of three continents.

XXXIV. Sandbi. Kulabhisana's sermon. Rama’'s
life as a forester.

Kulabhiisana's sermon on the good fruits of religious austerities, vows
and penances.
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They left that place, entéred the Dandaka forest and proceeding well
n the interior halted under a creeper bower. They now lived the life of
real foresters,

Once two monks arrived there. They were duly worshipped and
served with the choicest food. As a result of this pious act gods mani-
fested the five miracles.

XXXV. Sandhi. Episode of Jat&yin,.

Seeing the shower of precious jewels that poured down as a reward
for the pious gift of food to monks, the bird Jatayin present there, remem-
bered his sinful previous existence. Repentant he fell at the feet of the
monks. The moment he was sprinkled with the feet-washing water of the
monks, his body was transfigured. He got wings of gold and other bodily
parts of various jewels. He was adopted as a son by Sitd. At Rama’s re-
quest the monks narrated the story of Jatayin's previous existence, For-
merly he was Buddhist king Dandaka. Impressed by the forbearance and
deep knowledge of a Jain monk, he became a Jein convert and once invited
a company of five hundred monks to his city. His queen and prince, as
staunch Buddhists, conspired variously to incriminate the monks and win
back the king to their fold. Once they made the king an eye-witness to a
love-scene got up between the queen and a false Jain monk. Taken in by
this, Dandaka killed the monks by getting them pressed in a machine. One
of the two monks that were accidently saved was so much angry at this
ghastly deed that he was burnt to ashes by the fire of his wrath, which
also consumed the whole city. The king, queen and prince were reborn
in different hells and suffered harrowing tortures. Thence wandering
through thousands of births, at last the king was reborn as the bird
Jatayin.

Rama and other took the five vows of the householder. Returning,
they found their abode filled with jewels. Laksmana used them in forg-
ing a diamond chariot.

XXXV Sandhi, Laksmana acquires the magic
sword Sidrahdsa and rejects Candranakha.

Riding in the chariot they proceeded further. The Krsna was crossed
and they came fo the Krauficanadi, where they made a halt. It was
autumn then. Laksmana roaming here and there, bow in hind, saw a
bamboo thiciet and a sword hanging nearby in the air. Taking the sword
he tried a stroke at the thicket and there fell before him the thicket along
with a severed human head and its trunk. Returning, he narrated the
incident to Rima who could see af once that it was a divine sword and
that the incident was a potent astres of quarrel.
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Ravanpa's sister Candranakhi came to the Dangdaka forest to witness
the fulfilment of the twelve-year austerities of his son Sambu with the
acquisition of the magic sword Siirahasa. But seeing him lying beheaded,
instead, she lamented pathetically and took a vow to kill the culprit.
Shortly she saw two men; one of them carried a sword. That was Sambu’s
murderer. But at the sight of these men, thoughts of taking revenge left
her and she fell in love with them. She at once appeared before Rima and
Laksmanpa in the form of a beautiful damsel in distress and proposed to
marry one of them. Rama passed her on to Laksmana who rejected her as
her person exhibited inauspicious marks and characteristics. Thereupon
Candranakha revealed her real self.

XXXVIIL. Sandhi. Candranakhid’s report to Khara
and Disana. Battle with Laksmana.
Trifdiras killed.

She assumed a hideous form of demoniac proportions and threatened
to swallow them, but frightened at the Siirahisa sword raised by
Laksmana, she ran to her husbands Khara and Diisana and reported how
Sambukumira was killed and she was molested by two strangers in the
forest. Much aggrieved by these news, Khara, against the advise of
Diisana, marched forth to punish the culprits. Disapa sent a message to
Riavana regarding these developments. Khara challenged Laksmana.
Telling Rama to guard Sité and come to his help only when he heard a
lion-roar from him, Laksmana faced Khara, In the first round of battle
he cut off the three heads of TriSiras.

XXXVIII. Sandhi. Rivana abducts Sita.

Tempted by the mention of a beautiful damsel in the message that
arrived from Diigsana, Ravana came in his aerial car to the Dandaka forest.
He admired the prowess of Laksmana who single-handed faced a whole
army. Seeing Sita he was at once infatuated by her extraordinary beauty.
He ordered the magic power Avalokani to suggest some trick for abducting
Sita. She tried to dissuade him but failed. Then taking advantage of
the understanding between Rima and Laksmana, Avalokani sent forth a
lion-roar from the battle field, and at once Rama rushed, disregarding ill-
omens, to help Laksmana, thinking that he was in trouble.

He saw Laksmana victoriously slaughtering the opponents on the
battle-field. The latter told him he never made the lion-roar, and suspect-
ing some foul play, he advised Rama to return at once to Sita.

