are quite chvious A better text can be constituted only after some
mo'j: Mss come to hight, There are important traditions embedded
in this Pagtavali which deserve our attention, and we must see
whether any of these get confirmed by other independent sources
Thus m this paper | am presenting not only the tentative text and
+lame Index but also a few observations on some mportant itema
of information mentioned in this Pajtasalt
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The first nine verses give the account of Teachers beginning
with Tirthakaras and ending with Acirdngadhfirins. The tenth
verse tells us that this is a Pattivali of the Molasarhgha, Sena-gana,
Puskara-gaccha Jinasena, who is said to have succeeded Vyddha
Kum@rasena, 1s credited with the compilation of three crores of texts;
and he is called a Poet-creator who expounded Dhavala, Maha-
dhavala, Jayadhavala and Vijayadhavala.! Dharasena and Virasena
came after him; they studied Siddh@inta under Elicirya; Virasena is

associated with a place Vita; and these two, with jJayasena (?),
further elaborated Jayadhavala (12-15)

Siddhasena Divakara is said to have enlightened Vikramaditya
at Ujjayany, perhaps by producing an image of Paréva from a Linga
which was broken (16). Samantabhadra succeeded Siddhasena, and
produced an image of Candraprabha out of the Bhimalitga at
Draksabhiima in the Telugu country (17). ’

Virasena propitiated the Siddhacakra in the Hemnfigumphi on
the Raivata; and his successor Jinasena composed the Purlina
(vimala=pada-yulam); he had a2 guru-bandhu in Dadaratha and bis
puptl was Gunabhadra (21-22).

Later another Virasena is mentioned as the author of the Padma-
caritra '26) Devasena, the successor of Vimalasena, composed
five Siras (27). Mahi@isena, the teacher of the King of Sindhu,
composed the Pradyumnakévya (29).28 One Brahmasena is associated
with Alanda (32). Mallisena composed various Mantragranthas
such as Padmavatikalpa etc. (35). Kamalabhadra prescribed Vows
or Vratas to Adddhara(38). Kumirasena (?) pacified the pain of
arrows of king Alladikhan; possibly he rescued some people from the
jail and is associated with Allavaddin (39). Sridhara held a dispute
with Buddhists for months together at Srikafici (40). It appears
that Somasena held a dispute with SivasvBmi of Stambhatirtha, and
Mahamtda Patastha was his pupil (41). Srutavira went from

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NEW JAIN IMAGES IN THE MATHURA MUSEUM.

Recently some more Jaina images, bas-reliefs and architectural
pieces have been acquired from the Mathura district and added to
the rich and varied collection of the local Museum. The following
among them are more important and des:rve mention—

1. Statue of Mahivira (Reg. No 3150)—The Lord is seated in
Dhy&namudra on a throne supported by two lions which are carved
in high relief. Over his head is a triple umbrella. On either side
are standing devas and chauri-bearers. The image bclongs to the
Medieval period, )

2. Base of Par$vanith Image (No. 3176; 1-8" X 117X 10")
Only the pedestal adorned with lions remains. There is an inscrip-
tion on the lower rim which reads as follows : —

3. Slab (No. 3178; ht 87) bearing eight Tirthankaras in two

4. Base of an image of Vardhamana (No. 3208; I-10° X 1-2"X14")-
There 1s a beautifully carved big wheel in the centre placed on a
pilaster  On the right of the chakra are standing two male devotees
with garlands while on its left side are standing three females with
folded hands. On the upper rim of the base there is an inscription
of two lines in the characters of the Kushapa period. It reads as
follows :—

Unfortunately the inscription is incomplete as a portion of it ha#
been effaced. It is dated in the Saka year 82, which means that the
image was installed in 160 AD The donor was a lady named
Jayadevi. ltis significant to note that the religious activities of.

large number of Jaina inscriptions discovered at Mathura we get a
long list of ladies who made mumficent donations for the Jama

"HE DATE OF $RIDHARACARYA.

