it is believed that late Shn B S Pathik was born on 24th
March 1882 wvitlage Gudawah Akhtyarpur of Bulandshahar
Distnct of Uttar Pradesh  He inhented the patniotism from his
grand father Shn inder Singh Gujar who fought bravely agamnst
the Briish tn 1857 under the leadership of the revolutionary leader
Wal Dad Khan of Malagarh  His father Shni Hameer Singhj
and mother Smt Kamal Kaur were also very danng calm and full
of patriotic nstincts  After the death of parents Bhoop Singh went
to Indore to ltive with his sister and his brother in Law who was in

Government Service
The onginal name of Shri Pathik was Bhoop Singh In 1806

he came into contact with a famous revolutionary Sachindra
Sanyal who introduced Shn Pathik to Rash Behan Bose  Shn
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R B Bose was very much impressed with the personality and
ideas of Shr Patik  Duning this penod Shn Pathik learnt the
theontical and practical knowledge of making bombs under the
supervison of Shr Nanndra the younger brother of Shn Aurbindo
From this time Shrs Patbik became a A ¥y and participated
actively in the revalutionary activities of the country

In 1908 Pathik was arrested In connection with Manik Tola
Bomb conspitacy case Calcutta but was soon released as prose
cuvon failed 1o e.tablish the charges

Shrir Pathik took part in Hardinge Bomb case in 1812 On
the advice of Shn R B Bose Shri Pathik came to Fajasthan to do
ground work and spreading tevolutionary activities \n Rajasthan
whete some actwities were already goingon under Kesansingh

Barhat Pratapsingh Barhat Gopal Singh of Kharwa Seth Damodar
Das Rathi etc

Thakur Gopal Singh  the Rao of Kharwa was very much
impressed with Shn Pathik and with his help a huge store of Gun
bullets bomb etc was piled up 1n Kharwa for using against the
Bntish  But unfortunately the Bntish Commissioner came to know
thus fact and attacked Kharwa at once and confiscated all the arms
and ammunitton and Shn Pathik and Thakur Gopal Singh were
interned 1n the fort of Tatagarh near Beawar On the advice of
Takhur Gopat Singh Shr Pathik escaped from the tort in the dis
guise of Sadhu He wandered in forests day & night  Whep he
came to kao ~ that an award ot Rs 16000{- has been declared for
fus arrest he changed his name as Biyai Singh Pathik When he
was wandenng from hither thither he tum self was npt knowing

The peasants of Bijoha (Mewar) were very much ternified with
the oppression of the Zamindars  Shn Pathik tock vow to help the
oppressed people  Shn Pathik entered in Bijolia equipped with
bullets and revolver nding on camel and organised the farmers
against the state  He piloted this agitation 1n wonderful way and
on his advice the villagers kept the field barren and refused to pay
the tand revenue  After a hard and long battle from 1897 to 1929
the state had to bow down  The first agreement took place in
1922 but the Jagirdar of Byolia could not stick to the words

fted 1n the agatn  However in 1928
there was another agreement but trouble did not dieout and
d again till ind d This was the first nonviolent

ference Pandit Jawahar Lal Nehru became its Chairman and Shn
Bijat Singh Pathik its vice Chairman  He also headed the publicity
buteau of Al india States Peoples Conference From 1930 to
1935 he was the main soutce of political activities in the region

As 1t has been mentioned earlier that Byai Singh Pathik
formed Rajasthan Seva Sangh and directed all the movements
and activities under the auspices of the Sangh  Unfortunately nft
occured and quarre! started among the workers and members of
the sangh lted in its After coll g of sangh
Pathik left Aymer and tned to settledown at Agra from where he
started publication of Navsandesh news paper

fn 1942 he 1s also mentioned as a moving spint of
Rajasthan Congress and led the Quit India Movement in Rajasthan
He was wnpusioned In 1842-43 he closed tus press of Agra
and bult a small house 1n Mathura In 1952 Assembly Elections
he could not get Congress ticket He fought the election as an
Independent canddate fram the Uppermal constituency  Bot
could not win the election One thing ts to be mentioned that
In the last days preceding Indias freedom the thikana Bijola
offered him a settled life at Buolia  Ultumately he died on 2hh
May 1954 at Ajmer where he was ttying to establish Rajasthan
Sevashram

Apart from his struggle for freedom he was a man of
letters and created a number of lterary books both n poem &
prose Shu Pathik wrate 30 baoks approximately but 1t s a matter
of great regret that onty 6 have been published so far
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Pathik s contribution in Freedom Movement was very great
and he made genuine efforts from the core of lus heart for this
Shn Pathik wrote a number of letters to the Members of the
British parhament of
oppressive Policies of the Ind»an princes and sought their help in
the uphftment of the people of indra  He also tried his level best
to create public opinion in India as well as 10 England to oppose
Butler Committee and Simon Commisston  He wrote Brtish
Journahst to extend help in creating public optnion in England 1n
favour of the Freedom Movementn India He infused Inspira
tions n the Indian youth to fight for India s Freedom

Shn Pathik successfully ptloted the Bijoha Kisan Move-
ment He aroused the Indian Press and filled new blood n ther
veins He wrote a very clearly about the defeat of the Congress
candidate in the Assembly Election dunng British rule

Shn Pathik was also a great Journalist water and poet
What kind of pain he has in his heart regarding the Indias
freedom 1s very clear from his unpublished articles He wrote
Zhanda Geet which became very much popular  Shn Pathik
also wrote on Indian phifosophy and analyse the vartous theones
n very lucid way  She Pattuk had sound knowledge of Indian
medicine and it 1s why he was also called Vaidya i

