It appears that those drop-outs win make incense
sticks/roll beedies are the worst of the exploited children,

ror instence, a child who makes a thousand incense sticks
gets around a rupec. The raw material will have been
supplied by the wholesale dealer of incense sticks. These
inec1se sticks are sold after being packed and branded

at a rate of .2/« to M.3/=~ for every 100 sticka. AS
such out Of Bs.20/- to 30/= of their daily produce-value
they will got a paltry sum of Re,l/= only. The percentage
of children willing to subject themselves to such exploi-
tation (or parents who subjoct them soc as to supplenant
family income) and thus leave gsohool is cuite high in slum
areas. They usually coms from medium sized homes where
family earning ranges from B 300 to M. 400/= and parents
£ind 1t difficult to manage the household.
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I wonder whether we would be able to retain
shildren in school (check drop=-outs significantly)
1f ve provide facilities for sucy works as making
incense sticks and rolling beedies in slum areas in
the school itself., This facdlity may be given to those
children who attend school regularly and who are in neéd
to supplement family income. It may be done recgularly
after the schocl-hours, The children will get a fair
deal (protected from exploitation) if the school system
can provide for such facilities, What 1s required is a
little Imaginative organisation on the part of the govern=
ment (specifically the Department of Public Instruction)
and Conmitment on the part of its functionaries, I
believe that the gcheme would attract more children to
school and retaln them in the system. The suggestion 1is

worth experimenting with in the beginninge.

Do _childyen fadl and leave gchool? Hardly 4.20 percent
of drop=outs have falled at school. The rest, 25,80
reent, 'just’' left school. The popular assumption that
failure leads to dropping out(ﬁtagnation contributes %o
wastacge) has limited cignificance. When the parents of
this small percentage of children were asked as to why
their children failed they gave many reasons such as poor
memory, irregular attendance, work at home, ill-health,
fear of teacher etc, They reported peer—group influence

as a major reason for irregular attendance.
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Phyelcally handicspped among drop-outs: The number of
physically handicapped in slum areas (as they appear

among the drop-cuts in our sample) is a cause for concern,
‘It works out to be that there are 18 out of every 1000
children in slum areas who have physical handicaps. This
is quite a high figure compared to the figures of physically
handicapped children é;% Karnataka and India which are 3.46
and 4.11 respectively according to the latest NSS survey.
Further the figures for urban areas in Karnataka and India
are 1,65 and 2.02 only. (All these figures are for one
thousand children)s As such it is clear that the slums
contribute significently to the ov-rall figures of the
data on physically handicapped children in the state, The
Departments of Health, Social Welfare and Education need

to invigorate their efforts in slum areas to tackle the

problems of these physically handicapped children.,

A school in a locality is an educational facility.
Participation in school amounts to utilisation of this
educational faclllity and is the basic or essential compo=
nent of utilisation., However, once children bhegin to

attend school regularly then there is a provision of many
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more educational facilities provided by the govermment
which chlldren may have a chance to utilise. Most of
these facllitles are provided to children with a view

to retain them in school, promote their regular attendance
and encourage them for better learning. The pre-matric
gchiolarships, the attendance scholarships, the free supply

of text books and the mid=day meals schemes are illustra-

tions of such facilities,

There is a feelino that the educational facilities
provided by the govermment to school children are not
reaching a large number of children, Complaints have
been there of defects in the implementation of these
scheme s, of misuse of intended benefits either by the
beneficiaries or by the administrative machinery. It is
also felt that the coverage of children through these
ﬁach@maa is botgwinaﬁgquatm.andmimbalanced from the point
| of view of regional and socioweconomic background of

children,

The present study has attempted to go into some
of these issues by trying to find out the extent and
proklems of utilisation of these facilities by slum=dwellers
who send their children to school regularlye Iﬁformation

