The success of -ny scheme of fincnclel assistence largely
depends upon its utilizetion. Allocetion of funds 1itself is
not enough unless it is properly utilized. In tﬂe proszent
chopter sn endeavour has been méde to study the dlffrrent
potterns of ubilizsbion >f the emount of fin~neicl 2ssistance

given to trib:l students.

With regard to the propsr utilizstion of scholership the
headmpsters were interviewed. OCeub percent of them expressed
f1e vi -1 thet the students utilized the finrucisl assistance.
Further, they slso opined obout the itcms on which they

The mnrin purpose of the scheme of finoncirl ossistence
for pre-mrtrie tribrl students ns revealed by the study is
to promote the cause of tribel t:dllCrtiOi} ond thereby to help
tribol students meet r pert of the en'cpend'iture on educntion

nnd 21.s0 to reduce the burcen on the pere;nts.

In Assem finrpcisl incentives both in ersh and kind are
in practice. They erc bookgrent, uniform facilities, hostel
grent pnd Ppre-mrtric scholsrship. The majority of officer-
respondents fovoured both types of schemes,but preferred
the scheme 5f the former c-tegory in secondrry schools and
the lotter crbegory in priwrry schoals. If more scheme
providing assist-ncc in ¢rsh #nd in kind ore introduced then
it is felt thet the re.sponQent should be givan o choics 1in

selection of rny type >f assistrnce they preferred.

The eriterina for aweraing of this finencinl assistencs
ere that the students should belong to the tribsl community
and their perents' income should not excesd iss 3,000 per

Mum. The students should slso belong to the territory of
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assom ond should be studying 1n government or government
r~éognisod schools. While swerding the flnencial essistume,

the ¢riterion of merit=cum-merns is elso followed.

The officer respondents were equ-lly divided in their
opinion whether the criteries were correct. Some considered
them to be correct, some pertly correct wl.ile others not

correct.

The iniplementation of finoncirl incentlves rnd criteris
sre fixed by s committee. However, the Dengcrtment of Tripsl
rnd Beckward C? ssse,ls Welfsre 8lso looks efter the major
work couce‘rned with the schemes.

A majority of the officer-respondents and herdmesters
expressed the view that the emount of finenei-l assistrnce
given to the Scheduled Tribe students is mostly utilized on
education.

hbglef note on the varlous schemes of financipl ossistance

The Government of Bihar has made a provisian to
provide financial sssistance to Scheduled Caste and
scheduled Tribe students who are studying at pre-matric
lovel, in order tQ encourage them for education and also to
help them in‘ pursuing their studies further.

The dste of reference of the data is February 1988.

The financial assistance is given both in cash and
knds Incentives in cash 4include scrlaolarshi'p, free
‘stadentship, ex®mption from examination fees etce. I'ncentives
in kind include mid day meal, uniform facility, supplix of
free textbooks and stationery.

The State Govermment has the prr?vision to provide
wiform facilities, textbéoicl:s and'stationexy to the
Scheduled Trlbe studentss Scheme—wise‘ criterion 1s not
avail'able at the Directorate or District level officess

It is reported that the unifomm Facilitles had

been introduced since 1979-80. The State Government paid

Rs«70 to each student for uniforms. It is also reported



that in the year, 1984-85 the government had spent Rg.g,q
lakhs and in 1985-86 Rs.10 lskhs 6n uniformms.

The data was collected from five sample dlstrictg
of the state. Out of then in fogr éistric£s, na;nely,
Ranchi, Santhal Pragana, Singhbﬁv'.‘frd"'ai‘né"?alamad' ‘there is
provision of dlsbursement of uniform facility, whereag
in Dhanbad it is not there.

The policy of the state government with regard to
the schemes of financial assistance is to eéncouragc and
to hclp the tribal students in prosecuting their studies.
Accordingly, the scheme of financial assistance ;as
formulsted to provicde a sort of incentives to the students.
According to the state suthorities, it is not
feasible tol cover all the pre-matrvic tribal students
under the schcrrie’of financial assistance. The policy is to

select only those tribal stucents for the award of stipends
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who cualify under moxit-cam-meane it ion. There is a
dstrict level committee to finali :e the swardees' list
on the bagls of various criterla followed.

