In illustrating the principles enunciated by Sanskrit Literary
Theory most of the critics do not cite veres from noted specimens
of literary art, but from compositions of lesser known poets, who
could not achieve recognition from the critical contemporary world.
In most of these stray stanzas one is confronted with the common
world and hard reality, and is pleased to trace his identity with
the characters depicted. What is more striking is that these
stanzas portray free love, that constitutes the starting point of
Romance as also the hunger of the body to a great extent. Indian
attitude never emphasises the hunger of the body.

Vedic Women : Their Status and

Position

Dharmakirti and Sankara

The Seventh-Eighth Century of the Christian Era witnessed
the advent of first-rate thinkers in almost all shades of
philosophical thinking. Thus, while, Dharmakirti flourished on the
scene in the Sramana fold and Kumarila and Sankara belonged
to the Vedic fold relying mainly on the interpretation of Srutis from
the Karma-Kanda and the Jnanakanda respectively.

Srauta And Philosophy :
Some Conceptual Problems
Dr. (Mrs.) Mangala Mirasdar, Pune

The concepts, ritual or philosophical, occurring in the
Upanisads, must be justified according to their specific back-
grounds. As the knowledge of philosophy is rooted in Sraudharma,
it is difricult to judge the philosophical concepts without the study
of Srauta rites.

State of Dream : A Philosopher’s View

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Vedic and Upanisadic Concept of Maya
Prof. B. B. Chaubey, Hoshiarpur

What the word maya connotes in Indian philosophy is
althrough not found in the Vedas, yet its germ is not absolutely
unknown to the latter. The sense of maya as illusion is definitely
a later development. The word maya with its manv declensional
forms, such as-maya, mayam, mayaya, mayabhih, etc. occurs
in the Samhitas, Brahmanas, Aranyakas, Upanisads and Vedanga
literature. The gradual development in the connotation of the word
maya can better be understood from these literatures. An attempt,
therefore, has been made in this paper to discuss the concept of
maya as found in the Vedic and Upanisadic Literatures.

Bana’s Art of Biography

10.96),
the word *Hari’ occurs in the Rgveda, denoting meanings like the
yellow colour, the sun, the rays of the sun, the soma and the steeds
of the god Indra. Even the seer of the above-mentioned hymn is
known as ‘Sarva hari’, the son of Indra. But the sense denoting
the yellow colour (i.e. radiance) stands prominent amidst its varied
connotations.
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Akrtigana in Sanskrit Grammar
Sri Sumanta Sen, Calcutta

Words like adi, prabhrti are used in grammatical rules to
indicate that those rules are to be extended to other words or
cases which are not stated in these rules in question. This is
known as the case of akrtigana in Sanskrit grammar, Examples-
prakrtyadibhya upasamkhyanam; lomadipamadiprcchadibhyah-(V.
2. 100); lohitadidaj— (111.1.13). This term ekrtigana is as old as the
pratisakhyas, This akrtigana may be contrasted with the word vrt
in the Dhatupatha to prevent any extension of the rule in
question.

However, the Mulasarvastivada Vinaya was
translated into Tibetan (c.9th century A.D) and in Chinese (703
A.D). The lost portion of the text has therefore, been recons-
tructed by translating from Tibetan and Chinese rendering.

The Tibetan translation is more faithful to the original in
Indian language (rgya gar skd) on account of the Tibetan method
of translation by letters.

It cannot perhaps be rightly opined that such a
love of brevity of expression was the motive forthe production
of the Bahulartha. Such poems are written by means of Vakroti
and slesa (double entendre) which is comprehended by the
former. This slesa obsession is seen at its height in the Dvisa-
mdhana poems and its ultimate result reached the zenith in the
Bahularthaka-kavyas.

Tandava Karanas in Abhinaya Candrika
Maya Das

Tandava is the virtuous dancing. This is supposed to be
composed by Tandu according to Bharata. Abhinaya Candrika is
a treatise written on Odra nrtya exclusively. This treatise is price-
less to the contemporary Odissi dance. Author of Abhinaya
Candrika, presupposes all the earlier treatise. He picks out the
elements of Odra nrtya and gives a realistic picture to the witnessed
dancing.
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The Indo-Aryan Sibilants
Upal Sen, Calcutta

The treatment of Indio-Aryan Sibilant has been a problem
throughout the history of Indo-Aryan language-in its old, middle
and modern stages. The first problem which generally attracts
the minds of scholars, is the interchange of the sipilants, i.e. the
dental becomes palatal or cerebral or vice versa. Inthe Vedas
we see the interchanges between dental and p latal sibilants, e.g.

Kavyalamkara [i.93, by Dandin in his Kavyadarsa (lI. 9, by
Udbhata in his Kavyalamkara-sara-samgraha (Il 8.9}, by Bhoja in
his Saraswati~-Kanthabharana (l11,4.5 & V.8), etc. are discussed in
this paper.

Concept of Laksana-Vaiyakarana
School
