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INTRODUCTION

In May, 1947 was published a brief dictionary under the title Glossary
of Literary Terms, It contained about four thousand words. The first
edition was so popular that it sold out in a year. We are pleased
to offer this second edition to the reader after nearly fifteen years of in-
cessant work over the first venture for its enlargement and correction. The
number of words is now nearly eighteen thousand. These have been culled
from periodicals, books, English-Hindi dictionaries, and glossaries of technical
terms published by the Union Government. The compiler is indebted to
authors and compilers of the aforesaid source material.

Only such words have found place in this compilation as—being related with
human nature, emotion, activities and life-routine—find place in all works of
Art and Science and through them in Fiction, Drama, Poetry, Literary Criti-
cism and—under literature in its widest sense—in works on Grammar, Phi-
lology, Psychology, Philosop hy, Culture, Politics, History, Geography, Reli-
gion, Sociology and [Fine Arts. The Glossary is designed to serve as a work of
reference to all students and translators of books in these subjects. These
subjects in their higher reaches are studied by Indian students through the
medium of English, but they are often called upen to exgress their knowledge
through the medium of Hindi, the national language of the country. At every
step they face the problem of finding a word to fit in the meaning conveyed
by the word in English. The compiler trusts that this Glcssary should serve
their need in large measure.

The aforesaid objectives have contributed towards differentiation of
this Glossary fromthe general English-Hindi Dictionaries. It does not con-
tain words in common use nor the several well-known meanings of a parti-
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cular word, Without attempting to explsin the meaning of the word in
question with a number of words in Hindi, effort has been concentrated only
on giving its one or two most suitable Hindi equivalents. Nominal, Verbal,
Adjectival or Adverbial forms have also been added where necessary.

The paucity of technical terms in Hindi is a problem, the solution of
which is being attempted by various agencies in and outside the Govern-
ment. Instead of constructing new forms in Hindi for English words with
technical meaning, only such Hindi equivalents have been accepted for this
Glossary as have been made current by esteemed scholars and commi-
ttees of the Central Government. Most Hindi equivalents of English words
in this compilation are, therefore, easy as well as acceptable.

. A word is needed in clarification of the title of this Glossary. It might
have been termed ‘A Glossary of Specific Words’. But two reasons have pro-
mpted us to stick to the old tittle for this edition : It has to serve the needs
of the student of literature in particular and the forms too of Hindi equival-
ents are literary.

We conclude with a word to the Reader. If, on referring to this Gloss-
ary for a particular word, he finds it missing here, then he may be pleased
to write a line about it to the compiler who will take care to include it in
the next edition. Thus alone will its usefulness continue growing and the
reader will earn the compiler’s abiding gratitude.
