The Laghukaumuds 1s considered to be the best introduc-
tion to the system of Pamimi Though 1t 15 extensively studied
m our Pathadilas and 1s also prescribed for the degree examina-
tions of several Indian Universities, no attempt has yet been made
to make the work thoroughly mtelhigible and interesting to the
students This year the Nagpur Unmiversity too has prescribed
some part of it for the B A Exammation. This suggested
to me the 1dea of bringing out an annotated edition of the
selections as I thought that they would prove interesting to other
students as well.

I found, however, that there was no simple commentary on
this work written 1n an easy style to meet especially the require-
ments of the Unmiversity student. I, therefore, thought of com-
posing one myself, giving the anuvriti, showing the construction
of the words 1n each siitra and explamning the formation and
significance of each illustraton To make it intelligible to
beginners I have not followed the rules of Sandhi m some cases.
If the student carefully reads the commentary, he will, it 1s
hoped, become acquainted with the style of grammatical discuss-
1on and would be able to make his way through such learned
commentaries as the Tattvabodluni or the Balamanorama on
the Stddh@ntakaumuds.
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There 1s only one available translation of the book viz that
by Dr. Ballantyne, which, though excellent in 1its own way,
contains a few errors of commussion and omission Dr. Ballan-
tyne has agamn confined himself to a lIteral translation of the
work and rarely brings out the full significance of the wording
of a sfitra The present edition contains, besides a faithful
translation of every siitra, copious critical and explanatory notes
and a detailed exposition of every form with the citation and
explanation of the necessary siitras The appendices added at
the end will, 1t 1s hoped, be found useful m studying the present
work

Of the several works used 1 writing the commentary and
notes, I must especially mention the Mah@bhiashya of Patafijali.
That great work which has, for centuries, been a perenmal
source of mspiration to countless grammatical writers, has also
been my constant guide , ¥ have also made full use of the
commentaries—Kasika , Tattvabodhini and Balamanorama and
have borrowed a few technical terms and happy rendermngs of
words from Dr Ballantyne’s translation, Dr Otto Bohtlingk’s
German edition of the AshiGdhyayi has saved me much trouble
in preparing the explanatory mdex of techmical terms. My
sincere thanks are due to the awthors ef all these works

Very lttle 1s known about Varadardja, the author of the
Laghukaumudi From his name he appears to have been a
Brahmana of South India He was the son of Durgatanaya as stated
by him m a verse which occurs at the end of his Sé@ras:ddh-
antakaumuds Durgatanaya appears to be a metronymic The
real personal name of his father may have been Ganes$a whom
he has named 1n another work called Girvanapadamaiyari, as
suggested by Mr P. K. Gode From another verse* which occurs
in the beginning of his Madhyasiddhantakaumudi, we learn
that Varadarija was a pupil of Bhattoji Dikshita, the illustrious
author of the Stddhantakaumud? fs Bhattoji Dikshita’s hiterary

The oldest manuscript of the Laeghukaudmudi m the
Bhandarkar Institute 1s dated Samvat 1739 ( A. D. 1683)
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Varadardja 1s known to have composed the following
works—Laghusiddhintakaumudi ( also called Laghukaumudi),
Madhyasiddhantakaumudi, Girvanapadamaiijari and Sira-
siddhantakaumudi. These works were probably composed 1n the
order stated here, for the first two works are mentioned 1n the
Girvanapadamaiiyari which does not however refer to the last.
The first two are well-known abridgments of the siddhinia-
kaumudz, the standard work af Bhattoji Dikshita on the Panmian
system of Sanskrit grammar. Laghusiddhaniakaumudi 1s
meant for beginners of Sanskrit grammar and therefore eschews
all unnecessary details which are likely to bewilder begin-
ners. The Madhyasiddhantakaumud? 1s more comprehensive 1n
its scope and contaiwns, besides the sections included mn the
Laghukaumudi, those on Vedic accents and grammar which
were omitted m the latter work The Girvanapadamaiijari
(also called Sanskritamafijari) 1s a work giving conversational
questions and answers on < variety of topics, hterary, social
and devotional® The last ‘work S@rasiddhantakaumudi 1s the
shortest abridgment of the S:ddhantakawmudz,

As the earliest known manuscript of the Laghukaumudi is
dated A D. 1624, the work may have been writtenin A D 1620
at the latest. It was perhaps composed by the author
at the instance of his gurz# Bhaiton Dikshita to popularise the
Panmian system of Sanskrit grammar among beginners. It
served this purpose very well and soon ousted the Sarasvata and
other systems from the field It is now extensively used 1n Sans-
kit Pathadalas throughout the length and breadth of this country
as it 1s considered to be the best introduction to the Paminian

system.
