1. ***In Chanderi itself, there are also Jajhotiya Baniyas,

which alone is almost sufficient to show that the name is not
a common family designation, but a descriptive term of more
general acceptance. The Brahmans derive the name of Jaj-
hotiya from Yajur-hota, an observance of the Yajurveda, but
as the name is applied to the Baniyas or grain-dealers, as
well as to the Brahmans. I think it almost certin that it must
be a mere geographical designation derived from the name of
their country, Jajhoti. This opinion is confirmed by other well-
known names of the Brahmanical tribes, as Kanojiya from
Kanoj; Gaur from Gaur ; Sarawariya or Sarajuparia from
Sarjupar. Dravir from Dravira in the Dakhan, Maithil from
Mithila etc. These examples are sufficient to show the pre-
valence of geographical names amongst the divisions of the
Brahmanical tribes, and as each division is found most nu-
merously in the province from which it derives its name. I
conclude with some certainty that the country in which the
Jajhotiya Brahmans prepondarate must be the actual province
of Jajhoti.

1. If we were to be guided by the Purapas and the
Abhidhanacintamani (?) in these matters, the whole Vedic
literature would have to be explained in their light and all
the characteristic Vedic myths and legends would then put
on a different appearance altogether. This would be an
absolutely unhistorical method which no historian should
ask us to follow. The Vedic texts themselves and not the
Purinas should be chiefly used for interpreting the Vedas. It
is thus that we know that the Gomati mentioned in Rv. S.,
X, 75. 6, is the Gomal in Afghanistan and not the Gomati
in U. P. Failure to recognize this simple point has led to
many mistakes in the interpretation of Vedic history and
geography. We should not, therefore, assume that Vidarbha
and Cedi in the Vedas meant Berar and Bundelkhand
respectively.
