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Upon entering the Jodhpur territory a number of native
agents of various degrees both in rank and intellect were
despatched at different times to meet the mission, but the
attendance of such persons being rather matters of ceremony
and State than as conducive to the settlement of any real
business they were looked upon 1n this light, and matters of
mmportance regarding the Jodhpur State were transacted at the
capital by personal conference with the Maharaja as above-
mentioned a few more respectable men at this Court, men
who might well be entrusted to act as Ministers of State, but
Mansingh seemed unwilling to trust himself too much to any
one 1ndividual or to any one set of men, so the accidental pre-
sence of Zorawarmull, the rich Banker of Kotah and Ajymer who,
through belonging to party, was respected by all the chiefs of
Rajwara, was a most fortunate occurrence and much benefit
was derwved from his friendly advice and influence at Jodhpur,
as well as at Jaiselmer and Bikaner, with Chiefs of which State
he also had meetings during the time of our intercourse with
them.

I arnved here the day before yesterday morning The
Commuttee began its sittings from yesterday The Maharaja
of Patiala made an opening speech 1n which he summarised the
work they did at Bikaner and Alwar and also dealt with the
draft scheme After some unimportant talk the Maharaja of
Bikaner read the Nizam’s letter to the Viceroy In this letter
the Nizam after criticising the aims and functions of the pro-
posed Chamber of Princes declard that he would not join the
proposed Chamber, but would settle the affairs of his own
State singly with the British Government and would not make
any change 1n the existing system and procedure The Maha-
raja of Bikaner and Sir Ali Imam attributed this attitude of the
Nizam to some misunderstanding of the proposed scheme The
Maharaja of Patiala then declared that they would put before
the Meeting the opinions of the Ruling Princes communicated
to him tomorrow (that 1s to say today) and also appoint Sub-
Commuttees for consideration of different parts of the propcsed
scheme Thereupon I suggested to the Meeting that we should
first have different proposals which the Ministers and Publicmen
from British India make before us before we appoint Sub-
Commuttees To this they agreed The Meeting was then ad-
journed  We met again at 12 noon, today The Jam
Saheb was appointed as President for the Patiala Session  The
substance of the opinions of the Princes was then read out by
Dewan Daya Kishan Kaul The Maharaja Scindia favours the
Council of Princes but suggests that 1t should be composed of
only a few princes elected by Princes arranged 1n territorial
groups All other Princes including Rewa, Jaipur and Baroda
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generally agree with the draft scheme The Begum of Bhopal
1s the only ruler who does not endorse the scheme. As this
took up considerable time, the Maharajas decided to read the
remaining opinions tomorrow. After tlus they invited the
opmons of the Ministers and others I waited for a few
minutes to sec if any body got up and expressed any opinion.
When pobody got up, I rose and after one or two preliminary
remarks rcad my note After I had fimished my note, at the
request of the Maharaga of Bikaner, T gave 1ts copies to all the
Maharajas and a few others including Sir Al Imam  The
Maharaja of Bikaner then questioned me regarding the most
important point 11z the condemnatton of the Council of Princes,
I gave lum my reasons at length and then sat down Sir Al
Imam then rose and addressed the Mecting, giving his views
regarding coordmmation and settlement of political questions.
I1e eapressed himself 1n favour of a sort of consultative body
composed of representatives of States and British India for
questions of joint interest and a special Tribunal for political
questions. As from today’s talk I found that nearly every-
body was n favour of Council of Princes I tried to get Mr
Samrath to support me After Sir Al Imam sat down Mr
Samrath addressed the Mecting urging caution and deprecating
hasty action He also spoke on the advisability of having
representation according to status and position But he did
not go bechind this, Mr Khaserao Jadhav who also promised
to support me, unfortunately did not say much. He simply
endorsed Mr Samrath’s advice as regards caution and sat down.
There were no more speeches after this  The Maharaja of
Bikaner then proposed the appointment of a Sub-Commuittee
for drafting the constitution of the Chamber of Princes 1
thcicupon suggested to them that they should first settle the
functions and determine what sort of body they should have
The question of constitution will come latter, Then they also
appomted a Commuttee to settle functions and draft introduc-
tion and also consider all other questions. After this the
Mecting was adjourned.  After adjournment several Members
talked to me about my proposals  They all are more or less
impressed by them, but thev have all committed themselves to
the Ceurail of Princes and 1t appears do not wish to give up
tha position they have talen  Besides the influence of the Maha-
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raja of Bikaner 1s too strong He 1s bent on having his own
views carried out and every body appears to be influenced by
him  Even those who privately express different views do not
express disagreement at the Meeting The Maharaja of Bikaner,
after the Meeting was over, told me that he hoped I would not
take 11l as he questioned me I gave a suitable reply and again
urged on him the necessity of considering functions and the
main questton first and the constitution after these were settled
He gave a polite answer but I am afraid he 1s not likely to
deviate from his settled scheme

