I>arts of Egypt—They are precious relics of antiquity,

—The most remarkable piece of antiquity hero is a
stone on wliich are carved the signs of tho Zodiac

View the First Cataract—^Passing the First Cataract,

we arrived at the island of Ell-Heirt, which is the
Philio of the ancients—^The great Temple of Isis, ono
of the finest ruins in tho world—Curious methods of

crossing the Nile : two men Siit on a stack of straw,

preceded by a cow that swam before them, and one
of them held the tail of tho cow with one hand, and
with the other he managed a rope fastened to her
horns, while tlie man iKjliind steered with a little

oar. Tlie same day we saw some camels loaded with
goods thus cross the river: a man swam before,

having the bridle of the first camel in his mouth, to
whose tail tho second was tied, and the third to his.

Behind was a man scaled on a stack of straw, whose
business it was to see that the camel went on iu a
direct line. Another mode tho natives have is to

get astride on a large piece of timb(% and, using
their arms as oars, they get across with ease—AU
the vessels on tho Nile are made of sycamore wood,
of which also the mummy cases are made, being very
hard anddumblo—Leave Upper Egypt on our return
to Cairo—Luxor—That Egypt was what it has been
represented to us in the history of tho Old Testament
cannot bo denied—^In viewing the city of Hau, wo
found that many of the houses had been built with
the fragments of ancient columns, and tho remains
of most ma^mificent structures—Arrived at Cairo on
the 24th of February, 1738, and anchored at the

same place from whence we had set sail on the

18th 01 November, 1787—The conquest of Egypt was

completed by Selim, tho first emperor of the Turks,
and one campaign made him master of the kingdom

;

but this was only Lower Egypt, for the Arabians
who inhabited Upper Egypt paid little regard to his
power—Being obliged to march with his troops to
different parts of tlie empire, Selim appointed a
Busha to govern in Egypt, and whoso power was
despotic—The kingdom was divided into twenty-four
provinces, each of which was under tho government
of a Bey, anti they, equally d('spotic, were account-
able to the Basha—At present they are nominated by
tho Basha, and are accountable to him as he is to tlie

Porte—Selim introduced a militia on the same foot-

ing as that of Turkey—In every place there is a
Cadi, or judge, who decides in lawsuits, and liis

sentence is for tho most part without appeal—^At Cairo
there is a grand master of the police, called Nuabi,
who inspects the markets, &c., and who has tho power
of life and death— In religious matters, Egypt is

governed by a Mufti, assisted by doctors well ac-

quainted with the Alcoran. The foregoing is Mr.
Norden’s account of Lower Egypt; what follows

redates to the Arabian princes who inhabit Upper
Egypt, near the bauKs of the Nile, and there carry

on a form of government of their own : The Arabians
who live in tho Delta, and for some miles round
Cairo, are mostly ixasanls, and totally subject to tho
government

;
are divided into clans or tribes, each

with an offietir n]ipointed to govern them—If they
intend to abide for any length of time in one place,

they agree with tlie Bey for a grant of land, which is

^nly for one season—They then live quietly, and
having but little for themselves, little is demanded
of them—It would be happy for Egypt, and for

travellers visiting it, were tlio other Arabians to act

in a similar manner—But those Arabians called

Bedouins are of too incoiishint a temper, and often

so knavish, as hardly to bo brought under restraint

—When they have committed depredations rendering
them amenable to justice, they soon put up their

baggage, and set off to another place—In such cases

they join with other wanderers like themselves—They
no longer trouble themselves about tillage, but reap
whatever corn they find on the ground — The
governors strive to oppose, and sometimes defeat

them, blit in general they make a vigorous resistance,

nor do they retire till they have destroyed every-

thing that comes in their way— Such plundering
prevents the officers from collecting the common
tribute ; and as the G rand Seignior makes no allow-

ance for their differences, the loss falls on the Basha,
or otlier officers, who aro left to find out the ways
and means for raising the necessary sums, which
often falls very heavy on the people—Another kind
of Arabians inhabiting the mountains over against

