NOTIFICATION

New Delhi, the 19th October, 1989
G.S.R. 90S(E) .—In exercise of the powers confer-

red by section 13 of the Mines and Minerals (Regu-
lation and Development) Act, 1957 (67 of 1957),
the Central Government hereby makes the follow-
ing rules further to amend the Mineral Concession
Rules, 1960, namely :—

1. (1) These rules may be called the Mineral
Concession (Amendment) Rules, 1989.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of
their publication in the Official Gazette.

Z, In the Mineral Concession Rules, 1900 -
(1) for rule 3, the following rule shall be substi-

tuted, namely :—
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"3. Saving of Act 33 of 1962 : Nothing in
these rules shall affect the provisions oJ
the Atomic Energy Art, 1962 (33 of
1962)." ;

(2) in sub-rule (3) of rule 22, alter sub-clause (v)
of clause (e), the following proviso shall be
added, namely :—

"Provided that in the case of application for
grant of a mining lease, the mining plan
duly approved may be submitted within
a period of six months after the precise
area which is proposed to be granted is
communicated to the applicant by the
State Government."

(3) for rule 22A, the following rule shall be
substituted, namely :—

"22A. Mining operations to be in accordance
with mining plans :

(1) Mining operations shall be undertaken
in accordance with the duly approved
mining plan ;

(2) Modification of the approved mining
Plan during the operation of a mining
lease also requires prior approval." ;

(4) in sub-rule (1) of rule 22B, the words "by
the Central Government" occurring after
the words "shall be approved" shall be
omitted;

(5) after rule 22B, the following rule shall be
inserted, namely :—

"22BB. Procedure for approval of mining
plans :

(1) Notwithstanding the provisions of rule
63, the mining plan shall be submitted
for approval to the authority notified by
the Controller General of the Indian
Bureau of Mines, in this behalf;

(2) Any person aggrieved by any order made
or direction issued in respect of a min-
ing plans by an officer competent to
approve mining plans other than the
Controller General of the Indian Bureau
if Mines may within thirty days of the
communication of such order or direc-
tion, apply to the authority to whom
the aaia officer is immediately subordi-
nate, for the revision of the order or
direction :

Provided that any such application may be
entertained after the said period ot
thirty days if the applicant satisfies
the authority that he had sufficient
cause for not making the application
within time ;

(3) On receipt of any application for revision
under sub-rule (1), the authority after
giving a reasonable opportunity of being
heard to the aggrieved person, may con-
firm, modify or set aside the order made

or direction issued by an officer subordi-
nate to him;

(4) Any person aggrieved by an order made
or direction issued by the Controller
General of Indian Bureau of Mines,
concerning approval of mining plan may
within thirty days of the communication
of such order or direction, apply to the
Central Government for a revision of
such order or direction :

Provided that any such application may
be entertained after the said period of
30 days, if the applicant satisfies the
Central Government that he had suffi-
cient cause for not making the appli-
cation in time;

(5) On receipt of any such application
under sub-rule (4), the Central Govern-
ment may confirm, modify, or set aside
the order made or direction issued by
the Controller General of Indian Bureau
of Mines." ;

(6) in the Explanation to rule 22C, the
following words shall be inserted after
tlie words "Controller General",
namely :—

"Chief Controller of Mines, Controller of
Mines" ;

(7) rule 23A shall be omitted;

(8) in rule 72, in sub-rule (2), the words
and figure "other than land referred to
in sub-rule (4) " shall be omitted ;

. (9) in Form I, in paragraph 3, for the en-
try (xviii), the following entry shall be
substituted, namely :—

" (xviii) A report giving the details of
prospecting carried out in the area
together with assessment of ore re-
serves and geological plans.".
