Subject: Sunset Review of anti-dumpingduty concerning imports of Acrylic Fibre originating in or exported from USA,
Korea (RP) and Thailand—Final Findings—Corrigendum.

No. 26/1/2001-DGAD.—Having regard to the Customs Tariff Act, 1975 as amended in 1995 and the Customs
Tariff (Identification. Assessment and Collection of Anti-Dumping Duty on Dumped Articles and for Determination of
Injury) Rules, 1995, thereof, the Designated Authority had issued Final Findings vide Notification No 26/1/2001-DGAD
dated fith August. 2002

2 Having considered the difficulty in implimenlation of condition relating to revision of price of Homopolymer
Acrylic Fibre due to changes in the international price of Acrylonitrilc, Lhc Designated Authority has ordered to make the
following changes in the condition appearing at the end of para 64 of the aforesaid final findings dated 6th August, 2002.

3, The amended condition below para 64 of the findings shall now read as under:
1 Subject however to the condition that imports of Komopolymer Acrylic Fibre containing 100% Acryloni-
trile from subject countries, when made at a price US $ 2.40/kg. and above CIF—Indian port, would be
exempt from the levy ofabove anti-dumping duty. Variation of 5% in this price shall be permissible'.
