A Note to the Teacher

This book is meant for oral study only.

He will learn the contents of the
text through the teachers daily teachings.

The teacher must use the text as a reference to follow the daily classroom
teaching. Do not make the child read the text (as he is still in the alphabet
stage).

The ‘practical work’ given in the book must be practised daily in the
classroom, for the sake of habit formation.

Sweets must be distributed in the Islamic Studies period.

Pages 7-13 are for the first term. Pages 14-17 are for the second form, and
Pages 18-20 are for the third term of the academic year.

It is best to revise the poems, questions and practical tasks daily or on
alternate days.

How to greet: ‘Assalamualaikum’ and its response-'Wa-
alaikumusslam.’

Say Alhamdulillah
after drinking.

How to smiile in sunnah way: Smile. Do not show your
teeth. Smile with closed lips.

Say ‘Jazakallah thank you.’

Note: The teacher must make the children do the above

in the classroom.

Dua for memorization: Raise your hands for Dua and
say: “Rabbi-zidni-Ilma.”
