of  ten  o'clock,  Monday,  December  30,  1991  and  is  called  to  order  by 
Speaker  Blue. 

Prayer  is  offered  by  Representative  Lilley. 

QUORUM  CALL 

In  order  to  establish  a  quorum,  the  Speaker  directs  an  electronic  call 
of  the  roll  of  the  members  of  the  House  and  the  following

The  Speaker  declares  a  quorum  present. 
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On  motion  of  Representative  Jack  Hunt,  the  permanent  rules  of  the 
1991  Regular  Session  of  the  House  of  Representatives  are  adopted  as 
permanent  rules  of  the  1991  Extra  Session. 

The  Reading  Clerk  reads  the  following  Proclamation  by  the  Gover- 
nor: 

PROCLAMATION  BY  THE  GOVERNOR 

"I.    REDISTRICTING: 

"The  North  Carolina  Constitution,  Article  II,  Section  3,  requires  that 
the  'General  Assembly,  at  the  first  regular  session  convening  after  the 
return  of  every  decennial  census  of  population  taken  by  order  of  Con- 

gress, shall  revise  the  Senate  districts  and  the  apportionment  of  Sena- 
tors among  those  districts...' 

"Pursuant  to  the  foregoing  requirement,  the  1991  General  Assembly 
enacted  Chapter  676  of  the  1991  Sessions  Laws  setting  forth  Senate 
districts  and  the  apportionment  of  Senators  among  those  districts. 

"The  North  Carolina  Constitution,  Article  II,  Section  5,  requires  that 
the  'General  Assembly,  at  the  first  regular  session  convening  after  the 
return  of  every  decennial  census  of  population  taken  by  order  of  Con- 

gress, shall  revise  the  representative  districts  and  the  apportionment  of 

Representatives  among  those  districts...' 

"Pursuant  to  the  foregoing  requirement,  the  1991  General  Assembly 
enacted  Chapter  675  of  the  1991  Session  Laws  setting  forth  Represen- 

tative districts  and  the  apportionment  of  Representatives  among  those 
districts. 

"The  Constitution  of  the  United  States,  Article  I,§  2,  as  amended  by 
Amendment  XIV,  provides  that  members  of  the  United  States  House 
of  Representatives  shall  be  apportioned  among  the  several  states  ac- 

cording to  their  respective  numbers  as  determined  every  ten  years  in 
such  manner  as  the  Congress  shall  by  law  direct. 

"Pursuant  to  the  foregoing  requirement,  a  census  was  taken  in  1990 and  as  a  result  thereof  the  State  of  North  Carolina  is  entitled  to  twelve 

members  of  Congress  for  the  period  of  the  next  ten  years.  North  Caro- 
lina law  provides  that  the  North  Carolina  General  Assembly  apportion 

members  of  the  United  States  House  of  Representatives  among  the  dis- 
tricts established  by  the  General  Assembly.  Pursuant  to  said  require- 

ments, the  1991  General  Assembly  enacted  Chapter  601  and  Section 
33  of  Chapter  761  of  the  1991  Session  Laws  to  provide  for  the  increase 
from  eleven  to  twelve  congressional  districts  and  the  1991  redistricting 
plan  for  the  congressional  districts  of  North  Carolina. 

"As  required  by  Section  5  of  the  Voting  Rights  Act  of  1965,  as 
amended,  42  U.S.C.  1973c,  the  redistricting  plans  for  the  North  Caroli- 

na Senate,  North  Carolina  House  of  Representatives  and  the  United 
States  House  of  Representatives  were  submitted  to  the  United  States 
Department  of  Justice  for  preclearance. 

"On  December  18,  1991,  the  United  States  Department  of  Justice 
notified  the  State  of  North  Carolina  by  letter  signed  by  John  R.  Dunne, 
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Assistant  Attorney  General,  Civil  Rights  Division,  that  the  submitted 
plans  do  not  conform  to  federal  law  and  tendered  objections  to  the 
North  Carolina  State  House,  Senate  and  Congressional  plans  stating 
that  one  additional  predominantly  minority  congressional  district  could 
have  been  created;  that  at  least  three  additional  minority  districts  could 
have  been  created  for  the  State  House,  and  that  at  least  one  additional 
minority  district  could  have  been  created  for  the  State  Senate.  The 
letter  further  referred  to  specific  counties  or  geographic  areas  of  the 
state  in  which  those  districts  could  have  been  created.  The  findings  of 
the  United  States  Department  of  Justice  as  set  forth  in  the  letter  from 
John  R.  Dunne  dated  December  18,  1991,  are  incorporated  herein  by 
reference  and  I  find  that  additional  minority  districts  can  be  created  in 
order  that  election  opportunities  for  minority  citizens  residing  in  those 
counties  specified  in  findings  of  the  Department  of  Justice  may  be  en- 
hanced. 

