Twentieth day, she vises at half past eight movning, having Leen new Moon the
preceding day, at which time was an eclipse of the Sun, but invisible here. .

Twenty-fifth day, she passes the meridian, three minutes past six, evening, being
in a line between the small stavs in the head of the Archer and the two first of the
(oat; the former being below her to the east, aud the latter above her to the west of
the meridian, Above her, uearly due north, at the distance of 24°, is the beautiful
star Athair in the neck of the Kagle,

Thirtieth day, she passes the meridian at fifty-six minutes past nine, above her, to
the north, at the distance of 119, is Algenib, a bright star, in the wing of Pegasus,
and at 25° the bright star in the head of Andromeda. Jupiter and Fomalhaot being
considerably to the west of the meridian,

Mercury is an evening star, but so ncar the horizon when the Sun sets, that he will
be seldom seen: the Moon passes him on the tweaty-first.

Venus is an evening stav, andou the first is very near Mercury, she appears everv
succeeding night. to be higher above the horizon, but is still too near it to be frequently
seen, till about the end of the month.

Mars, isa morning star, being seen at first to the west of the first stav of the Lion,
which he passes on the eleventh, at the distance of 1°, the star, being to the south of
him. The moon passes him on the fifteenth.

Jupiter, passes our meridian on the first, at 40 minutes past 10 at night, and on the
25th at five mionutes past nine, having a retrograde motion through 1§ degrees; near
him is the I1th star of the Water-bearer, and to the west of him the four small stars in
the Water-pot....T"he Moon passes him on the 21st.

Saturn is an evening star, being seen after dark in the south-west, but near the ho-
rizon ...the Moon passes him on the 21st,

Herschell is a morning star, but too near the Sun to be seen, being in conjunction
with him on the 28th.
