Sooncrsil University: A Word of Appreciation

It is a great honor to be a part of this celebration of
100 years of Soongsil: Soongsil the Academy, Soongsil the College,
and now Soongsil the University. I speak not only for myself but
for all of us whom who are so graciusly honoring today.

But let me say first how great an honor it is for me
personally. I was baptized 81 years ago in Pyengyang by your
founder, Dr. William Martyn Baird. What better start could anyone
have in life than that? Dr. Baird was my father's closest friend
and colleague. They had been college classmates, and seminary
room-mates, and were life-long co-workers in the Korea Mission of
the Presbyterian church.

But I speak also for all of us whom you honor today with
doctoral degrees. What greater honor could there be than to
receive an honorary doctorate from the first and oldest modern-
style college in the country, the first to grant college level
degrees. We should be the first to join in expressing our
appreciation for what Dr. Baird as the pioneer in modern higher
education did not only for Christian education but for the
revolution in education which the church brought to Korea. His
paper of 1897, the year of Soongsil' s founding, became the
educational standard of what became the strongest and largest
Christian body in Korea, the Korean Presbyterian church.

It had three points: 1) A school, any school, is to
educate all its students for a life of usefulness. 2)As a
Christian school its most important task is its spiritual
influence. 3) It will not be limited to Christian students, but
its aim is to promote the development of an indigenous, Korean
church

On the
Presbyterian side, Dr. Baird was president of the combined schools
and the Rev. George McCune (1905) and Rev. Eli Mowry (1909) were
ppointed. Mrs. Baird also taught practically full time. Robert
Murtrie, in the Anna Davis Shops, aided self-help students of
th college and academy.

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In 1897 a one-room school was opened in Pyongyang by Dr. William M. Baird, an American

missionary of the Northern Presbyterian Church. Dr. Baird’s goal was to establish an ideal Christian

educational institution in the land of Korea. The school, which started out with 13 students,

developed into Soongsil Hakdang in 1900

a secondary educational institution, and eventually into

a modern institution of higher learning.
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The First College in Korea



In 1906, Soongsil Hakdang officially established an undergraduate program

under the joint management by the missions of both the Northern

Presbyterian Church and the Northern Methodist Church of America.

Soongsil Hakdang became the cradle of Korean modern education by

adopting a modern Western approach to education.

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Soongsil was founded through the enormous dedication and self-sacrifice of

some missionaries and was enthusiastically supported by the entire

Pyengyang community. Many of the Pyengyang residents donated their

precious property7 and savings toward the building of Soongsil. The school’s

name, Soongsil, has profound meaning: Soong ( ^ ) means worship; Sil ( If )

is the same character used in jinsil (truth) and sileop (industry) and signifies

the spirit of silhak (practical science), which was popular at the end of the

Yi Dynasty. Together these two characters represent the school’s founding

ideals of helping establish a modern nation based on God’s truth and

practical science^

Thus Soongsil was founded in order to realize God's will and pursue the

national longing for a modern education.



The Cradle of the National Resistance Movement against Japan
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Under the colonial rule of Japan, Soongsil played a pivotal role in the

national resistance movement against Japan. Through various protest

^ movements such as the protest against the Protectorate Treaty

H between Korea and Japan, the 105 People’s Incident, the incident

of the Korean People’s Assembly, the famous March 1

Independence Movement, the Kwangju Students’ Movement, and

* the protest against forced worship at the Japanese shrine, Soongsil

served as a guiding light for reviving the national spirit of

independence. Among the leaders of the independence movement

fostered by Soongsil were: Iseok Cha, Jungdo Sohn, Changjoon Kim,

Heedo Park, Manshik Cho, and Minsoo Bae, to name a few'.

Shinmyung Kang, etc.* who grew up and

received their education front Soongsil during this period,

later became leading figures in the history of Korean

Christianity.
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Soongsil Refuses to Worship Japanese Shrine and Closes Down
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In 1925 the Japanese colonial government forced Soongsil to be

reorganized into a technical school because they did not want to allow

college education in Korea. Soongsil managed to expand its program in

1931 by setting up a three-year program in the Department of Agriculture.

