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Abstract

The Evaluation of Social National Educational Textbooks for The Eighth

Grade from The Points of View of Teachers in Madaba Governorate

This study aimed at evaluating the Social National Educational Textbooks for
eighth grade from the points of view of teachers in Madaba governorate. In order
to achieve the aims of the study; the researcher developed a survey to collect
special data for this study. The sample of the study consisted of (105) male and

female teachers, In order to answer the following questions:

1- What are the teachers' estimated assessments for each Social National
Educational Textbooks for the 8" grade in general?
2- What are the teachers' estimated assessments for the Social National Educational
Textbooks for each aspect of the research instrument?
3- What are the teachers' estimated assessments for the Social National

Educational Textbooks for each item of the instruments within each domain?
To answer the study's questions, Means and standard deviations were used The
important results: The teachers' estimated assessments for each book of the eighth
grade Social National Educational Textbooks was intermediate. The results
indicated that the teachers estimated assessment for the Social National
Educational Textbook for each aspect of the research instrument and for the three
books were at intermediate degree. The results showed that the teachers estimated
assessments for Social National Educational Textbooks and for each item from
the apparatus were at intermediate degree for its majority.

In the light of a study results the researcher recommended the Ministry of
Education and School Textbooks Publishing Department for revising the Social
National Education Textbooks for eighth grade.
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
