The human rights and dignity of the human being are inviolable and the
accused is innocent until proven guilty in a fair trial. Everyone has the
right to be treated fairly in judicial and administrative proceedings, and
since the crime of torture is the most serious violation of these principles
and human and constitutional rights, And forbade criminalization of
international and regional conventions and conventions, and Internal
legislation came .

And international efforts were intensified in the fight against the crime
of torture were highlighted, and the 1984 UN Convention against Torture
was highlighted. The Jordanian penal legislation addressed this crime by
stipulating its criminalization in Article 8 the Jordanian Constitution and
Article 208 of the Jordanian Penal Code. Jordan ratified the Convention
against Torture and amended its legislation to comply with the provisions
of this Convention and international standards to combat this crime.

The study concluded that the right not to be subjected to torture is a
well-established human right and stems from the right to life and the right
to physical integrity. This is in spite of the existence of many
international and regional conventions prohibiting torture. Is enshrined in
international norms and between actual practice in different States.
