Before a person can say his
prayers he must be clean and
pure. Cleanliness of mind , of
body and of clothes is called
tahara or purification. It is only

on such a condition of purifica- |
tion that a Muslim may perform

Salah.
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Purification of the body is at-
tained by partial or total washing
with clean water. The total wash
is called as Ghusl (bath) or the
washing of the whole body, and
the partial wash is known as
wadhu that is ablution. |
