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For students of classical Arabic, whose goal is to understand the Holy Qur’an in its original language,
doing the linguistic analysis of the Qur’an is an important milestone in their learning. For most, it has
been an extended journey through a long list of language concepts. The linguistic analysis will help
them strengthen those concepts by learning their application in the Holy Qur’an. More importantly,
it marks the beginning of the very important phase of their journey towards understanding Qur’an; it
is what they have been striving for, for a long time - to develop a deeper understanding of the Holy
Qur’an and for that understanding to penetrate into their hearts. It will also make them appreciate

the linguistic elegance of the Message 4 .Ls .

This workbook is our humble effort to support such an analysis. It provides a selection of passages
from the Holy Qur’an as a subject of the linguistic analysis. Making selections from the Holy Qur’an

has inherent flaws and the best selection is the whole Qur’an, as Allah (s, 4~.) has made that

selection for us. Any other selection will leave parts of the Holy Qur’an which are equally or more
valuable than what is selected. In this respect, consider this selection arbitrary and something which
reflects our preferences. The only reason to make the selection is to complete this analysis work in a
reasonable amount of time. We expect that any student of the Qur’an using this workbook will bear
this in mind and will continue his/her work for others parts of the Qur’an 4 . .\

The Qur’anic text used in the workbook is the Uthmanic Hafs script, which has been copied from the
electronic format of the Mushaf al-Madinah an-Nabawiyyah published by King Fahd Qur’an Printing
Complex. Extra space has been provided between the lines and on the margins to capture analysis
notes.

The second part of the workbook contains the common azkdr and supplications as read during
various prayers. A deeper understanding of these will help achieve and maintain focus in the prayers.

Please follow these steps to perform the analysis for each selected passage.

1. Listen to the recitation of the passage at least once, preferably twice.

2. Do not review the translation until you have understood the verse based on your own
analysis.

3. Starting from the first dyah in the passage, perform the grammatical analysis (.| ¢Y7) for each

dyah in sequence. Use the space directly beneath the text for the grammatical analysis.
4. Perform the morphological (< .2f) and the lexical analysis (44\) for all the words in that dyah

and capture the resulting notes directly above the text. For lexical analysis, consult one or
more authentic dictionaries, preferably Qur’anic Arabic dictionaries.



5. Once you understand the meaning and function of each word in the dyah, try to understand
the meaning of the complete dyah.

6. Confirm your understanding of the meaning of the dyah with one or more authentic
translations.

7. Lookup other places in the Qur’an where the same word is used or the same topic is
discussed to gain further insight into the meanings.

8. Memorize the passage and start reciting it regularly in prayers and otherwise. Recite it slowly
and try to pay attention to the meanings. You will find it easy to memorize and recite with
understanding after having done the analysis. It will indeed help you maintain your khushu in
the prayers and make a connection with Allah (s, clbeww) dif el ol

It is important to remind the students of the Qur’an that any study of the Qur’an has to be done with
utmost care and respect. First and foremost, the intention must be to truly understand the message
with the goal to implement it in one’s life. Secondly, guesswork and fringe interpretations must be
avoided in favor of mainstream interpretations of the passages based on authentic sources. The
understanding and the interpretation must be consistent with the broader message in the Qur’an,
the context and theme of the particular passage and the sdrah that it belongs to as well as the hadith
and the biography of the Prophet Muhammad (;L.uj le 4T Lo). Itis expected that students will refer

to the many authentic tafdsir to establish a sound and correct understanding of the passages.
