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PREFACE

The scope of this book is defined by the title. The aim has been

to pressnt for ready reference the contractual and conventional

material of international relations down to the outbreak of the

World War. The bibliographic form has been used for the sake

of convenience and precision.

It may reasonably be claimed that in a broader sense the book

covers the field of history. *'A collection of treaties," says Nora-

dounghian Effendi in the preface to his Recueil d'actes inter-

nationaux de VEmpire Ottoman, "is of itself a complete philosophy

of history. For every on 2 of them either summarizes the political

conclusions of a period, or defines the relations of peoples among

themselves, or marks the point of departure of a new phase of

these relations. They are like so many landmarks on the road

traversed either by one nation alone or by a group of states. Be-

ing the skeleton of history, they serve as the basis both of diplo-

macy and of international law. Therefore, their study is, under

its apparent dryness, of the greatest interest and of a multi-

farious and incontestable usefulness."

The conduct of international relations involves every human
interest that is not by its very nature confined within national

limits. If, for instance, in fiscal poUcy, taxation has no inter-

national aspect, tariff schedules have. A military budget may be

a nation's affair; but it is justified internally by the status of

external relations, and it again reacts outside of national borders

upon that status. Even social problems of individual welfare

find their way into a field of international relations which of late

has been rapidly increasing in importance. Nearly half of the

present work is devoted to international relations of a non-

political character.

In view of the complexity and wide dispersion of the published

documents relating to treaties and international conventions, it

is not surprising that the historian has only casually gone to these

Even

the task of finding texts has been formidable. If this book facili-

tates that task, and thus contributes to accuracy in presenting

the activities of the past as a guide to the present and the future,

it will have served its purpose.

The pages which follow have been built up in the last ten

years. When I joined the staff of the World Peace Foundation in

1910, occasions for consulting the texts of treaties constantly

arose. It was an economy of time to copy and weave together for

desk reference the hsts of standard collections already printed by
Martens, Garden, Martitz, and Clunet. This combined list was

increased from time to time by additional titles. In 191 5 it was

decided that the compilation should be extended and made
generally available.

Since it is hoped that the work will be internationally service-

able, the Preface, the Contents, certain other parts, and the Index

are in both English and French. As a very great majority of the

books are in the Harvard Libraries, a dagger precedes the num-
eral of an item not in Cambridge.

It has been the rule to examine every book listed, so far as pos-

sible. This was desirable not only for the sake of accuracy, but

also that it might be determined whether the book fitted into the

plan of the work. Fully half of the books examined were ex-

cluded. Many books not yet at Harvard have been seen else-

where.

Aside from the great international settlements which have

given rise to series of treaties and a literature of their own, and

also aside from the conventions establishing forms of interna-

tional administration or cooperation, single treaties have not been

included in the scope of the work. There has been no intention

to make a general index of treaties. The superior numerals at-

tached to the names of sovereignties in Division II, Collections

by States, refer to the indexes of certain standard works in which

treaties relating to those territories may be found. This scheme,

however, is scarcely a reference to individual treaties, unless a

sovereignty happens to have made but one.

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In the inclusion of published diplomatic correspondence the

lines have been drawn much more freely, since this material has

been far less carefully and fully collected than the texts of treaties

and conventions. American annual volumes of Papers on Foreign

Relations and the Congressional Documents, British Parlia-

mentary Papers, French Yellow Books, Spanish Red Books,

Italian Green Books, and other like series are extensively noticed.

Special attention has been given to the Latin American reports

or Memorias of the ministers of foreign relations. Of these it is

sought to give as complete a view as possible ; for they have not

been pubHshed in formal series, and, being practically never

available in complete sets, are easily lost to sight.

The arrangement of material in general has been determined

by its character. In detail the chronological sequence of publi-

cation has been followed, on the ground that later publications

have presumably benefited by earlier compilations.

Notes on the history of the publication of treaties have been

brought together in an appendix in order to afford the reader a

general view of the subject.

In the process of its making, the book has elicited the interest

and aid of many persons. Among these I would name particu-

larly the following, all members of the Harvard staff: Professor

Archibald Gary Goolidge, Director of the University Library,

whose constant encouragement, suggestions, and advice have

been invaluable at every stage; George Grafton Wilson, Professor

of International Law, who first guided me through the elements

of that science, and whose counsel has been decisive respecting

numerous problems from title page to index; Leo Wiener, Pro-

fessor of Slavic Languages, who has been kind enough to correct

the proofs of titles in those idioms; and George W. Robinson,

Secretary of the Graduate School of Arts and Sciences, who has

prepared the manuscript for the press and taken charge of the

proof sheets.

11. COLLECTIONS BY STATES

Collections relating to a state but with general political signifi-

cance — a French collection dealing with the Congress of Vienna,

for instance — are in the first part. Collections containing ma-
terial on a recognized category of international relations — com-
merce, navigation, or extradition, for instance — are in the third

part.

The formalities of treaty-making have affected the preparation

of this division. State names are to be found in the alphabetical

list in an exact translation of the official name at the time of pub-

lication. Mexico, for instance, is the United Mexican States; but
for practical convenience names are printed in a form as similar as

possible to the usual one, so that Mexican collections will be

found under this rubric: Mexican States, United.

Many states have ceased to exist under their original name. In

such cases collections will be found under the present name, but
earlier names have been listed. Thus, Colombian treaties will be

found under: Colombia, Republic of. But the United States of

Colombia and New Granada also appear in the alphabetical list

with references to the present name.
A book purporting to deal comprehensively with treaty texts

must take account of international phenomena not often consid-

ered. All short-lived independent states fall within its scope.

Then, the expansion of the world and of the political system of

Europe impels the inclusion of small units which were technical

sovereignties and which have made treaties in their own right.

They are numerous out of all proportion to their individual im-

portance, but collectively illustrate the striking operation of cen-

tripetal political forces in the world. In 1500 there were 2000

sovereignties in Europe. After the peace of Westphalia there

were still more than 360 states of the Holy Roman Empire. In

1789 there were 269 sovereignties in Europe, and in 181 5 only 69.

There were 21 states in Europe in 19 14 and only 62 sovereignties

negotiating treaties in the world. During the nineteenth century

the continents of Africa, Asia, and North and South America
came completely within the bounds of civilization. This exten-

sive contact with peoples organized on a tribal basis resulted in a

remarkable increase of tieaty-making. Effort has been made to

indicate the extent of such negotiations by printing the names of

A government was constituted by the Congress of Angostura on
December 17, 1819, under the terms ol the "Ley fundamental de la

Repubhca de Colombia," the state comprising the present Venezuela,

Colombia (New Granada), and Ecuador. This organic law was modi-

fied and reenacted by the General Congress of Colombia at Rosario

de Cucuta on July 12, 1820. Both of these documents refer to

Venezuela and New Granada as separate entities. In 1830 the Re-
public of Colombia, as constituted by these organic laws, was dis-

rupted, Venezuela, New Granada, and Ecuador becoming independent

republics.

A constitutional convention at Bogotd on November 17, 1831, en-

acted a "Ley fundamental del Estado de la Nueva Granada," which
was sanctioned on March i, 1832. A second constitution, for the

Republic of New Granada, was promulgated on April 20, 1843, and

on May 28, 1853, a third constitution introduced the federal system

into the republic.

A series of organic laws governing the various constituent states ren-

dered advisable a revision of the constitution, which was adopted on
May 22, 1858, the state therein being called the Granadine Confedera-
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tion. The status of the federal states was determined by several sub-

sequent laws. On May 8, 1863, following a revolution characterized

by two pacts of union, a convention of plenipotentiaries of the states

adopted a new constitution. The pact of Cartagena, September 10,

i860, provided for the constitutional convention, which, by the pact of

Bogota, September 20, 1861, now gave the state the title of the United
States of Colombia. Resolutions of November 30, 1885, were adopted
by the states and resulted in a revision of the constitution in accord-

ance with their terms. The new constitution bears date of August 4,

1886. The form of government is described therein as a unitary

republic.

The empire was formed by the conclusion of "an eternal confederation

for the protection of the confederate territory," the instrument being
the constitution of January i, 187 1, to which the North German Con-
federation, the king of Bavaria, the king of Wiirtemberg, the grand
duke of Baden and the grand duke of Hesse und bei Rhein were parties.

The empire being a confederation only, its component parts were
potential sovereignties. The territorial divisions recognized by the

constitution were: Prussia and Lauenburg, Bavaria, Saxony, Wiirtem-
berg, Baden, Hesse, Mecklenburg- Schwerin, Saxe-Weimar, Mecklen-
burg-StreUtz, Oldenburg, Brunswick, Saxe-Meiningen, Saxe-Altenburg,
Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, Anhalt, Schwarzburg-Rudolstadt, Schwarzburg-
Sondershausen, Waldeck, Reuss Older Line, Reuss Younger Line,

Schaumburg-Lippe, Lippe, Liibeck, Bremen, Hamburg. The dynastic

claims of the duke of Brunswick were compromised with the king of

Prussia in 1913, and henceforth Brunswick was regarded as no longer

a potential sovereignty.^

In the Bundesrath Prussia cast the 'former votes' of Hanover,
Electoral Hesse, Holstein, Nassau, and Frankfort.

