Power Management System

This monitor incorporates new circuitry for lowering energy usage
during idle time, following the Display Power Management Signalling
(DPMS) guide lines of the Video Electronics Standards Association
(VESA), and is certified as exceeding the EPA's Energy Star program
for reduced power usage.

Modes 13-37 are empty and can accept new video data.

If the monitor detects one of the above signals from your computer's
video card, it will recall that mode and any stored image adjustments
you may have made before. If the monitor detects a hew video mode
that had not been present before or is not one of the above listed
factory presets, it will store a nhew mode automatically in one of the
blank (empty) memory modes (in this example, mode 13). When you
now adjust the OSD controls to your preference, these image settings
will also be stored in mode 13.
