Shooting still images

Shoots still images.

1. Set the shooting mode to jgffy (Intelligent Auto).

2. Adjust the monitor angle, and hold the camera. Or look through the viewfinder and hold
the camera.

3. Press the shutter button halfway down to focus.
When the image is in focus, a beep sounds and the indicator ( . ) lights.




¢ The shortest shooting distance is approximately 1 cm (0.03 ft) (W), 240 cm (7.87 ft) (T)
(from the lens).

4. Press the shutter button fully down.

The focusing has failed.

You can record movies by pressing the MOVIE button.

To adjust the shutter speed and aperture value to the desired settings, set the shooting
mode to FH (Movie).

2. Press the MOVIE button again to stop recording.

« If you use a function such as zoom while shooting a movie, the noise of the product
operating will be recorded. The sound of the MOVIE button operating may also be recorded
when you press the MOVIE button to stop recording.

e For the continuous shooting time of a movie recording, refer to "Recordable time of movies."
When movie recording is finished, you can restart recording by pressing the MOVIE button
again. Recording may stop to protect the product depending on the ambient temperature.

If the product recognizes a scene, icons and guides such as as*J (Portrait), @, (Infant), ﬂ)
(Night Portrait), }) (Night Scene), g4 (Backlight Portrait), (Backlight), pf (Landscape),
J (Macro), (@) (Spotlight), or § (Low Light) are displayed on the first line.

If the product recognizes a condition, icons such as § (Tripod) , h (Walk)*, _g (Move), "4
