OPERATING PROCEDURES & MAINTENANCE

Remove the exteror and interior packaging. Check that ice baskel and ice scoop are
included. If any parts are missing, please contact customer senvice.

Clean the interor with lukewarm water and a soft cloth, You may wish to run the self-clean
function (see page 6). Take out the ice basket and clean it .

Find a location for your loe maker that is protected from direct sunlight and other sources of
heal (Le.: stove, lumace, radiator). Place the ice maker on a level surface. Maker sure that
there iz at least 5 inches of space batween the back and sides of your lce maker and the
wall,

Allow one hour for the refrigerant 1o settle before plugging ice maker in.

The appliance must be positioned so that the plug is accessible,

* Improper use of the grounded plug can result in the risk of electrical shock. H the
power cord is damaged ploase call customer service.

This unit should be properly grounded for your safety. The power cord of this appliance is
equipped with a three-prong plug which mates with standard three prong wall outlets to
minimize the possibility of electric shock.

Plug your appliance into an exclusive, propery installed, grounded wall outiet. Do not under
any circumstances, cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. Any
questions conceming power andior grounding should be directed toward a certified
electrician.

This appllance requires a standard 110-120 voit, 60Hz electrical outlet with three-prong
ground.

Betora using your ice maker, you are strongly recommended to clean it thoroughly.

Take out the ice basket.

Clean the interior with diluted detergent, warm water and a soft cloth.

The outside of the lce maker should be cleaned regularty with a mild detergent solution and
wanm water.

Diry the Interior and extarior with a soft cloth.

When the machine Is not in use, open the water drain cap to completely drain the water
rasarvolr.

Your ica maker also includes a "seli-clean” function, This function can provide better internal
cleaning. To use the self-clean cycle, follow the balow stapa:

1. Take cut the lce baskat

2. Add a mild cieaning solution mixture to the waler reservolr. We suggest  a 10:1 ratio of water 1o
elther white vinegar or lemon juice.

3. Pilug in the unit, prass and hold the CLEAN bution for about 6-7 seconds, then release. The wnit

will automatically enter self-clean program. This procass takes approximately 5 -6 minutes.

When the self-clean program is finished, the unit will automatically power off. NOTE: The unit must be

off to run the salf-clean cycle.
4, During this process, the following symbols will display in the LCD window:

The fan blade will be rotating. This process rinses the inside components saveral times.

5. Afler the Sell-Claan program ks compheted, unpleg the unit and drain cut the waler by
unpiugging the drain cap on the side. Then replace the drain cap.

6. Add fresh water to the water reservolr, up 1o the waler level mark,

7. Pilug in the unit and repeat the Seli-Clean process by repeating steps 3 to 5. This will rinse out
tha vinegar/lamon residue.

8. Drain this water. After draining the water, replace and tighten drain cap.

USING YOUR ICE MAKER

1. Open the cover, remove the ice basket and pour water info the tank.
Keeap water level balow the level mark,
2. Piug the unit in.
3. Press the power button on the control panal.
4. Select the size of the ice cube by pressing the "Salect” button. If the room temperature 5
lower than B0°F, it is best o salect the small or medium ice size, otherwise the ice cubes
might stick together.
The ice making cycle lasts 6 to 14 minutes, depanding on the size of the ice cubas selected.
The hotter your amblent conditions, the longer the oe making cycla will take.
6. While the lce maker is on, verify the water level periodically. If the water level is too low, the
lca maker will stop automatically, and the “Water” indicator will blink :
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When this happens, unplug the unit, refill it with water, and repaat steps 1-5 again.
Allow the refrigerant Inside the compressor at least 3 minutes to seitle before restarting.

7. The ice maker automatically stops working when the ice basket is full and the ice full lcon
will appear in the control panel:

8. Change the water in the water reservoir pariodically to ensure cleanliness and hygiene.

9. Itis bestto use tap water or bottled drinking water in the ice maker, Distilled water may not
work. If you do use distilled water and the lce maker will not function, try adding a little salt
into the water (a small amount of salt addad to the water should be imparceptibla),

10, if the kce does not taste good, of the unit develops a musty odor, try running a self-clean
cycle with a mild white vinegar or mild lemon juice solution (see page B).

If the lca maker will not be used for an extended parod of tima, you should drain the water
from the rasanvolr.
