Cleaning

“Cracking” noise: A cracking noise that occurs

when watching or turning off the TV is generated by

plastic thermal contraction due to temperature and
humidity. This noise is common for products where
thermal deformation is required.

Electrical circuit humming/panel buzzing: A low level

noise is generated from a high-speed switching

circuit, which supplies a large amount of current

to operate a product. It varies depending on the

product.

This generated sound does not affect the

performance and reliability of the product.

Lifting and moving the TV

When moving or lifting the TV, read the following to
prevent the TV from being scratched or damaged and for
safe transportation regardless of its type and size.

Make sure not to hold the transparent part, speaker,
or speaker grill area.

When transporting a large TV, there should be at
least 2 people.

When transporting the TV by hand, hold the TV as
shown in the following illustration.

When transporting the TV, do not expose the TV to
jolts or excessive vibration.

When transporting the TV, keep the TV upright,
never turn the TV on its side or tilt towards the left
or right.
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Setting up the TV

You can mount your TV to a wall or attach the stand if you wish to place the TV on an entertainment center

or other furniture.

Attaching the stand

If you are not mounting the TV to a wall, use the following instructions to attach the stand.

The swivel angle is adjustable. If no adjustment screw

Installing the adjustment screw in the B position will
restrict the swivel angle to +45°, and installing the
adjustment screw in the A position will restrict the
swivel angle to £20°.

Installing an adjustment screw in the A and B positions
will restrict the swivel angle to £20°.

(Basically, only one screw (M6 X 10) is provided for fixing
swivel.)
