If you want the DS-101j Disk Station to be browsed through “My Network
Places” then it needs to be placed in the same Workgroup as the PC’s on the
network. The same is true for Macs needing to be in the same AppleTalk Zone.

A Workgroup means a collection of computers that are under the same network; setting
workgroups allows you to manage network access easily.
