Make surethat the voltage nameplate of the device correspondsto the voltage of
your network. The plug hasto be protected with a minimum of 15 Amps.
IMPORTANT! THE VACUUM CLEANER IS SUPPLIED FROM THE
FACTORY WITH A SUPPLY CABLE WITH A GROUNDED PLUG. IT
MUST ONLY BE CONNECTED TO AN APPROVED GROUNDED
SOCKET.

Before performing any maintenance work, unplug the vacuum from the outlet.
WARNING! EXPLOSION AND FIRE HAZARD! Never vacuum flammable
fluidsor gas, oil, acohol, solvents, etc. Do not operate near flammablefluidsor
gas. Never vacuum warm fluids or materials at more than 140° Fahrenheit

To attach thewheels, pressthe wheel posts
into the four holes provided.

In order to
remove the hose, press button@ on recep-
tacle and pull the hose out simultaneoudly.

b) Connect the handle(4)with the hose end(3)
by pressing in. The handle is provided with a
suction force reducing device. Turn in the
direction of the arrow. In order to get full

suction pressure, keep the regulating device
closed.

¢) Tube extension pi eces@ and accessories
can be connected by pressure. For disassem-
bling, dightly turn both parts and draw apart.

d) To use the optional combination attachment
(1) for hard floors in PVC, linoleum, stone,
etc. press the switch button with your foot, so
that the bristles emerge @ For carpets, the
bristles haveto be retracted@.



SUCTION OF DRY DUST AND DIRT

The cloth filter that came with your FEIN Turbo Il will contain extracted dust 5.0
micronsin sizeand larger. If picking up finedust, you will need to use apleated filter
cartridge and paper bag, which can be purchased as a (FBK) kit or a (FBK-HEPA)
kit for hazardous dust vacuuming. (see page 6 for kit contents).

a) Toinstall the optional filter cartri dge@ placethe
turn screw (1)inside the flange (K). Place the filter
cartridge on thefloat cage then put the flange assem-
bly on the bottom of thefilter.

ATTENTION: If suction pressure decreases, replace
the paper dust bag @with anew one. From timeto
timethefilter cartridge(G)should be cleaned with a
soft brush, ensuring longer life and higher perfor-
mance.

SUCTION OF FLUIDS

a) First, remove any dirt and dust residue from
previous cleaning operations from the container.
Removethe cloth filter or the cartridgefilter(G) and
replaceit with the anti-foam filter(R). DONOT USE
THE CLOTH FILTER, THE CARTRIDGE FILTER
OR THE PAPER DUST BAG DURING THE
SUCTION OF FLUIDS.

b) In order to guarantee enough air flow, it isrecom-
mended that accessoriesnot be completely immersed
into thefluids.

¢) When thefluids have reached the highest permitted
level inthetank, thefloat regul ator (@automati caly
blocks suction and the motor getsnoisier. Switch the
vacuum off IMMEDIATELY, pull out the plug,
remove the suction head from the tank and empty the
tank.
