STOPWATCH with SPEED & MEMORY

In order to utilize the Speed Calculation function of
the 740MX TURBO, you must firsi program the length of the
frack or the distance you are timing.

PROGRAMING THE TRACK LENGTH
OR DISTANCE

1. Simply press and hold the middle butlon for 2
seconds. You will see that the top line shows P-HR (per
fiour) and the bottom line shows O's, with the first "0
blinking on and off. These numbers will represent Lthe
distance you are Iimlng. You will also note the small
letters in the middle - DIST. (See Fig. 5) For example, a
half mile track will read - 0000.500, a quarler mile track
will read - 0000.250, and a Iwo and hall mile track will read
0002.500. You can always lell if your 740MX TURBO is
programmed for s%eed If the letters SPEED appear on the
display IN THE STOPWATCH MODE.

When you
take your lirst splil, the information showing will now give
you lxa speed in miles per hour on the top row and the
individual lap time in seconds ( ’ffDOm. ) on the bottom
row. (see Fig. 6)
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2. The memory review function of your 740MX TURBO
will store the first 50 laps (sp/ils)in memory. When you
grasa and release the left hand bullon for the first time, Lhe

ottom line will give you the average speed 1o this poinl.
The top line will show your total elapsed lime to this point.
By pressing the lefl bullon a second lime, you can read the
average lap (split) in time on the bolttom iine with the total
elapsed (cum)time on the top line. Now press the leit hand
bulton a third time to begin reading your lap (split) times,
beginning with the most recent lap to the tirst lap. The top
line will show you the speed and the botlem line will show
you the lap (sp/it) time. You may “fast {forward” lo any lap
you desire by pressing and holding the left butlon and
releasing when you arrive at your desired lap.

3. Toresel your watch {rom the SPEED funclion to
simply the STOPWATCH function, press and hold the
middle bullon unltil the bollom row clears to all 0's. Press
the middie butlon one more time and you are now back to
the STOPWATCH tunctlion withoul the speed calculation.
You will note the word SPEED Is now gone in the display.

BATTERY REPLACEMENT

Your 740MX TURBO has a |ow-battery Indicator
feature. The life of your currenl batteries Is approximately
1.5 years. When il [s time lo replace your batteries (there
are two #357 Sliver Oxide), there will be a battery symbol
appear belween the two rows ol numbers. (see Fig. 7)

Once this appears you will have approximately 6-8 hours of
battery life available, so you should replace them as soon
as possible.

Please take special care when replacing the
batteries or let our professionals do it for you by returning
the watch to the address below with your check for $7.50.

To replace the batteries, place your 740MX TURBO
face down on a cloth or towel (so as not to scratch the
face). Use the proper Phillips head screwdrivar and remove
the 6 screws. Lift the back ofl, always leaving the walch
face down on the cloth. Remove the old batteries and
carefully place the new balleries, wilh posilive (+) symbol
facing you, in the ballery well. (there are two #357 Silver
Oxide balteries)

BE SURE AND NOT BEND THE
COPPER COLORED CONTACTS.

Carefully ptace the back of the stopwatch in the
proper position, remember to be sure the lanyard is still in
place at the bottom. Screw in the six screws snug but not
too tight.
