Any plumbing work required to ingd| this appliance
should be carried out by a qualified plumber or
competent person.

Care must be taken to ensure that the gppliance does
not stand on the eectrica supply cable.

If the machine is Stuated on a carpeted floor, please
adjust the feet in order to dlow air to circulate fredly.

Child Safety

This appliance is designed to be operated by adults.
Children should not be alowed to tamper with the
controls or play with the product.

Pets and children have been known to climb into
washing machines. Please check your drum before
use.

The glass door becomes very hot during the washing
cycle. Keep children away from the vicinity of the
appliance whilgt it isin operation.

Keep al packaging well away from children.

Keep al detergentsin a safe place out of children’s
reach.

Use

Always unplug the appliance and turn off the water
supply after use.

Do not overload the appliance. See relevant section
in the instruction book.

Only wash fabrics which are designed to be machine
washed. If in doubt, consult the care label on the
clothes.

Before washing, ensure that al pockets are empty
and buttons and zips are fastened. Avoid washing
frayed or torn articles and treat stains such as paint,
ink, rust, and grass before washing. Underwired bras
must NOT be machine washed.

Any objects such as coins, safety pins, nalls, screws,
stones or any other hard, sharp material can cause
extensve damage and must not be placed into the
machine.

Garments which have been in contact with volatile
petroleum products should not be machine washed.
If volatile cleaning fluids are used, care should be
taken to ensure that the fluid is removed from the
garment before placing in the machine.

Wash small items such as socks, laces, washable
belts etc in awashing bag or pillow case asit is
possible for such items to dip down between the tub
and the inner drum.

Only use the advised quantities of fabric softener.
Damage to the fabric can ensue if you over-fill.
Refer to the manufacturer’s recommendations of
quantities.

As some duvets and e derdowns should be washed
in large commercial machines because of their bulk,
please check with the manufacturer of the item
before washing in adomestic machine.

Leave the porthole door dightly gjar between washes
to preserve the door sedl.

Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair
the machine yoursdlf. Repairs carried out by
inexperienced persons may cause injury or serious
malfunctioning. Contact your local Zanuss Service
Force Centre.

It will therefore be necessary to redigtribute the
wash load manually and select a spin programme. For more detailed information see the section headed " Something
Not Working".

1 Detergent dispenser drawer

2 Mains-on light

Thislight comes on when the ON/OFF button is
pressed, and goes out when it is pressed again.

Programme Option buttons

Depending on the programme, different functions can
be combined. These must be sdlected after choosing the
desired programme and before depressing the
START/PAUSE button.

Rinse Hold

When RINSE HOLD option is selected, the last rinse
water is not emptied out, to prevent the fabrics from
creasing. When the programme has finished, the pilot
light of the START/PAUSE button flashes to indicate
that the water must be emptied out.

To empty out water there are 3 possibilities:
* Sdect programme kg (draining):
The water is emptied out
without spinning.
Attention! Before sdlecting programme kd the selector
dia hasto be positioned on O (cancelling).

* Depress START/PAUSE button: after emptying, the
machine performs the spin cycle corresponding to the
type of fabric previoudy sdected.

5 Prewash button

The machine performs a prewash cycle at 30°C max.
The prewash cycle ends with a short spin at 650 r.p.m.
in programmes for Cotton and Synthetics, and with
emptying of the water for Delicates.

This option is not available with the wool programme.
For use when washing heavily soiled laundry.

6 Extra rinse button

Can be used with al programmes except the wool
programme. The machine performs 4 rinses instead

of 3.

This option is recommended for people who are dlergic
to detergents and in areas where the water is very soft.



7 Soll level

By depressing this button it is possible to select a
programme more or lessintensive according to the soil
level of your laundry.

The corresponding pilot light comes on.

Intensive

For heavy soiled laundry. The washing phase will be
prolonged by about 10 minutes. It can be selected for
cotton and synthetic items.

This option cannot be selected with the Economy
programmes .

Normal
For normally soiled laundry. The machine is pre-set for
this function.

Quick

For lightly soiled laundry. By sdlecting this option the
washing time is reduced by the following number of
minutes:

53 minutes for cotton at 95° C

63 minutes for cotton at 60° C

24 minutes for synthetics

8 minutes for delicates

This option can be sdlected for cotton, synthetic and
delicates but not together with the Economy
programmes.

