AUTO-SWITCHOVER FLASH
When the camera is turned on, auto-switchover flash is initially set. The camera
automatically fires the flash whenever necessary.

MANUAL FILL-FLASH

Use manual fill-flash to "fill-in" strong shadows on your
subject’s face. For example, manual fill-flash should be
used when your subject is wearing a hat under bright
sunlight. The flash will fire every time you take a picture.

NIGHT-PORTRAIT FLASH

When posing someone in front of a night scene, use
night-portrait flash. This provides balanced exposure be-
tween your subject and the background.

Shutter speeds are slow in this mode. Please use a tripod and warn your subjects to
remain still.

RED-EYE REDUCTION

Reduce red-gye in flash pictures of people by using red-eye reduction.
