Openings in the cabinet are provided for ventilation and to ensure reliable operation of
the product and to protect it from overheating, and these openings must not be
blocked or covered.

2 Release the feet lock latches to lock the adjustable feet and
rotate the adjustable feet to adjust the position and tilt.

3 To retract the adjustable feet, lift the front of the projector
and pull and undo the feet lock latches.
Keystone distortion of the projected image can be adjusted
by menu operation. (p20, 38)

A CAUTION

Tilt the projector within the adjustable range in order not to shorten
the life of the lamp. Proper angle should be taken. See page 5.
