Battery Installation

The battery cover islocated onthe back of theunit. Slidethe coverin the
direction of the arrow to gain access to the battery compartment o
insert 2AAA(UM-4) batteries intothe compartment.Make sure that
batteries arepositioned inaccordance withthe diagramlocated bel ow
batteries inbattery compartment. Replace cover.

Note:

[1] A low batteryicon E appearing onthe LCD display indicatesa weak
and replacement is necessary.

[2] To ensurethat thepreset memory and timeare not lost during battery
replacement makesure that power on/off switch@ isin the off
position and that thebatteries arereplaced within 3 minutes.



Setting Time

When batteries areinstalledfor the first timethe LCD display timedigit will
flash indicating that thetime needsto beset. The clock can be set with

the power off but the lockswitch € must be off. To set time pressTime

Set Button @ for more then 2 seconds until hour digit flashes. While

hour digitis flashinguse TimeAdjust Buttons ¢k and @ toselect the
correct hour. Pressing Time Set Button @ again will cause the minite digit
to flash. Use sameprocedure as hour set to set minite set. Press Time Set
Button @ tofinalize time setting.

Long Term Alarm Set

Press Standby Button @ for more than 2 seconds until hour digit flashes.

RADIO OPERATION

Antenna/Ear phone Use

The earphone cord acts as an antennaduring reception of FM/TV/Weather
Band(DT-300/300V/300VW)channel s and should be extended as much as
possible to improve sensitivity. Insert the earphone into the earphonejack &
for earphone operation . When listeningwith the built-in speaker the enclosed
pig tail trailing antenna should be inserted intothe earphone jack @ which
will provide antennafunction.

A built-inFerrite Antennais used for AM reception and it isonly necessary to
rotate the radio for maximum dignal strength . No other external antennais
repuired .

Speaker On/Off Switch

The built-in speaker may be turned on or off using the Speaker Switch @ .
The speaker switch must be in the off position with the earphone plugged
into the earphone jack to receive FM stereoprograms. Stereo icon will
appear inthe display.

A.Scan Tuning
