Appliance use and care

« Before use, check the appliance for damaged or defective
parts. Check for breakage of parts, damage to switches
and any other conditions that may affect its operation.

« Do not use the appliance if the switch does not turn it on
and off. Any appliance that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

« Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the
battery pack from the appliance before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or storing appliances. Such
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the
appliance accidentally.

+ Where applicable, keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges
are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

« Do not use the appliance if any part is damaged or defec-
tive.

+ Have any damaged or defective parts repaired or replaced
by an authorised repair agent.

« Never attempt to remove or replace any parts other than
those specified in this manual.

Using your appliance

« Always take care when using the appliance.

+ Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas
invite accidents.

« Only use the appliance in daylight or good artificial light.
+ Do not operate your appliance in explosive atmospheres,

Electrical safety

* Do not place the inlet or outlet of the sweeper near eyes
or ears when operating. Never blow debris in the direction
of bystanders.

« Do not use in the rain or leave outdoors while it is raining.

« Do not cross gravel paths or roads whilst your product is
switched on during blow mode. Walk, never run.

+ Do not place your unit down on gravel while it is switched
on.

« Always be sure of your footing, particularly on slopes. Do

+ Do not place any objects into the openings. Never use if
the openings are blocked - keep free of hair, lint, dust and
anything that may reduce the airflow.

Warning! Always use your product in the manner outlined in
this manual. Your product is designed to be used in an upright
mode and if it is used in any other way it may result in injury.

« The operator or user is responsible for accidents or
hazards occurring to other people or their property.

+ Replacement fans are available from a Black & Decker
service agent. Use on Black & Decker recommended
spare parts and accessories.

+ Keep all nuts bolts and screws tight to make sure that the
appliance is in a safe working condition.

Warning! Before assembly, make sure that
the appliance is switched off and the battery is
removed.

Warning! Always wear protective gloves when
working with your cordless sweeper.
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Blow tube assembly (fig. A)
The blow tubes (1) must be assembled before use.
« Align the square latches (6) on the side of the blow tubes
(1).
« Push the blow tubes (1) firmly into each other until the
square latches (6) click into place.
Note! The blow tubes can be separated for storage by press-
ing in the square latches (6) on the side of the blow tube and
pulling them apart.

Mounting the blow tube (fig. B)
« Align the square latches (6) on the side of the blow tube
(1) with the square latches (7) on the nozzle (8).
« Push the blow tube (1) firmly onto the nozzle (8) until the
square latches (6 & 7) click into place.
Note! The blow tubes can be separated from the nozzle by
pressing in the square latches (7) on the side of the nozzle
and pulling them apart.

Fitting and removing the battery (fig. C)

« To fit the battery (4), line it up with the receptacle on the
tool. Slide the battery into the receptacle and push until
the battery snaps into place.

« To remove the battery, push the release button (9) while at
the same time pulling the battery out of the receptacle.

Use
Warning! Let the tool work at its own pace. Do not overload.

Charging the battery (fig. D)

The battery needs to be charged before first use and whenev-
er it fails to produce sufficient power on jobs that were easily
done before. The battery may become warm while charging;
this is normal and does not indicate a problem.

Warning! Do not charge the battery at ambient temperatures
below 10 °C or above 40 °C. Recommended charging tem-
perature: approx. 24 °C.

Note: The charger will not charge a battery if the cell
temperature is below approximately 0 °C or above 40 °C.
The battery should be left in the charger and the charger
will begin to charge automatically when the cell tempera-
ture warms up or cools down.

« To charge the battery (4), insert it into the charger (10).
The battery will only fit into the charger in one way. Do
not force. Be sure that the battery is fully seated in the
charger.

+ Plug in the charger and switch on at the mains.

The charging indicator (11) will flash green continuously
(slowly).

The charge is complete when the charging indicator (1) lights
green continuously. The charger and the battery can be left
connected indefinitely with the LED illuminated. The LED will
change to flashing green (charging) state as the charger occa-
sionally tops off the battery charge. The charging indicator (1)
will be lit as long as the battery is connected to the plugged-in
charger.

« Charge discharged batteries within 1 week. Battery life will

be greatly diminished if stored in a discharged state.

Leaving the battery in the charger

The charger and battery pack can be left connected with the
LED glowing indefinitely. The charger will keep the battery
pack fresh and fully charged.

Charger diagnostics

If the charger detects a weak or damaged battery, the
charging indicator (1) will flash red at a fast rate. Proceed as
follows:

+ Re-insert the battery (4).

« If the charging indicators continues flashing red at a fast
rate, use a different battery to determine if the charging
process works properly.

« If the replaced battery charges correctly, the original
battery is defective and should be returned to a service
centre for recycling.

« Ifthe new battery gives the same indication as the original
battery, take the charger to be tested at an authorised
services centre.

Note: It may take as long as 60 minutes to determine that
the battery is defective. If the battery is too hot or too
cold, the LED will alternately blink red, fast and slow, one
flash at each speed and repeat.

Switching on and off (fig. E)
Warning! Use both hands to grip the product firmly when
switching on.
« To switch the appliance on, slide the on/off switch (3)
forward.
« To switch the appliance off, slide the on/off switch (3)
back.

Maintenance
Your Black & Decker appliance has been designed to operate
over a long period of time with a minimum of maintenance.
Continuous satisfactory operation depends upon proper appli-
ance care and regular cleaning.

« Switch off and unplug the appliance/tool.

« Or switch off and remove the battery from the appliance/

tool if the appliance/tool has a separate battery pack.
« Or run the battery down completely if it is integral and then




switch off.

« Unplug the charger before cleaning it. Your charger does
not require any maintenance apart from regular cleaning.

« Regularly clean the ventilation slots in your tool/appliance
and charger using a soft brush or dry cloth.

+ Regularly clean the motor housing using a damp cloth. Do
not use any abrasive or solvent-based cleaner.

+ Keep the appliance clean and dry.

Mains plug replacement (U.K. & Ireland only)
If a new mains plug needs to be fitted:

« Safely dispose of the old plug.

« Connect the brown lead to the live terminal in the new

plug.

« Connect the blue lead to the neutral terminal.
Warning! No connection is to be made to the earth terminal.
