Step 7 — Peaking and Level Adjustments - 1
Manual compensation for long cable runs can be made by the user 0 e e

with the Auto/Manual switch in the Manual position.

Image sharpness is adjusted with the Peaking Control. Increased peaking compensates
for mid- and high-frequency detail loss. Minimum setting (full counterclockwise) is zero
peaking.

Image brightness is adjusted using the Level Control which increases the video signal
output voltage to boost brightness.

While viewing the display, adjust either or both controls for the best image quality.
