Use this uppliunce only us described in this instruction munual.

As with uny electricul uppliunce, the instructions uim to cover us muny eventudlities us pPossi-
ble. Caution und common sehse should be used when operating und installing this cir condi-
tioner.

This uppliunce hus been munufuctured to cool und dehumidify domestic environments und
should hot be used for other purposes.

It is dunhyerous to dlter or modify the unit's characteristics in any way.

The uppliunce must be instdlled in line with the relevaunt hationadl leyislation.

Should repuirs be hecessury, contuct the heurest authorized De’Lonyhi Repuir Service Center.
Unauthorized De’lonyhi servicing cun be dungerous.

This uppliance is to be used by adults only; keep uwauy from children.

In the cuse thut the power cord becomes dumugyed, this must be repluced only by specidlized per-
sonnel authorized by the manufacturer.

Always ensure the uppliunce is grounded. If you have uny doubts check with a gudlified elec-
frician.

Avoid using extension cords with the unit.

Before cleuninyg or muintenaunce operautions, ulways unpluy the unit from the outlet.

Do not pull on or pluce strain on the power cord when moving the uppliaunce.

The uppliunce should not be installed where the uatmosphere muy contuin combustible guses,
oil or sulphur, or neur heut sources.

Do not rest hot or heuvy objects on the uppliunce.

Cleun the filters at leust once u week.

Avoid using heuters neur the unit.

The unit should be transported in a vertical position. If this is not possible secure the unit at
un unyle, do hot lie it horizontdlly.

Before transporting the unit, drain the condensation collecting-fray and tank. Affer fransporta-
tion, wuit ut leust 1 hour before switching on the unit.

The puckuying muteriuls cun be recycled. You ure therefore recommended to pluce them in
the specidal contdiners for differentiated wauste collection.

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Introduction

The portuble uir conditioner is u compuct unit for reyuluting uir temperuture und humidity. Its extremely
flexible charaucteristics muke it eusy to use ut uny time und in any room. It cun be operuted in multiple
modes including cooling, dehumidifying und ventilating. The uppliance hus been designed for dome-
stic use und may be used in the home, office, etc.

It must be connected to un outlet with un impedunce of less thun 0.197 Ohms.

If hecessary, consult your electricity supply company for information on impedance values.

TIPS FOR ENERGY SAVING

e Keep blinds und/or curtuins und windows closed during the sunniest hours of the duy (cooling func-
fion).

o Keep the filter cleun. In nhormul conditions, the filter should be cleuned ubout every 2 weeks. The fil-
ter eliminates purt of the pollutant particles or dust fransported in the dir. Air qudlity thus dejpends on
the frequency with which the filter is cleuned.

MOUNTING THE ADJUSTABLE WINDOW CLOSU-
RE CROSSPIECE (only on some models)

The uppliunce is provided with un adjustuble
bracket.

If you have u sliding window, position the cros-
spiece in the window frume, extend it comple-
tely then close the window onto the crosspie-
ce. Fit the window flunge onto the end of the
dir exhaust hose, position it on the hole in the
crosspiece, then fit the other end of the hose
onto the buck of the uir conditioning unit.

This considerubly reduces heut dispersion due
to confuct between the room und the outside
environment.

CONDENSATION DRAINAGE

When the dir conditioniny unit is operuting in
dir conditioning or dehumidifying mode, the
condensution is collected in u speciul tunk.
When the tunk is full, the "tunk full" indicutor
light on the control punel flushes.

Remove the condensution funk, empty and
repluce on the unit us shown in the followiny
figures.

Aftention

1. While the dir conditioning unit is operating in
dir conditioning or dehumidifying mode, do
not extract the condensution tank before it
is full, otherwise d buzzer will sound indicu-
fing that the compressor has stopped. The
unit will switch to FAN mode.

2. To remove the tank before it is completely
full, the unit must be stopped by turning it off
or operdting it in FAN mode only, wditing
dbout three minutes to avoid the conden-
sution dripping outside the tunk, then remo-
ving the tank.

3. Do not remove the cap of the fube in the
wuter tunk compurtment (present in certuin
models only) while the unit is operuting with
conhdensution collecting in the tunk us this
could leud to leuks of wuter.

CONTINUOUS CONDENSATION DRAINAGE

To druin condensation confinuously without

the dir conditioniny unit shutting down, pro-

ceed us follows (Models desigyned for conti-

nuous condensution druinuge only):

1. Puss the tube in the tunk compurtment
through the hole in the tank (see figure).

2. Remove the cap from the tube und con-
nect it to un externul pipe (hot provided)
uble to druin the condensution continuou-
sly.

MAINTENANCE

Turn the uppliunce off und unpluy from
the outlet before cleuning.

Muke sure the unit is disconhected from dll
voltuge before proceeding with muinte-
nunce. This avoids the risk of electric
shock.

Never use chemicul solvents (such us ben-
zehe und ulcohol) to cleun the surfuce of
the unit. This could scratch or dumugye the
surfuce or even distort the external purt.
Use wuter with delicute detergyents or u
soft cloth only to cleun or dry plustic purts.
To cleun the conhdensution tunk, remove
und completely empty it of wuter. Cleun
with heutrdl detergents, rinse und dry tho-
roughly.

Then repluce in the originul position.

AIR FILTER

If the uir filter is blocked by dirt or dust, the
flow of uir diminishes, reducing the perfor-
maunce of the uppliunce und leuding to mul-
function. The uir filter must be cleuned und/or
wdushed ut leust once every two weeks.
