Setting Up Your HP PSC 500

Connecting the Power Cords

required software to the client computer. If your network uses a Windows
98 computer as the server with Windows NT 4.0 clients, you must use a peer-
to-peer network configuration instead. A peer-to-peer network is the sam
except that the software must be manually installed on each Windows NT
client.
