Prior to Installation

® |t is dangerous to alter the specifications or attempt to modify this
product in any way.

® Ensure that the appliance does not stand on the electrical supply
cable. If the supply cable is damaged, it must be replaced by a cable
available from your local Service Force Centre.

® Make sure that the power plug is not squashed or damaged by the
back of the appliance. A damaged power plug may overheat and
cause a fire.

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The no-frost (frost free) system

® The appliance can be used as a freezing unit or as a refrigerator depen-
ding on requirement. For this purpose, the operation mode "Freezing"
or the operation mode "Cooling" can be selected on the appliance.

- In the operation mode "Freezing", the appliance is usable for
freezing and deep-temperature storage with temperatures from
-15°Cup to -24 °C.

- In the operation mode "Cooling", this appliance can be operated as
a "long fresh" cooling unit with temperatures of 0 °C to +2 °C,
whereby a dry cabinet interior climate is attained through the no-
frost (frost-free) technology. The appliance can also be used in the
adjustable temperature range of up to +16 °C as a chilled cupboard
for food and drink. Naturally, it is also usable as a "normal”
refrigerator for the temperature range of +2 °C to +5 °C.

e TURBO/FROSTMATIC can be selected depending on purpose and need.

- In the operation mode "Cooling", TURBO/FROSTMATIC is suitable
for fast cooling larger quantities when in the refrigerator mode, e.g.
for drinks or salads during a party. Thereby, a DESIRED temperature
of +2 °C is automatically preset. After 6 hours have expired, the
TURBO/FROSTMATIC function is terminated automatically.

- In the operation mode "Freezing", TURBO/FROSTMATIC caters for
quick freezing of fresh foodstuffs and protects at the same time the
foodstuff already stored against undesired temperature increase
when in the freezer mode. The electronics of the appliance
recognises automatically, when the quick freezing mode can be
completed, and automatically switches off the TURBO/FROSTMATIC
function. (Depending upon the quantity to be frozen after 30 up to
maximum 51 hours).

® The no-frost (frost free) system enables both the freezing of fresh
foodstuff as well as the storage of readily frozen foodstuff by cold
air. An evaporator cools the air in the interior space of the appliance,
which is circulated and uniformly distributed by a ventilator. This
uniformly circulating air-flow creates a dry climate, low temperature
fluctuations and low temperature differences in the entire appliance
interior. The moisture in the air condenses as frost on the evaporator.
The evaporator thaws/defrosts automatically, as soon as this is
necessary. The melted water is drained off outside to the compressor
and evaporates through the heat generated by the latter. Thus, the
interior of the appliance and the stored cooled or frozen foodstuffs
always remain fresh and ice-free. Manual thawing/defrosting is not
necessary.

With the ALARM OFF button, the acoustic warning signal
can be switched off, e.g. the "Open Door" warning when
sorting in or out, the food to be frozen.

Before connecting the appliance to the mains and putting it into oper-
ation for the first time, leave the appliance to stand for 30 minutes if
was transported upright. After transport on its side, the appliance must
be left to stand for 2 hours before putting it into operation.

Please clean the appliance interior and all accessories prior to initial
start-up (see section: "Maintenance and Cleaning").

In order to protect frozen goods, the appliance is guarded against
accidental switching off (child-proof).

To switch off press and hold the ON/OFF button for approx. 1 second.
A so-called "count down" is started in the temperature display, which
counts backwards from "3" to "1". After "1" is reached the appliance
switches off. [llumination at the temperature display goes off.

The appliance is only completely disconnected from the electricity
supply when the power plug has been removed from the power outlet.

Note:

The appliance cannot be switched on or off if unplugged, or if there is
no power being supplied to it.

Following connection to the mains power supply, the appliance returns
to the same operating state as before the interruption of main power.

If the appliance is not going to be used for an extended period:

Switch appliance off by pressing and holding the ON/OFF button for
approximately 1 second (see above).

When put into operation again, the appliance starts in the operation
mode, in which it was set prior to switching off.
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Control and Information Systems

The control and information systems consist of the temperature display,

an optical warning display and an acoustic warning.

The system warns:

- when first switching on the appliance (when the storage temperature
has not yet been attained);

- if the appliance door remains open for longer than 80 seconds
(operation mode "Freezing") or for longer than 5 minutes (operation
mode "Cooling");

- of excessive temperature in the freezer compartment (only in the
operation mode "Freezing");

- if there are functional errors with the appliance.

"Open Door" Warning

If the door remains open longer than approx. 80 seconds (operation
mode "Freezing") or longer than 5 minutes (operation mode "Cooling"),
the red warning indicator flashes and a warning tone sounds. If you
need more time for sorting or rearranging frozen or cooled foodstuff,
you can switch off warning tone for 80 seconds (operation mode
"Freezing") or for 5 minutes (operation mode "Cooling") by pressing the
ALARM OFF button.

The red warning indicator will go out when the door is closed.

Temperature Warning
(only in the operating mode "Freezing")

The red warning display and the temperature display flashes and an
audible warning sounds, as soon as the temperature in the freezer com-
partment is warmer than -11 °C.

A rise in temperature may be caused by:

- frequent door opening for long periods of time;

- loading with large quantities of warm foods;

- high ambient temperature;

- an error with the appliance.

