Nothing was found to accuse him and he was set free, fo be
detained again on February 13, and the search of his home
repeated. This time, however, although again nothing was
found, he was taken to the provincial jail for interrogation. |
Nine days later, February 22, Manuel Moreno Barranco
found himself in the hospital, where the prison guards had
taken him, suffering serious injuries which took his life a
few hours later. His family was notified but was not permit-
