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Abstract of the Insolvent Law of Mass. 1838.

1. The law provides that any debtor, whose debts

amount to $200, may apply to the judge of probate, or

any master of chancery, setting forth his inability to pay
his debts, and willingness to assign all his property for

that purpose.

2. Upon such application, the judge is required to ap-

point a messenger to take possession of the debtor's estate,

real and personal, except such as by law is exempted (see

Revised Statutes) from attachment, and keep until as-

signees be appointed.

3. No property to be delivered until a meeting of the

creditors to choose assignees.

4. The judge is to aTtend such meeting, and allow such
claims as shall then be proved ; the creditors to choose
assignees, but if they are unable, by the judge.

5. The judge shall convey to the assignees all the

estate of the debtor, except that exempted by law, with

his deeds, books, and papers relating thereto. Attach-

ments or assignments are void after the first publication

of notice by the messenger.
6. The debtor is to make oath relating to the disposal

of his estate, and all debts due him.
7. The debtor shall be allowed a sum for the support

of himself and family, for two months, not exceeding the

rate of three dollars per week for each member, as he may
think proper.

8. Within three months another meeting of the credi-

tors is to be held, and those who have not proved their

claims, may do so. The debtor on making oath that he
has delivered the messenger and assignees all his estate,

of what kind soever, the judge, being satisfied, shall grant

him a discharge.

9. But if one half in number or in value of the creditors,

not less than $50, shall object to his discharge, it shall not

be granted, unless by the S. Judicial Court, on appeal.

10. Every debtor so discharged shall be allowed 5 per

cent, on the net produce of all his estate, in case such net

produce shall be sufficient to pay his creditors the amount
of 50 per cent., not exceeding in the whole $500.

11. When the debtor is either unable or unwilling to

pay his just debts in full, he may be compelled to assign

his property, if indebted to the amount of $100 to one
creditor.

After transacting the usual business

of the Convention, a sermon is delivered in public

before them, and a collection made for the charitable

purpose of relieving the indigent Widows of Congre-
gational clergymen.

For the purpose of investigating cases of necessity,

and of application for the charity of the Convention,
there are two standing Committees ; a Central Com-
mittee, chosen centrally, and a Reporting Committee,
whose members reside in different parts of the State.

The Reporting Committee are required, each year, to

investigate the circumstances of the objects of this

charity, whether already on the list, or needing, or ap-
plying the first time for aid, and make a particular

statement to the Central Committee, directed to the
Scribe of the Convention, at least one week before the
meeting of the Convention. Should any member ne-
glect so to do for two successive years, his place in the
Reporting Committee shall be vacated. The Central
Committee receive from the members of the Reporting
Committee applications and statements of facts in be-
half of subjects of the charity of the Convention, and,
having considered the same, are to judge of the per-
sons to be relieved, and the proportion to be given to
each, and make report to the Convention, on the first

day of their meeting, annually.

The statements of the members of the Reporting
Committee are expected to contain answers to the fol-

lowing questions

1. What is her age ?

2. What are the number, the sex, the ages, and the
circumstances of their children?

7. What peculiar circumstances render her an ob-
ject of charity ; or make it desirable that she should
have aid this year ?

tablished at the reduction of the army in 1821, with the
exception of the present 4th and 9th military depart-
ments, which will not be included in either division.

Western Division.—The country west ofa line drawn
from Fond du Lac, Lake Superior, to Cape Sable, Flo-
rida, and embracing the part of Wisconsin Territory
west of said line, Iowa Territory, the States of Illinois,

Missouri, Kentucky, Tennessee, Arkansas, Louisiana,
Mississippi and Alabama, West Florida, and the In-
dian country West of the Mississippi river.

Eastern Division.—The States of Maine, N. Hamp-
shire, Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Con-
necticut, New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Dela-
ware, Maryland, Virginia, North Carolina, South Caro-
lina, and Georgia.

4th Military Department. The States of Ohio, Indi-

ana and Michigan, and that part ofWisconsin Territory
not included in the Western Division.

9th Military Department.—East and Middle Florida.

Brevet Major General Gaines is assigned to the
command of the Western, and Brigadier General Wool
to the command of the Eastern Division, and will, for

the present, establish their head quarters, respectively,

at New Orleans, La., and Troy, N. Y.
Until otherwise directed, the present arrangement

of Military Departments Nos. 1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 7, and 8, (see

below,) will be continued, and the senior officer in each
will report to and receive instructions from the com-
manders of divisions.

Section 10, enacts that on all unenumerated articles shall be im-
posed a duty of 20 per cent, ad valorem.