Here Ravana carried off Sitd. Jatayin attacked him with beak and
claws but fell at a powerful sword blow from Ravana. Sitd’s lament and
cries for help. Hearing these, a certain Vidyadhara, loyal to Bhiamandala,
happening to pass that way attacked Rivapa, but eventually the latter
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deprived him of his magic powers (Vidyas) and threw him on the Kamba
island.

Rivapa tried many ways to tempt Sitd into accepting him, but met
with an insulting rebuff. Killing her would defeat his very purpose,
Rape was already foresworn by him. The only course open to him was
to bide his time.

When they reached Lanka, Sitd refused to enter it and took a vow
to abstain from taking food until she got news from Rama. She was kept
in a park on the outskrits of Lanka.

XXXIX, Sandhi Rama’s vain search and sorrow.

Returning from Laksmana, Rama found Siti missing. His fruitless
search. He came across Jatdyin who was breathing his last. On recita-
tion of the five sacred salutations, he passed away. Overwhelmed with
sorrow, Rama was consoled by two Carana sages passing that way. They
gave him a sermon on the filthiness of human body and worthlessness of
worldly ties and pleasures. Rama caught the mood of renunciation but
only for a moment. Weeping he wandered through the woodland, and
like one completely out of his mind, begged for the news of Sita from the
trees and animals. Eventually he returned to his abode and fell down
thoroughly shattered.

X1, Sandhi. Laksmaya kills Khara and Ddsanpa.
Virddhita is crowned as king in the Alankéara
city.

Here Laksmana was assisted by Viridhita whose paternal kingdom
was usurped by Khara and Diisana. At last Laksmana killed them,
Finishing his job, when he returned, Rama sorrowfully told him of Sita's
abduction and Jatiyin's sacrifice. Shortly there arrived Viradhita, who
sent his army in search of Sita all around, but it returned unsuccessful.

At Viradhita’s suggestion they repaired to the Alankira city. Candra-
nakha’s son Sunda opposed them, but advised by her, gave up fight-
ing and went to Rivapa for help. Rama and Laksmana entered the
city in triumph. Viradhita was crowned. But Riama was quite discon-
solate. He went to a Jina-shrine and prayed.

XLI. Sandhi. Rdvana’s unsuccessful moves to win
Sita’s heart.

Lamenting Candranakhi was somehow consoled by Ravapa. Feel-
ing highly depressed at his rejection by Sita, he persuaded Mandodari to
go to Sita as a go-between. Next morning Mandodari paid a visit to Sita.
She was impressed by her beauty. She talked to her about Rivana in
superlatives and held forth temptations of power und pleasures. When

Sitd spurned her offer, she threatened to cut her to tiny pieces. At that
juncture Ravana arrived there. His approaches too failed to get a favour-
able response from Sita, who advised him to seek protection it the feet
of Rama. Enraged at this, Rivapa tried to frighien her by means of
ferocious animals and hobgoblins, but Sita was unmoved. Vibhisapa
coming to know of this misdeed of Rivana came there and consoled Sita.

XLII. Sandhi. Vibhigana’s sympathy for Sita.
Lankd circumscribed with the magic fortress
Asaliy,

Sitd narrated her. story to Vibhisana, He admonished Ravana to
give up Sita. It angered Ravana.

Ravana tried to tempt Sita by showing to her the pomp and riches of
Latkd from his aerial car. But Sitd considered it worthless. In digust
he gave up his fruitless efforts.

As his condition grew worse due to intense longing for Siti, the
worried ministers built a magic fortress round Laska in the form of Asali-
Vidya as a safeguard measure,

SUNDARA-KANDA

XLII. Sandhi. Defeat of sham Sugriva.

At Kigkindhapura in the fight that ensued for Tard’s sake between
Sugriva and an impostor, the former was worsted. He came to seek help
from Khara and Disapa, but learning about their fate went to Viradhita
to make Riama and Laksmana his allies. There Jambuvat narrated
Sugriva's misfortune—how even Hanumat failed to tell real Sugriva from
sham Sugriva.

On Sugriva's request for help, Laksmana promised to uproot the
impostor and restore Tara to him. Sugriva also promised to bring news
of Sita within seven days.

They marched to Kigkindhapura. The messenger sent to the impostor
was insulted. A full-fledged battle was averted by arranging a personal
duel between Sugriva and the impostor. In the duel Sugriva was defeated
once more, as Laksmaya, failing ¢o distinguish between the two, could
not help him.

Now Laksmana twanged his bow and the magic power left the
impostor. His real form restored, he was at onée recognized as the
Vidy&dhara Sahasagatf. The army deserted him snd pierced with Rama’s
arrow he fell dead. Sugriva entefed the ¢ity in trtumph. Rama prayed
at the shrine of Candraprabha Jine.
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X1IV. Sandhi Sugriva brings news of Sita’s where-
abouts: Laksmana lifts the Kotisila.