In the Bhaskara! (Bhaga XIV. Kirana 1) Pandit Nemicandra Jain
Sastri has attempted to prove that Sridharacarya. the author of
Jataka Tilaka in Kannada has also written Lilavati and in Sanskrt
Jyotirjfiana Vidhi or Srikkarana besides Ganita Sara or Triméatika
(edited by Sudhakar Dvivedt), and that Sridharacirya is earlier than
Mahaviracarya, the guru of Amoghavarsa Nrpatunga. It is said that
in the Jyotirjiana Vadhi . 720 | is taken as the Karana yeasr and
hence Sridharacarya must be assigned to 799 A.D; a litile before
Mahavira and Nrpatunga. Itis further asserted this Sridharacarya
is identical with the one mentioned in the guru parampar@ given in
Vardhamanad Dasabhaktyadt Mahadastra and later Sridhara called
a pandita by Vatdhamana 1s the author of Jaya Kumara Carita the
date given 1n the History of Kannada Litterature® is dismissed as
merely conjectural and bLased on language only, ‘

I have shown from the evidence of the manuccripts catalogued
in Madras that the date of Sridharacarya’s Jataka Tilaka as given by
Me. Narasimhacicys is approximately correct®. [ have given the
full verse mentioning the date which is as follows: )

therefore the Kelagere inscription and Maghanandi may be ascribed
to about 1270 A.D. Since Vardham@na's disciple Padmanandi was
the sadharma of the first Sridharicirya and as Vardhamina was
worshipped by Hoysala (according to Dasabhaktyidi Mahadastra).
Sridhardcarya the author of Jyotirjadna vidhi (if he is identical with
the above) cannot be earlier than the Hoysalas who rose to power
only from about 1000 A. D under the Calukyas.

HEROES OF THE JAIN LEGENDS.

The same supreme veneration for a perfect human being which
characterises the Jaina religion is also manifest in it a account of the
Nérayana and the Pratinfrfiyana. The orthodox literature of the
Brahmafiic school discribe the Néirayafia as the Supreme Being, The
Brahmavaivarta-Puraiia says: — ‘The wise know that by the term.
Néra is understood salvation. in which the emancipated Being be-
comes of the similar form with the Supreme Lord. That God is
Nérayafia, who is the way toit. Again, NZra may mean a sihner
and Ayaiia, his way. The God Nariyafa is so called because He is
the Way (to salvation) for the sinner. Nd@ra may also mean the
blessed Deliverence and Ayafia, knowledge. He is the Niiriyafia from
Whom come the two." The Vishfiu-Purifa again holds: “By Nara
is means Ap (water); it may also mean Sons of Man. Niriiyafia is so
called, because he dweltin them® Itis urged that “Nara is the
twenty-fifth principle over and above the Prakriti. Néra afe the
objects which belong to Nara. Narfiyafia is so called because He is
the abode of all these? It is thus abundantly clear that Nrayaila,
according to the Védic literature is the super-sensuous Supreme God
or Principle, governing the phenomena of the world

According to the Jainas, however, Narayafia is a mighty human
king who rules over three parts of the earth He dies while ruling
over his kingdom ie., with~ut being initiated into the order of the
monks Consequently, he is not finally emancipated on his death.
He is re-born into this world and is to attain salvation ultimately-
Nine such Nariyanas are mentioned in the Jaina Puréfias,.of whom
the accounts of Lakshmafia and Krishifia will be of interest.to students
of comparative religion, because they are glorified in the Védic
Puréiias also.

Narayafia. according to Jainism, is thus a human being and
according to the BrEhmiftic school, the Supreme divine principle. He
is again the deliverer of the sinning mankind, according to the Védic
school, The words, Ndra and Nérayaiia, may both derivatively mean
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“Son of Man" 1f we combine the views of the Jama and the
Brithrmfie schools,~we may arnve at a curious idea of the Narfiyafia
being 1dentified with the Jesus of the Christans, | The sacred
scuipture of the Chnistians call Jesus 'Son of Man®  Atcording to
the Janas, Nariyafia 16 a man  The word Norfyafla may also
denvatively have the exact sigmficance, “Son of Man™ Indeed the
Brithmifhc Purifias say that “in some Manvantara, Narayafia became
the son of Nara, a human sage’ 2 According to the Christians,
Jesus 1s nevertheless divine, this 1s also the Brthmifuc conception of
the Narayafia. 3 Lastly Jesus the divine, the “Son of Man', 1s the
deliverer of the sinners  What we have quoted from the Brahma-
vawvarta Purfida goes also to show that denvatvely, the word
Nprayafia means exactly the same thing  He, the Supreme Being,
according to the Vedic school, becomes ‘flesh and blood”, lives
among men ‘and shows the way fo or effects their hiberation  The
fundamental theory of the Christian religton,—its Son of Man dogma
1 eyita doctrine of God appeanng as Man and working for the
deliverance of sinners and sufferers, may thus be said to have been
tmphed in the Nariyafla doctrine 1n ancient India