Bijar Singh Pathik wrote a Book entitted What are Indian
States he got 1t published and widely distnbuted  This book 1s an
evidence of the condiions of the masses in the princedoms

The first agranian movement in Rajasthan which may be
traced to the Byoha untest n 1837 culminated i the abohuion of
Jagirdans and Zamindans after independence

Byjolia now in Bhulwara Distriict was a Jagir in the former
State of Udapur It ranked among the fust 16 Umras of the
State The Jagirdar was a Parmar Rajput and held on of 83
villages an the eastern fronuer about hundred miles from Udaipur
There was no wnitten law regarding revenue police judiciary etc
in the estate Everything was decided on the bas:s of old usage or
custom or the eccentnaity or sweet will of Jagwrdar

The Kisans rosed n rebellion under the leadership of Sadhu Sita
Ram Dass  After 1915 the movement gain momentum when the
leadership was assumed by Buyai Singh Pathik  This phase was
ended 1n 1922 when an ag took place b the
peasents and Jagudar  After wards the Jagudar broke the
agreemnent so the movement was started afresh There was
again an agreement In 1928 Though the demands of the Kisans
were accorded but they were not respected fully  So the trouble
did notdie out  In one or the other form movement continued
tlt the independence The Present records are dealing with the
fast phase of the movement

tates from Bntish India at the R T C  have a special responsi
bility in this matter  They know the problem of the Inchan States
people at close quarters  For the sake of some power for thems

Now Sir Te) Bahadur Sapru has made a record speech of
another kind It 1s officially reported that he made a speech which
occupied a part of the morning and the whole of the afterncon
siting  Incidentally he broke his own previous record which he
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set upn the first plenaty session and which occasioned the
cutting down of other delegates tims to ten minutes

Sir Tey acted as he always does n the best tradition of the
fiberals  Lord Reading may be known to you as the third most
prominent and Sir John Simon  His speech at the Round Tama
sha was only a little shorter than that of Sir Sapru It was descr
bed as having lasted part of the morning and most of the
afternoon

The political fire of these modern Liberals 1s drawn from Mr
Gladstane He once spoke for five hours without nterruption
and sad I am almost afrraid to look at the clock shamefully
reminding me as 1t must how long | have trespassed on the time
of the House with that apology he went on for several minutes
more before he fimshed

The speeches of Sir Tej and Lord Reading have | believe
been cabled to India It 1s not known whether they Like Gladst
one were afraid to Lookatthe clock The speeches have been
welcomed in the Brtish Press especrally in the Liberal section of
the Press as definite Landmarks in Indian History But in India
they would be known merely to have trespassed on the time of the
Conference and of the nation

He then quoted a sansknt passage and said 1t meant that a
man feltlike a king after a meal He had the same feeling but
hie would not make a speech

From the records that are with us now i1t seems that the judictal
affairs at Rajgarh are far from being satisfactory The judicial
Ahalmed Mr  Khusiram 1s not weli spoken of even by the people
who serve under himnor by the officials  Some times back 2
petition was made to you by a clerk serving i s office which
contained specific charges of bnbery or some such things aginst
the Ahalmed |Itis also reported to have been substambial by
them w ongmal  The public from all the four tehsils as well
have expressed their disapproval of the Ahalmed in no uncertain
terms and have repeatedly requested the state to transfer him
from the place

It 15 really surprising to note that as yet no steps have been
taken by you i this affair  Incidentally we may take the hberty
of pomtng out that the rules of the d do not
permut an afficer or a cletk to stay at a place for more than three
years and 1t 1s over five years now that this particular Ahalmed 1s
sticking to tis place inspite of somany complaints agamst him and
it 1s only proper to shift him to other place by such a step the
authorties would not only be acting accordmng to the rules lard
down but also they would be allaying the already enraged public
opinion agamst the Ahalmed

it has been oufr custom to refer matters like these to the
authonties concerned first and get the grivences of the people
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tedressed thus by more amicable means  But f such a course
does not yield the desired result we are felt compelled to give a
wider publicity to the affair  We are sure you will agree with us
when we say that this procedure 1s quite fair and quite in keeping
with the true spinit of journalism

We hope you will kindly do the needful in this matter as

After the Rar saheb came in to the power all the Mahajans were
collected and ordered to render the needed goods at fixed state
rates After some time the Rar Saheb came to stay m the Kot
with about a hundred people and the Baniyas were ordered to
weigh goods for koths it self and people were forced to do so
there being no proper arrangement of houses and due to the tricks
of the servant class in general the Baniyas in the long run suffered
ternbly Not only that they did not gain anything out of the
transaction but they actually lost much once again when the Ral
Saheb came and stayed in the Kotht the same old game was tried
over again perforce In vain did the Baniyas plead their business
had suffered tetribly because people had left far else where due to
the represive government and yet they were made to do the

the people only earn two pence & day it can be seen therefore

question  The real ttouble 1s with fyod George  1f we wete sure
of reasonable libetal suppon the Indian question could be settled
very quickly However we have to face the facts Regarding the
Indian states question that matter has for the tyme being sunk into
the background as the primary question at present 1s to secure that
the Round table conference does meet and includes not only the

liberals but the cangress party otherwise it 1s useless to have such
a conference

As regards the fndian States 1 do not think they will come
very much into the picture at the Round table confetence That
problem will have 1o be faced later The stryggle for emanicipation
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within the states will have to take place after Home rule has
been secured  Itis very diffcult for us to geta true picture of
events in India today as our reports are most inadequate However
we are trying to follow events as well as we can and to persuade
the government to take such steps as those of us who are familiar
with the Indian question known to be necessary