about the schemes are presented in appendix no.;%},
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ghemet Majority of children in slum
areas, 56.40 percent, receive mid-day meals during
recess time in school. Out of those who benefit from
the midwday meal scheme, 62.39 percent receive bread/
bufivand 37,61 percent receive uppma. Uppma is a south
Indian refreshment that can be cocked on a large scale
and served to a large number of persons at the same time.
82 out of 218 beneficiaries receive upvma and only 16,06
percent of these children say that uppma is good. In
17.89 percent of the cases children feel that uppma is
not properly cooked and mothers teatified by telling
that they rucook uppma at home. One out of every ten
children has rofused to take the mid=day meal elther
frequently or once-in-a way because of its' (uppma) poor
quality. A few children have given up taking mid-day
meal though the facility is extended to the school vhere
they study, Hovever all the children say that ‘bread is
good's All children feel that the tine of serving the
mideday meal suits them weil. One out of every five
children feels that the guantum of food served as micdeday
meal lis j.nadazte. It is also observed that not all
children eat the mid=day meal at home. Many of them
carry 1t home and share with other chlldren {mostly younger
children) in the family.
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Bread as a mid=day meal is better received by

#lum children in schools than uppma. Further, supply

of bread involves very lesa administrative and managerial

problems than supply of uppma.

45.33 percent of
children whose fathers income is more than Hs.301/=- per

month and goes up to Rs,650/= per month and in two cases

even over Rs.701/~ par month get mid=day meal.

On the other hand, the percentage of children
covered from homes wheve fathers' earning does not

cross RS,.100/~ per month is 35.7,

48 .0 parcent of children whose mothers are earning
below Rs.150/« per month are benefitted by mid-day meal,
Tha figure for children who come from homes where mothers

are housewives is 39,1 percent.

It is revealed by this study that the mid-day
meals scheme has falled to serve the poorest sections
of society adequately and specially those children whose

Q/fatherm income is less than Rs.100/= per month. Also,

\
it serves those cdhildren whose mothers are employed and
earn an income, better than those vhose moth\ers are

housewives.
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It ia aleo observed that children £rom medium

sized families henefit mors than those from small or
large families.

It is common understanding that any
survey on mutritional status of chiléren in urban arsas

would show that slum children are very much undernourished
and malnourished in contrast to children in other urban
areas. To the concerned and watchful observer who walks
through the slums, children evoke a spontaneous feeling

of pity and despondency. Children in rags and soms of

them even without it on their bodys ricketty, unx%;:,
uncouth and uncared fors some with an observable liver
trouble and someé with a tuberculosia affected look, some
affected by polio and some by vicarious physdcal handi=
capst pla;ing on swampy solil or with greenish yellow
drainage or sewage water that flows freely as a rivulet
across the narrow muddy, mig-zag, street like designs: 1living
in crowded, unstable hut~like structures with the tehed

roofs vhidh are themselves sandwitched by each othery children
who would still throw a glesful (sometimes suspicious),
carefree look which reminds the observer that they are the
potential, the hope of a developing India. They need a
better deal. The many facilities that a developing urban
agglemoration can provide for its own use such as the lush
green parks, the swimming pools, the aire~conditioned






theatres, cinema halls and hotels, exquisitely furnished
auditoriums for music, dance and drama, sprawling acade=
mic campuses with superstructures, the most modernised
nurzing homes, etey are not at all within the reach of
the commoners who live in slums. ParBaps they had a
share of labour in the construction buildings for these
facilitles, After all it is not too much for them to
hope to get a mid-day meal for their children during

the recess hours when they attend the school system
more out of compulsion than out of volition. As such
%it. is fair in the interests of human values to see that
all children in slums be covered by the mid~day meals
!schw and especlally those who are the poorest of the
poors. The present rider on public contributions to

sanction the scheme should be walved wilth respect to

schoole located in slum areas or those which are nearby

the slums and to vhich a large number of slum children
attend. e "‘pj.,—v gl

slum=dwellers are benefitted by the pre=-matric scholarship
scheme. The amount they have to get is Rs.50/=. for the
year at the rate of Rs,5/= per wmonth for ten months,