The Govermment of Bihar provides pre-matric scholapr—
ship from T to X classes- The rate of each scholarship in

each clars 18 given belowe.

The procedure followed to get the scholarship

To get the scholarship, the students have to fill-
up the prescrilied profomma which is supplied by the
Lloc: Zcvelopment Offices Along with the proforma he
has to enclose caste/tribe certificate, which is issued
by the Tehsildar. To get community certificate, they
have to pay some .ioney to the office or to srent a few
davs« Beccease of this difficulty some students or parents
avoid to avaeil the pre-metric scholarship schewe. There

was no income ber to get the scholarship, but the students

had to pass with the prescribed percentsge of marks.
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There is, 6 a committee #t the suh-divisionsl level
to select the candidates. The District, Uelfare Officer
is the chaiman of this committee. A tribal representa-
tive, the local member of the Legislative Aslsembly, the
subedivisional Officer and Cducation Offiger are the
nenberse They finalise the list of awardees on the basis
of criteris mentioned above.

Regarding the procedure followed, the headmaster
intervieved gave their appraisal on the method of gprlying
for pre-matric scholé-lrship- Fifteen headinssters were
interviewed and they expressed their views which arec as
follow:

the drawing, disbursing and sanctioning officers for

primary and widdle schools. The District tviglfare Officers
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and sub-divisional Officers arc the drawing snd disbursing
officers for the secondary schoolss The headmasters were
in no way concerned, with the cash. Their duty was to
identify the awardee in front of thec Flock Developaent
Officer and also to collect the application forms from

the Schedulcd Tribe students.

So far as thc sanction of the f;mds is concermmed,
the headmasters werc intervicwed. 66.7 per cent of them
replled that the funds get sanctioned through the Distrlct
Soclal wWelfazre OLficer. 3343 per cent told that the
Block Development Officers/Sub-divisional Officers sanct-
ion the funds.

S50 far as the release of the funds is concerncd,
the headmasters gave multiple responses, which are as
follows: 15 (80 per cent) of them to1d that the fund was
released by the District Soclal Welfarc Officer.

S0 far as incentives in kind were concerned, there
was only provision of uniformm. There vas no provision
6f mid fay meal, whlich was a better inccntives for the
primary school Stddenté as.encouragement for more enrol-
ment in the schools Other incentives like textbook grent
and stationery facilities were not there which could have
helped the student in their studyl

According to the views of the perents, the finandial
a@ssistance was not provided regul:rly and in full to all
the students.

The students should be provided .erit scholarship
and textbook grant, facility for mid day meal, hostecl
faclility For scudenis vho cower from Far orlf places,
mcdicine fecility, and sports facility also should be
there for thc studerits. The rate of scholarship is
very lov to meet the expenditure. Payment should be
deposited in the bank. The headmasters have remsrked that
tho style of imparting cducation 1as not effective as it
clashcd with the aim of the students, his nature to
outward environment, ba¢ economic condition, unawareness

of the parents about their children's cducation etce

The time fixed by the state gov:—:i"nme:}t to disburse
the scholarship was cither quarterly, helf yearly, or
yearly .

‘MILI ZATION AND MISUTTLIT ZEL'TON OF FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

Utili gation

The success Of any scheme of financial assistance
largely dgpends upon its utilization,. . Allocation of
fundg itself is not enolgh unless it is préperly utili zed.
I’n the present chapter an cndeavour has becn made to study
the different pattcrns of utilization of the smount of
finencial assistance given to tribal students. Mis~
atili zation and non-utilization have also been discussed
here.

hs stated carlier, thc state govermment hsve the
provision for providing the pre~matric scholarship both
in casl'a and kind. With regard to the propcr utilization
of the financial assistance, the headmasters were inter-
viewed to got their responics- Cent per cent of the
headnasters told thst l:iacy properly utiligcd the moncy.
On further enquiry about ’che,items on which they spent’

the money, the table given below shows the rosponses of

the headmasters.