Mr Manu Bhai 1s entirely with the Maharaja of Bikaner
and I feel that the Maharaja Gaitkwar’s attitude 1s greatly res-
ponsible for the support which the draft scheme 1s receiving
If Maharajas Gaitkwar and Scindia had adopted a different
attitude the matter would have perhaps taken a different turn
Another thing I noticed 1s that the smaller Princes have 1m-
proved and are improving their position while our State 1s on
a downward course We must now seriously think about 1t
The Maharaja of Alwar also made two speeches 1n which he
gave at length the history of States and dealt with their position
etc  In his second speech he advocated the proposed council
The Maharaja of Bikaner followed him and opposed him

Besides the Ministers only Sir Ali Imam and Mr Samrath
are here

Messrs Sr1 Niwas Shastri, Malviya, Chantamani, Sir S P
Sioha and Visheshwar Ayyar are coming tomorrow There
was a general impression here that Your Highness, like the
Nizam, also wanted to keep aloof I have tried to remove that
mmpresston without at the same time giving them an impression
that Your Highness would join even if the first proposal 1s bad

I met Mr Crump yesterday evening and had a long talk
with bim.  He 1s very much agamst the proposals of the
Princes

Sir John Wood 1s coming here on the 9th instant and will
discuss the final scheme with us

I shall inform Your Highness about what happens further

In yesterday’s Meeting a couple of hours werc taken up 1n
reading the views of the Princes who communicated them 1n
writing to the Commuttce  After this the question of coordina-
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tion was taken up The Publicen from British India discussed
the question thoroughly with the result that they were not un-
ammous 1n their advice. But the majority of them advised the
Princes to drop the matter for the present. In today’s meeting,
the remaining views of the Princes were read After this the
gentlemen from British India were requested to give their advice
as regards appomtment of one member suggested by the Princes
m the Viceroy’s Executive Council Every one of them spoke
agamst tlus and advised the Princes to drop the proposal
Sardar Daljit Singh of Kashmir also placed his views regarding
the draft scheme prepared at Bikaner His views are exactly
similar to mine and I was glad to find that at least one man
supported me  Other Ministers entirely support the Bikaner
scheme. Major Dube’s note which he sent to Dewan Daya
Kishan Kaul was also read before the meeting by Mr Kaul
It 1s now almost settled that they will propose the establishment
of Chamber of Princes with equal representation for all salute
Princes up to 11 guns They are likely to drop the coordina-
tion question and one or {wo other objectionable things They
have appointed Sub-Committees for considering various ques-
tions in detail and drafting the scheme and when the scheme
1s ready and comes to Your Highness, we shall have to consi-
der carefully what our policy should be. I shall tell Your
Highness personally how things have been manipulated here

On the Sth and 9th instant the General Commuttee did not
meet as the Sub-Commiftees sat and discussed various
proposals Today 1s the last day, butthe sub-committees
haven’t fimshed their work, the General Committee will
not meet today but will meet tomorrow and discuss the reports
of the Sub-committees 1 think the business will be over to-
morrow and I shall be able to leave tomorrow night for Indore
Sir John Wood arnived here yesterday. I have met him today
and had some talk with him about the scheme From what he
told me 1t appears that the British Government is prepared to
constitute “Chamber of Princes” with advisory functions and
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also considers favourably some other parts of the scheme He
himsef appears to be in favour of this 1 also gathered from
s talk that the Bntish Government will do nothing till the
whole question 1s thoroughly discussed by the Princes at the
next Conference at Delhi and also the Princes individually
consulted I met Mr Crump also Though he 1s agamst the
scheme yet he also said the same thing It appears therefore
that as far as the Chamber 1s concerned the matter 1s practically
settled I placed my views before Sir John Wood and pointed
out to him some of the serious objections to the Chamber
He did not quite refute them but he gave me to understand that
the Government would consider the question carefully before
arriving at a decision  He then asked me whether Your High-
ness would go to Delhi next month I told him that I did not
know He then asked me to write to Your Highness and tell you
from him that Your Highness should go to Delhi and express
your views freely before the Viceroy and the Secretary of States
He also said that he wished that Your Highness would come out
more During the course of conversation, he enquired about
Your Highness’s health etc He also enquired what sort of
chimate we have 1n Indore in March  From his talk 1t appears
that the Viceroy contemplates visiting Indore 1n March next.