Ell-Gurzouc aro the greatest villains in tho world ;

they rob on the water as well as by land—Tho
Arabian princes who inhabit Upper Egjrpt are called

Scheichs, a name that signifies sovereign—When a
Scheich dies, and his son succeeds, the Basha of

Egypt demands a tribute for tho use of the Grand
Seignior, but this is seldom paid, and indeed never
but by compulsion—These princes rule as absffiuto

eovereigus over tlipir subjects—Most of their disputes

arise concerning the succession to the father’s inherit-

ance ; for supposing a father has left ten sous, with-

out fixing the line of succession, they immediately

go to war with each other, and maintain their pre-

tensions by forco of arms—Rules for those who visit

Egypt—Obstinacy of the natives in pi'eventing Euro-

peans from digging about or searching the ancient

ruins, «&c., as they ascribo such operations to avarice

and not curiosity—The natives consider that all the

monuments cover hidden treasures

—

Another source

of the aversion tho Arabians in Egypt have to

strangers, besides their believing that they oome in

quest of treasure, is, that they consider them all as

so many spies, who comb with an intent to return

and inform their countrymen of its situation, who
are hereafter to invade it, and exterminate all the

natives. Nothing can put this ignorant notion ou^
of their heads.]

The
Hieroglyphic, in which all the characters, or figures,

ore separately and distinctly defined. 2. The Hieratic,

in which the same characters are represented in what
may be termed a running hand. 3. The Pemotic, or

Enchorial, a still more cursive form, in which the

language of the common people was written ; it was
mfincipttlly employed in civil transactions during the
Ptolemaic period, and continued in use to the 3rd or

4th century of our era.

The Jlieroglyphic character was in use in Egypt as

early as the 3rd Dynasty, the date of wliich is plac>ed

about n.c. 4000 by some chronologists ; but no hiero-

glyjdiio impyri of tluit remote ago are extant, and the

oldest examples known appear to bo of the 18tb
Dynasty, alxmt n.c. 1 700. Hieroglyphic writing seems
to have been employed almost exclusively for religious

purposes, and the papyri written in it are Rituals, or

the Book of tho Dead, as it is called. The chapters

of this book contained in the work of Lepsius are as

as old as tho 11th Dynasty, about n.o. 2000, and con-
tinued in use till the 31st Dynasty, about b,o. 840.

The Hieratic, or ^written form of the hieroglyphs,

appears first about the age of the 5th Dynasty, and
continued in existence till the Ist century A.D., when
it became superseded by the demotic for all purposes.

The entire Ritual is rarely found in the hieratic

character at an early period, portions only having
been rarely transcribed into that character till tho
20th Dynasty. Other religious works, however,
appear in it as early as tho 11th Dynasty, when the
linen wraps of mummies were inscribed with ritual-

istic formulas. Other works occur in hieratic. A
few papyri of later date contain the Shai en Sinain,

or tho Book of the Respirations

—

i.e, the sighs or

lamentations of Isis, containing extracts of portions
of chapters in the Ritual, or expressions similar to

them. The affairs of official and private life were
written in hieratic, and amongst the papyri are lite-

rary corapositiuns, scientific treatises, law documents,
criminal police reports, registers or inventories of
valuable and other objects.

^
Tho Demotic Vapyri consist of rituals, literary

compositions, deeds of sale, contracts of marriage, all

endorsed by witnesses. At an early period tho
witnesses were few in number, but as many as sixteen
are found in later times. These deeds, which are
dated in tho regnal years of the monarchs at the time
of execution, commence in the reign of Tirhakah,
nearly b.o. 800, and run on till the end of the Ist
century a.d. The religious books continue, however,
until apparently about the end of b.o. 800. Letters,
memoranda, and registers were also written in de-
motic.—Dr. 8, Birch,']

The year 1886, tlio first day of June, correspond-
ing with the 28th day of Sha’ban, in the year 1303
of tho Hegira, at 0 oV'kMdc in the morning.
By order of, and in tho presence of, His Highness