"II.    DATE  FOR  FILING  NOTICE  OF  CANDIDACY: 

"Filing  for  election  to  state  offices  and  the  United  States  Congress 
commences  pursuant  to  N.C.G.S.  §  163-106(c),  at  12:00  noon  on  the 
first  Monday  of  January,  (January  6,  1992),  and  terminates  at  12:00 
noon  on  the  first  Monday  in  February  (February  3,  1992).  It  appears 
that  the  General  Assembly  of  North  Carolina  may  not  be  able  to  con- 

vene and  develop  redistricting  plans  for  the  North  Carolina  State 
House,  Senate  and  Congressional  districts  within  a  time  reasonable  for 
potential  candidates  to  select  knowledgeably  the  offices  for  which  they 
may  desire  to  offer  themselves  considering  the  current  statutory  filing 
period.  Therefore,  I  am  of  the  opinion  that  there  is  an  immediate  ne- 

cessity to  amend  current  law  to  change  the  time  period  within  which 
potential  candidates  must  file  for  elective  office. 

"I  find  that  there  is  a  need  to  convene  the  North  Carolina  General 
Assembly  in  an  extra  session  in  order  that  it  may  amend  the  statutory 
provisions  providing  for  the  time  within  which  potential  candidates  must 
file  for  office,  and  to  fulfill  its  constitutional  duties  of  redistricting  and 
reapportionment  consistent  with  the  Voting  Rights  Act  of  1965,  as 
amended. 

"III.         ECONOMY     AND     EMPLOYMENT     SECURITY     TAX 
SURCHARGE: 

"Although  North  Carolina's  economy  has  shown  modest  but  steady 
growth  out  of  the  current  recession,  the  growth  rate  continues  to  be  less 
than  was  expected  at  this  time.  Because  of  that  slow  growth  and  the 
inability  of  North  Carolina  and  other  states  to  fully  recover  from  the 
economic  downturn  of  the  past  year,  employees  and  employers  contin- 

ue to  struggle  with  personal  and  business  financial  affairs. 

"North  Carolina's  unemployment  insurance  trust  fund  was  severely 
tested  by  the  recessions  of  1975  and  1982  causing  the  General  Assem- 

bly in  1983  to  enact  legislation  amending  the  Employment  Security  Law 
to  replenish  and  bolster  the  funds  held  in  reserve  to  withstand  another 
severe  economic  downturn.  In  1987  the  law  was  further  amended  so  as 
to  reach  a  projected  trust  fund  balance  of  $1.8  billion  by  1991  when 
only  $1.2  billion  to  $1.4  billion  would  be  needed  for  the  fund  to  be 
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solvent.  The  federal  trust  fund  has  now  reached  $1.35  billion  and  the 
reserve  fund  now  contains  $193  million.  Thus,  these  funds  have  ex- 

ceeded all  projections  and  have  exceeded  the  solvency  level  established 
for  the  payment  of  unemployment  insurance  benefits. 

"Thus,  I  am  of  the  opinion  that  immediate  consideration  must  be 
given  to  amendments  to  Chapter  96  of  the  North  Carolina  General  Stat- 

utes, and  particularly  §§  96-5  and  96-9,  to  repeal  the  20%  employ- 
ment security  tax  surcharge  that  was  enacted  in  1987.  In  doing  so, 

employers  in  North  Carolina  would  be  relieved  of  approximately  $50 
million  to  $60  million  per  year  of  unnecessary  taxes  thereby  further 
stimulating  the  economy  and  granting  to  employers  an  opportunity  to 
use  those  funds  for  current  expenses,  maintaining  employment  oppor- 

tunities and  expansion. 

"IV.    DECLARATIONS: 

"As  required  by  Article  III,  Section  5  (7)  of  the  Constitution,  I  have 
sought  and  received  the  advice  of  the  Council  of  State  concerning  the 
need  to  call  the  General  Assembly  into  extra  session  to  address  redis- 
tricting,  the  time  for  filing  as  a  candidate  for  public  office  and  repeal  of 
the  employment  security  tax  surcharge  and  received  from  them  their 
advice  that  it  is  appropriate  for  the  General  Assembly  to  be  convened 
into  extra  session  as  provided  in  Article  III,  Section  5  (7)  of  the  Consti- 

tution for  those  purposes.  I  have  also  discussed  the  matter  with  the 
Lieutenant  Governor,  the  Speaker  of  the  House  of  Representatives  and 
the  President  Pro  Tempore  of  the  Senate.  They  are  of  the  same  view. 