However, after a long and stubborn resistance to the forced Japanese

shrine worship, a form of idol worship, Soongsil chose to close itself down

in 1938 rather than compromise its religious conscience.
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In 1954_Soongsil left its hometownPyengyang and resettled

in Seoul. Since its foundation, Soongsil has never tolerated

unrighteousness or injustice. Soongsil has managed itself with

the utmost moral standard through the chaotic, confusing

times of modern Korean history. This year Soongsil is

celebrating its one-hundredth anniversary. Now, Soongsil is a

major university with 7 colleges, 5 undergraduate programs,

19 departments, and the Graduate School, which includes 7

professional graduate schools.

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This year is the 102th anniversary of Soongsil University.

When looking over the history of this university that has taken a role faithfully for the dissemination of

education and for the evangelistic mission for the Christianity in this country from the years of

enlightenment near the ending period of Yi Dynasty until now, it seems that we are again

experiencing this nation’s vicissitudes such as atrocities of Japanese imperialism, painfulness of

north and south separation, and etc. The Soongsil village school, a predecessor of present Soongsil

University, was founded in 1897 by American protestant church evangelist W.M. Baird and the

Soongsil was literally a ray of brilliant light, a nation’s torch, and a cradle for independence movement

as well as anti-Japanese movement at the time in this land where the gloomy dark feelings had

dominantly prevailed. Approved by DaeHan Imperial for establishing a college for the first time in this

country and started a college education, Soongsil since then had been a stronghold for the national

patriotic spirit, and had refused to bow to the symbol of Japanese emperor. Therefore, Soongsil had

gone through tremendous oppressions and hardships innumerably by the Japanese imperialism, but

it had demonstrated its willingness to close its door rather than giving submission to the Japan.

Though we took back this nation on 8.15, the Liberation Day, the Korean conflict broke out soon after

it, and Soongsil escaped form the communist regime, moved to south leaving the nation’s patriotic

spirit imbued PyungYang college building behind the back. In 1954, Soongsil had been born again

and newly opened its second era in the present location. With this long history and tradition, Soongsil

has grown up to a university that includes 7 Colleges, 8 Schools, 3 Groups and 8 special graduate

school as well as a regular graduate school with more than 30,000 graduates. As you can see from

this school's name or founding idea, Soongsil provides “Actuality Oriented” education that puts

emphasis on the practical study that is related to daily living and its information technology education.

Especially, it has kept itself in the relative superior position in the field of information and world

globalization. As Soongsil was founded in the enlightenment period near end of Yi Dynasty to save

this country that was about to succumb to wind-blown dust as well as to disseminate education, so it

will continue to take important role of producing great men and women in this severe international

competition era.

The College of Humanities at Soongsil University started as the School of Humanities in Pyongyang in March, 1925.

When Soongsil was reopened in Seoul in April, 1954, the School of Humanities comprised the Department of English

Language and Literature, the Department of Philosophy, the Department of History, constituting the central part of the

college. As Soongsil achieved a status of a university in December, 1971, the School of Humanities was raised to the

College of Humanities, and in that year the Department of Social Work became the fourth department of the College. In

October, 1980, the Department of Korean Language and Literature, the Department of German Language and Literature,

and the Department of French Language and Literature were added to the College of Humanities. In July, 1992, the

Department of Chinese Language and Literature and the evening division of the Department of English Language and

Literature were also added. In November, 1997, the Department of International and Lifelong Education, the Deparment

of Creative Writing, the Department of Sport & Leisure Studies and in November, 1998, the Department of Divinity, were

newly established in the college.

As of November, 1998 the College of Humanities houses 11 departments with 425 enrollments annually. It has played

the central role in establishing Soongsil University as "the Torch of the Nation” through carrying out the mission of

exploring a new paradigm of the science of humanities for the 21st century as well as inheriting the century-old superb

academic tradition.

Korea's Oldest Christian College

Reopens Its Doors in Seoul

Korea—Union Christian College has reopened in

Seoul after being closed for 17 years. Ceremonies
marking the occasion were held in Yong Nak Presby-

terian Church, the school’s temporary quarters. Founded
in 1906 at Pyongyang, now the capital of North Korea,

it was the first college ever established in Korea. The
Japanese, who annexed Korea in 1910, forced the school

to close down in 1937 in a dispute over Shinto shrines.

Dr. H. N. Park, President of the Presbyterian Theo-

logical Seminary, presided at the ceremonies. Others

present were Dr. Han Kyung Chik, president of the

College, vice-moderator of the General Assembly of the

Presbyterian Church in Korea and pastor of Yong Nak

Dr. Han said that more than 1,700

students had applied for admission to its two schools