The German State (Deutsches Reich) succeeded the empire on the

abdication of William II on November 9, 191 8. The armistice of

November 11, 1918, and the treaty of Versailles of June 28, 1919,
were made with provisional governments. The constitution of the

new regime is dated August 11, 1919.

GREAT BRITAIN AND IRELAND, UNITED
KINGDOM OF'"'^

The English kingship took definite form in the ninth and tenth cen-

turies. Ireland came under the partial control of England in 1166-72

and in 1541 Henry VIII was acknowledged as king of Ireland. The
kingdom of the Scots took form in the middle of the ninth century. The

kingdom of Scotland was united with England in 1707. The present

United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland is the metropole of a

world-wide empire, which is developing many new phenomena. The

Commonwealth of Australia, the Dominion of Canada, Newfound-

land, New Zealand, and the Union of South Africa are self-governing

dominions with treaty-making rights and increasing autonomous

privileges of a sovereign character. India, externally British, is in-

ternally a congeries of native states in treaty relations with the British

Indian foreign ofl5ce and of former native states directly administered

by British authorities as a result of treaty arrangements. A process

of devolution is increasing the number of native states under their

own rulers. Other British possessions are of several kinds, represent-

ing many gradations of autonomy. Some instances of states formally

sovereign occur within the expanse of territory that is substantially

British, as, for example, Oman, which acknowledges a protectorate

arrangement with the government of India.

All of this points to the development of a new sovereignty, the Brit-

ish Empire, which is now a term much used but which describes no

technical entity definitely recognizable as yet in international re-

lations.

Parliamentary Papers

British Parliamentary Papers constitute one of the most important

collections of diplomatic sources, especially among English-speaking

peoples, whose larger libraries frequently possess complete sets. The
Foreign Office papers of late years usually make about two volumes

of the annual papers, and are brought together in the last volumes of

each year. Foreign Office papers cover topics in the foreign relations

of the British Empire on which it is expedient to furnish Parliament

with information. They do not purport to give a complete record of

Foreign Office correspondence. No attempt is here made to identify

the 'blue' and 'white' papers properly noticeable in this work, but

many of them are listed under the subjects or states with which they

deal.

Respecting Parliamentary Papers, which constitute the first official

publication of governmental documents, the following notes have been

authoritatively printed:

"Parliamentary Papers are either papers of the House of Lords or

papers of the House of Commons. Being presented during the session

of Parliament, they are termed the Sessional Papers of either House.

"Among the Sessional Papers of each House a distinction arises, ac-

cording as the papers are (i) presented in pursuance of an Act of Parlia-

ment or in return to an order of the House; or (2) presented by com-

mand of His Majesty.

"As papers presented by Command are (with one or two exceptions)

presented to both Houses of Parliament alike, they appear among the

Sessional Papers of each House. . . . The papers of each House

originating otherwise than by Command are called House of Lords

Papers or House of Commons Papers, according to the House to which

they belong.

^'Command Papers. Papers are presented by Command of His

Majesty in order to convey to Parliament (and the public) informa-

tion on matters of which it is considered desirable by the Government

of the day that ParUament should be informed. Originally, no doubt,

the object of doing so was to lay the state of affairs of a particular de-

partment of government before the representatives of the people, and
so to induce them to vote the money for that particular branch of the

King's service. But many of these papers have now become a matter
of routine. . . . Others contain diplomatic correspondence, or relate

to the condition of trade at home and abroad. In fact, it is difficult to

say what subjects are included, and they have all sorts of degrees of

importance and urgency. A popular government can hardly be con-

ducted without an abundance of pubhshed information; and a Min-
istry which professes to govern by popular consent is bound to supply

its supporters with detailed information or expose itself to suspicion

of inertness and neghgence.

"Until very recent years presentation to Parliament was, with the

exception of the Gazette, practically the sole method of publication

which a government possessed. With the growing influence of pubhc
opinion it became more and more necessary to make use of this chan-

nel, in order to influence the opinion by which it lived.

"Hence Conmiand Papers much increased in numbers during last

century, Governments finding it wise to issue spontaneous informa-

tion, without waiting for it to be called for by Parliament.

"When ParUament was not sitting, this channel was stopped. Yet
an urgent situation might arise (say) in foreign affairs, and, there being

no other recognised method of pubUshing full intelhgence, the pubhc
might be left in the dark, when it was most necessary to take them into

confidence. This led to the alteration of presenting when the Houses
are not sitting ^

. . .

" Command Papers (unless presented in ' dummy ') are presented in a
printed form, and compose a numbered series, irrespective of the ses-

sion in which they are presented. The numbers are always enclosed

within square brackets. The first series, from [i] to [4222], ends with
session 1868-9. The second series, distinguished as [c. i] to [c, 9550],
ends with session 1899. The third series, distinguished as [cd. i] to

Law Collections

Treaties of the United States are pubUshed in the law collections by
virtue of a resolution of Congress, approved June 14, 1790, as follows:

"That all treaties made or which shall be made and promulged under
the authority of the United States, shall, from time to time, be pub-
lished and annexed to their code of laws, by the Secretary of State."

Many editions of the laws exist, and it has not been deemed neces-

sary to include here a complete notice of all volumes thereof containing

treaties. In general it may be said that until 1796 there was no fixed

practice respecting publication. The acts of each Congress or session

were variously published. In 1796 Folwell's edition began pubhcation
by authority and extended to twelve volumes down to the year 181 5.

In that year the Bioren and Duane edition superseded Folwell's, the

legislation and treaties of the period 1 789-1 81 5 being collected in

five volumes and indexed. Five subsequent volumes carried the col-

lection down to March 3, 1845. Ii^ 1845 the publication of Statutes

at Large superseded this edition, Little and Brown of Boston being the

official publishers. The prior legislation and treaties were then col-

lected in eight volumes. Little and Brown published 17 volumes alto-

gether, which contained the laws of the first 42 Congresses. Volume
18, covering the 43d Congress, 1873-75, was published by the Govern-
ment, which continues to issue the laws and treaties.

The first printed form in which the laws of the United States now
appear is known as the 'slip laws,' each law in a separate pamphlet or

leaflet. They are printed as soon as possible after their approval by
the President and distributed to subscribers by the superintendent of

documents. At the close of each Congressional session the slip laws

are collected, indexed, numbered, and published in large pamphlets
entitled Statutes of the United States, but generally known as Pamph-
let Laws or Session Laws. The arrangement is chronological by the

date of the approval of the act under the headings Public laws. Private

laws, etc. At the close of the final session of each Congress the Session

Laws are reedited, their indexes consolidated, then published in sheep-

bound volumes under the title Statutes at Large. Each volume of the

Statutes at Large contains the acts and joint resolutions, public and
private, permanent and temporary, and the concurrent resolutions,
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treaties, conventions, and Presidential proclamations published during

the two-years' term of one Congress. The arrangement is the same as

the Session Laws, chronological by the date of the passage of the act

under the divisions Public acts, Private acts.

Miss Hasse supplies the following notes relative to the partial and multifarious

publication of documents:
" An illustration of a document severally printed in various places may be cited

in the case of the Buchanan dispatches to Trist, when the latter was serving as

United States commissioner to Alexico, nos. 3 and 4 respectively. Each dispatch

is printed in its complete form in the Senate correspondence, and appears again in

two extracts, printed, on one occasion, in the Senate correspondence, and, on an-

other, in that of the House. A more convincing example is perhaps that of dis-

patch no. 14 from the then envoy extraordinary of the United States in Russia,

the Hon. William Wilkins, to Secretary of State Forsyth. The letter is dated
November 23, 1835, and appears once, in part, with the dispatch number, in Sen.

doc. I, 25th Cong., 3d sess. (1839), and again, in the remaining part, without the

dispatch number, in House doc. in, 33d Cong., ist sess. (1854). Together these

two extracts complete Wilkins' dispatch no. 14. Thus it appears that the letter

did not make its appearance in print until three years after it was received, and
then only in part, and that the remaining part was not available for public use until

eighteen years after the date of its original writing. The part of the letter printed

during the 25th Congress relates to the renewal of art. iv of the treaty of 1824, and
that part printed during the 33d Congress is a comment on Nesselrode's silence on
the proposition for a conventional arrangement of the maritime rights of neutrals.