8 BIO button

This function can be selected for cotton and
synthetics with awashing temperature of 40 or more
degrees.

The machine will maintain a temperature of 40° for
about 10 minutes to enable the enzymes contained

in the detergent to diminate the dirt.

To be used for laundry with “stubborn” stains.

9 START/PAUSE button

This button has three functions:
Start - Pause - Draining of water / Spin.

After having selected the required programme, pressthis
button to start the machine; the corresponding pilot light
stops flashing.

Pause

To interrupt a programme which is running, depress the
Start/Pause button: the corresponding pilot light starts
to flash.

To redtart the programme from the point at which it was
interrupted, pressthe START/PAUSE button again.

10 Programme progress display

By sdlecting the wash programme, the pilot lights
corresponding to the various phases making up the
programme come on.

Depress the START/PAUSE button to interrupt a
programme which is running: the corresponding light
sartsto flash.

Depress the same button to restart the programme.

Cancelling a programme

Turn the sdlector did to O to cancel a programme
which isrunning. Now you can select anew
programme.

Opening the door after the programme has
started

You can open the door, after having set the washing
machine to PAUSE, provided the following conditions
exigt:

» the washing machine has not heated beyond 40°C;

* thelevd of the water is not high;

* thedrum is not turning.

If these requirements are met, when you pause the

washing machine, the DOOR light goes out and the
door can be opened.

Should it not be possible to open the door, and should it
be absolutely necessary to do so, switch the machine off
by pressing the ON/OFF button.

After approximately 3 minutes, you can open the door.

Pay attention to the level and temperatures of the
water in the washing machine!

When you close the door and press the ON/OFF button
again, the washing machine will resume the programme
from the point where it had been interrupted.

» Load thelaundry loosely dternating large items with
small ones.

» Avoid washing unhemmed or torn items as they may
unravel.

» Before washing, empty al pockets of smdl objects
which may have been left insgde (coins, keys, screws
etc). asthese could damage the drain pump.

» When washing curtains, remove the hooks.

» Close poppers and zips and fasten loose buttons.

o Itisessentia to wash new coloured items separately
when washing for the first time.

»  When washing fabrics requiring different wash
temperatures together, aways sdect the lowest
temperature.

» Whiteitems should not be washed with coloured
items.

« Very smdl items (handkerchiefs, ribbons, socks etc)
should be washed in awashing bag or a pillow case.

» Useagood quality detergent suitable for automatic
washing machines.

» Usethe correct quantities of detergent.

» For woal, use gentle detergent only in small
quantities.
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Bleach is very corrosive; it should be used with care
and kept out of reach of children.

» Some stains such asfruit, wine, grass, rust etc. are
difficult to remove and should be treated before
washing with specific products, which can be found
in most household shops. In some casesit may help
to soak the gtain before washing with a specid pre-
soak product or biological detergent.

*  Only wool marked “Pure New Wool - washable,
preshrunk” can be washed in the machine using the
wool programme; other types of wool should be
washed by hand or dry cleaned.

 If you have used the machine to wash, rinse or spin
only non-colour fast garments, there may be dye left
in the sump. To ensure any subsequent wash is not
contaminated with the dye, sdlect and carry out a
rinse and spin programme, without any garments, to
ensure that any dye is removed from the sump.

» Once you have finished using the machine, you are
advised to unplug it and turn off the water taps.

«JETSYSTEM» wash

Asthe Jetsystem isflexible and adjusts water intake
according to wash load sizeit is not possible to give you
exact recommandations as to the amount of detergent
that should be used for any one wash.

Therefore we recommend that you use approximately
1/3 less than the detergent manufacturer recommends on
the packet or bottle, making the appropriate alowances
for soft or hard water, and light or heavy soilage of
clothes. If you have judged the amount correctly you
should expect to see a soft sudsy liquid during the wash.
It is not necessary to have a head of lather on the water.



To ensure you obtain the best wash results from your
appliance, it isimportant to use the right detergent in
your everyday wash, and only detergents recommended
for use in automatic machines.

To maintain the appearance of your clothes and
househald textiles and to make them last longer you
should use different types of detergent for different
washes, whether for whites, colours or ddicates.

WHITES

We recommend the Aridl product
range which is biologicd and
designed to provide excellent
cleaning and stain removal even
a low temperatures.