You can cancel the warning tone with the ALARM OFF button.

The temperature display for the freezer indicates the warmest
temperature the freezer has reached during the temperature alarm
period. After approx. 5 seconds the temperature display reverts to the
current freezer temperature. The red warning indicator will switch off
as soon as the temperature has dropped to under -11 °C.
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Temperature memory

While the current freezer temperature is above -11 °C, the warmest
temperature the freezer has reached during the alarm period is stored
and can be called up as often as wished by pressing the ALARM OFF
button.

If the temperature in the freezer compartment drops to under -11 °C
and the ALARM OFF button has not been pressed prior, the warning
tone will switch off automatically. The red warning indicator and the
temperature display will continue to flash.

If the ALARM OFF button is pressed now, the red warning indicator
switches off.

Opening the door

If the door is closed when the appliance is in operation, it cannot be
immediately opened again, because a vacuum occurs which holds the
door closed until pressure has been equalised. The door can be opened
again after several minutes.

Except for the bottom drawer, which serves for storage purposes, all
compartments and drawers are suited for freezing small quantities of
fresh food. The two upper compartments are suited for freezing of
large quantities of food.

Important!

® The temperature in the freezer compartment must be -18 °C or
colder before freezing food.

When freezing maximum capacity press the TURBO/FROSTMATIC but-
ton 24 hours prior to freezing, or 4 to 6 hours for smaller quantities.

Yellow indicator light illuminates.

The TURBO/FROSTMATIC button need not be pressed for freezing of
small quantities of up to 3 kg.

All foods must be packed air tight prior to freezing, so that they do not
dry out or lose their flavour, and so that no flavour contamination of
other frozen goods occurs.

Caution! Do not touch frozen food with wet hands. Your hands could
freeze to the food.

. Place the packed food in the drawers. Unfrozen food must not touch

items already frozen, otherwise the frozen food could begin to defrost.

The appliance electronics automatically switch the TURBO/FROSTMATIC
function off after a period of 50 hours. Yellow indicator light goes out.
You can also stop the TURBO/FROSTMATIC function manually by press-
ing the TURBO/FROSTMATIC button again.
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Tips:

® The following are suited for the packaging of frozen goods:
- freezer bags and polyethylene wraps;
- plastic containers for frozen goods;
- extra-thick aluminium foil.

® The following are suitable for sealing bags and wrap:
plastic clips, rubber bands or tape.

® Smooth the air out of the bag before sealing; air makes it easier for
the frozen food to dry out.

* Make flat packages, because these freeze more quickly.

® Do not fill plastic containers for frozen goods to the brim with liquid
or paste-like goods, because liquids expand during freezing.

Frozen Storage

Important! Wait until the necessary storage temperature of =18 °C has
been reached before storing food already frozen.

® Load the freezer only with packaged frozen goods, so that they do
not dry out or lose their flavour, and so that no flavour contamina-
tion of other frozen goods can occur.

® Please observe maximum storage times and expiry dates of frozen
goods.

@ Place frozen foods in the drawers sorted by type, as far as possible. This
will give you a better overview of the contents, avoid extended door
opening and therefore save electricity.

@ From a food safety point of view, -18 °C is deemed sufficient as cold
storage temperature.

Preparation of Ice Cubes

1= 1.Fill the ice cube tray 3/4 full with cold water, place it in the freezer and
leave to freeze.

2. To loosen the frozen cubes, either bend the ice cube tray or hold it
under running water for a few seconds.

Normal Operating Sounds

and you will hear a whirring sound or pulsating noise from the com-
pressor.

® A thermostat controls the compressor and you will hear a faint click
when the thermostat cuts in and out.

® The ventilator generates air flow whereby noise can be emitted.

Food Storage

To obtain the best performance from your freezer:
® Do not store warm food or evaporating liquids.
* Do not store food uncovered.

¢ Keep the time between buying chilled food and placing it in your
freezer as short as possible.

Technical Terminology

® Refrigerant
Liquids that can be used to a generate a cooling effect are known as
refrigerants. They have a relatively low boiling-point, indeed so low,
that the warmth from the food stored in the fridge or freezer can
cause the refrigerant to boil and vaporise.

® Refrigerant Circuit
Closed circulation system that contains the refrigerant. The refriger-
ant circuit comprises primarily of an evaporator, a compressor, a con-
denser and pipe work.

® Evaporator
The refrigerant is evaporated in the evaporator. Similar to all other
liquids, refrigerant requires heat to evaporate. This heat is removed
from the interior of the appliance, as a result the interior is cooled.
The evaporator is therefore located inside the appliance or placed in
foam immediately behind the inner wall and thus not visible.

* Compressor
The compressor looks like a small drum. It is driven by a built-in elec-
tric motor and is mounted on the base of the appliance at the rear.
The task of the compressor is to draw in vaporised refrigerant from
the evaporator, to compress it, and to pass it on to the condenser.

* Condenser
The condenser normally has the form of a grid. The refrigerant com-
pressed in the compressor is liquefied in the condenser. During this
process, heat is released to the surrounding air at the surface of the
condenser. The condenser is mounted on the base of the appliance.