Sec. 11. An additional 10 percent, shall be levied on all goods
which shall be imported in vessels not of the United States, when no
specific discrimination is made by the bill ; and 10 per cent, ad-
ditional on all goods except those brought from beyond the Cape of
Good Hope in foreign vessels provided no treaty speculations be in-
fringed thereby.

Sec. 12. All duties shall be paid in cash, or the goods will be sold
after 60 days' detention.

Sec. 13 prescribes the method of selling, and means for the owner
to recover the overplus.

Sec. 14 allows a drawback on foreign sugar refined in and exported
from the United States, equal in amount to the duty paid on the for-

eign sugar ; of 5 cents per gallon on spirits distilled from molasses till

1843, when it shall only be 4, and annually reduced 1 cent.

Sec. 15 enacts that no diawback shall be allowed to goods entitled

to debenture unless exported within three years after their import.
Sec. 16 provides the mode of valuation of all goods paying ad valo-

rem duties, enacting that all costs, charges and commissions except
insurance shall be added to the market value.

Sec. 17 empowers collectors and appraisers to take testimony ne-
cessary for valuation.

Sec. 18 provides for cases of disagreement on appraisal.

Sec. 19 enacts penalties for attempts to evade the payment of
duties

Sec. 20 imposes on non-enumerated articles the same duties as
those enumerated which they most resemble shall pay.

Sec. 21 dictates the method of appraisal.

Sec. 22 provides lor ports where there are no appraisers.

Sec. 23 directs the Secretary of the Treasury to make necessary
rules for faithful appraisals.

Sec. 24 directs collectors to follow the Secretary's instructions.

Sec. 25 provides that the act shall not apply to vessels that shall

have left their last port East of the Cape of Good Hope or beyond
Cape Horn, prior to Sept. 1, 1842.

Sec. 26 provides that the penalties of the law of June 30, 1842, shall

be continued.
Sec. 27 requires the Secretary annually to ascertain and report what

articles have paid a duty of more than 35 per cent, ad valorem.
Sec. 28 prohibits the importation of indecent prints and books.

Sec. 29 establishes a ton at twenty hundred weight, at one hun-
dred and twelve lbs. each.

Sec. 30. This Section is added, enacting that while the Distri-

bution of the Public Lands is suspended, the ten per cent, allowed to

the Western States shall also be suspended.

MASSACHUSETTS MILITIA.
[Corrected at Office of Adjutant General, to January 1, 1845.]

The Militia of Massachusetts is divided into two classes,

the Active and Enrolled—the latter consists of all "able
bodied white male citizens, of the age of eighteen years,

and under that of forty-five, excepting persons enlisted

into volunteer companies, and persons exempted by law
or incapacitated by physical and other causes." (See Sec.

5, Militia Law.) The whole number enrolled in 1844, as

appears from the Returns of the Assessors of cities and
towns, (whose duty it is to make such returns,) is 81,441.

The Active Militia consists of Volunteers, who are paid

a per diem allowance when on duty, (amounting, in the

whole, to $6 per annum, each man,) and consisting by
the Brigade Returns of 1844, of 6,372 men. These are

organized into three Divisions, and six Brigades, embrac-
ing two Divisionary Corps of Cadets, one Battalion, and
one Troop of Cavalry, five Regiments, one Battalion and
three " annexed" Companies of Artillery—ten Regiments
and four Battalions of Infantry, and two Battalions of
Riflemen.

For Foretelling the Weather, through all the Lunations

of each Year, forever,—amended by

Dr. Adam Clarke.

This table and the accompanying remarks are the result of many
years' actual observation ; the whole being constructed on a due con-
sideration of the attraction of the sun and moon, in their several po-
sitions respecting the earth, and will, by simple'ihspection, show the
observer what kind of weather will most probably follow the entrance
of the moon into any of its quarters, and that so near the truth as to
be seldom or never i'ound to fail.

Observations.—1. The nearer the time of the moon's change, first

quarter, full and last quarter, are to midnight, the fairer will the wea-
ther be during the seven days following.

2. The space for this calculation occupies from ten at night till two
next morning.

3. The nearer to mid-day or noon, the phases of the moon happen,
the more foul or wet weather may be expected during the next seven
days.
4. The space for this calculation occupies from ten in the forenoon

to two in the afternoon. These observations refer principally to the
summer,though they affectspringand autumn nearly in the same ratio.

5. The moon's change, first quarter, full, and last quarter, happen-
ing during six of the afternoon hours, i. e. from four to ten, may be
followed by fair weather; but this is mostly dependent on the wind,
as is noted in the table.

6. Though the weather, from a variety of irregular causes, is more
uncertain in the latter part of autumn, the whole of winter, and the
beginning of spring, yet, in the main, the above observations will ap-
ply to those periods also.

" An evening red and morning gray,