On receiving & sharp reminder from Rama, sent through Laksmana,
Sugriva shook off his negligence and gave orders to his generals and
assistants to undertake a vigorous search for Sita in all the four quarters.
Himself along with Jambfivat started in the southern direction. At
Kambidvipa he met Ratnakegin, who told them how in an attempt to
rescue Sitd from Ravana he got wounded, was deprived of his magic
powers and thrown there. Overjoyed with these unexpected news,
Sugriva brought him before Rama as an eye-witness of Sita’s abduction.

In view of the great strength of Rivana and inaccessibility of Lanka,
Sugriva advised Rama to give up efforts for recovering Sita. But Rima
was determined to kill Ravana, and Laksmana offered to finish him single-
handed. At Sugriva’s suggestion Laksmana lifted the sacred boulder
known as Kotigila-—that being predicted as the test for one who was
destined to kill Ravana.

XLV. Sandhi. Hanumat is won over by Rama. He
consents to go to Sitd as Rima’s messenger.

Sugriva at last was convinced about Lalsmana'’s superiority over
Rivapa. For going to Lanka and getting fiest hand news of Sita, Hanumat
was considered the only capable person. But as he was likely to be ill-
disposed towards Rama for killing Khara and Diigana, a messenger was
sent to win him over.

The messenger told Hanumat about all the new dévelopments. Hear-
ing the news, two wives of Hanumat experienced opposite feelings.
Anangakusumi, Khara’s daughter, was full of sorrow, while Pankajariga,
Sugriva’s daughter rejoiced. Hanumat was indignant with Rama and
Laksmana. But as the messenger gave the real account of all that hap-
pened—from Candranakha’s wiles down te lifting of the Kotisils, Hanu-
mat was pacified. He went to see Sugriva. He was given a grand recep-
tion. Riama honoured him greatly. Hanumat readily consented to go to
Lanka as a messenger to Sitd. Riama gave him a message for Sitd and his
ring as a token.

XLVI, Sandhi. Hanumat defeats Mahendra.

Hanumat started in his aerial car. On his way he came to the city
of king Mahendra, his mother’s father. Being reminded of the ill-treat-
ment accorded to his mother Afijana, he decided ta teach him a lesson. He
created a magic army and after a hard tussle ¢aptured Mahendra’s somn.
In the second round of battle, Hanumat suffered a deadly mace-blow from
Mahendra, but eventually he eaptured the oppenent.

Having achieved the desired reésult, be revealed his identity and

begged pardon of Mahendra. The latter highly praised Hanumat’s valour,
but he was all humility. On his advice Mahendra became Rima’s ally.
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XLV, Sandhi. Episode of the daughters of king
Dadhimukha,

The princesses of king Dadhimukha, who were destined to marry the
person that would kill Sahasagati, repaired to a forest to practise Yoga
and acquire magic powers. Angéraka, their unsuccessful suitor, set fire
to that forest, which also harboured two Carana sages practising auste-
rities,. Hanumat passing through air, saw the calamity to the sages and
extinguished the fire by means of magic waters. He saluted the sages and
was blessed. The princesses too arrived there and praised Hanumat’s
action. They also narrated their account. Hanumat informed them of
Sahasagati's death at the hands of Rama. On his advice Dadhimukha went
to Kiskindha and married his three daughters to Rama.

XLVIIT. Sandhi. Hanumat destroys A§ili and Vajra-
yudha and marries Lankasundari.

Hanumat reached Lanka. A$3li was guarding the entrance to it.
Club in hand he faced her unaided. A$ali swallowed him. He battered
open her inside and came out triumphant.

As A$ali was destroyed Vajriyudha, the keeper of the fortress, fell
upon Hanumat. He too was killed. Vajrayudha's daughter Lankasundari
came to avenge his father’s death. It was a close fight. But after a while,
fascinated by Hanumat’s strength and valour, she expressed her love for
him. Hanumat responded. They married. The hostile army unit was
held spell-bound, to prevent leaking of news to Ravana. He spent that
night with Lankasundari and next day took her leave.

XLIX. Sandhi. Hanumat sees Vibhisana, meets Sita.

He entered Lanka, went directly to Vibhisana and delivered the mes-
sages of Jambiivat, Nala and Nila, who denounced Ravana’s immoral act
and emphasized the great strength, valour and achievements of Rama,
who would attack Lanka any day. Vibhisana told him that Ravana was
infatuated by Sita and hence did not listen to reason. He himself might
have to leave him some day.