Prat Nirfiyafias, agamn, are persons who are antagonists of

the names of Asva.gnba and Madhu Kaitabha who were killed by
Vishiy Nirfiyafia according to the Vedic Purfifas of Taraka who
was killed by the mightv Kartikaya the general of the gods and of
Nidumbha who was killed by the godde s, Chandika We find alsa
the mention of Bali, who 18 enid to have been humbled by Vishau
n hus incamation ns the Vamana or the man of ehort stature. But
although 1t 1 remarkable that both the Vedic and the Jatna sicred
Juternture agree 1n descnbing the above mentioned mythic heroes as
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evil-doers, we are surprlsed to find the name of Prahidda menhoncd,
in the list of the ]ama Prati-Nardyafias, Here the Vedic and the
Jama legends ssem definitely and openly to be at the parting of
ways. For. Prahlada of the Vedic Purafias is the ideal servant of
Nar&yana,—all-subm1551ve and prayerful ,—whereas, in- the Jaina
Purdfias, he is a Prati-Narayafia or the enemy of the Nardyafia.
More important, however, of the Jaina Prati-Narayafias are Ravafia
and Jarasandhay—the accounts of whose misdeeds and consequent
annihilations form so great a part of the Veédic epics, the Ramayana

and the Mahabharata . ’ :

Balabhadras in the Jaina Puranas are .the elder stcp—brothers of
the Narayanas and are said to be attached fast to them. Unlike the
Narayanas, they enter the order of the Jaina monks which they do_
on the death of the N@rayanas and upon their deaths they either
attain salvation or at least go to the high heavens. Of the nine
Balabhadras, glorified in the Jaina literature, Padma, otherwise
known as Ra@ma«chandra and Bala-deva are the most important, as
they are notable persons in the Vedic Epics also.

From the short accounts of the Narayanas, the Prati-Narayafias
and the Bala-bhadras; which we have given above, one may guess
that there are Jaina versions of the stories of the Ramayafia and the’
MaHabhaxzata We shall presently give the barest outline “of the'
Jaina accounts of-R&ma vrs Ravana and Krishna vrs JarBsandha, We-

hurled Sakt ‘vpon Lakshmana which made him unconscious. At
last Rav.n: was killed and Réma thade Bikhishana king of “Lanka.
The brothers with Sita came back to Aysdhys. Rama became the
king and ruled his kingdom well and peatefully for many yeats.
There was, however, the ugly rumour about Sita in the kingdont on
account’of her stay in Ravana's city, whereupon R&ma thought it fit
to banish Sita to please his subjects. Sita gave birth to two boys.
The two princes were very powerful and defeated Réma and Laksh-
mana in a battle. It was represented to R&ma that Sita was a chaste
lady and should be taken back. But as fate would have it Sita
could-not be joined” with Rama. Lastly, in both the versions we
find that Rama wanted Sita to face the ordeal of fire. Sifa came
out unsceathed, her purity fully vindicated.

It is impossible to note here, all the ‘points in which the Jaina
version of the story of Rémayafia differs from Vajmiki's Some of
them only may be noticed here First of all, the episode about Daga-
ratha and Janaka wandering from countries to countries in cogmlo may
be referred to. It is said that king Révafia of [ank# was told by a wise
astrologer that his downfall would be brought about by the son of
Dagaratha and daughter of Janaka Révana was naturally frightened,
where upon his brother Bibhishania cheerd him up by promising
that he would kill the two kings before they would beget any
¢hildren. The sage, Narada came to learn this and he gave timely
warhings to Dadaratha and Janaka. These two kings thereupon left
their kingdom, unnoticed by all, it was given out in their respective
cities that they ‘were too ill to appear before the public and to guard
against all the possibilities of the real state of affairs being foundout,
two life-like images of the two kings were kept laid on royal beds in
the palaces. Bibhishafia sent assassins who cut off the heads of
these images. These heads, presented before Ravafla, removed all
his fears. " -