However, 14.8 percent of the beneficlaries do not receive
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the full amount. This figure includes 4.65 percent
vho receive half-the-amount, 1.00 percent who receive
four=£ifths and 9,35 percent who receive nine-tenths
of the amount, The amount of benefit 1is always distri-

buted during the beginning of the next year.,

In & majority of cases, 76.38 percent, the
famlilies of the heneficiaries spend the amount on the
beneficiary children. They buy clothes and books for
for children. However, 17.58 percent, one~sixth of
the beneficiaries, spend the entire amount on family

maintenance. These latter group of families belong to

the lover income Qro ups.

Only girl students who
attend school regularly are eligible for the benefit.

6,40 percent of eligible children in slums do not
Est the benefit. That is, the scheme covers 63,60
percent of eligibel children. 50 percent of the bene-
ficlaries receive the benefit in the form of uniforms.
30,0 percent receive a bag or books or both along with
uniform. There are a few children who receive an instru-
ment box or a pencil, pen and rﬁbber only. It is possible
that the full amount due to the child is spent on the
child when uniforms, books and bags are given to the child.
But it is difficult to underétand as to how an instrument
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box or pencils, pen and rubber make up for the full
amount which is as much as Rs.40/~ per year, As such
leakace of amount of scholarship between the government
and children may be suspected in 20.00 percent of cases
where just pencils, pen and rubber or an instrument box
are given to beneficlary children.

Most of the beneficiaries belong to loweincome
group families.

se Supmly of Text Bookgs 14.00 percent of reqular
children get free books from their schocls. Out of
the 70 childyxen who get free books, &4 are covered by

the government scheme. There sye two voluntary agencies,
the Catholic Church and the Al Ameen Trust who also
supply free text books to children and 6 children in

our sample are covered by these agencies. Howaver, .

the beneficiaries from voluntary agencies mppear to be
in higher income groups.

" In terms of fathers income the scheme of free
supply of textbooks (by the govarnment) benefits lower
income brackets. It is cbserved thatsmong beneficiary
fanmilies where mothers are working lower ls the mothers*
incoms . higher appears to be the number of beneficlary
children in yespective categoriaes.
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The textbooks are received at the beginning of
the year., It appears that the distribution of text
booke is done in a haphazard way. There is no unifore

‘/m.tt,y in the inplementation of the scheme, The number
\of books received by c¢hildren varies from I to 8 and
the percentages of children in various categories (in

terms of number of books received) also varies.

further, there apresrs to be a dysfunctilonality
in the operation of the scheme. The guvernment schools
torough which free textoooke are supplied to children
are not supposed to collect money from beneficlary
children. {owever it is opserved in this study that one
school collects (an assistant teacher) % paise per book
from each benaficiary ohild., My meeting with the DIPI
of the range, to which the school belonged, in this
regard makes an Iinteresting reading as presentaed in the
body of the report.

Some of the common problems that parents face
either in the utilisation of special educational facilie-

ties or in admission to school which is a hasic aspect
of utilisation are discussed in the body of the report in
detail. A mention is made of such problems here.
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Pavants £ind it Gifficult Lo get a bigth certis
ficate for thelr children (born at home) which 1s required
at the time of admission to school, We come across a few
ohildren i ulum areas who are roaming about as they are
denied admission in scoools Loz want of a birth certifi=-
cete. Gimilarly parents £ind it difficult to get a.caste
certificste for their children vhich is required to
penefit from many of the speclal educational facilities.,
Parents have to lose wages, bribe concerned persons, spend
on visiting offices a numker of times etey te get thege

artificates, It is essential to simplify the lssue of
e birth certificate and the easte certificate by ine-
bulving the nearby schools in slum éraas. Pargnts should
be saved of the bothepation of going ebout for such certis
Ficatese (Or course, sure parents do not hoiher about
thoso certificates at prosent and sonme of them do not

know hiow to go about).