It is said thot for misutilizetion, the
reciplents are lorgely responsilkble, b;éause it is upto
than to use or misuse thc finoncial assistancee is Lar
as non-utili zation is concernrd, the disbursing suthori-
tles exrc to bear the responsibilitys Herc the rccipiconts
may elso contribute indirectly to the non-utilization of
funds in the sensc that when tribal students cligiblc
for thc amount of financicl cssistance ere not aveilalkle,
the cuthoritics mev cither surrender the funds or may

divert the funds to som¢ othcr purposes



Chapter Four

CONCLUSIONS AND.RECOFMMINDATIONS
Thc wmain purpose of the schemos of lfinancial
asslstancc for pre-mzstric tribal stucdents is,, as revealeg

by the study, to promotc the tribesl c¢ducotion anad tharehy
to help thc tribel -studonts mccot a part of the expend ture |
on cducation.

Under thc pre-mstric scholarship schame the goverme
ment of Bihar implements Loth incentives in cash and king,
Inccntives in cash include pre-metrlic scholarship, host. 1
grents, cXemption from thec tution fces ctce Incentives
in kind include uniform to th'c Scheduled Tribe students.

The criterion for getting the scholarship-is only
hread critecun-me - besise There was no income ber
of thc perents to got the scholarshipa '

Regardince incentives in cesh the Stete Government
hes providecd scholarship to diEfcrecat schools. The rate
of scholarship arc Rs.6 in primary schools Rs.12 in midéle
schools, and Rs24 1n high schoolg-.

The mojority of the recipients, tcachcrs and
parents in all the samnplc districts rcported inadeguacy

of assistance given to the tribal studentse According

to the headmesters of thc samplc schools the facilitics
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like mcdl care, rec.rcatione:ll facilities, and thc acadaidc
oriented programme viCre necessary.

The procedure for spplying for the scholership is
g little bit compli:iceted. In cvecry academic yeozr the
perents of the students had to get o caste cortificete
wiich is issucd by thc Tehsildar. This task is very
difficult for the perenis. Elther thcy had to pay scmc
amount Oor to spend a fcw days to got the cortlficotes

8o far as thc machinary and mode of disbursement
of financial asslstancc is conccrned, the District Socizl
Welfare Officer, the Block Devclopment Officer, the Sub-
divisional Officer dcal with the disburscment of sc}’:olar—-
ships The headmzsters were in no way concerncd with the
cesh or item in kind. &t the time of disbursement thc
Block Development Qf’Eicor always ramains present in the

Recommendations,

The government ;*:oviﬁlc’d only pre-mctric scholership
to the Scheduled Tribe students. Bub it was not cnough to
moet the in cducational uxpenditures Hence stops should
be taken tn introduce other kinds' of mcrit scholarship to
the students to bring in then a competitive spirit-

The policy of pre-matric scholarsiip schane which
the statc government has undertaken was not implementcd

i. sympathctic approach is nccded to increasc the
awount of gcholership at the primary, middle ond high

school lovels, to all the Scheduled mribe studcntse i

So far as the disbursem~nt of the scholarship is
conccrned, 1t should be disburscd among the students ir;

‘tlnay be removeds ‘he delzy in disburcement mey be avoidcd.

The procedurc of epblying for scholarship is so
cumbersom that the studenis face much trouble a2t timcse
ht'the time of epplying €or the scholership the student
hes, to bring the castc certificete from the concerncd
uthoritye It takes a lot of time to issue onc certdflcezteo
Steps should be taken to rcduce the above lengthy proccdurc
of getting certificate es far as possiblee

o far as ‘the utilizetion of the scholarship is
concermncd, it has beoen ropocte d thet the majority of the
students handc-c'! over the moncy to thelr parents. But it
¥as not the propcr way te utiligze the scholarship. There
stould be proper procedure or a ¢lcar cut instruction by
the authoritics about the, utilizotion of finencial

assistancc.