I had a long talk with Sardar Dalnt Singh, Chief Minister
of Kashmir yesterday about the scheme He 1s exactly of my
opmion and I understood from him that the Maharaja of
Kashmir will keep aloof He adwises the same course to us
He will also try to influence some other bigger Princes

I have done my best to convert as many Gentlemen here
as possible mncluding British Indian politicians and have also
succceded 1n getting some objectionable features of the scheme
modified, but as far as the Chamber of Princes 1s concerned I
do not think there 1s any chance of its being dropped But

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As Your Highness 1s aware my position and work ander
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the new scheme have undergone considerable change, I am now
without any portfolio, work or powers Though I remain a
member or President of the Council, 1t 1s a dignity which only
accentuates my humihation The Council composed as 1t 1s of
men without touch with the administration and with the power
placed with the Chief Minister of stopping execution of its
decisions whenever 1t pleased him 1s only an ornament without

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any longer With the awakening 1n British India and 1 States,
with the horizon wide and with opportunities for closer ttes and
desire for representative Goverment and development of self-
governing mstitutions throughout India, 1t 1s suggested that
Princes should claim a voice 1n the settlement of affairs whicn
concern them solely or jointly with others and put an end to
the effect and outworn system which has made them mmpotent
onlookers of their own degradation But the solution of this
problem 1s fraught with immense difficulties I think 1t would
be better if the Princes do not commit themselves to any view
hurriedly and wait for the announcement of His Majesty’s
Government regarding development of self-government in
British India We would then be 1n a better position to for-
mulate our proposals We must not jeopardise our future by
any hasty or ill-considered proposals In this momentous
question the whole order of Indian Princes 1s deeply interested
and we must give them all sufficient time and opportunity to
consider and express opinion on whatever schemes are put be-
fore them Whatever constitution 1s proposed and granted
now, 1s capable of being twisted and distorted and hopes enter-
tained by its framers may prove delusive 1n the long run  Its
scope may become narrower or wider It 1s therefore not
only necessary but prudent to consider the question i all its
bearings

The questions then for which “joint orgamsed action may
be necessary are

1 Which concern the States jointly with British India

2 Which concern the whole Empire

In cases where there 1s an encroachment on the Treaty
nights and Izzat of a Ruler or interference n the internal ad-
minstration or differences 1n political questions generally bet-
ween the Princes and the British Government or which involve
questions 1 which the Princes have by mutal consent or other-
wise surrendered their sovereign powers, some satisfactory
arrangement whereby a higher standard of justice be secured
may also be necessary The question then 1s what sort of
constitution will discharge these functions adequately and re-
medy the existing evils  What should be i1ts form and whom
should 1t comprise  Several suggestions have been put forward,
but 1n my opimon they are more or less hable to serious objec-
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tions  Our object 1s to have a manageable body fully represen-
tative in character and composed of independent and best men
available 1 Indian States A Chamber of Princes will not be
a satisfactory solution. Two assemblies or houses and bycame-
ral constitution are still more objectionable Imperial and Pro-
vincial Conferences of Princes and subjects of Indian States 1s
more 1ndefensible still Further any constitution based on the
analogy of the German Buncsrat or federal America cannot
but end 1n disaster

In my opinion a house or chamber of representatives of
Indian States 1s a better solution In 1t the objectionable fea-
tures are eliminated and some advantages secured. The repre
sentatives may be Princes, Dewans or other high dignitaries or
from the public. It will rest on the Government of a particu-
lar State whom to send as its representative It will be a sort
of mized assembly though I would prefer to exclude Princes
altogether There may be sentimental objection to it on the
part of Princes and 1t may be said that Princes will not Iike to
rub shoulders with their officers or subjects To this the reply
may be that there are some Commuittees 1n which Princes have
sat and do sit with Dewans or high officers and there cannot be
any objection to their sitting with officers or subjects of their
States while they welcome a seat on a committee composed of
British Indian officers or subjects.

The membership of this house should be extended to all
the States and Chiefshups which come under the category of
Indian States, but they should be given representation in pro-
portion to their status and mmportance. I lay great stress on
this point as 1t would be most unfair to give equal representa-
tion to all whether they be sovereign of territories extending
over thousands of miles and with ruling powers or petty
chiefs or princes with hardly an income of a few thousand
rupees and limited powers I would propose the following
constitution *

1. Ruling Princes with 21 guns and 19 guns salute—2

representatives each-22

2. Ruling Princes with 17 guns and 15 guns salute—1

representative cach—30.