Mohammed Pasha Towfik, Khedive of Ejfypt, and in

the presence of their Excellenciefi Mukhhir Pasha
Ghnzi, High Commissioner of His Highness the
Sultan; Sir Henry Druniniond Wolfif, High Com-
missioner of Her Britannic Majesty; Nubar Pasha,
President of tho Council of Ministers; Abdel Kader
Pasha Hiliuy, Minister of the Interior; Mustapba
Pasha Fehmy, Minister of Finance; Ai)derrahman
Pasha Rouchdy, Minister of Public Works and
Public Instruction

; De Hitroovo, Agent and Consul-
General of Russia ; Khtiiri Pasha, Director of the
Mai'ch of His Highness the Khedive

; Zulfikar Pasha,
Grand Master of the Ceremonies to His IlighnesB
tho Khedive ; Salem Pasiia, Physician to His High-
ness the Khcnlive ; Abdallah Bey Fauzy, and Ahmed
Bey Hamdy, Aides-de-Carap to His Highness the
Khedive; Chouky Bey, Dnuinos Bey, Takla Bey,
Walpole, and Abaza.
MM. Gaston Maspe'ro, Director-General of the

Excavations and Antiquities of Egypt, Emil Brugsch
Bey, KeCT)er, and Urbin Bouriani, Assistant Keeper,
of the Museum of Boulak, proceeded, in the hall
called “ Tlie Hall of Royal Mummies,” to uiibandago
those two mummies which, in the printed catalogue,
are numbered .5,229 and 5,233, both being among
those discovered in the subterraneous hiding-place at
Dayr-el-Baljart

The mummy (No. .5,233) first taken out from its

glass case is that of RaiuesoH 11 ., Besristris, as testified

by tlio official entries bearing date tlie 6th and 16th
years of the rm’gn of the lligli Priest Aer-hor Se-
Amen, and tho High Priest PinoU^m i., written in
block ink upon the lid of the wooden mummy-case

;

and the further entry of the 16th year of the High
Priest Pinotem i., written upon tlie outer winding-
sheet of the mummy over the r(>gion of the breast.
The presence of this last inscription having been
verified by His Highness the Khedive, and by the
illustrious personages there assembled, the first

wrapping was removed, and there were successively
discovered a band of stuff (He), 20 centimetres in
width, rolled nmnd the body

;
then a second winding-

sheet sewn up and kept in place by tiarrow bands
placed at some distance ajxirt ; then two thicknesses
of small bandages; and then u piece of fine linen
roacliiiig from tho head to the feet. A figure
representing the Goddess Nut, one metre in length,

is drawn upon this piece of linen, in red and white,

as prescribed by tbo ritual. The profile of the

goddess is unmistakably designed after the pure and
delicate profile of Seti i., as he is known to us in the

bas-relief sculptures of Thebes and Abydos. ' Under
this amulot there was found another bandage ; then

a layer of pieces of linen folded in squares, and
spotted with tlie bituminous matter used by the

ombalmors. This lost covering removed, Rameses n.

appeared. The head is long, and small in proportion

to the body. Tho top of the skull is quite bare. On
the temple there are a few sparse hairs; but at the

poll tho hair is quite thick, forming smooth, straight

locks about five centimetres in len^h. White at the

time of death, they have been dyed a light yellow by
spices used in embalmment. The forehead is low

and narrow ; the brow-ridge prominent; the eyebrows

are thick and white ;
the eyes are small and close

together; the nose is long, thin, hooked like the

noses of tho Bourbons, and slightly crushed at the

tip by tho pr{?BBuro of the bandages. The temples

are sunken; tlie cheekbones very prominent; the

ears round, standing far out from the head, and
pierced like those of a woman for the wearing of

ear-riugs. The jawbone is massive and strong ; the

chin very prominent ; the mouth small, but tbick-

iipped, and full of some kind of black paste. Tl^
paste being partly cut away with the scissors, dis-

closed some much worn and very brittle teeth, which,

moreover, are white and well-preserved. The mons-

tacho and beard are thin. They seem to have been

kept shaven during life, but were probably allowed

to grow during the ktng^s lost illuess; or they may
have grown after death. The hairs are white, like

those of tlio head and eyebrows, but are harsh and
bristly, and from two to three millimetres in length.