"ACCORDINGLY,  pursuant  to  the  authority  granted  to  me  by  Ar- 
ticle III,  Section  5  (7)  of  the  Constitution  of  North  Carolina,  I  find  that 

the  circumstances  stated  above  constitute  an  "extraordinary  occasion" 
within  the  meaning  of  Article  III,  Section  5  (7)  of  the  Constitution  of 
North  Carolina  and  PROCLAIM  that  the  General  Assembly  is  hereby 
convened  in  extra  session  for  the  purpose  of  considering  legislation  (1) 
amending  section  163-106(c)  of  the  North  Carolina  General  Statutes, 
(2)  amending  the  1991  Session  Laws,  Chapter  601,  'An  Act  to  Divide 
North  Carolina  Into  Twelve  Congressional  Districts,'  and  Chapter  675, 
'An  Act  to  Establish  House  of  Representatives  Districts  and  to  Appor- 

tion Seats  of  the  House  of  Representatives  Among  Districts,'  and  Chap- 
ter 676,  'An  Act  to  Establish  Senatorial  Districts  and  to  Apportion 

Seats  in  the  Senate  Among  Districts,'  and  Section  33  of  Chapter  761, 
'An  Act  to  Make  Technical  Corrections  and  Other  Changes  to  the 
Law,'  and  (3)  amending  Chapter  96  of  the  North  Carolina  General 
Statutes  as  necessary  to  repeal  the  employment  security  tax  surcharge 
imposed  in  1987. 

"This  extra  session  to  consider  these  matters  shall  begin  the  morning 
of  December  30,  1991,  at  10:00  o'clock,  and  shall  continue  as  pro- 

vided by  law  and  the  respective  rules  of  the  Senate  and  House  of 
Representatives  until  both  houses  shall  have  adjourned  such  extra  ses- 

sion sine  die.

SPEAKER'S  REMARKS 

"Before  we  get  on  to  the  Calendar  before  us  today,  I  want  to  take  a 
couple  of  minutes  to  welcome  all  of  you  back  to  Raleigh  for  this  1992 
Short  Session. 

"We  reconvene  after  working  long  hours  last  summer.... two  a  day 
budget  meetings,  heated  debates,  and  in  many  cases  close  votes. 

"We  reconvene  as  one  of  five  states  in  this  nation  not  facing  a  budget crisis. 

"Whether  you  think  we  did  the  right  thing  or  not  last  summer,  surely 
you  all  share  with  me  the  pride  that  our  State  is  on  sound  financial 
footing,  one  of  only  two  states  east  of  the  Mississippi  that  can  say  so. 

"I  appreciated  your  hard  work  last  summer  and  more  importantly  the 
people  of  North  Carolina  appreciated  it  too.  We  owe  them  that  same 
hard  work  and  dedication  this  summer  and  I  know  we  won't  let  them 
down. 

"We  did  solve  the  biggest  budget  crisis  in  our  State's  history  last  year, 
but  that  doesn't  mean  we  have  a  huge  surplus  to  use  to  reduce  the  tax 
burden  or  to  fund  major  new  initiatives.  Rather  we  must  use  this  sum- 

mer to  continue  to  set  priorities  with  our  limited  dollars. 
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"Clearly  we  must  put  our  children  at  the  top  of  the  list.  I  hope  this 
Body  will  find  the  courage  to  allocate  many  of  our  scarce  resources  to 

help  ensure  that  all  of  our  State's  children  have  access  the  same  basic 
education,  regardless  of  where  they  live  or  attend  school. 

"I  hope  this  Body  can  find  the  will  to  use  some  of  our  scarce  resources 
to  help  reduce  infant  mortality  and  prevent  child  abuse. 

"And  I  hope  this  Body  can  find  the  resources  to  give  our  teachers  and 
State  workers  the  pay  raise  they  deserve,  a  pay  raise  focused  on  helping 
those  hardest  hit  by  inflation  and  rising  health  care  costs,  the  workers  at 
the  bottom  of  the  pay  scale. 

"I  hope  we  can  muster  the  same  political  will  that  last  summer  solved 
our  budget  crisis  so  that  this  summer  we  can  spend  our  resources  wisely 
and  improve  the  lives  of  the  people  who  sent  every  one  of  us  here. 