"An instance of the transposition of an entire block of correspondence occurs in

the case of N. P. Trist when ofliciating in the early 40's as consul of the United
States for Havana. It was at a time when England was actively engaged in en-

deavoring to abolish the use of American vessels as slavers. Trist, in the temporary
absence of the proper officer, signed some blank ship's papers for Portuguese ves-

sels. The act was protested and a long diplomatic correspondence ensued. In
response to House resolution of January 30, 1840, calling on the President for such
information as he might have in relation to recent seizures 'and of all dispatches

from N. P. Trist . . . relating in any manner to the African slave trade,' there was
issued House doc. 115, 26th Cong., 2d sess., of 766 pages. There is no title, table

of contents, or index, merel)' the caption title, 'Search or seizure of American ves-

sels on coast of Africa, etc' In response to Senate resolution of July 20, 1840, call-

ing for 'correspondence imputing malpractices to our consul at Havana in regard

to the granting of papers to vessels engaged in the slave trade,' there was issued

26th Cong., 2d sess., Senate doc. 125, 231 pp. Those letters relating to Trist in the

two documents are practically identical, but in both cases the correspondence re-

lating to Trist's alleged indiscretion is printed in part only. In response to House

INDIAN tribes

The Office of Indian Affairs, Department of the Interior, supplies the

following information regarding treaty relations with the Indian
tribes:

"Prior to the Revolutionary War the Colonial authorities were per-

mitted to govern the Indians and to dispose of their lands without
interference from the British Crown. During this war the tribes were
regarded as sovereign nations and in the main as allies of Great Britain.

The Continental Congress and the Congress of the Confederation pur-

sued the same policy toward the Indians as did the British Crown.
By act of July 12, 1775, an Indian Department was established, and
the tribes were assigned to certain departments. This act of the Con-
tinental Congress provided also for the appointment of commissioners

to treat, trade and conclude peace treaties with the Indians.^

"By the time of the close of the War mentioned the Confederation

government still treated the tribes as independent sovereign nations;

^ The constituent resolution provided in part:

"That the securing and preserving the friendship of the Indian nations, appears
to be a subject of the utmost moment to these colonies.

"That there is too much reason to apprehend that administration will spare no
pains to excite the several nations of Indians to take up arms against these colonies;

and it becomes us to be very active and vigilant in exerting every prudent means to

strengthen and confirm the friendly disposition towards these colonies, which has
long prevailed among the northern tribes, and which has been lately manifested by
some of those to the southward.
"As the Indians depend on the colonists for arms, ammunition and clothing,

which are become necessary to their subsistence, that commissioners be appointed
by this Congress to superintend Indian affairs in behalf of these colonies.

March 3, 1851, reads: "That for the purpose of making better postal

arrangements with foreign countries, or to counteract their adverse
measures affecting our postal intercourse with them, the Postmaster-
General, by and with the advice and consent of the President, may
negotiate and conclude postal treaties or conventions, and may reduce
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or increase the rates of postage on mail-matter conveyed between the

United States and foreign countries" (Statutes at Large, xvii, p. 287).

By virtue of these provisions, postal conventions have been made by
the Postmaster-General of the United States as occasion warranted.

These are published separately in pamphlet form and no collection

of them has ever been made. Until 1873 they were regularly printed

in Statutes at Large. The subsisting conventions are numerous.

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THE PUBLICATION OF TREATIES

The publication of treaties has a history of more than three thousand

years, extending bacic to the earUest extant records of governmental
affairs. Within a decade from the discovery of the art of printing,

treaty material was presented to the public by means of movable
types, and from that time on the printing of the archives of foreign

relations has steadily increased in volume and in variety of method of

presentation. The printing of such documents was first a private

venture with official sanction; then a wholly private venture; next

largely a governmental affair; and now the League of Nations Treaty

Series is both the official and the nearly complete repository of con-

ventional texts of all countries, whether members of the League or

not. In the following pages a brief account of these developments is

given.

Before writing was an art, kings and princes seem to have had among
their entourage a 'human archive,' chosen for his retentive memory
and having the duty of recalling word for word the agreements made
by the authorities. Primitive people also used aids to memory, of

which knotted cords, strung beads, etc., including wampum, were
frequent examples. The units of these tokens served the same mne-
monic purpose as in the religious practice of ' teUing beads.' The next

logical step toward recording treaties would naturally be the cere-

monial exchange of these aids to memory, now become symbols of the

transaction. These physical mementoes of treaty engagements were

archival. Their existence among the effects of a ruler was proof that

the engagement was still valid, though the contract itself existed only

in the memories of the elders, the 'human archive,' or others.^

With the advent of writing, treaties naturally were recorded by that

method. It may be assumed that the ceremonials of negotiation were

well developed, and it would seem that the religious rites accompany-
ing important acts among primitive peoples had the incidental purpose

of insuring the conservation of the texts in the temples. There were,

however, probably many exceptions to that rule, occasioned by the

character of the engagements. The literary remains of the ancients

show political treaties, that is, those dealing with state policy, de-

posited in the temples; boundary treaties on border pillars; and com-

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mercial agreements published on the walls of public buildings. Almost
all of the methods of ancient writing are represented in the examples
extant.

The earliest remains of the ancient secular world give proof that the
making of treaties was not only common, but that its technique was
far advanced. The clay tablets found in the ruins of the residence of

Amenophis IV (1375-58 B.C.) of Egypt, near Tell El-Amarna, provide

at present the oldest diplomatic records, none of which is, however, a
treaty text. The royal correspondence on the tablets, dating from the

fifteenth century B.C., contains numerous references to alliances and
treaties, of which several were renewals of earlier arrangements. By
working out the dynastic relationships, Scala ascribes to the year

1450 ^ an alliance between Thothmes IV and Karaindas of Babylonia.

A tablet recording the early intercourse between Assyria and Babylonia
contains this reference to the same period:

Cara-indas king of the land of Car-duniyas [Lower Chaldaea] and Assur-

bil-nisi-su king of Assyria a covenant between them with each other es-

tablished; and a pledge with regard to the boundaries of a certain character

to one another gave.'

More interesting than these bare references, however, is the con-

stant evidence in the tablets that the diplomacy of the day was ex-

perienced. Burraburiyash, king of Babylonia, begged Amenophis IV
of Egypt "to remember that, as long as there is an offensive and de-

fensive alliance between them, the Canaanites are powerless to do
much harm and may be easily driven off." * In another letter the king

of Alashiya begs Amenophis "not to make any treaty or league with
the kings of Khatti (Kheta) and Shankhar, and promises that what-
ever gifts they may send to him he will pass on to the Egyptian king,

together with the addition of a like amount from himself." ^ Only a

rather sophisticated diplomacy would have called forth such a proposal.

The earliest treaty text extant is that of the treaty of peace, alliance,

and extradition between Rameses II of Egypt and the prince of the

Kheta, supposed to be the Hittites. Two copies of it exist. The best

text is inscribed on a wall of the temple of Karnak,^ that apparently

being the public copy, for the text itself refers to the official copy as

being engraved on a silver tablet.^ It is dated in the twenty-first year

of Rameses II, 1271 B.C., according to Breasted's chronology, and
according to Budge,^ 1333 B.C.

Greek history furnishes a more considerable and better known
series of treaties, of which the earliest now extant seems to be the
bronze tablet, found by Sir William Gell in 1813, containing an alliance

between Elis and Heraea that was concluded probably between 588
and 572 B.c.^ Thucydides was the first historian to give complete
texts, but the earliest text quoted anywhere is the oath of the Amphic-
tyons, the equivalent of a continuing treaty, which Barbeyrac in his

history of ancient treaties assigns to 1496 B.C.

Barbeyrac ^° found 518 pieces set forth in the literary records be-

fore the Christian era. As his researches were largely confined to

Greece and Rome, it may be assumed that the extant remains of

treaty transactions in that period would total a thousand pieces.

Treaties in the ancient world were, however, much less frequent than
in modern times. The defeated state often disappeared, and the net-

work of conventional peaceful relations, which is a salient feature of

modern civilization, scarcely existed. This can be seen by comparing

The technique of negotiation and of rendering treaties effective has
remained extraordinarily stable in its essentials. The earliest forms
and formalities of diplomatic intercourse are strikingly similar to

those of modern negotiations; and the stages through which a treaty

passes to completion, from the issuance of full powers to negotiating

agents to the exchange of ratifications and the careful archival pre-

servation of the text, seem not to have been really different among the

ancients and under a modern constitutional democracy.^^

Public documents in the original copies on the lighter writing ma-
terials have not reached us from any remote time. When rulers con-

quered each other in those days the archives of the vanquished be-

came part of the booty. The ease with which parchments, vellums,

papyri, and papers could be destroyed militated against the preser-

vation of documentary traces of the rights and privileges of a defeated

enemy. On the other hand, the finding and deciphering of epigraphical

treaty records is relatively a modern activity. Barbeyrac at the be-

ginning of the eighteenth century was able to make no considerable

use of such material. As early as 1556, however, a brass tablet was
found at Polcevera, Italy, on which was preserved an award by
Roman senate commissioners in a boundary dispute between the

Roman people and the Veturii in 116 b.c.,^^ and since the sixteenth

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century such relics have steadily increased in number from almost
every archaeological excavation.

The invention of printing occurred about the year 1450. By 1500
the printing of important documents in international relations was
customary; a hundred years later it was generally authorized; by
1700 the compilation of collections was a regular pursuit of scholars,

and treaties had taken a popular place in the plans of publishers; by
1800 the need for such information had both extended and narrowed,
so that special current or historical as well as strictly national col-

lections were numerous; by 1900 the bulk of such publications had
become so great that an attempt to organize this field of knowledge
by a bibliography was inevitable.^* Computations based on the con-
tents of the books listed in this manual indicate that 30,000 treaties

exist, of which number about one-fifth are at present effective. The
negotiation of treaties has so increased that out of 629 made by the

United States between 1789 and 1917, 51 fall within the administra-
tion running from 1913 to 1917.