NON BIOLOGICAL

If you prefer to useanon
biological detergent, which does
not contain enzymes we
recommend Fairy. Fairy provides
good cleaning and stain removad.

Aceis suitable for all
washable fabricsincluding silks,
woollens and coloureds.

Not only are there different types of detergent, but they
are dso available in different forms. Whether you chose
apowder or liquid in traditional or compact form is
your own persond choice.

TRADITIONAL POWDERS

Pour the powder directly into the digpenser drawer. Do
not sprinkle powder onto clothes in the machine drum.

TRADITIONAL LIQUIDS

Liquid can be placed in the main wash compartment of
the detergent drawer marked with the symbol |, start
the machine immediately upon placing the

detergent in the dispenser drawey.

Alternatively the detergent is measured into the
specially desgned dosing device* which should be
placed on top of the laundry, and at the back of the
machine drum.

COMPACT POWDERS AND LIQUIDS

Compact detergents (or concentrates as they are also
known) are available in liquid or powder form, and
generaly require asmaller dosage. Follow the
manufacturer’s ingtructions to ensure the most
economical usage. Pour the detergent directly into the
dispenser drawer, or dternatively measure the detergent
into the specially designed dosing device* which
should be placed on top of the laundry, and at the back
of the machine drum.

* |f you useadosing devicein awasher dryer,
please ensure the dosing device/ball is removed
before carrying out a drying programme.

FABRIC CONDITIONERS

These areided for improving ‘ softness’, and so
reduce gatic cling on synthetics and make ironing
easer. They are available in two types:

For example Lenor liquid fabric
softener, for use in the washing
machine/washer dryer. The
liquid fabric softener should be
poured into the compartment
marked with the symbol €3.
Follow the

manufacturer’s dosage
instructions and never exceed the
MAX levd.

Bounce conditioning sheets for use
in atumble dryer. We recommend
the conditioning sheets are pinned
(using a safety pin) to an article

of laundry and placed in the
tumble dryer.

Preparation and assembly of the door

The machineis originally pre-arranged for the assembly
of adoor opening from right to Ieft.

In this case it is sufficient to screw in the hinges (1) and
the counter-magnet (6) provided with the appliance, at
theright level (Fig. B).

a) Door

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b) Hinges

To mount the hinges it is necessary to drill two holes
(dia 35 mm, depth 12.5-14 mm depending on the depth
of door furniture) on the inner side of the door. The
distance between the holes hobs fixing centres must be

The distance (B) from upper edge of the door to the
centre of the hole depends on the adjacent furniture's
dimensons.

The required dimensions are given in the picture C.

The hinges will be fixed to the door by means of screws
for wood (2-Fig. B) supplied with the appliance.

¢) Mounting the door

Fix the hinges (1) to the machine by means of the M5x8
screws (3-Fig. B). The hinges can be adjusted to
compensate for possible uneven thickness of the door.
To aign the door perfectly it is necessary to loosen the
screw (3-Fig. B), adjust the door and tighten the screw

again.

d) Counter-magnet (6)

The applianceis pre-arranged for a magnetic closure of
the door. To enable a correct operation of this device, it
is necessary to screw the counter-magnet (6) (Sted disk
+ rubber ring) into the inner side of the door.

Its position must correspond to the magnet (4) on the
appliance (see picture D).

If the door has to be opened from |eft to right, invert the
position of the plates (7), the magnet (4) and the plate
(5) (Fig. B and E). Mount the countermagnet (6) and the
hinges (1) as previoudy described.

Where the appliance has been raised by mounting onto
awooden base provided by the ingtaller. The materia
used to congtruct the base should have anon dip
surface, be water repdlent and if possible be one solid
piece.

If it is not possible to use one solid piece, due to the
additiona height required, ensure that any additional
grips of timber are glued and screwed to the underside
of the base (see Fig. F).

With the appliance ingtaled adjust dl four feet ensuring
the machine is stable, and a clearance of approximately
5 mm is|eft between the top of the machine and the
underside of the worktop.

A final check for stability should be carried out with the
machine on spin with aload, thiswill identify the need
for any further fine adjustment to the feet.

A girip of beading approximately 605 mm W, x 5 mm
H, x 25 mm D must be screwed down into the base
directly in front of the machine's feet, thiswill provide
additional security.