Leaving Vibhisana, Hanumat searched through the city and eventual-
ly came to the park where Sitd was kept. He saw her sorrowful and
emaciated. Remaining concealed in a tree he dropped Rama’s ring in her
lap. She recognized it and a smile brightened her face. Her sudden
smile was reported to Rivapa. Urged by him, Mandodari, along with
the rest of the harem came to Sitd and once more tried to persuade her,
But Sita sang praises of Rama and Laksmana. Enraged at this, Mandodari
and others threatened to kill her. Siti remained composed. Hanumat
now intervened and introduced himself as Rama's messenger. Mandodari
taunted him for changing masters for worse. Hanumat gave a befitting
retort. Threatening to get him captured next day, Mandodari left,
Hanumat now greeted Sitad with a bow,
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L. Sandhi. Hanumat delivers the message. He is
given the return message.

He delivered Rama’s message. Sitd was overjoyed at first, but doubts
soon arose in her mind as to the genuineness of the messenger. But
Hanumat dispelled them by showing his intimate knowledge of various
incidents and details of Rima’s life in exile. That night Trijata, guarding
Sita, got a dream in which she saw a hero devastating the royal park and
demolishing the royal palace, and another one, throwing Lanka into the
ocean. This was interpreted favourably by some, unfavourably by others.

Cn receiving news from Réima, Sitd broke her twentyone-day fast.
Hanumat then offered to carry her on his shoulders but Sita declined it as
involving breach of propriety. She gave a return message for Rima
along with her crest-jewel as a token.

LIL. Sandhi. Hanumat devastates the royal park.

Before leaving, Hanumat thought of teasing Ravana by destroying
the royal park. He began uprooting all sorts of trees. The four guards
of the park attacked him but were killed. The news reached Ravana.
Mandodari now told him of Hanumat's arrival as a messenger from Rama
as also of the incident of the previous day. Ravana dispatched a large
battalion to punish the miscreant. A ferocious battle ensued. Eventually
Hanumat destroyed his assailants.

LII. Sandhi. Hanumat kills Ravana’s son Aksaya.

Then Ravana's son Aksayakumara came and attacked him. Though
worsted several times he encountered him again and again. Both created
magic armies, which fought desperately for a while and then disappeared.
Ultimately they fought a duel in which Aksaya was dashed to pieces. The
news made Ravapa furious.

LIII. Sandhi. Indrajit captures Hanumat.

Strongly disapproving Vibhisana's advice to return Sita to Rama,
Indrajit bragged about his own past exploits and took a vow to capture
Hanumat alive. Taking along with him Ghanavihana and a huge army, he
surrounded Hanumat. The latter fought bravely and soon the army was
put to flight. At once Ghanavahana rushed forth and became engaged in a
deadly struggle with Hanumat. Soon he was defeated. Thereupon Indrajit
challenged Hanumat. After a long drawn-out tussle, he attacked him
with the magie serpent noose and Hanumat wishing to put an end to the
carnage got voluntarily bound therewith.

LIV. Sandhi. Hanumat delivers a Sermon to
R&avana.

Receiving the news of Hanumat's capture Sitd bewailed her unabat-
ing misfortune,
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Banumat was preduced before Rivene, who upbraided him for his
disloyalty, the bitter fruits of which he was tasting just then. In reply
Hanumat exhorted Riavapa to hand over Sitid to R&ma and expounded to
him the twelve Anupreksis—modes of religious reflection. His words
evoked good appeal in Ravana's heart.

LV. Sandhi. Hanumat’'s escape. His return to
Kiskindha.

Now impressed by dire consequences of committing adultery, now
caught by infatuation for Sita, Ravana hesitated for a while, but considera-
tions of prestige forced him to make the wrong choice. He abused
Hanumat and odered him to stop mouthing sermons before him. When
he gave orders to punish him, Hanumat snapped asunder the serpent
bonds and taking a jump over Ravana's head escaped. Using his arms
only, he pulled down Ravana’s palace along with which five hundred sur-
rounding houses also were smashed. The city gate too he broke to pieces.

Happy at Hanumat’s exploits Sita blessed him. Departing thence,
he went to Lankasundari, took her leave, boarded his aerial car and
arrived at Kigkindha, He delivered Sitd’s message to Rima along with
the token crest-jewel.

Jambiivat then narrated the history of Hanumat and praised his
great exploits. King Dadhimukha too harped the same tune. Hanumat’s
minister then gave an account of his master’s mission to Lanka. In an
upsurge of affection Rdma embraced Hanumat.

LVI. Sandhi. Rima’'s march to Lanka.

Rama prepared to march to Lanki. Numerous drums and trumpets
were sounded for an all-out mobilisation. Generals got sufficiently armed.