Ancther episode in the Jaina version of the Rama-story is the
beautiful accout of Bha-mandala. King Janaka is said to have had
twin children, Sita and a son by his gueen, Bidéha, Now, a supers
hiinan being had'a grudge against the infant son of king janak in
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his previous bith  To “feed fat this ancient grudge”, this
superhuman being took away the infant prince as soon as he was
born but on his way, he was suddenly appnised of the wichedness
of his act and he left the infant with Chandra gat, king of Ratha
nupura Chandra-gatt and his queen liked the beautiful cluld very
much and began to rear him up as their own son  They called him
Bh# mandala

Bha mandala when he came of age, heard of the bewntching
looks of Stta  He did not know that Sita was his sister and so he
wanted to marry her  Hi father asked Janaka to give his daughter
1n marnage to Bhii-mandala but Janaka had already settled to marry
Sita to Rama, Matters came to such a pass that even when
Chandragatt withdraw his objections to the marriage of,Sita with
Rama, Bh-mandala came out to fight with Rama When, however,
he reached Bidarbha, he euddenly remembered that Sita was his
sster  So, he gave up his intention to fight and gladly jomed the
marnage celebration of Rama with Stta.

In the Jamna account, we come across many stories about Lakshe
mafla  While 1n forests with Rama and Stta  he defeated the king
Singhodara and gave away to Bajrakarana, a pious worshipper of
the Jina half of the kingdom of Sihghodara He rescued Balyakhilya,
king of Nalakubra from the non<AryanBlulas His daughter
Kaly la b ed of Laksl He d also
Banamala daughter of the king Pnthvidhara, who was about to
commit swcide, as her father had arranged her marnage with a
prince other than Lakshmana whom she loved secretly He 19 sard
to have gone to various cities and marnied many princesses

In the Jaina Puranas Hanuman 1s otherwise called St datla and
he 15 looked upon as a Kama diva te. of a higheriorder of morals
and of exceptionally strong frame

Besides the above add we meet with vanous other altera=
tions of the Ramastory mn the Juna Puranas For example,
regarding the promise of Dadarath to give hoons to Kaikey! m future,
the Jama story 18 shghtly diff- nt.  King Dadarath did not promise
the boons because, as tic I imayana of the Vadic school says,
Koikéyt nursed lam wher he got wounded in a ternble fight against
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the demons. The :]ainas say, on the contrary, that while wandering
from countries to countries in cognilo to delude Ravana and his men,
Dadaratha reached the kingdom of Kaikeyt's father, where he heard
that the beautiful princess was to choose her husband from’ among
the renowned princes of the day assembled there for the purpose.
Dadaratha attended the assembly and Kaikeyi's choice feil apon him.
Thereupon the disappointed princes attacked Dadarath in rage..
Dagaratha, however, was quite a match for them. Princess Kaikeéyt
too was a bold and skilful lady. She acted as the chavioterr and led
the chariot of Dadaratha dexterously in the battle feld,—justas
Subhadra (described in the Vedic Puranas) did on a similar occasion,
when her tuitor Arjuna was taking her away. To Kaikeyl's skillin
chariot-driving, Dadaratha owed his victory that day to a great
extent and in fond gratitude, he offered to fulfil anv boon that she
might ask of him. Kaikeyl, however, said that she would let him
know her wish on a suitable future occasion. Dadaratha promised
to fulfil her prayer whenever she would make it. She wanted
Rama's exile and Baratha's installation to the throne of Aysdhya as
the boon, when Dagaratha was about to make Rama king and the
poor king has to consent to it,