3. Ruhng Princes with 13 and 11 guns salute—one repre-

sentative from every two of the former and three of the
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latter class-16
4 Other salute Chiefs—one representative from every
five-6
5 Non-salute Chiefs—one representative from every terri-
torial diviston—11
The total number of members will thus be approaimately
85 It should elect its own president, vice-president and Secre-
tary, and meet at least once a year Its permanent office should
be at the head quarters of the Government of India It should
be granted recognition by means of a Royal Proclamation
which should be worded consistently with the positions of
Ruling Princes  In matters which relate exclusively to States
such as minonty administration, education of a Prince, internal
boundary disputes, succession, precedence etc reference may be
made to it when diplomatic negotiations fail, either by a State
or the Government of India and when 1its opiion 1s vetoed by
the Viceroy he should give his reasons 1n full 1n writing and the
house or the State concerend may if so inclined not accept the
Viceroy’s deciston  Matters in which the Viceroy does not
accept the recommendation of the house should be referred to
an independent body which be called ‘Supreme Council’ com-
posed of three representatives from this house, three represen-
tatives of the Government of India with a Judge of the rank
not inferior to that of a Chief Justice of an Indian High Court
as Prestdent The decision of this tribunal should be binding
and final
In matters of common 1nterest between the States and
British India the members of this house should sit with members
of the Impenal Legislative Council, but the proportion of the
representatives of Indian States should not be less than one-
third  In case this proportion 1s not ordinarily secured both
the bodies should send their representatives in the proportion
of one to two and this body should decide by mojority provided
that no measure should carried 1n which 3/4ths of the members
do not agree
In matters outside the jurisdiction of the Imperial Legis-
lative Council such as defence, etc, two representatives of this
house should sit with three representatives of the Government
of India and the Viceroy as President The States should also
have the right and privilege of sending one representative who
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may or may not be 1ts member to the Imperial Cabinet.

It will thus appear that by means of this house we should
not onlv secure full representation 1n all matters affecting our
States erther exclusively or jointly with British India, but have
an effective voice 1n the final settlement. It will also remove
all causes of friction between the States and the British Govern-
ment and tend to establish and strengthen friendly relations and
that union which will eventuate in mutual trust and betterment
all round I have purposely excluded the Viceroy from this
assembly as his presence would alter its character and also
affect free discussion and expression of opinions adversely In
its advisory functions, it should not include mn it any but
Princes’ representatives. When 1t 1s called upon to discharge
other than advisory functions, my scheme provides for mixed
assemblies 1n which representatives or delegates from this house
would sit with British Indian representatives

If this scheme 1s approved it will do away with the desir-
ability—which I think 1s doubtful—of sending a Prince’s repre-
sentative to the Executive Council of the Government of India.
Whatever advantages this proposal may have, have been secured
by my scheme and 1ts objections have been removed.

My scheme dispenses with the necessity of an adwisory
Board Talso which mm my opinion will not be an unmixed
advantage

As regards the proposed Supreme Judicial Tribunal, the
scheme above outlined provides for it. 1 have in 1t proposed a
similar tribunal but with a different designation and constitu-
tion. As regards establishment of direct political relations with
the Government of India I am of opinion that the question 1s
not so mmportant as 1t looks The Political Agent or Residents
will 1If my scheme 1s adopted be relieved of most of their work
and play the role of ambassador

I have 1n this memorandum attempted to give the general
outhine of the scheme and 1f 1t 1s adopted details can be worked
out easily It 1s a very delicate and important question and I
hope the various suggestions which have been submitted for the
consideration of the Princes by responsible ministers who had
the honour of being consulted will receive their most careful
attention
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Federation

Constitutional changes which will have far reaching effects
on the future of the Indian States are projected under the
Government of India Act of 1935 The British Indian Provinces
will become autonomous units from the 1st of April 1937 It 1s
also 1ntended to bring into bemg of Federation of India com-
prising the British Indian Provinces and such of the States as
desire to enter the Federation. The Draft Instrument of Acces-
ston, which ind:cates how and to what catent Indian States can
join the Federation, has been sent recently by the Government
of India to Indore as to other Indian States, and 1t 1s being
most carefully considered by His Highness’s Government, His
Highness the Maharaja and his Government know how impor-
tant are the 1ssues mvolved, and I can assure you that 1n mak-
ing his deciston His Highness’s chief care will be to safeguard
the interests of his State and lis subjects

Internal Affairs

Before I pass on to other aspects of our financial position
I am sure you will all rejoice to learn that in spite of the increase
in the total revenue, His Highness the Maharaja has retained
the amount of his Civil List at Rs 11 lacs mstead of at the usual
11 per cent of the total revenues of the State

His Highness has also limited the expenditure of the Army
to a fixed sum of Rs 102 lacs which, having regard to the
digmty and political status of Indore, 1s moderate 1n comparison
with the mulitary eapenditure of other Indian States of equal
importance

Judicial Admmistration

Let us turn for a moment to the question of judictal admini-
stration 1n the State It has been the constant endeavour of
His Highness’s Government to reduce the Law’s delays and
expense and 1nconmvenience to the litigant public While 1t 1s
realised that these are very necessary qualities of any judicial
system, every attempt has been made to ensure that the chief
quahty of all, the impartiahty and efficiency of work 1n the Law
Courts of the State remain unimpaired The Courts of the
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Magistrates have been so placed that no one has to travel so

far 1n order to get justice as to deter him from seeking legal
redress of his wrongs