The skin is of earthy brown, splotched with black.

Finally, it may be said, the face of the mummy gives

ft fair idea of the face of the living king. The
expression is nnintelloctual, perhaps slightly animal

;

but even under the somewhat grotesque disguise of

mummification, there is plainly to bo seen an air of

sovereign majesty, of resolve, and of pride. The rest

of the body is ns well-preserved as the head
;
but in

consequence of tho reduction of the tissues its

external aspect is less life-like. Tho nock is no
thicker than the vertebral column. The chest is

broad ; tlie shoulders are square ;
tho arms are cros^

upon the breast ; the hands are small and dyed with

henna ; and tbo wound in the left side, through which

tho ombalmors extracted the viscera, is large and

open. Tho legs and thighs ere fleshless ; tho foot are

long, slender, somewhat flat-soled, and dyed, like

tho hands, with henna. The corpse is that of an
old man, but of a vigorous and robust old man. We
^ow, indeed, that Rameses 11 . reigned for 67 years,

and that he must have been nearly 100 years old

when he died.

Tho unbandaging of the mummy of Ramoses n.

took less than one quarter of an hour. After a short

ause of a few moments, at precisely 10 minutes

efore 10 o*clock, the mummy numbered 5,229 was,

in its turn, removed from its glass case. It was
discovered in tho great sarcophagus numbered 5,247,

which also contained Hiiothor mummy in a very dirty

and tattered condition. As this sarcophagus bore

tho name of Nofretari, tho wife of King Ahmes i. of

the xvinth Dynasty, it had been taken for granted

that No. 5,229 was tho mummy of this queen. Tho
other mummy was supposed to be that of some un-

known princess, who had been laid beside No&etari

by tho priests employed to conceal tho royal mum-
mies in the hiding-jilace at Dayr-el-Babari. Con-

signed to the museum stores, the mummy decayed,

and gave out so foul an odour that it became necessary

to get rid of it. It was accordingly opened, and

S
roved to have been bandaged very carefully; but

10 body was no sooner exposed to the outer air

than it fell literally into a state of putrefaction,

dissolving into black matter, which gave out an

insupportable smell. It wos however ascertained to
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be the corm of a woman of mature age and middle
height, hmonging to the white races of mankind.
There were no traces of writing on the bandages, but
a small atrip of linen disooTered in the sarcophagus
No. 5,247 was decorated with a scene of adoration of
King Bameses iii., in the likenoss of two forms of

Amen. A short legend, written partly in cursive

hieroglyphs and partly in hieratic, states that the
piece of linen thus decorah^d was the gift of the head
laundress of the royal household ; and it was accord-

ingly supposed that the anonymous mummy was
one of the many sisters, wives, or daughters of

Bameses iii.

The mummy No. 5,229 was very neatly wrapped in

orange-coloured linen, kept in place by small strips

of ordinary linen. There was no outer inscription,

but upon the head was a linen band covered with
mystical figures.

M. Maspdro here reminded Ills Highness the

Khedive that Nofretari is represented upon certain

monuments as of a black complexion, while upon
other monuments she is seen with a yellow skin, and
with the soft hair of an Egyptian woman. Hence
there have arisen innumerable discussions among
Egyptologists—some affirming that the queen was a
nogreSB, while others maintain tiiat the black tint of

her face and body was a fiction originating with the
priests. The worship of tliis queen was extremely
popular at Thebes, where she was deified under one
of the forms of Hathor, the black goddess, the god-
dess of death and of the shades. The opening of the

mummy No. 5,229 would, therefore, probably settle

this historical question for good and all.

« The orange-coloured winding-shoot being removed,
there nptK^ared beneath it a white sheet bearing an
inscription in four lines :— The year xin., the second

month of Shomou, the 28th day, the First Prophet of

Amen, King of the Gods, Pinotem, son of the First

Prophet of Amen, Piankhi, the Scribe of the temple
Zoserou-Khonsu, and the Scribe of the Necropolis

Boutchamou, prooeeded to restore the defunct King
Ba-usor-ma Mer-Ameu, and to establish him for

Eternity.*'

The mummy which had hitherto been taken for

Nofretari was then the mummy of Kameses ni. ; nud
the anonymous mummy was without doubt that of

Nofretari.