"That's  what  they  want.... a  sound  budget,  improvement  in  their 
schools,  and  a  renewed  effort  to  protect  their  children. 

"They  also  want  to  see  if  we  will  respond  to  a  tragedy  that  claimed  25 
lives  last  fall  in  Hamlet.  They  want  to  see  if  we  can  muster  that  political 
will  to  pass  a  reasonable  workplace  safety  package.... a  consensus  pack- 

age worked  out  by  legislators,  labor  leaders,  and  the  business  communi- 
ty. We  must  not  leave  Raleigh  this  summer  without  responding,  without 

sending  a  message  that  we  care  about  the  working  people  in  this  State. 

"And  finally  we  must  be  vigilant  about  protecting  the  soundness  in 
this  budget  that  we  all  worked  so  hard  to  re-establish.  If  your  family 
doesn't  have  enough  money  to  buy  a  car  and  a  stereo  and  furniture  and 
a  boat,  you  don't  charge  all  those  things  if  you  can't  see  a  way  to  make 
the  monthly  payments.  If  you  borrow  money,  you  must  be  able  to  pay  it 
back.  If  you  take  out  a  loan,  you  must  be  able  to  make  the  payments. 

Simply  hoping  your  income  will  increase  isn't  good  enough  for  your 
family  and  it  shouldn't  be  good  enough  for  us  either.  We  must  be  sure 
before  we  borrow  money  that  we  can  afford  to  pay  it  back.  We  must 
keep  smoke  and  mirrors  out  of  this  budget.    And  we  will. 

"I  didn't  mean  to  give  a  speech  here  today,  but  I  did  want  to  share 
those  thoughts  with  you.  And  I'll  share  one  more.  This  is  an  election 
year,  no  reason  not  to  talk  about  it.  A  lot  of  us  are  running  for  re-elec- 

tion, some  for  election  to  other  offices.  Let's  work  hard  this  summer  to 
leave  the  campaign  speeches  until  after  the  session.  We  will  have  hon- 

est, partisan  disagreements  this  session.  That's  why  we're  here  after  all, 
to  debate  honestly  and  fairly,  the  policies  of  this  State. 

"That's  what  the  people  expect  us  to  do.  So  let's  do  it.  Let's  pass  a 
budget  that  improves  our  schools,  protects  our  children,  and  gives  our 

lowest  paid  employees  a  raise.  And  let's  protect  our  workers.  And 
then  let's  go  home.  I  look  forward  to  working  with  you  all  again  this 
summer  during  this  short  session."

REMARKS  BY 
REPRESENTATIVE  JOHNATHAN  L.  RHYNE,  JR. 

HOUSE  MINORITY  LEADER 

"Mr.  Speaker  and  colleagues,  thank  you  for  this  opportunity  to  ad- 
dress the  House.  Shortly,  my  fourth  term  in  the  North  Carolina  House 

of  Representatives  will  end  and  I  want  to  take  this  opportunity  to  state 
for  the  record  and  for  your  consideration  certain  views  which  I  hope 
will  be  helpful  to  those  serving  in  future  sessions. 

"I  should  first  state  that  I  believe  that  these  views  are  held  by  the 
majority  of  North  Carolinians.  It  should  also  be  stated  that  many  of 
these  views  are  not  presently  shared  by  a  majority  of  the  members  of 
this  body.  I  dare  to  say  that  over  the  past  eight  years  no  member  has 
had  so  many  proposals  debated  and  voted  down  as  I  have.  I  look  for- 

ward to  the  passage  of  time  so  that  we  will  all  discover  the  validity  of  our 
various  positions. 

"Let  me  first  address  a  general  issue,  but  one  that  is  at  the  center  of 
much  of  what  we  do.  That  is  the  issue  of  the  proper  role  of  state  govern- 

ment. It  is  my  view,  and  I  have  stated  this  on  this  floor,  that  state 
government  has  essentially  five  functions  which  define  its  responsibili- 

ties and  its  limitations. 

"The  first  function  is  to  protect  the  citizens.  Under  this  category  falls 
law  enforcement,  the  prison  system  and  the  criminal  and  civil  justice 
systems.         Second     is     development     and    maintenance     of    our 
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infrastructure.  Under  this  category  are  our  highway  system,  our  ports 
and  certain  other  specialized  projects  such  as  the  air  cargo  complex. 
Third  are  human  resource  needs  which  include  our  state  hospitals  and 

social  services.  Fourth  is  protection  and  maintenance  of  our  environ- 
ment. And  last,  but  foremost  for  our  state's  future,  is  public  education 

which  includes  the  public  school  system,  the  university  system  and  the 
community  college  system. 