Viewed bibliographically, it perhaps makes little difference whether
treaties were both printed and published at the outset, but historically

there is a significance in the distinction. It might reasonably be ex-

pected that documents of the importance of treaties would originally

be printed solely for official use, as a convenient and accurate method
of multiplying copies. Publication, that is, making them available

to the general public, would then presumably follow private printing.

The earliest printed documents of treaty character found by the

present investigator belie this theory. They were issued from the
press long before the habit of printing archival material was developed
and before printers to kings came into vogue; they were documents
clearly published to satisfy a popular interest in their subject matter.

A papal bull deposing the archbishop of Mainz, and another depriving
him of his electoral vote, thus removing the elector upon whom the

convocation of the electors of the Holy Roman Emperor devolved,
were published as broadsides in 1461; the Golden Bull of Charles IV
(January 10, 1356) was first printed in 1474; the peace of Arras of

December 23, 1482, between Louis XI of France and Maximilian of

Austria (Emperor Maximilian I, 1493-15 19), providing for the mar-
riage of Margaret of Austria to the French Dauphin, was published
in 1483; and portions of the treaty of Picquigny of August 29, 1475,
between Louis XI of France and Edward IV of England, providing

for the marriage of the same Dauphin and Elizabeth of York, were
published in 1485 or i486. It is safe to conclude that public interest

rather than official convenience caused publication in all these

instances.

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The papal bulls of 1461 may be considered as the first published

documents concerning international relations. The electoral prince

and archbishop of Mainz was, by the Golden Bull (i, 16), charged with
summoning his colleagues "for the purpose of electing a king of the

Romans and future emperor," with celebrating the mass and ad-

ministering the oath. He was archchancellor of the Empire. Diether

von Isenburg (1412-82) was archbishop and electoral prince of Mainz
in 1461. On August 8, 1461, Emperor Frederick III issued a confirma-

tion of his deposition, the successor to the dignity being Adolf of Nas-
sau (d. 1475). This document was published at Mainz in a broadside

by Johann Fust and Peter Schoffer,^^ former associates of Gutenberg.

On August 21, 1 46 1, Pope Pius II issued a bull from Tivoli, In aposto-

licae sedis specula, respecting the deposition of Diether, and on the

same day another. Cum nos hodie, against his exercising the electoral

vote. Both of these were published at Mainz by Fust and Schoffer.^^

Other documents relating to the same incident are also extant.^^

The publication of these documents gave the public knowledge of

what was a true international incident. The deposition of an arch-

chancellor of the Empire and imperial elector was a political event of

high importance in the relations of the states constituting the Holy
Roman Empire. But, even further, the incident itself was one of the

opening crises in the conflict that resulted in the Reformation. The
phase of it to which the cited documents relate was closed by an agree-

ment between Diether and Adolf, signed at Mainz November 17,

146 1, by which Diether was confirmed in the possession of certain

lands and property, while Adolf retained the position of elector. ^^

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It may be mentioned in passing that the writ of Emperor Frederick

III respecting the prolongation of the king's peace was published as a
broadside at Augsburg by Gunther Zainer after its promulgation at

that place on May 14, 1474.^^

Putter 2° records fifteen printings of the Golden Bull of 1356 in

Latin from 1474 to 1742, and seven translations from 1476 to 1619.

Hain,^^ however, cites two editions without place, date, or printer

which may have preceded the foUo edition of 1474, which was "im-
pressum per Fridericum Creusner de nuremberga, anno domini Mile-

simo cccc. septuagesimo quarto."^ Besides one edition in thirty-three

pages in German printed by Creusner without date,^^ Hain records an
edition of "die goldne BuUe Karls des vierten und Reformation

Friedrich des dritten, gedruckt zu Augsburg von Johann Bamler
1476," in folio,^^ while Putter mentions a similar edition at Venice in

the same year.

The bull Quamquam leges of Pope Sixtus IV (1471-84), dated

February 7, 1477/78, relative to the freedom of Frankfort from
foreign jurisdiction, was printed at Mainz in that year by Peter

Schoffer.2*

But it was the matrimonial ventures of youthful royalty that

brought treaties that were treaties both in form and substance out of

the archives and into print. In the summer of 1475 Edward IV of

England landed an army at Calais. Louis XI, who was hard beset

by Charles the Bold of Burgundy, sent him splendid gifts, and Edward
was soon incUned to peace. The sovereigns met at the castle of Pic-

quigny, near Amiens, and the treaty which was signed there on
August 29, 1475, provided for a payment of 75,000 crowns in cash to

Edward, and a promise of a marriage between the Dauphin Charles,

born on June 30, 1470, and Elizabeth of York, only daughter of Ed-
ward, born on February 11, 1466. Sir Richard Tunstall and Thomas
Langton were given a royal power by Edward IV at Westminster on
August 26, 1478, to conclude the espousals.-^ But Louis XI was not

incUned to lose the pawn of a marriageable heir so easily, and two
years later, on August 24, 1480, John Weston, prior of the Order of

St. John of Jerusalem, and Langton were commissioned to demand

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from the French king the performance of the marriage." Again Louis
succeeded in evading the fulfilment of his promise. On December 23,

1482, by treaty at Arras he pledged the Dauphin to Margaret, daughter
of MaximiHan of Austria. Margaret was publicly betrothed to the

Dauphin on June 2t^, 1483, two months and a half after the death of

Edward IV of England, Elizabeth's father, and two months before

the death of Louis. But the Dauphin, as Charles VIII, remained
single until, receiving after considerable difficulty a secret papal dis-

pensation, he married Anne of Brittany in 149 1.

The peace of Arras between Louis XI and Maximilian of Austria
was published at Ghent on April 8, 1483, as appears from its colophon:

Le traictie de la paix Jmpresse a gand delez le belfroy par Arnoul de
keysere le viij.e iour dapuril Ian Mil. cccc. quatre vingt et trois.'^*

It was the first book printed at Ghent.^^ It consists of twelve leaves

folio printed in Gothic type, forty-two lines to the page. The book
begins: "Le traicte de la paix faict a Arras." The text begins:

PHelippe de creuecuer seigneur desquerdes de lanoy. Conseillier & cham-
bellan du roy nostresire son lieutenant et cappitaine general ou pais de picardie

cheualier de son ordre Oliuier de qua tiuan cheualier consillier et chambel-
la du roy nostred' seigneur et son lieutenant en la ville de francise al' arras.

Jehan de la vacquerie conseillier du roy nostred' seigneur & premier president

en sa court de parlement a paris. Jehan garin maistre dhostel. Tous am-
bassadeurs comis du roy nostre souuerain seigneur . . .

An edition in Flemish was published at Antwerp by Mathieu van
der Goes in 1483,^° and may even have preceded by a few weeks the

Ghent edition. This edition begins: "Copie van den payse." A copy
of it is in the PubHc Library of Haarlem. Meermann cites a Flemish
edition in Gothic letter quarto: "Payse en Contract van Hauwelyck
tussen den Dolphyn en Margareta en Maximiliaen in 1482. tot Atreght

gepasseerdt 24 Xber, zonder plaats en jaar." ^^

The first treaty published in England was a portion of that of

Picquigny, signed on August 29, 1475, ^s stated above, between
Louis XI of France and Edward IV of England; but it was not put
into print until 1485, or possibly i486. The historical circumstances

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leave no reasonable doubt that the publication was for the purpose of

forming public opinion. Three years after his second attempt to keep
Louis XI of France to his promise to proceed with the matrimonial
arrangements for the Dauphin and Elizabeth of York in accordance
with the treaty of 1475, Edward IV died on April 9, 1483, his eldest

son, a boy of twelve, becoming Edward V in succession. In June of

the same year Richard, Duke of Gloucester, younger brother of Ed-
ward IV, and guardian of the young king by his brother's will, seized

the throne. Edward V and his younger brother were presently put to

death in the Tower. Richard's wife died in 1485, and he sought to

marry Elizabeth of York, daughter of Edward IV, though she was his

niece. This proposal he had to abandon. Meanwhile, Henry Tudor,
Earl of Richmond, grandson of Henry V's widow, Catharine of France,
and her second husband, Owen Tudor, and through his mother,
Margaret Beaufort, a descendant of John of Gaunt, sued for the same
hand and secured the aid of a group of nobles by taking an oath to

marry Elizabeth. On August 22, 1485, the two rivals met in battle

at Bosworth, and Richard was killed. The crown which Richard
wore into the fray was found on a bush, and placed on the head of

Richmond, as Henry VII.