Then, as regards the marriage of Rama with Sita, the Jaina
account is widely different from Valmiki's. It is not the sage’
Visvamitra who took Rama to the hermitage for the purpose of
killing Tarakd. We do'not also find the story of Rama's breaking
the mighty bosv of the Lord Siva to win the handsof Sita  The
Jaina account says that Antarangala, the half-civilised Mlechehhu
(non-Aryan) king of Mayuramata attacked the kingdom of Jsnska
with a great army, Janaka was frightened and- <cught the aid of
his friend, king Dasaratha, who sent his soné Rama and Lakshmana
to drive away the non Aryan hordes. The two brothers signally
defeated Anfarangala who fled away King Janaka out of giatitude
proposed to marry his daughter Sits to Rama and Dagaratha agreed
toit, The sage Narada, however, heard of the far-famed beauty of
Sits and wanted to see her. . He entered the room where Siti-was
looking at her face in a mirror. On the mirror. the ugly face-of the,
sagé covered-with long hairs and beards was suddenly reﬂccted;

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Rama and Lakshmana. The bird agreed and was thereafter called
Jatayu by Rama. ) ’

The incidents connected with the stealing of Sita by Ravana are
shghtly different from those, stated in Balmiki’s Ramayana. Accor:
ding to the Jaina account, Lakshmana ‘one day percieved fragrant
smell coming from some unknown quarter. On enquiry, he dis-
covered that it was coming from a beautiful sword, Surya-hasya
(Sun’s laugh). To test the sharpness of the sword, Lakshmana
struck it on a cluster of bamboos near by. The bamboo-clump
was cut and lo! one Sambooka who was within it, practising penances
for the purpose of getting the sword was killed outright. This
Sambooka was the son of Khara-Dushna who had married Chandras
nakhs, sister of king Ravana of Lanka. Chandra-nakhd used to
come every day to her penancing son and feed him At the gruesome
sight, her grief was boundless and she began to search for her son’s
slayers. But when she saw Rama and Lakshmana, she became
enathoured of them. She represented herself before them as a
virgin and requested them to marry her. The brothers of course
scoffed at her offer. In rage, she went to her husband and told him
all about her son’s cruel murder., Khara=Dushana went out to fight
and sent information to king Ravana to come and help him,

Thus in-the Jaina account, Khara and Dushana are said to be
one man and he is the husband of Réavana's sister. The story of
Sambooka is curious. Meanwhile in Valmiki's Rémayana, there is no
such account It is of course well known that there is a story about one
Sudra sage Sambooka's przctising severest penances, who was killed
by Rama, after he became king of Ayodhya, on the ground that
such penances were forbidden to a Sadra. The precent day writers
look upon the slaughter of Sambooka as a great blot on Rama's
character, It need scarcely be said that the Jaina account of the
killing of Sambooka exonerates Rama fully from the guilt—=not only
because it was not he but Lakshmana who killed Sambooka but also
because the slaying was purely accidental,

As we have indicated above, according to the Jaina account, it
was not Sﬁfpamakhﬁ who induced, her, brother to take away S‘l T
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and dpcxded to steal her. Accordmg to the ]amaa. it was, L1kshmuna
who went to fight with Khara:-Dushana, Rama was at “home. Ravana
imitated the voice of Laksh from the direction of the battle-field
and Rfima, thinking that his brother was in danger, hastened to help
him. Révana took away Sita in the meanwhile, —thus, without the
help of a Maricha, as according to Valmiki ?

Viradha was a monster, killed by the brothers, Rdma and
Lakshmana, according to Valmiki. In the Jaina account, we come
across one Viradhita, ruler of the kingdom of Patala-Lamka, wha
helped Lakshmana in his fight with Khara-Dushana and wha took
the broken-hearted brothers to his city after the abduction of Sits,
We pass by the story. R

On coming to the next great point in the Rama-story viz., the
rescue of Sita,—several remarkable differences between Valmiki's
and Jaina arrest our i The first of these is that the
Vanaras of Kishkindhya were atcording to the Jainas, of the same
race with and fast friends of the people of Lanka In forest, king
Sugriva is described as a relative of Ravana and the high-souled

‘Hanuman, as the son-in-law of Khara-Dushana. Ravana and the

Raksh are not i ters but are followers of the Jaina
faith. Yet, it was with lhe help of these Vapnaras that Rama
recovered Slta. -