Education

More and more, 1t 1s being realised throughout the world
that social and economical problems depend largely for their
successful solution upon the type and quality of the education
mmparted by a State to those who will be 1ts citizens tomorrow.
These are days 1n which the specialist far outstrips the general
handyman and the Education Department of the State i1s doing
its best to give a vocational bias to primary as well as to second-
ary education  This applies both to rural and to urban schools
and agriculture 1s being introduced as a definite part of the pri-
mary school curriculum

But a child requires more than a knowledge of the three
R’s - the true object of education 1s to build character and
character to a far greater extent than 1s generally realised
depends upon a child’s health. Not only 1s physical hygiene
regularly taught 1n our schools but every boy at school in Indore
City 1s medically examined once a year , so beneficial has this
proved that the practice has now been extended to girls’ schools
also and will soon, I hope, reach out into the districts

Social Legislation

But I am, I regret, compelled to say that Government’s
efforts to advance the social welfare of the people has not met
with the success which 1t deserves. The orthodox section of the
community, ever averse to change, always raises the cry of
‘rehigion 1n danger’ whenever even the smallest attempt 1s made
to rectify the evils that arise from rigid and outworn customs
Some of Indore’s caste PANCHAS and leaders persistently
make deliberate efforts to defeat every law passed for the good
of the people and they show brilliantly misguided cleverness 1n
their methods of breaking the law and of sheltering behind the
ingenuity of the lawyer.

Admittedly the success of social legislation depends essen-
tially upon education ; only as people become advanced both
physically and intellectually are the true aims of social and
sumptuary laws percetved ; having given the strongst possible
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lead Government demands—and rightly demands—that all who
are educated, all who have the welfare of the people at heart,
shall assist 1t 1n every possible way 1n its endeavour to lead
Indore as far as possible along the path of social reform

The extent to which the forces of reaction can go 1s some-
times surprising and amazement 1s not too strong a word to
express my feelings when I received representations against the
Public Trusts Registratton Bill, the Select Commuittee’s Report
on which 1s before you for consideration

It 1s for you, gentlemen, to give by your whole hearted
support of advanced legislation, whether that legislation 1s
a Usurious Loans Act, a bill to control money lending 1n the
rural areas, or a bill for the control of public trusts, 1t 1s for
you, gentlemen I repeatto give the clearest and most determined
lead to the public and to show both 1n this Council and 1n your
private lives your resolution to make of Indore a State which
will command the respect and admiration of all enlightened
people

Charter of hiberty for Harijans

There can be no justification for the 1ll-treatment and sup-
pression of a large section of the Hmmdu community on either
moral or humanitarian grounds , religious sanction cannot
rightly be called to the aid of reactionaries These are the
considered views of His Highness, whose deep concern for the
well-being of everyone of his subject 1s too well-known for me
to expatiate upon 1t here But views, however sound, caan do
little good unless they are put into practice , convictions, how-
cver deep-seated, must be followed by action, His Highness
acted Just before his departure for Europe he granted what,
perhaps, you will permit me to describe as a Charter of Harijan
Liberty, a charter the object of which 1s to ensure the ameliora-
tion of the conditions 1 which the so-called “Depressed
Classes® hive and the rapid removal of the moral and social
restrictions placed upon them was announced in 1938 His
Highness’s proclamation reads as follows

1 “All State temples within the lImits of the State be

thrown open to Harnans for darshan according to the
rules that may be laid down by us

2, All existing public wells as well as all wells constructed
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by the State Lereafter be mnvariably open to all classes
alike  This 1s our policy, but in enforcing 1t 1n regard
to the existing public wells the District Officers will
act 1n their discretion according to the local needs and
circumstances

3 All concerned should make 1t possible for the Harijans
to have an unrestricted use of public places such as
hotels, restaurants and public conveyances

4. Our Mimster 1/C Municipality should, subject to his
discretion 1n the light of the conditions and require-
ments of a particular locality, allow Haryans to build
or own houses 1n all areas open to higher castes and
communities

5 Full and hearty effect be given to the existing orders
relating to the unrestricted admission of the Haryjans’
children into State Educational Institutions.

6 Therc shall be no restrictions in the matter of recruit-
ment to State services, except where the incumbent has
essentially to be recruited from a particular class or
community.