This point being verified, Bameses iii, was placed

erect, and photographed in his bandages. Short as

was the delay, it seemed too long for the impatient
spectators. The strange revelation which had sub-

stituted one of the great conquerors of Egyptian
history for the most venerated queen of the xvmth
Dynasty, had astonished and excited them to the
uttermost The unbandaging of the mummy then
recommenced in the midst of general impatience.
All had left their places and crowded round the

operators. Three tliioknfsscs of bandages were
rapidly unwound, then came a cosing of sown canvas
covered with a thin coat of cement. This casing
being cut with the scissors, more layers of linen

appeared. The mummy seemed to diminish and
reveal its forms under our fingers. Some of the
wrapping^ were inscribed with legends and CToups
in black ink, notably the Gotl Amen enthroned, with
a lino of hierogl^hs below, stating that this bandage
was made and offered by a devotee of tlio period, or,was made and offered by a devotee of tlio period, or,

perhaps, by a princess of the blood royal

Lady Sonustress of Amen Ba, King of the Go<ls,

Tait-aat-maut, daughter of the First Prophet of
Amen, Piankhi, in order that the God Amen should
accord her life, health, and strength.**

Two pectoral ornaments wore laid in the folds of the
wrappers, one of gilt wood—bearing the usual group
of Isis and Noptiiys adoring the sun

; the other in
pure gold, inscribed with the name of Bameses iii.

keenly felt by the operators; tlio face of the king
was coated with a compact mass of bitumen,
which completely hid the features. At 20 minutes

S
at 11 His Highness the Khedive left the Hall of
ummies.
The work was resumed in the afternoon of the

same day, and on Thursday morning, the 3rd of June,
a fresh examination of the bandages revealed inscrip-

tions upon two of them. The first is dated the
year ix., the second the year x., of the High Priest
Pinotem i. The tarry substance upon the fiice of the
mummy being carefully attacked with the soissora

was detached little by little, and the features became
visible. They are less well-preserved than those of
Bameses ii., yet they can to a certain extent be
identified with those of the portraits of the conqueror.
Tho head and face are closely shaved, and show no
trace of hair or beard. Tho forehead, without being
lofty or very broad, is belter proportioned and more
intellectual than that of Bameses ti. The brow-
ridm is less prominent, the cheekbones are less
hign, the no.se is less Iiooked, the chin and jaw are
loss heavy. The eyes appear to bo larger

; but it is

not possible to bo certain of this last jxilnt, the eye-
lids having been removed, and the cavities of the
eyeballs having been stuffed with rags. Tlie ears
are closer to the head than those of Bameses ii., and
they arc pierced in mce manner for tho reception of
oar-rings. TJie moutli is disproportionately wide, and
the thin lips reveal a row of white and well-plaoed

teeth. The first molar on tho right side appears to

have b(5en broken, or to have been worn away earlier

than the rest. In short, Bameses ni. is like a smaller

imitation of Bameses ii. The physio^omy is more
delicate, and, above all, more intelligent; but tho
height of the body is less, the shoulders are less wide,
and tho strength of tho man was inferior. What he
was himself m his individual person as compared
with Bameses ii., so was his reign as compared with
the reign of Bameses ii. His wars wore not fought
in Syria or Ethiopia, but at the mouths of the Nile
and on tho frontiers of Egypt. His buildings were
of a poor style and of hasty construction. Ills piety

was as pompons as that of Bameses u., but bis

resources were more meagre. His vanity was, how-
ever, as boundless ; and such was his supremo desire

to copy in all things the example of his illustrious

predecessor, that ho gave to his sons the names of

the sons of Bameses ii., and almost in the same order

. of birth.

The two mummies, replaced in their gloss cases,

will henceforth be exhibited with their faces unco-

vered, like the mummies of King Pinotem and the

Priest Nebsouni.