"Over  the  years  the  state  has  funded  many  projects  and  endeavors 
that  fall  outside  the  scope  of  these  essential  governmental  functions.  It 
is  my  view  that  each  such  project  should  be  critically  reviewed  and  the 
funding  for  each  terminated  unless  the  project  directly  serves  one  of  the 
enumerated  essential  governmental  functions.  The  project  or  program 
must  be  essential  to  and  an  integral  part  of  one  of  the  essential  govern- 

mental functions  before  it  is  worthy  for  state  funding.  Such  non- 
essential spending  not  only  exceeds  what  state  government  is  meant  to 

do,  but  it  also  reduces  our  ability  to  accomplish  the  proper  goals  of  state 

government  by  expending  precious  resources  that  could  be  used  else- 
where. 

"Another  prominent  area  of  concern  about  which  I  have  spoken  on 
many  occasions  is  our  continued  insensitivity  to  private  enterprise  as 

reflected  in  the  handicaps  placed  upon  the  state's  businesses.  Ameri- 
cans are  the  finest  entrepreneurs  and  businessmen  in  the  world  but  as 

all  levels  of  government  continue  to  heap  more  and  more  regulations 
upon  private  enterprise,  we  are  slowly,  but  surely,  becoming  less  com- 

petitive in  relation  to  the  rest  of  the  world.  No  one  thing  that  we  have 
done  during  my  term  in  office  has  made  North  Carolina  businesses  un- 

competitive with  our  neighbors;  however,  the  steady  stream  of  this  regu- 
lation on  top  of  that  regulation,  of  this  tax  on  top  of  that  tax,  has  in 

some  cases  made  our  businesses  uncompetitive.  With  each  passing  ses- 
sion this  problem  is  compounded. 

"Within  the  context  of  the  foregoing  general  comments  I  want  to 
speak  more  specifically  about  the  most  important  modern  challenge 

among  all  of  government's  functions.  That  is  the  challenge  of  how  best 
to  educate  our  children  within  a  public  education  system.  On  one  mat- 

ter we  can  all  agree,  and  that  is  that  a  good  education  is  the  basis  of  a 
satisfying  and  productive  life.  A  good  education  provides  not  only  the 
foundation  for  functioning  within  our  modern  society,  but  also,  the 
means  for  the  qualitative  things  in  life  that  provide  enjoyment  and  en- 
lightenment. 

"I  propose  three  fundamental  changes  to  our  public  education  system 
in  addition  to  the  increased  local  and  school-based  decision  making 
that  we  have  debated  this  session.  I  believe  that  our  citizenry  supports 
each  of  these  three  proposals. 

"The  first  proposal  is  to  do  away  with  tenure  for  all  public  school 
employees.  It  is  not  an  overstatement  to  say  that  significant  improve- 

ment in  our  public  education  system  cannot  happen  so  long  as  teachers 
and  administrators  can  hide  unacceptable  performance  behind  tenure. 
Tenure  protects  mediocrity  and  encourages  lackluster  performance. 
To  reach  career  status  one  has  only  to  avoid  major  controversy  and  be 
at  least  mediocre  for  three  years.   Thereafter  one  can  continue  within 
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the  system  until  retirement  merely  by  doing  an  inferior,  but  not  horrible 
job.  Good  teachers  and  administrators  do  not  need  tenure.  Poor  ones 
should  not  have  it! 

"The  second  proposal  for  a  better  public  education  system  is  to  pro- 
vide financial  incentive  for  excellence  in  teaching.  Differentiated  pay 

for  teachers  is  an  absolutely  essential  step  in  improving  our  children's 
education.  Our  society's  systems  are  predicated  on  conferring  reward 
for  performance.  Any  system  that  pays  its  best  performers  exactly  the 
same  as  its  poorest  performers  is  destined  for  failure! 

"On  this  issue  the  question  always  arises,  can  a  system  of  differen- 
tiated pay  be  crafted  that  is  perfect  in  every  way  and  guarantees  abso- 

lute fairness  to  every  employee  every  time?  No.  However,  a  fair  and 
workable  system  with  adequate  safeguards  can  be.  In  order  to  adopt 
this  proposal  the  legislature  must  shift  its  focus  directly  and  primarily  to 

our  childrens'  educations  and  away  from  the  special  interest  groups  that 
work  to  obstruct  any  meaningful  change. 