In those days, if a man and a woman made a contract of marriage,

neither of the contracting parties could marry another, though no
actual marriage had taken place. Henry suspected that this rule

would be applied by his political opponents, and he imprisoned them.
The portion of the treaty of 1475 which was published was undoubtedly
part of the argumentative ammunition in this struggle, put out by
Henry's opponents to prove that the marriage with Elizabeth would
be, or was, contrary to the custom of the period. On November 7,

1485, Henry obtained a recognition from Parliament of his own right

to the throne, and on January 18, i486, he married Elizabeth,^^ thus
blending the white rose of York with the red rose of Lancaster. The
papal dispensations, sufficient in number, were ex posi facto. The dis-

pensation of Innocent VIII for the marriage is dated March 2, ten

weeks after the event. A bull confirming the dispensation followed

on March 27, and one confirming the marriage itself on July 23.^

The portions of the treaty of Picquigny which figured in this con-

troversy were published by William de Machlinia at London on four

folio leaves, the first blank, forty-two lines to the page. The docu-
ment also includes on the fourth leaf a translation from the treaty of

Arras. The superintendent of the reading room of the British Museum
thinks that its publication was in 1485, before the marriage of Henry
VII and Elizabeth, but E. Gordon Duff assigns it to a period after

March, 1486.** The document begins:

The treaty of alliance and union between the three states of the

duchy of Brabant and the states of Middelburg, Limburg, Luxem-
burg, and Flanders, signed at Ghent on May i, 1488, was printed in

Flemish at Ghent without date or publisher: ^^

Tractaet van aliantie ende eendragticheyt tusschen die drie staten van
den hertoghdom van brabant cii die staten van middelborch, lussenborch,

vlaenderen.

The peace signed at Montils-les-Tours on October i, 1489, between

Maximilian of Austria, with Archduke Philip, and Flanders, was
printed by the widow of Arnaud de Keysere, according to an entry

under date of 1490 in the register of accounts at Ghent, which is ap-

parently the first authorization to print a treaty:

Item betaelt, der weduwe van meester Arend De Keysere printre was,

haer toegheleyt voor tprintcn van drie hondert copien vanden paeyse lest

gehemaect, te tours, by haer vut laste van scepen gheprint ende ghedistri-

buert, te zinne den insetene van deser stede te iij gr. voor elke copie, comt
naer tverclaers vander ceduUe vanden xxiiijV in Hoymaent xc. iii & xv gr."

The primordial state papers relating to the American continents

are three bulls issued by Pope Alexander VI on May 3 and 4, 1493.

One of these was printed with Latin title, and, according to Harrisse,

"disappeared in America" after being purchased at a dealer's sale.

The third and last of the series, the bull Inter caetera of May 4, 1493,

was printed with a Spanish heading, probably at Alcala about 151 1.

Two copies of this broadside exist in America, one in the John Carter

Brown Library and the other in the Library of Congress."

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The peace of November 3, 1492, between Henry VII of England
and Charles VIII of France, was printed in quarto in that year. In
1 5 18 the concordat between Pope Leo X and Francis I of France of
December 19, 1516, was printed at Paris.^^ Clearly treaty publica-
tion was becoming customary so far as separate prints were concerned.

Historians began pubUcation of archival material early in the
sixteenth century .^^ Jacques Merlin dealt with general councils of

the church in two folio volumes in 1523-24.*° Jean Du Tillet (Joannes
Tilius), bishop of Meaux (d. 1570), pubUshed a folio chronology of

French reigns in 1543-^^. Veit Amerbach (1503-57) printed at Ingol-
stadt in 1545 through Alexander Weisshorn an edition of the Karoli
Magni et Ludovici Fii Christianissimi Regum et Imperatorum Fran-
corum Capitula sive Leges Ecclesiasticae et Civiles of Angesisus, bishop
of Fontenelle (d. 833), and Benedictus Levita.'*^ Johannes Basilius

Herold (15 11-70) published in Basel in 1557 a collection of Leges
Allemaniae as a part of his Origines et Antiquitates Germaniae. Jean
Du Tillet, clerk of Parlement, Sieur de la Bussiere, and elder brother
of the bishop of Meaux of the same name, published his Recueil des

guerres et traictez de paix, trefve, et alliance d'entre les roys de France
et d'Angleterre through Jacques Dupuis in 1577, following it in 1578
by his Memoires et recherches, printed at Rouen by P. de Tours. The
historical writings of both brothers were collected in a folio edition

in 1586-88 under the title Recueil des roys de France.^
One phase of fifteenth and sixteenth century history which resulted

in the publication of much documentary material was the struggle

against the Turks. Letters of indulgence as a reward for contributions

toward the cost of the conflict were printed as early as 1454, while

the first papal bull printed "widder die turcken" is probably that of

Calixtus III (1455-58), which was dated June 20, 1456.'" The first

bulls and translations into English, with bibliographic notes, vide Frances Gardiner
Davenport's European Treaties Bearing on the History of the United States, docu-
ments 5, 6, and 7.

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treaty against the Turks to be printed, " cum gratio et privilegio," was
very likely that of February 8, 1538, between Pope Paul III (1534-49),
the Holy Roman Emperor, and Venice.''^

France first made a practice of printing treaties by authority. It

is pretty clear that the first printer and bookseller of the French king,

Pierre Le Rouge (1488-93), printed no treaties or other public docu-
ments.^ The first letters patent referring to the printing of acts of

state is that issued to Michel de Vascosan (d. 1577) in March, 1561,

by Charles IX, in which the king said:

[Nous] avons retenu et retenons par ces presentes nostra imprimeur en
toutes langues, aux honneurs, autoritez, prerogatives et droits tels que ont
accoustume avoir noz autres imprimeurs: et pour par ledit de Vascosan im-
primer toutes lettres d'edits, ordonnances, remonstrances des estats, resolu-

tions donnees sur icelles, propositions, apologies et autres choses qui touche-

ront les affaires de nostre royaume, que nous voudrons estre imprimees et

publiees."

Though these letters patent might have authorized publication of

treaties under the phrase "autres choses qui toucheront les aflfaires de
nostre royaume, que nous voudrons estre imprimees et publiees," I

have found no evidence indicating any general practice of publication

in France until after the peace of Westphalia.

The capitulations between France and the Ottoman Porte, which
established the regime of exterritoriality, were printed at Paris in

1570, and the treaty of 1569 between France and Savoy in 1597,
probably both by authority.^*

George Chalmers ^^ states that the first treaty published by au-

thority and separately in England was that of London of August 18,

1604, with Spain. The booklet, of small octavo size, contains forty-

two pages. Its title reads:

Articles of peace, entercourse, and Commerce, concluded in the names
of the most high and mighty Kings, and Princes lames by the grace of God,

A Latin edition was published in Brussels in 1604.^^

Melchior Goldast in 1607 began the series of diplomatic collections
for which his name is justly honored. The first of the series was pub-
lished at Frankfort in folio in 1607: Imperatorum, regum, et electorum
S. R. I. statuta et rescripta a Carolo M. ad Carolum V. et a Carolo V. ad
Rudolphum 11.^^ Christoph Lehmann (1568-fi. 1638) published his
Chronica der Statt Speyr at Frankfort in folio in 1612,^ and Friedrich
Hortleder (b. 1579) his Handlungen von den Ursachen des Teutschen
Kriegs at the same place in 161 7-18. The archivist of that period was
not popular with the authorities. Goldast wrote to Hortleder in 161 1:

Quod ad impressionem Capitulationis attinet, vide quid sentias vidente
Imperatore? Neque hanc, neque etiam ilia, quae dixi, statuum Regalia fas
est in publicum producere . . .

De capitulatione Imperatoria non omnes tecum sensuri forent, si publi-
caretur. Nee res careret periculo, quippe cum extrema offensa Imperatoris
conjuncta, cui manus longae sunt.*^

Pierre Matthieu (1563-1621) published his Histoire des derniers

troubles de France sous les regnes des Roys Tres-Chrestiens Henry III. . .

et Henry IIII. at Lyons in 1597. An edition of 1600 without place
was published "avec un recueil des edicts et articles accordez par le

Pierre Victor Palma
Cayet (1525-1610) published his Chronologie septenaire in 1605 and
his Chronologie novenaire in 1608, both at Paris through Jean Richer,
who may lay some claim thereby to initiating the plan of publishing
documented history. Jean de Saint-Gelais's Histoire de Louys XII
was published by Theodore Godefroy through Abraham Pacard at

Paris in 1622. To it were appended three treaties of peace and alliance

from 1498 to 1508.

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"Grotius," comments Martens,*^ "had only slight aids of this kind

in composing in 1623 his work on the Law of War and Peace, and this

is probably one of the reasons why most of the examples and treaties

to which he refers are drawn from ancient history, since he rarely

cites treaties of later centuries, although several works of this respected

scholar testify how well he was versed in history, particularly that of

his own country. However, the taste for the study of the law of na-

tions which he inspired was able to contribute to the birth of the taste

for the study of the documents which form the foundation of the con-

ventional law of nations. Still more, the crisis in which Europe found

itself during the Thirty Years' War, and the long negotiations set on
foot to end it, had an influence on the interest taken by the public in

knowledge of the afifairs of nations. So it is during that period that

we see historical works interwoven with public acts prodigiously

multiplied."