A somewhat different story is told in the Jaina Purana about
Sugriva's plight  Ball was, no doubt, his brother but he was a
pious Jaina, practising penances near by Kailasa, [t was Bilt who
drove away Sugriva and appropriated hia wife. The Jaina Purina
says that one S8hasa-gati who with the help of black art assumed
the likeness of Sugriva and approached Sugriva's wife, when Sugriva
was away. [Everyone inthe palace toock Sihasa-gati ns the real
king,—so that when the real Sugriva came, he was instantly repu-
diated. Sugtiva was now helped by the brothers, Réma and
Lakshmana, who killed Sﬁhasa-gan. Poor Sugriva thus got back
his kingdom and his wife. This Jaina account acquits Bali, on the
one hand, of the shameful charge of living with his brother's wifo
and Rma, on the other,- of the charge of improperly killing BAl,
“who had donc no harm to him. ’
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In the Jaina Purinas, the Vinaras are represented as having at
first been afraid of fighting with ‘Rfivana; who,' they said, wasa
mighty enemy. To expel their fear, Lakshmana, to their amazement,
lifted up the huge rock, Koti-Sita. This removed all their doubts,—
especially because there had been an old préphecy that the lifter of
the Koti-Sita would be the killer of Ravan8. Itis needless to point
out that the Jaina account of the lifting of Koti-Sita by Lakshmana is
a parallel to Valmiki’s account of the piercing of the seven Palm-trees
by Rama and other such exploits.

In the Jaina Purfinas, we are not told thata bridge had to be
built for the passing of Rama’s army. BibhIshana, Rivana's brother
is admitted to have joined R&ma. His other:brother, Kumbhakarna
was taken captive. According to the Jaina account, Indrajit and
Méghanada were two different persons,~brothers, not sons of
Ravana. They also were taken captives. The story of Lakshana's
being hurt with the Sakti-Sela of Ravana finds a place in the Jaina
account but the Jainas give a different account about Lakshmana's
cure. Medicine had not to be brought from the mountain, Gandha-
madana, as according to Vilmiki. The Jainas say that when
Lakshmana was lying wounded and Rama was waiting, a man told
them that there was a prince, named Dréna Megha, who was subject
to Bharata, the king of Ayodhya; and that the water from the body
of BiSalya, daughter of Drona-Meégha, when she bathed, would cure
the wounds of Lakshmana Upon this, Hanuman went atonce to
‘Bharata who called Drna-Mégha His daughter came to the
battlefield with Hanuman in a chariot, Her bathing water cured
the wounds of Lakshmana and of other ailing people. This princess
was afterwards married to Lakshmana

According to the Jainas, it was Lakshmana, not Rama, who killed
Ravana. Révana was the Prati, Narayana & had the unfailing Chakra
“with him. He hurled it towards Lakshmana but as the latter was the
‘Narayana, the Chakra instead of hurting Lakshmana in any way
-came to Lakshmana's hand to be used by him. Lakshmana threw
it towards Ravana and he was killed instantaneously. This Jaina
account of the killing of Ravana with his own Chakra has a distant
similarity to the story well-known to the followers of" thé‘\f‘?éi.c

THE JAINA BHAGAVATI SOTRA.

The fifth Jain anga, popularly known as the Bhagavati Satrais
entitled Vihapannatti, ltis also known as Bhagavalt-siy@hapannatti,
Bhagavati, Vivahapannaili and Papnati  ltis one of the most ims
portant and sacred texts of the Jaina siddhnta. Bhagavat translated
by ‘holy’ is just an honorific to signify its great importance as a work
of exposition of the tenets and legends connected with the life of
Mahavira. This text contains 41 sections, each called a 4alaka
(century). Each section has 10 chapters, each of which is called an

ddesaka or ise pri tion of subject matters. It appears to
have followed the uddesa and niddesa methods, the first implying the
presentation of theses and the second, their elucidations. The 15th
section which contains the legendary or semi-historical matters

relating to the life of Mahavira and his relationship with some of his
A

s and temporaries. is not unr iabl ded as

an independent text which was subsequently taken into the Bhagavaﬂ
Silra.