7  All State public offices and buildings arc open to Hari-
jans for entry

8. There shall be no restrictions on the wearing of orna-
ments, the taking out of processions and performance
of cecremonies”

Hanjans and advanced and progressive minded Hindus all
over India welcomed this measure with the warmest enthusiasm
and work for the uphft of the former was started immediately
and wigorously in the State District Boards and Pergara
Commuttces have been formed to assist in the work and Pra-
charaks have been appointed to visit Haryan localities and to
ane them all possible instruction and aid to enable them to
1use ther standard of hiving,

It would be false 1f T were to paint the picture of the pro-
gress of this great work entirely 1n bright colours - some of the
orthedoy Sanatanists of Indore resented the proclamation to
such  an extent that when Harans started to exercise their new
ticht of entry into the temples, bodies of Sanatamsts endeas our-
ed 10 prevent their dong o0 and a very difficult and tense spa-
tion arose 1 am glad to be able to say that geod <ense
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eventually won the day

The rnigid clinging to customs and 1deas that are out-worn
means the stultification of progress The strength and prosperity
of a State depends upon the ready acceptance and practice of
all that 1s best 1n the new concepts of a broad-minded humani-
tarlanism, acting as a leaven upon social and administrative
principles which tradition and history have shown to be sound.
To keep a large section of the people 1n a permanent state of
subjection convicts the subjectors of a narrowness of outlook
and an inelasticity of mind which eventually can redound only
to therr own disadvantage I hope and I am sure you all hope
with mc that the Sanatamsts of Indore will increasingly
realise the justice of giving to their less fortunate brethren
opportunities for the improvement of their conditions of life
Only 1n this way can they become a source of strength instead
of one of fatal weakness to the Hindu community

In keeping with the policy which His Highness has stead-
fastly pursued since he ascended the throne was the i1mportant
order he passed early this year that wherever it 1s possible
articles of indigenous manufacture are to be used 1n all State
departments.

1938

Industry (Textile Mills)

You will recall that in the award I made last year when I
did my best to bring about happier relationships between mull-
owners and operatives, I made certain recommendations for the
improvement of the material conditions i which the mill hands
worked Many of these recommendations have been adopted
and 1t 1s reported that the Mills now provide better medical
facilities for the labourers and better arrangements for meals
and bathing water Some of the mills are installing aircondi-
tioning plants In general the workers now receive their wages
on or about the tenth of every month  All this 1s most grati-
fying, and I look forward to the day when the mills of Indore
will set an example to the whole of India

Speeding up of cases in the Courts
Another step hkely to assist in the quick disposal of cases
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1s the rule 1ssued this year that copies of orders passed by the
presiding officer of every Court must be submitted to the Chief
Justice whenever a Civil case which has been pending for more
than one year, or a Criminal case for more than four months, 1s
adjourned

Scheols

Constantly with the policy of bringing education in the
State up-to-date—a policy which has been steadily pursued for
many years—the Primary School Curriculum has been comple-
tely revised and reorganised and many ncw subjects have been
introduced, among them practical hygiene, agriculture, nature-
study, sanitation, and social service , while as an experiment
handicrafts are being taught in 4 selected vernacular Middle
Schools  Should this latter prove a success 1t will be extended
as soon as possible to other schools

Recent years have been a growing realisation on the part of
Governments almost throughout the world of the value of
bodily fitness among their citizens Indore cannot yet claim to
have regimented 1ts people into semi-military physical culture
classes such as are popular n certain parts of the Continent of
Europe, but a great deal of attention 1s in fact being paid to the
health and physique of school children and to this end teachers
are bemng sent to physical training centres outside the State in
order that they may have the benefit of learning the most
modern methods The Education Department is also carrying
on uplift work 1n the villages both through the schools and 1n
other ways Efforts to mmprove the health and physique of
children are not confined to physical culture and in certan selected
schools 1n Indore germinating gram, nulk, and Soya beans are
being given experimentally at mid-day , this form of tiffin will
be eatended to other schools if 1t results 1n an 1mprovement 1n
“the general standard of health among the school children to
whom it has been given

Jails

Society now-a-days 1s realising that the mere confinement
of criminals behind bars 1s no solution to the problem of crime ,
everywhere prison administrations are concentrating more and
more on the transformation of the forbidding old type of prison
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into what amounts to a specialised educational nstitution
wherein those convicted of offence against the State may be
educated to fit them 1n later hfe to be useful citizens

14th November, 1938

In our country, the masses are poor and ilhiterate Poverty
1s the cause of 1lliteracy and unless the country 1s industrialized,
the standard of living cannot be raised and country cannot reach
the level of the prosperous European and American Countries
India has, no doubt, made progress, but the progress achieved
so far 1s msigmificant 1n comparison to the achievements of
other countries, where materialistic mentality, scientific dis-
coveries and technical inventions have pulled them up almost
to the goal of their ambition We are far behind them 1n this
respect, but we have seen the other side of the picture also and
therefore can avoid pitfalls The culture and civilization of
India are based on spiritualism and this has saved us from
extinction 1n the gigantic world race, but no country can survive
onslaughts on 1t and rise and maintain its position for any time,
unless there 1s a harmomnious blending of material progress with
moral and religious fervour  The geographical position and the
climatic conditions of India are a sufficient guarantee that it
will never be divorced from spiritualism They are, however,
a disadvantage also and do block material progress, and encour-
age pessimism, and that 1s why serious and continuous effort 1s
required  Exhibitions play a very useful part in awakening and
heeping alive our interest 1n the use of Swadeshi articles and
arousing enthusiasm for development of industries, which would
make the country self-sufficient, and enable us to stand competi-
tion from out side A good deal of labour, patience, concentra-
ted work and careful planning 1s necessary to achieve our goal,
and we must always be prepared for such socral and economic
adjustments as the changing conditions and the increasing
contract with the materially advanced countries necessitate for
the uphift and welfare of the Indjan Nation
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10th March, 1926