"The  third  proposal  to  improve  our  public  education  system  recog- 
nizes that  a  large  segment  of  our  population  has  no  reasonable  anticipa- 

tion of  ever  receiving  the  full  benefit  of  North  Carolina's  entire  educa- 
tion system.  That  is  to  say  that  many  of  our  citizens  are  not  capable  of 

receiving  a  college  education  due  to  financial  constraints.  While  it  is  a 
given  in  this  day  and  time  that  the  most  productive  and  rewarding  em- 

ployment opportunities  require  a  college  degree,  it  is  also  a  given  that 
most  of  our  disadvantaged  youth  grow  up  believing  that  they  will  never 
have  the  opportunity  for  a  college  education  and,  therefore,  will  be 
barred  from  the  best  jobs. 

"  So  long  as  a  large  segment  of  our  youth  grows  up  believing  that  it  will 
not  possess  the  keys  to  success,  there  will  be  hopelessness  that  will  con- 

tribute to  society's  ills  rather  than  contributing  to  make  society  better. 
By  providing  all  citizens  the  right  to  attend  college,  we  will  not  only 
provide  additional  college  graduates  to  private  enterprise,  but  we  will 
also  provide  all  North  Carolinians  with  the  hope  they  need  to  be  moti- 

vated to  perform  in  the  classroom  from  the  day  they  first  enter  kinder- 
garten. 

"I  have  proposed  that  North  Carolina  adopt  a  Taylor  Plan'  type  of 
program  that  absolutely  guarantees  all  North  Carolinians  the  opportuni- 

ty to  attend  college  regardless  of  their  ability  to  pay  for  that  privilege.  I 
hope  that  you  will  pass  it  in  1993  so  that  all  North  Carolinians  will  have 
hope  for  a  bright  future. 

"I  will  close  by  commenting  on  one  of  society's  and  government's 
other  critical  problems,  that  being  our  inability  to  improve  relations 

among  the  races.  The  question  here  is,  'what  can  government  do  about 
it?'  During  my  legislative  career  I  have  voted  for  bills  that  create  set- 
aside  programs  or  goals  for  minority  participation  in  government  con- 

tracts. After  serious  consideration  I  now  believe  those  positions  to  be 
flawed. 

"It  is  my  view  that  so  long  as  we  regard  each  other  as  a  white  North 
Carolinian  or  a  black  North  Carolinian  we  perpetuate  the    divisions 
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between  us.  On  this  House  floor  I  have  heard  many  debates  with  the 

unspoken  question  being  a  choice  between  'our'  program  versus  'their' 
program.  It  is  my  firm  view  that  labeling  programs  as  'minority  pro- 

grams* contributes  to  the  racial  tensions  that  we  have  rather  than  solv- 
ing them.  Affirmative  action  based  on  race  should  be  permanently 

abolished  and  replaced  with  affirmative  action  based  on  social  and  eco- 
nomic disadvantage.  North  Carolinians  and  Americans  will  never  truly 

come  together  free  of  racial  prejudice  and  we  will  never  solve  the  prob- 
lems of  our  needy,  black  or  white,  so  long  as  our  government  makes 

distinctions  based  on  race. 

"Colleagues,  it  has  been  a  wonderful  experience  serving  with  you  for 
these  past  eight  years.  I  hope  that  I  have  in  some  small  way  contributed 
to  the  betterment  of  our  state.  I  look  forward  to  a  return  to  full-time 
private  life  and  the  ability  that  it  will  give  me  to  step  back  and  view 
government  and  the  political  process  without  the  bias  of  being  immedi- 

ately involved.  As  a  soon  to  be  private  citizen  I  wish  you  all  the  best  for 
yourselves  personally  and  for  the  work  you  are  to  do  for  the  citizens  for 

our  great  state."

ardous waste  or  sludge.  In  addition  to  the  meaning  set  out  in  G.S. 

130A-29Q.  the  term  'unit  of  local  government'  means  the  Eastern 
Band  of  the  Cherokee  Indians  in  North  Carolina."

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Responsibility  for  the  enforcement  of  laws,  regulations,  and  rules  en- 
acted or  adopted  for  the  management  of  solid  waste  within  the  territo- 

rial jurisdiction  of  a  unit  of  local  government  that  is  exempt  from  com- 
pliance  with  State  laws  or  rules  enacted  or  adopted  for  the  management 

of  solid  waste  shall  be  as  provided  bv  federal  law  and  regulations."