Dogiel *^ records that the Emperor Ferdinand II wrote in 1633 to

the king of Poland to propose to him the publication of the treaties

between the house of Austria and Poland in order that they might

come to the knowledge of the public. Apparently the project was
never executed.

Jean Jacques Chifflet (i 588-1660), physician to the king of Spain,

in behalf of the Marquis de Tor, prepared a collection of Franco-

Spanish treaties to facilitate the conclusion of peace by past examples,

in a little duodecimo volume, Recueil des traittez de paix, treves, et

neutralite entre les couronnes d'Espagne et de France, which was printed

in 1643 by the Plantin press at Antwerp. The book went through

four editions in twenty-five years. A year before its first appearance

a volume entitled Acta Tractatuum Praeliminarium was published."

The peace of Westphalia, from which date modern history and the

science of international law, was not signed before publishers had got

out editions of the treaty texts. The complete settlement consisted

of the treaties of Osnabriick and of Mlinster. It was originally ar-

ranged that the treaty of Osnabriick should be signed in July, 1648,

but it was finally held over and signed on October 24 along with that

of Miinster. In that interval two editions of the Osnabriick document
were issued in German, at Osnabriick and Stettin, and one in Dutch.

In the same year the whole settlement was published at Mainz,.

Vienna, Leyden, Forh, and Leipzig in the original Latin, and at

Frankfort and Leipzig in German, while a Swedish edition was issued

at Stockholm in 1649.^^

The next generation witnessed great activity in the publication of

treaties. Among the periodicals essaying this task may be mentioned

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Johann Ludwig Gottfried's Theatrum Europaemn, which began pub-
lication at Frankfort in 1635 and continued until 1738; and Vittorio
Siri's Mercurio vera historia dei correnti tempi, which began in 1644.
ChifHet's little volume of 1643 was the forerunner of others of similar
character. Several titles very like each other followed within two
decades.*^ A third type of publication containing treaties brought
out in that generation was the handbook. Christoph Peller (1630-
171 1) published his Theatrum pads at Nuremberg in 1663 in quarto,
a second part following in 1683. His Collectio Praecipuorum Tractatuum
Pads ab anno 1647 ad annum 1664 appeared at Nuremberg in 1666 in

quarto, a second edition following in 1684.®° A fourth type, the na-
tional collection of historical sources, came forth in the Dutch Groot
Placaet-Boeck, the first folio volume of which was published in 1658.^^

The English attitude toward the publication of documents relating

to treaties until the middle of the seventeenth century, was that
"they ought to be of record and enrolled in the Chancery, to the end
the subject may know, who be in amity with the King and who be
not; who be enemies and can have no action here, and who in league
and may have actions personal here; but letters and writings concern-
ing matters of State, which were not fit to be made vulgar, were en-

rolled in the Wardrobe, and not in the Chancery, as leagues were and
ought to be." *2 The offices in which they were deposited were named
'treasuries,' as if the documents themselves were portions of the na-

tional wealth.

During the Civil War in England the contending parties, as is well

known from the great collections of fleeting material which are extant,

addressed the people in declarations, proposals, addresses, etc., until

it became almost a habit to appeal to the citizenry as arbiter and
judge in public causes. This custom had its efifect on the publication

of treaties.

Aside from Liber A and Liber B, Muniment Books of the Exche-
quer,^ the Red Book of the Exchequer,^ and the Black Book of the

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Exchequer, Liber niger parvus,^^ it is in the writings of Arthur Agard
(1540-1615) that we first find attention paid to the treaties of Eng-
land. Agard was a deputy in the chamber of receipt of the Exchequer
and made many compilations for the use of the courts. These are

bound up in more than sixty volumes, of which several relate to

treaties. The Repertorie of Records remaining in the 4. Treasuries on

the Receipt Side at Westminster, published in 1631 by Thomas Powell,

contains Agard 's "A calender of all the leagues and treaties betweene

the kings of England and other states, as they are placed in the 4.th

treasury at Westminster," 1278-1586.^^ Agard's compilation of

treaties between England and Scotland was published by Sir Joseph
Ayloffe (1709-81) in his Calendars of the Ancient Charters and of the

Welch and Scottish Rolls, now remaining in the Tower of London, in

1774.®^ A manuscript entitled "Compendium Recordorum Regiorum
in Archivis Domini Regis Jacobi, &c., repositorum in ordinem digest,

per Arthurum Agard," was finished in December, 1610.^* Lansdowne
Ms. 137 is "An account and catalogue of the Records in the King's

Treasury at Westminster," dedicated to Sir Julius Caesar by Agard
in 1 6 10. Lansdowne Ms. 799 is an "abbreviacio sive brevis recapitu-

lacio tractatuum" between 1286 and 1551, drawn up in 1612.®^ This

is the "Book of Abbreviations of Leagues by Arthur Agarde" in-

trusted to Rymer at the outset of his researches for his FoederaJ^

A royal warrant of March 5, 1669, directed the Master of the Rolls

to permit Joseph Williamson to peruse and copy all treaties, leagues,

or public grants which he should deem fit for the king's service. The
result was a "Collection of copies of treaties from the reign of Henry
VIIL to that of Charles II.," which is still preserved in the Public

Record Office. This unpublished collection, Hardy suggests, was in-

tended as a repertory of precedents.''^

The treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle of 1668 was printed "par ordre de

messieurs les ministres"^^ by Leonard, who gave a new impulse to

the publication of treaty collections. Frederic Leonard (1624-17 11)

is perhaps the most famous of the French printers to the king, not

only because of the collection of treaties which he issued, but because

he ranked high above the printers of his own day both as a patron of

letters in the Delphin classics and as a most aggressive publisher.

Born at Brussels on August 6, 1624, the son of Jean, a bookseller, he

was apprenticed in 1638 in the Plantin establishment at Antwerp,

then directed by the first Balthasar Moretus. In May, 1643, he went

to Paris under the patronage of the Duchesse d 'Orleans, a client of

his father. There he worked in the shop of Jean Billaine, whose im-

print appears on some books containing treaties.

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1653, he kept a shop in the Rue Saint-Jacques, "in Collegio regio." In
1656 his sign became "ad insigne scuti Veneti," which he retained

until he retired in favor of his son of the same name in 1696. Leonard
was appointed printer to the king in 1667, and was received by Parle-

ment as such on June 7 of that year. He was a pubhsher rather than

a printer, though he owned pressesJ^ Leonard was probably the first

publisher to exert himself to issue a collection of treaties. In 1683 he
published a Recueil de tons les traites modernes conchis entre les po-

tentats de I'EuropeJ* This book brought together under one cover

numerous documents which he had issued separately. It begins with

the declaration of war against the United Provinces on April 6, 1672,

and ends with the "articles accordes aux Preteur, Bourguemaistres,

Bourgeois, & Habitans de la Ville de Strasbourg, a la Reduction
d'icelle Ville a I'obeissance du Roy de 30 Septembre 1681." That
it was issued with a view to its commercial value and was highly

priced are facts strongly suggested by the preface:

Ainsi, Lecteur, vous devez juger du prix de ce Recueil par la quantite des

Memoires et des Traites qu'il contient, et par la grosseur meme du Volume,
puisqu'au dire du Jeune Pline, plus un bon Livre est gros, et plus il est

excellent. Bonus Liber melior est quisque, quo major. (Epist. 20, lib. i.)

The best evidence of the commercial character of the volume is,

however, the privilege under which it was published. This license

appears not only in the front of the book, but precedes several of its

separately paged documents, as well as the same documents when
printed in the six-volume work of 1693. For our purposes the privilege

reads:

Par privilege du Roy, signe, Arnauld, donne a Saint Germain en Laye
le deuxicme jour de juillet 1678. en consequence du Brevet de Sa Majeste du
dernier May 1673, il est permis aux Srs. Pachau, Paraire, et de Tourmont
principaux Commis de' Monsieur de Pomponne Secretaire et Minislre d'Etat,

de faire imprimer par tels Imprimeurs qu'ils voudront choisir, tous les Acies

et Traites qui sont ou seronl conclus & arrestes a Ximegue par les Ambassa-
deurs & Plenipotentiaires du Roy, & les Ambassadeurs & Plenipotentiaires

des autres Rois &: Princes qui y sont assembles pour la negocialion de la

Paix . . . Lesdits Sieurs ont cede leur Privilege a Federic Leonard Irn-

primeur ordinaire du Roy, &: de Monseigneur le Dauphin, pour en joiiir

suivant I'accord fait entre eux sous seing prive, le vingt-cinquicme Juin

mil six cens soixante-dix-huit.'^

The numerous title pages in the book bear testimony that Leonard

exercised the rights thus acquired with the dihgence in business which

characterized his career. That his strong commercial sense was not

disappointed in the venture is shown by the appearance in 1693 of

his more famous collection, Recueil des traitez de paix, de trcve, de

neuiralite, de conjediration, d'alliance, et de commerce, fails par les rois

de France, avec tous les princes et polentats de I'Europe et autres, depuis

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pres de trois siecles?^ This work, in six volumes, covered the period

from 1435 to 1690, and did much to establish treaty collections among
the regular offerings of publishers. It was prefaced with a historical

introduction, which had been separately published in 1692, by Abra-
ham Nicolas Amelot de la Houssaye," who for fifteen years at least

had used Leonard's library.