The expositions are introduced in the form of dialogues between
Mahavira and his disciples including G {Goyama Indabhati).
In some of the uddesakas they assume the form of catechisms of
questions and answers. Abhayadevastri wrote a commentary on
this s@lra, which was known to him under two titles, Vidhapannatti
{Vyakhyaprafiiapt) and Vivahapanatti (Vivadhasprojiapti), both of
which he explains and justifies. Abhayadeva rightly points out that
in some places the tenets are cxplained by Sudharman to Jambusvami,
Each section begins with an introduction stating the time, the place,
the ion of the dialogue or di se and tioning the per-
sons taking part in it. It may be pointed out that each zection stands
as a typical sdtra of the Jaina or Buddhist canon. Accordingly the
component chapters generally appear without any such introduction.
In the Bhagavall S¥ra we have the following khandas or topical
divisionst sidh lritra, siddhint hik
kutzhala, deva, nrake and anyajica.

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The standpoint of Jainism as presented in the Bhagavali is in
no way different from that in other texts of the Jaina 4gama. The
fundamental principle of Jainism is ahims@ and the attainment of
Nirvana is the highest goal The practice of fapas or austerities
marks and characterizes all the prescriptions, practices, and dis-
ciplines in Jainism. The plurality of souls is a point in Jain
philosophy which is the same as in the Sarnkhya system. The main
point of difference between the two is that in Jainism the souls with
consciousness as their fundamental attribute are vitally concerned
with our actions, moral and immoral, virtuous and wicked, in which
sense they are active principles; while in the Sankhya system the
purugas with consciousness as their fundamental attribute are passive
principles, inasmuch as their nature is not affected by any and all of
the activities relegated to Prakritior evolvent In Jainism ‘too the
souls as substances do not undergo any change. ' They are liable to
changes in circumstances. Both the systems necessitate a careful
consideration of the cosmical, biological, embryological, physical,
mental and moral positions of the Jivas or living individuals of the
world as a whole. These constitute the scientific background of
the two systems of thought. One’'can say that these constitute also
the scientific background of Vedanta and Buddhism, The Jainas
developed a cosmographical gradation of beings more or lessin
agreement with those adopted in other systems, But the Jainas
followed a tradition of Indian thought which took a hylozoistic view
of nature that there is nothing formed even in the world of matter,
nothing which exists in space and time and which does not represent
some kind or form or type of jiva, And itis assumed that all of
them are in the process of development or evolution in the physical
structures, modes of generation, foods and drinks, deportments
behaviours actions thoughts, ideas, knowledge, intelligence and the
like So we need not be astonished that Jainism speaks of earth-
lives, water-lives, fire-lives and wind-lives, each with its numerous
subdivisions. The plants with their numerous sub-species stand
above the material lives. From the plants we pass on to the animal
world consisting of an infinite variety of species and from that to
the world of men. Above and telow man we are led to think of
the celestial and infernal beings, the devas and nairayikas.
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material beings, the earth-lives, water-lives, etc. as distinct forms of
life, each appearing as an individual with its internal cohesion so
long as it exists as such. So through the process of organic deve-
lopment or evolution we paes through the different degrees and
forms of internal cohesion,

The story of conversion of the Brahman wanderer named
Khandaka (Skandhaka) by Mzhavira in the Bhagavati Sitra (I1. 1) is
very interesting. 1he name of the wanderer sounds like the wan-
derer Sandaka in the Pali Majjhima Nikdya (Vol. I, p. 513). Like
other Brahman wanderers Khandaka is said to have haen well
versed in the four Vedas the six Vedangas, and the ltihasa-purana
regarded as the fifth Veda Here the list also includes mathematics
(ganita) and the gasti-fantra of the Sankhya philosophy. The difficult
austerities practised by the wanderer since his conversion to the
Jain faith are in substance and detail like those described in the
Anlagadadasio and QOvaviia suflas and in the Pali Makidubbha-
khandha' and Mahisihanada suitas.? The dialogue contained in this
uddesa throws some light on the doctrine of infinity and finiteness,
endlessness and limitedness discussed in the Pali Brahmajala sulta

(Digha, 1.).