Regarding the question of firing a salute of 21 guns after
His Highness’s speech was over, I told Mr Glancy that it was
not necessary and it could have no meaning I further told him
that I objected to it on the ground that i1f 1t was fired, 1t might
be taken to mean that it was to mark His Highness’s installa-
tion of his succession by the British Government, which was
quite wrong and out of place Mr Glancy said 1t was not for
that purpose, but he had no reply to give to my objection He
then said that he had referred the matter again to the Govern-
ment of Tndia and would drop me a line as soon as he recerved
a reply He also said that he had wired to Gwalior to find
out what was done there, but he recetved a mutilated reply and

had wired again I again pressed my point of view and reques-
ted him to consider 1t

11th March, 1926

He informed that he had recetved a reply from the Govern-
ment of India regarding the question of firing a salute after
His Highness’s reply to his speech on the 12th instant The
Governmeat had left the decision to him I then told him that

it should not be insisted on as 1t was likely to be misinter-
preted He agreed

25th Apnil, 1926

I spoke to him about the question of my precedence over
the General of Mhow and told him what was done at the time
of Lord Chelmsford’s visit He said he would arrange in such a
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way that neither of us would have precedence over the other.

21st September, 1926

Mr. Glancy asked me 1f I knew a Unionist Member of
Parliament and his activities 1n Indla, I told him that T knew
something but a good deal of what I knew had been communi-
cated to me 1n strict confidence and I could not divulge He
gave me to understand that the information was wanted by the
Government of India and also put several questions to me My
attitude remained the same He appeared to realise the delicate
position I was 1n

4th October, 1926

I mentioned to him that in official correspondence from
the Residency our State titles were not used and said that there
could be no reason why they were not used After some talk
he remarked that he did not see any thing against it but would
look up his office file first and made a note

30th March, 1927

Regardlng the letter of the Maharaja of Patiala (Chancellor
of the Chamber of Princes) he thought that I should reply to
the letter and as Indore was an important state it should
influence the decision of others and not be left out I told him
that I did not propose to reply because 1t would be a departure
from the policy of the Ex-Maharaja who did not consider him-
self as its member I told him that there were some other
important Princes who had done the same and I expected that
Government of India would consult the Princes mdividually
and when 1t was done we would certainly give our opinton to
Government of India  He had then nothing to say but wished
to keep the letter as he wanted to read 1t once more as he was
likely to be asked by Government of India about 1t,

13th April, 1927

He showed me letters from Dr Hardy and His Highness
to the address of Mr. Glancy There were three important
pomts in His Highness’s letter viz.

1 that he wished Her Highness to be educated 1n
England.
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2 that he did not wish to live at the College

3 that he wished to stay there until he passed his B A
examination after which he wished to travel for six
months and then recetve administrative training for six
months before he got his powers.

As regards (1) I had nothing to say although my opinion
was that she should return to India, but I saw no objection to
the course proposed As regards (2) I still had the same opinion
that 1s to say that he should be induced to reside at the College
As regards (3) I told him that it would mean delaying his powers
which I could not support, as, if it was done, persons not
knowing the real reason might attribute it to me and to the
Government of Indla He said that he had a talk with some
of the Princes and they too were not in favour of giving powers
early

21st January, 1928

I discussed with him proposals regarding revision of the
constitution of the Legislative Committee He had no objec-
tion to 1ncreasing the daily allowance of non-official members
As regards increasing the number of the members of the Legis-
lative Commuittee and giving greater powers to it, I told him
that my chief reason for favouring 1t was that I wanted that
there should be some permanent check on the Maharaja and
whatever the fitness of the Members may be, 1t would still
exercise a great check on him He said that he was not 1n
favour of revising it during the minority but he had not objec-
tion to my taking all the preliminary steps and keeping my
proposals ready for the Maharaja

26th January, 1928

We again discussed the question of appointing an Indian
Guardran to His Highness I told him that if he could get a man
of ths type of Sir Vishweshvar Aiya or Sir Siwa-Swam 1 Aiyar and
appomnt such men for about a year, 1t would be a very desirable
thing He thought that 1t was not possible to secure a man of
that type especially as 1n the present circumstances Dr Hardy
could not be removed and one could not work under the other
I told him that some via media could be found
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6th August, 1928