(a)  A  county  may  by  ordinance  regulate  the  storage,  collection, 

transportation,  use,  disposal,  and  other  disposition  of  solid  wastes. 
Such  an  ordinance  may: 

(1)  Regulate  the  activities  of  persons,  firms,  and  corporations, 
both  public  and  private. 

(2)  Require  each  person  wishing  to  commercially  collect  or  dis- 
pose of  solid  wastes  to  secure  a  license  from  the  county  and 

prohibit  any  person  from  commercially  collecting  or  dispos- 
ing of  solid  wastes  without  a  license.  A  fee  may  be  charged 

for  a  license. 
(3)  Grant  a  franchise  to  one  or  more  persons  for  the  exclusive 

right  to  commercially  collect  or  dispose  of  solid  wastes  with- 
in all  or  a  defined  portion  of  the  county  and  prohibit  any 

other  person  from  commercially  collecting  or  disposing  of 
solid  wastes  in  that  area.  The  board  of  commissioners  may 
set  the  terms  of  any  franchise,  except  that  no  franchise  may 
be  granted  for  a  period  exceeding  seven  M  years,  nor  may 
any  franchise  by  its  terms  impair  the  authority  of  the  board 
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of  commissioners  to  regulate  fees  as  authorized  by  this 
section. 

(4)  Regulate  the  fees,  if  any,  that  may  be  charged  by  licensed  or 
franchised  persons  for  collecting  or  disposing  of  solid 
wastes. 

(5)  Require  the  source  separation  of  materials  from  solid  waste 
prior  to  collection  of  the  solid  waste  for  disposal. 

(6)  Require  participation  in  a  recycling  program  which  has  been 
approved  by  the  board  of  commissioners. 

(7)  Include  any  other  proper  matter. 
(b)  Any  ordinance  adopted  pursuant  to  this  section  shall  be  consis- 

tent with  and  supplementary  to  any  rules  adopted  by  the  Commission 
for  Health  Services  or  the  Department  of  Environment,  Health,  and 
Natural  Resources. 

(c)  The  board  of  commissioners  of  a  county  shall  consider  alternative 
sites  and  socioeconomic  and  demographic  data  and  shall  hold  a  public 
hearing  prior  to  selecting  or  approving  a  site  for  a  new  sanitary  landfill 
that  receives  residential  solid  waste  that  is  located  within  one  mile  of  an 

existing  sanitary  landfill  within  the  State.  The  distance  between  an  ex- 
isting and  a  proposed  site  shall  be  determined  bv  measurement  between 

the  closest  points  on  the  outer  boundary  of  each  site.  The  definitions 
set  out  in  G.S.  130A-290  apply  to  this  subsection.  As  used  in  this 
subsection: 

(1)  'Approving  a  site'  refers  to  prior  approval  of  a  site  under 
Q.g.  130A-294(a)(4). 

(2)  'Existing  sanitary  landfill*  means  a  sanitary  landfill  that  is  in 
operation  or  that  has  been  in  operation  within  the  five-vear 
period  immediately  prior  to  the  date  on  which  an 
application  for  a  permit  is  submitted. 

(3)  'New  sanitary  landfill'  means  a  sanitary  landfill  that  in- 
cludes areas  not  within  the  legal  description  of  an  existing

(4)  'Socioeconomic  and  demographic  data*  means  the  most  re-

lic hearing.

ing hazardous  waste." 
Sec.  2.    G.S.  160A-319  reads  as  rewritten: 

"§  160A-319.  Utility  franchises. 
Xal  A  city  shall  have  authority  to  grant  upon  reasonable  terms 

franchises  for  the  operation  within  the  city  of  any  of  the  enterprises 
listed  in  G.S.  160A-311  and  for  the  operation  of  telephone  systems. 
No  franchise  shall  be  granted  for  a  period  of  more  than  60  years,  except 
that  a  franchise  for  solid  waste  collection  or  disposal  systems  and 
facilities  shall  not  be  granted  for  a  period  of  more  than  30  years  and 
cable  television  franchises  shall  not  be  granted  for  a  period  of  more 
than  20  years.

'Cable  television  system'  does  not  include  providing  master 
antenna  services  only  to  property  owned  or  leased  by  the  same  person, 
firm,  or  corporation,  nor  communication  services  rendered  to  a  cable 
television  system  by  a  public  utility  that  is  regulated  by  the  North 
Carolina  Utilities  Commission  or  the  Federal  Communications 

Commission  in  providing  those  services."

stream  stream,  primarily  through  source  reduction,  reuse,  recycling, 
and  composting,  on  a  per  capita  basis,  on  the  following  schedule: 

(1)  Twenty-five  percent  (25%)  by  30  June  1993. 
(2)  Forty  percent  (40%)  by  30  June  2001. 