The year 1693 i^ ^.n important date in the history of treaty publica-

tion. Leonard's French collection is, for practical purposes, the first

of the state collections. In the same year Leibniz issued his Codex
Juris Gentium Diplomaticus and Rymer in England was authorized to

begin his monumental Foedera. Three years before Daniel von Nessel

(1644-99), librarian to the emperor of Austria, had projected a chron-

ological index from 400 to 1685.'^^ Leibniz was encouraged by the

success of his Codex ''^ of 1693 to add a second volume in 1700. The
two volumes included some material hitherto unprinted, but the

texts were not always accurate. The work was republished in 1747, but
has since then been more valued for its preface than for its contents,

which are largely available in subsequent works.

Leonard and Leibniz gave a strong impetus to the public appetite

for the literature of treaties. Through the efforts of a succession of

printers and booksellers, of whom the leader was Adriaan Moetjens,^"

The Hague became the headquarters on the Continent for the print-

ing of works of this sort, and so remained for fully half a century.

These business men saw the opportunity to consolidate Leonard's

and Leibniz's works, with additions from elsewhere, and in 1700
brought out the Recueil edited by Jacques Bernard (1658-1718). Its

four volumes were successful en0ugh to warrant the issuance of a

popular one-volume summary in 1707, which has no other interest

than that Jean Dumont edited it. Diplomatic memoirs and compila-

tions on recent and current peace settlements supplemented the treaty

collections.

Jean Dumont*^ (1666-1727) remains the chief compiler of treaty

collections. His Corps universe! diplomatique covers a longer period

than any similar work; it set new standards of accuracy; and it

had the additional advantage of being conceived and executed as

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a whole. Dumont was an expatriate Frenchman who, after following

a military career for some time, settled abroad and became known for

his hostility to Louis XIV. His literary career began with the publi-

cation of a volume entitled Nouveau Voyage au Levant (La Haye, 1694),

which was reprinted with additions in four volumes in 1699 under the

title of Voyages en France, en Italie, en Allemagne, d Malta, et en

Turquie. In the same year he published the Memoires politiques pour

servir d la parfaite intelligence de Vhistoire de la paix de Ryswick, which,

as its title accurately enough indicates, dealt with the antecedents of

the peace rather than with the negotiation of the treaty itself. He
was appointed historiographer to the Holy Roman Emperor with the

title of Baron Carelscroon. It was perhaps in this capacity that he

prepared his book on the peace of Ryswick and its successor, Memoires
sur la guerre presente, published at The Hague in 1703. More closely

connected with the duties of his office was the publication in 17 10 of a

Nouveau recueil de traitez d'alliance, de treve, de paix, de garantie, et de

commerce, fails et conclus entre les rois, princes, et etats souverains de

I'Europe, depuis la paix de Munster. But since 1699 he had been col-

lecting material relative to treaties, and the publication of the Recueil

of 1 7 10 had only served to prove to him how greatly needed was a

collection which should be as complete as possible. This project be-

came practicable when a second edition of Bernard's Recueil of 1700

seemed needed. Martens thinks that his arrangements with the book-

sellers were made about 17 16. At any rate, he had great difficulty in

making them agree to publish the work which he was preparing.^^

This was none other than the presentation of the documents of in-

ternational law from the beginning of the records down to the present,

including related material. The booksellers finally capitulated to the

author, assenting to the publication of the whole, but dividing the

work so as to make the main part an enlarged second edition of Ber-

nard, completed by a series of supplements.^ Dumont, who took all

pains to secure correct texts, was not simply a compiler. He con-

templated a work which should do for the facts of international rela-

tions what Grotius ninety years before had done for the philosophical

theory. Yet, as the first of the effective advocates of positive inter-

national law, he saw no conflict between himself and the natural

school:

International law, in my opinion, may and should be defined as the law

respecting peoples one toward another, and also among themselves, and

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this law is either natural or contractual. Natural international law reduces

itself simply to this excellent precept, Do nothing to another which you
would consider unjust and unreasonable if done to you; and contractual

international law, which derives and takes all its force from that, consists

in the contracts, agreements, pacts, concessions, donations, and renuncia-

tions which princes and peoples make among themselves, either as guaranty
from an evil feared or to procure a benefit desired, or for both together.**

Dumont saw only four volumes of his projected work through the

press, but at his death the manuscript for four more was with the book-
sellers. Jean Rousset de Missy (1686-1762) succeeded him as editor

and completed the publication, with the exception of the Histoire des

anciens traitez, the first volume of the supplements, which was prepared
by Jean Barbeyrac (1674-1744).

Rousset had started his Recueil historiqiie d'actes, negociations,

memoires, et traitez in 1728 and Guillaume de Lamberty his Memoires
pour servir a Vhistoire du XVIII Steele in 1724. Both of these were
semi-diplomatic collections on topics substantially current. Lam-
berty's work ended in 1740, while Rousset's continued till 1758. These
and the preceding collections called forth the inevitable academic
handbook in the form of the Corpus Juris Genti^im of Johann Jacob
Schmauss (1690-1757), which was standard from its publication in

1730 until Wenck issued a supplement in 1781-95. They paved the

way for the next great continuator of Dumont, Georg Friedrich Mar-
tens, who at the age of thirty-five began at Gottingen his Recueil des

principaux traites. This work, in several series, ^^ has been continued

down to the present day under various editors.

Until the World War broke out it had a single rival as a general

collection of treaties. "In 1825, [Lewis Hertslet] originated, compiled,

and edited, during his leisure hours at home, a work now universally

well known and appreciated, entitled British and Foreign State Papers.

The object of the work was to collect together, in a convenient form,

the principal Treaties between foreign Powers, and documents, which
had been made public, relating to the political and commercial affairs

of nations, and to their relations with each other, from the ter-

mination of the war in 181 5 to the latest period. The work was
originally printed exclusively for the use of H. M.'s Government and
H. M.'s Diplomatic Agents abroad, but the general interest which was
attached to the collection, after the issue of the first few volumes, led

to its being published and placed on sale. . . . About the same time
Lewis Hertslet further undertook, with official sanction, also during
his leisure hours at home, another work on treaties, to which he gave
the title of Hertslet's Commercial and Slave Trade Treaties.'' ^^

We have seen that the publication of treaty collections got its first

real impetus from popular interest in the great events of the seven-

teenth century, and that the development of these collections oc-

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curred under the encouragement of the French crown, to be rapidly
widened into a series of works worthy of their subject matter and cov-
ering the whole period of history down to the present. We now turn
to Rymer's Foedera, the first deliberately planned national collection

of treaties under official auspices. The conception of the idea was due
to Charles Montague, Earl of Halifax (1661-1715), and John Somers,
Baron of Evesham (c. 1651-1716),^^ both of whom had influence at
court. At the time Thomas Rymer (1641-1713) was historiographer
royal, an office with vaguely defined duties which had been previously
held by James Howell, Sir William Davenant, John Dryden, and
Thomas Shadwell. Rymer was a literary worker, a writer of dramas,
poetry, and criticism. Eight months after his appointment as his-

toriographer royal, he was directed on August 26, 1693, under the
sign manual of Queen Mary, " to transcribe and publish all the leagues,

treaties, alUances, capitulations, and confederacies which have at
any time been made between the crown of England, and any other
kingdoms, princes, and states, as a work highly conducing to our
service and the honour of this our realm." For this purpose he was
empowered to "have free liberty and accesse from time to time to

search into the Records in" any "place where Records are kept, for

such Records as we have or shall direct, and the same to transcribe."^*

He adopted Leibniz's Codex juris gentium diplomaticus as the proto-
type of his own work: "I am most obliged in many ways to you, who
have shone with such great praise as my guide and predecessor in this

province. I feel the greatest possible gratitude to you on that ac-

count." *^ Leibniz, in fact, speaks at length and very highly of

Rymer's project in the preface of his Mantissa codicis, printing in

Latin a second draft of the title page forwarded by Rymer. ^° ''We
trust other nations will be excited by the example of England to

publish their manuscript treasures for the use of history and inter-

national law," wrote Leibniz. ^^

As Rymer's collection was printed entirely at public expense, it

is possible to give some idea of the cost of such a work. The historio-

grapher royal received £200 a year as salary, £200 a year as editor of

the Foedera, and twenty-five copies of each volume, which may be
valued at £83 additional. The salary payments were made from 1703
to Rymer's death in 17 13, making a total of £4830 of the money of

the period. Before printing commenced Rymer received no remuner-
ation, but payments of £2263 were employed to pay clerks and en-

gravers at £40, equal to £67 at pre-war rates, per year.^^ The entire

cost of printing the seventeen volumes, including all extras, was £10,-

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615 12^. 6d.^ Robert Sanderson succeeded Rymer as editor in 1 713 and
continued until 171 7. His presumptive salary at £200 per year would
add another £800. This gives a total for compiling and printing of

£18,508 in the money of the period. If Rymer had been paid, as he
should have been, for his labors from 1693 to 1703, the period of col-

lecting materials, another £2000 would have been added. This £20,508
of 1720 would be equal to £34,180 at pre-war rates, or $166,337.
The work itself, in seventeen volumes, was valued at 100 guineas

per set. It became scarce, and Jacob Tonson projected a second edi-

tion, for the exclusive publication of which he secured a royal license

for fourteen years from May 24, 1723. This edition was edited by
George Holmes, who added three additional volumes. A third edition

was undertaken at The Hague by John Neaulme in 1737, as soon as

the English licence expired, and completed in 1745, in an attempt to

supply the keen demand caused by the scarcity and cost of the two
previous editions. This Hague edition compressed Holmes's twenty
volumes into ten, and was published at a subscription price of 134
florins and 3 sols per copy.^"*

The facts that Rapin Thoyras's history of England and Stephen
Whatley's translation were both based upon Rymer gives some idea

of the demand for the literature of treaties in the first half of the

eighteenth century.