In the Brahmajila suita the Buddha refers to the four different
propositions maintained by the contemporary and earlier recluses
and Brahmanas on four different grounds (Digha, I, pp. 22 f£).
These are: (1) that this world is limited and circumscribed (anfava
ayam loko parivafumo); (2) that this world is limitless and without
an end (ananfo ayam loko aparivanto); (3) thatitis both limited and
unlimited (antav@ ca ayam loko ananto ca), meaning that the world is
limited above and below and unlimited crosswise; (4) that itis
neither limited nor unlimited. The explanation given by Buddha-
ghosa in his commentary, the Sumaiigalavilasini, is not very illumi-
nating. As he suggests, the limited or unlimimited character of
the world depends on the limited or unlimited view taken by the
contemplative in his mental perception or vision (L. p. 115). Here
we miss the philosophical aspect of the propositions. [t appears

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that the third proposition referred to the view upheld by Mahavira
and his- disciples. According to M .hfivira the world may be cons-
trued in some respects as limited and in some respects as unlimited
(sa-ante loe onanfe loe). Here he considers the position of the world
from the four points of view, {from ths point of view of substance
(davvao), from that- of field of existence (khettas), from that of time
(k%lao) and from that of phenomena {bhavas). It i= maintained that
considered from ficst two points of view the world is limited and

idered from the ramaining points of view it 1s unlimited (Il 1).
It may be observed that with regard to all contradictory views the
Bhagavali Silra assigns to Mabavira a kind of synthetic position
seeking to justify both of them, each from its own point of view,
‘This was undoubtedly consistent with the ‘It may be' doctrine
(Sya@tvida of Jainism).

The Jaina ideas regarding the advent of different fiving beings
in different states or forms of existence are on the whale the same
as those in other Indian systems. The main difference lies only in
some unimportant details. The Jainas too believe in the possibility
of bodily advent without the help of any sex union., The Jaina
belief, however, is a belicf in the transmigration of soula point in
which it differs from the Buddhist conception of rebirth without any
transmigration of soul from embodi to embodi The
soul in Jainism as in most of the Indian systems is the factor which
polarizes the field" of matter and brings about the organic combi-
nation of the elements of existence, If the position be that death
means an event which takes place when the soul leaves the hody,
the question arises whether it pagses off in <ome form of corporeality
(sasarirf) or without any such corporeality (asarir), Here too the
traditional Jain position is, it may be that it goes out in some form
of corporeality and it may equally be thatit does so without any
form of corporeality (Siya sar¥st vakkamai, siya asarird vakkamai), With
Teference to the gross body characterized as auddsiba, oaibriga and
akiraka, the soul goes out without any corporeality, while with
refetence to the subtle body charactsrized as fajiasa and fqrmana

The
account ¥iyven in our sufz'alof %e doctrinal position of Mankhaliputta
Gosg\é;‘t\lge?géi&ex’a*"fhe? ivika thought, seeksto make out this
point of différengean stinction between Jainism and Ajlvikism:
Gosala's position is an unqualified fatalism or determinism, while
Mahavira’s position is not so, inasmuch as it distinctly leaves scope
for freedom, According to Gosala death signifies a suspended
animation while periodical reanimation as in plant-life is the order
of nature. The Jainas seem to construe that if we accept Gosala's
position, we cannot think of death as a phenomenon, but death in
the case of all things formed or compounded is inevitable.

It is interesting to note that our sifra (I. 76) speaks of a dispute
between Kalasavesiyaputta, a follower of Paréva and a disciple of
Mshavira. It ends with the former's begging permission to stay
with him after having changed the law of the four vows for the law
of the five vows enjoining compulsory confession. Thisis surely
a supplement to the Ullaradhydyana dialogue between Kesin and
Gautama as representatives of the two Nirgrantha orders, old and
new. The date of Gosdla's death taking place sixteen years before
Mahavira's death was coincident with the great war fought between
king Kaniya (Ajatadatru) and king Cedaga of Vaidali for the pos-
session of an extraordinary elephant (Bhagavati Sttra, Agamodaya-
'samiti edition, p. 316). On the death of Mahavira the confcderacy
" nine Mallas and nine Licchavi clans and the kmgs of Kasi and
Kodala instituted a festival in honour of that event (Jbid, p. 316).
It may be remarked that the Bhagavafi like other Jaina canonical
stitras is unaware of the position of Ktiniya as the king of Magadha.
Kaniya is represented as the king, better viceroy of Ariga, in his
father's time. Anga was governed as a separate province under
Kaniya with Campa as its capital ({/bid.; p. 316).