Regarding the pamphlet containing criticism of the Mino-
rity Admunistration he said that the Viceroy and all the Mem-
bers of his Staff had received a copy of 1t and they all came to
breakfast with 1t 1n their hands He said that the Viceroy
marked with reference to it that if that was all they had to say
agamst the Minority Administration, he did not think there
was anything wrong with 1t

15th August, 1928

He talked to me about the question of wearing State
Medals outside the State and at the Viceroy’s function and said
that the Viceroy had noticed that I wore a State Order and also
the British Government Medals together at the Dinner at the
Residency, the other day. I told him that there was nothing
objectionable n that as I wore it 1n accordance with the settle-
ment arrived at He then went through the past correspon-
dence with me and appeared to be convinced about the correct-
ness of my position. He said that he had to submit a report
to the Government of India

14th November, 1929

In order that His Highness and the A.G G. might meet, I
suggested that he might ask His Highness to tea so that the
formality of calls might be avoirded He said that he did not
agree as he thought that the proper thing was for His Highness
to call on him first He added that he did not want him to
write his name 1n the Visttors’ book but, what he wanted was
that His Highness should call on him first I told him that I did
not agree with him and my suggestion was with a view to avoid
formality during His Highness’s mnority, but if he mnsisted on
formality, 1n my opinion he should call on His Highness first
He said that he did not agree with me but I told him that 1t was
my considered opinion, and I would give the same opinion to His
Highness He then said that e would think over the matter
He afterwards agreed with me and asked His Highness to tea.

10th April, 1930

He discussed with me a number of points 1n the 1nvestiture
Programme. We had along discussion. I agreed to modify a
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few minor items but as regards some important points we did not
agree but his attitude was very good and he decided to refer the
points on which I did not agree to the Government of India

26th Aprl, 1930

He was already informed that we did not deem 1t advisable
that His Highness should go to Simla for his investiture by the
Viceroy as 1t would be setting a bad precedent and I also told
him that considering that 1t was hot weather His Highness would
not 1msist on Viceroy coming to Indore to 1nvest him

25th Apml, 1931

In this connection the Agent to the Governor General had
written to me on the evening of the 23rd instant to say that the
General Officer Commanding Mhow had informed him that n
case of the possibility of a disturbance on the **Id Day’’ and the
pulitary being required for the Residency area, the situation
might be discussed beforehand He had arranged that an
expertenced Military Officer, Major Chambers of the Rajputana
Rifles, might come and discuss the matter with Mr Reeve and
that though he did not apprehend any trouble, st would be an
excellent thing if our Inspector General of Police and Mr
Reeve discussed the situation with Major Chambers I accord-
mgly asked Mr Watson the Inspector General of Police, to go
to the meeting on the 24th A suggestion was made at this
meeting that the Military Officers from Mhow might be allowed
to go round the city and mspect the quarters where a riot
could be probable with a view to their being able to plan out
the measures for handling the situation 1n case of a disturbance
Mr Watson informed me of this so that the question could be
talked over with the Agent to the Governor General

The Agent to the Governor General while putting forward
this suggestion, told me that the Mhow General has recerved
instructions to reman fully in touch with the civil authorities
and was therefore anxious to do all that his help could do to
avoid a possible disturbance I informed the Agent to the
Governor General that first of all I did not apprehend any dis-
turbance 1n the City at all , and that even 1if there was any
breach of the peace we had sufficient police aud military strength
to cope with the situation successfully On the other hand if
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there was any riot 1n the Residency area we could help them
also without their having to summon help from Mhow Under

the circumstances there was no necessity at all to resort to the
measure outlined by the Mhow Military authorities as we did

not want their help 1n any case The Agent to the Governor
General was satisfied and dropped the proposal
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Wednesday, 22 June 1910 (London)

Went to Portsmouth with HH by motor at 11 am The
Admiral of the Dockyard deputed one Captain who showed us
a battle ship (Superb), the King’s ship (Victoria and Albert)
and the institution where mstruction to soldiers and officers are
given (how to work guns etc) Went to see the Victory
(Nelson’s) The party had lunch and tea with the Admiral
who was very courteous It was very interesting to see how the
guns were worked & ¢ Had seen Destroyers, Torpedos,
Crusiers, Submarines & ¢ Also saw ship-building  Returned
at 6 p m.

Wednesday, 20 July, 1910 (London)
In the afternoon visited the King’s Jud courts, Attended
the Lord Chier Justice’s and other courts Left London by 8

morning train (7 55 m)

Monday, 27 November, 1910 (London)

Attended a Liberal meeting at 730 pm held at the
Lambete Baths The principal speaker was Rt Hon’ble
Winston Churchill

Tuesday, 29 November, 1910 (London)

At 8 Morning attended a mass-meeting of the Unionist at
the Albert Hall The principal speaker was Rt Hon’ble
Balfour

Tuesday, 6 May, 1913. (London)

At345P M went with HH to the House of Commons

HH consulted me (CM, and Sardar Kibe also present)