(cl)  To  measure  progress  toward  the  municipal  solid  waste  reduction 
goals  in  a  given  year,  comparison  shall  be  made  between  the  amount  by 
weight  of  the  municipal  solid  waste  that,  during  the  baseline  year  and 
the  given  year,  is  received  at  municipal  solid  waste  management  facili- 

ties and  is: 
(1)  Disposed  of  in  a  landfill; 
(2)  Incinerated; 
(3)  Converted  to  tire-derived  fuel;  or 
(4)  Converted  to  refuse-derived  fuel. 

(c2)  Comparison  shall  be  between  baseline  and  given  years  beginning 
on  1  July  and  ending  on  30  June  of  the  following  year.  The  baseline 
year  shall  be  the  year  beginning  1  July  1991  and  ending  30  June  1992. 
However,  a  unit  of  local  government  may  use  an  earlier  baseline  year  if 
it  demonstrates  to  the  satisfaction  of  the  Department  that  it  has  suffi-

(c3)  If  a  unit  pf  local  government  is  unable  to  meet  the  municipal 

solid  waste  reduction  goal  established  in  subdivision  (2)  of  subsection 
(c)  of  this  section  and  if  the  unit  of  local  government  demonstrate?  tp 
the  satisfaction  of  the  Department  that  it  has  considered  all  reasonably 
available  options  to  reduce  Us  municipal  solid  waste  stream  through 
source  reduction,  reuse,  recycling,  and  composting  and  that  it  has 
made  a  good  faith  effort  and  done  everything  technologically  and  eco- 

nomically feasible  to  meet  the  goal,  for  the  purpose  of  calculating  prog- 
ress of  the  unit  of  local  government  toward  the  goal,  ten  percent  (1Q%) 

of  the  amount  bv  weight  of  the  municipal  solid  waste  stream  that  is 
convened  to  tire-derived  fuel  or  refuse-derived  fuel  may  be  added  to 
the  amount  that  is  diverted  from  the  municipal  solid  waste  Stream 
through  source  reduction,  reuse,  recycling,  and  composting. 
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(d)  In  furtherance  of  the  State's  solid  waste  management  policy,  each 
State  agency  shall  develop  a  solid  waste  management  plan  which  is  con- 

sistent with  the  solid  waste  management  policy  of  the  State. 
(e)  Each  county,  either  individually  or  in  cooperation  with  others, 

shall,  in  cooperation  with  its  municipalities,  develop  a  comprehensive 

county  solid  waste  management  plan  and  submit  the  plan  to  the  Depart- 
ment for  approval.  County  solid  waste  management  plans  shall  be

plan.  The  Department  shall  provide  assistance  in  the  preparation  of 
county  plans  upon  request. 

(f)  Any  unit  of  local  government  that  does  not  participate  in  a  county 
solid  waste  management  plan  shall  prepare  a  plan  in  accordance  with 

the  provisions  of  subsection  (e)  of  this  section."

"(28a)  'Refuse-derived  fuel'  means  a  form  of  fuel  dorivod  from  a

Sec.  8.  Any  contract  for  solid  waste  collection  or  disposal  entered 

into  by  any  county,  city,  or  town  that  would  have  been  lawful  if  this  act 
had  been  in  effect  at  the  time  the  contract  was  entered  into  is  validated. 
The  provisions  of  this  act  that  limit  a  contract  or  franchise  for  the

missioner Graham's  family  and  Carson's  family  were  close  personal friends. 
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"Commissioner  Graham  said,  'Farmers,  agricultural  research  and  all 
facets  of  the  agricultural  industry,  have  never  had  a  better  friend  than 

Carson  Gregory' .  Our  Commissioner  gives  Carson  full  credit  for  plant- 
ing the  seed  and  getting  efforts  started  to  establish  the  School  of  Veteri- 

nary Medicine  at  North  Carolina  State  University. 

"Community  affairs  and  church  were  always  important  to  Carson  and 
ranked  at  the  top  of  his  priorities.  Carson  was  an  unusual  leader  be- 

cause he  unselfishly  joined  in  to  help  complete  the  task  at  hand.  His 
generous  and  humble  involvement  was  his  way  of  leading  and  motivat- 

ing others  to  become  involved. 

"In  the  political  arena,  Carson  was  the  envy  of  many,  as  he  was  al- 
ways able  to  relate  to  people  at  all  levels  and  in  every  walk  of  life.