The modern era of treaty publication may be dated from the en-

trance into force of the Constitution of the United States in 1789.

That document, in article vi, section 2, provides that "all treaties

made, or which shall be made, under the authority of the United

States, shall be the supreme law of the land." In accord with this

provision, treaties are included in the volumes of laws. Latin America
shortly became independent and set up governments of its own. They
copied this provision into their fundamental laws, as did the other

new sovereignties. Parliaments began dealing with treaties, and they

were published in the same way as laws, even in states where they did

not have that character. During the nineteenth century it became
customary to promulgate or proclaim treaties, so that official publi-

cation constituted an element of conventional validity in many states.

Official state collections therefore were a natural result.

On the other hand, treaty relations increased greatly in the second

half of the nineteenth century. It became impracticable for private

publishers to issue a complete series, the later series of the Martens
Recueil, for instance, being very deficient in this respect as compared
with the earlier ones. The feeling grew that a central publication of

treaties by the familiar organization of an international bureau was
desirable.

On September 7, 1892, the Institut de Droit International adopted

a draft project of a convention concerning the creation of an interna-

tional union for the publication of treaties, together with a reglement

d'execution. The proposition had been for some time under discussion,

and as early as 1883 Professor Ferdinand Karl Ludwig von Martitz

pointment of a commission to study "by what means there could

be obtained a more universal, prompt, and uniform publication of

treaties and conventions between the various states." ^* In 1885
Professor von Martitz communicated a memoir ^* on the subject to

the Institut, and on September 11 that organization passed a favor-

able vote.^^ In 1887 and 1888 the Institut did not find opportunity to

consider a draft project of conclusions prepared by the learned Ger-

man, who then, in furtherance of his proposal, published a bibliogra-

phic and suggestive article in the Reviie de droit international et de

legislation comparee.^^

At the Hamburg meeting of the Institut in 189 1 there was encourage-

ment for the idea from two sources. The international convention of

July 5, 1890, had created a union of fifty-one countries for the pub-
lication of customs tariffs; and a letter of August 27, 1891, addressed

to the Institut by the Department of Justice and Police of the Swiss

Confederation, had announced the willingness of that state to take

the diplomatic initiative for the creation of such a union. ^^ On Septem-
ber 12, 1 89 1, therefore, the Institut voted that a union should be

formed. ^"^ Professor von Martitz and Gustave Rolin-Jaequemyns,

who by his own request was succeeded by Feodor Martens, were

charged with preparing draft projects of a convention and of a regle-

ment d'execution. These documents, mainly the work of Mr. Martens,

were presented to the Institut in behalf of its ninth commission at the

session at Geneva, and were adopted on September 7, 1892.^*'^

On October 4, 1892, the Swiss Federal Council, through the De-
partment of Foreign Affairs, on its own initiative transmitted these

draft projects and a covering note ^'^ proposing a conference to realize

the project to "the governments of all civilized countries." The
Federal Council also simultaneously transmitted with its circular note

a programme of its own, defining the problems to be settled, and in-

dicating the solutions to be given to questions of a political bearing.

At Bern, on September 25, 1894, the conference met, with delegates

of Germany, the Argentine Republic, Austria-Hungary, Belgium, the

Independent State of the Kongo, Ecuador, the United States, France,

Greece, Italy, Liberia, the Netherlands, Portugal, Rumania, Russia,

Switzerland, Tunisia, and Venezuela present. ^"^^ The absentees,

headed by Great Britain, were as significant as the attendants. The

Brazil, Denmark, and Mexico, in response to the invitation, stated that they desired

to await the result of the conference before taking a decision.
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delegations were simply the ministers or consuls general accredited

at Bern, with the exception of those of Belgium and the Kongo and
Switzerland. Aside from the Swiss representatives, the only avowed
advocate of the proposition in the delegations was Chevalier Descamps
of Belgium, who had stood as sponsor for the idea before the Institut

de Droit International.

In the first session it appeared that the delegates were participat-

ing without full powers, and without instructions, except that they

were not to bind their governments. All decisions were to be ad
referendum , and particularly the decisions of the commission, in which
consideration of projects was to be held, were not to be binding. In

six sessions, closing on October 3, the conference studied the matter.

The definite results was the following proces-verbal final:

The undersigned, delegates to the diplomatic conference concerning the

creation of an international union for the publication of treaties, have taken

cognizance of the programme prepared on this subject by the Swiss Federal

Council.

The majority of the delegates not having the powers necessary to pro-

nounce themselves even on the principle of the creation of an international

union for the indicated purpose, the conference has not had to take a decision.

An exchange of views having, however, been had in the commission, the

delegates, after having taken cognizance of the report presented in its name,
have determined that it conforms to the opinions expressed, and conse-

quently they will communicate it to their respective governments, as well

as the documents and deliberations which relate to it. For the states which

have not taken part in the conference, this communication is left in charge

of the Swiss Federal Council.

Bern, October 3, 1894.'°^

The documents referred to consist of the draft project and reglement

of the Institut de Droit International, the Swiss programme, a Belgian-

Kongolese project, the final resolution above, and a "succinct exposi-

tion of the result of the labors of the commission, drawn up by Charles

Soldan, Swiss delegate," which was virtually a report of the work
accomplished.

Of the states interested in the project, only Brazil ^°^ was reported

by the Swiss ministry of foreign afTairs the next year as disposed to

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sign a convention. Belgium — on the initiative, it may be conjectured,

of Chevalier Descamps — was unwilling to allow the idea of a union
for the publication of treaties to go by default without a further dip-

lomatic effort. On October i, 1895, the Belgian minister for foreign

affairs transmitted to all governments the proposition of the Belgian

and Kongolese delegates to the conference at Bern, together with a
note, in which it was stated:

The draft annexed differs from the one presented by the Belgian delegates

to the conference of Bern only in a single point.

The final paragraph of article 11 reads thus: "It is understood that it

appertains to each government to appreciate in a sovereign manner what
are the arrangements which, for reasons of which it remains the sole judge,

would not be of a nature to be transmitted to the international bureau and
published by it." In order to leave no doubt as to the meaning of this re-

serve, the expediency of which has been generally recognized, there have
been stricken from the first paragraphs of articles 11 and 12 the words
"engagement" and "obligation" which were there at first. The transmis-

sion of documents may henceforth be considered only as a spontaneous
and voluntary' act on the part of contracting countries.'"^

Brazil, Bulgaria, China, Colombia, the Kongo Free State, Egypt,
the United States of America, Greece, Haiti, Hawaii, Japan, Mexico,
Paraguay, Persia, Portugal, the Argentine Republic, and Serbia de-

clared their acquiescence in the Belgian proposal before the end of the

year 1896.^°^ Italy gave an assent conditional upon the acceptance

of the plan by the other great powers. These states did not seem suf-

ficient in number or in character to warrant proceeding with a project

which would be useful only so far as there was general participation.

In 1892 the British government inaugurated a Treaty Series as a
sub-series of Parliamentary Papers}^^ In 1908 the United States es-

tablished a Treaty Series.^^^ Each of these consists of the publication

of the separate treaties in pamphlet form and in all official languages,

consecutively numbered. The British series is annual. By the Ameri-

can scheme the whole body of the country's treaties was numbered
and the first one published in the series given its proper serial num-
ber, which proved to be 489. Subsequent treaties have been published

after their proclamation, and preceding treaties are pubUshed with

their assigned number when copies are required. These Anglo-Saxon

precedents seem not to have been followed elsewhere, though obviously

they meet very practically national demands for separate treaty texts.

Publication of treaties by international cooperation is now an as-

sured fact under the secretariat of the League of Nations.

Article XVIII of the Covenant of the League provides that

Every treaty or international engagement entered into hereafter by any

Member of the League shall be forthwith registered with the Secretariat

and shall as soon as possible be published by it. No such treaty or interna-

tional engagement shall be binding until so registered.
